Kiehle are
both emphatically illfavor of some new
arrangement that will give this book
firm another long and fat contract.

Supt. Kiehle's annual report will
recommend that the state furnish text,
books to all free of cost. This
will be the burden, of the
slate superintendent's report, which
willdevote much space to proving that
the state "is rich enough to stand it."

AndD. D. Merrill is even more firmly
convinced than Supt. Kiehle that tlie
state should go into the free text book
business:

is it any wonder under the circum-
stances that itis difficult to locate the
(source of the attack on Mr-Greer?' Are the '•educational quarters of the
state" located in the capitol or at the
corner of St. Peter and Fifth streets, In
the building occupied by the D.D. -Mer-
rillcompany?

beggars and sunken-eyed women with
hungry children are flocking to Chicago
in hundreds. Some of them are crim-
inals by choice and some by direct ne-
cessity. They come— men, women and
children— like the mighty vanguard of
the sight-seeing army soon to visit the
world's fair. No blare of trumpets

heralds their.- approach. There is no
gala-day parade for them. Like a
deadly, infectious disease, they creep
silently, insidiously into our midst.
Every daybreak sees . them getting
closer to tne heart of public."morals'*
and personal safety. Every road lead-
to Chicago is lined with them; they
come in the night by railroad, steam-
boat and peddler's wagon. Fabulous
stories of the opportunities which the
