Suspension of Paymenfs by
a Private Bank in
Joliet, I11,

Faiiure of a Manufacturing
Concern Precipitates the
Crash.

Half & Million of Depositors’
IMoney in the
Bank.

Many Business and Laboring
Men Wwiil Sufrer Great
Loss. ;

JoLIET, Ill., Nov. 30.—The Stone City
bank, a private institation, suspended
payments today on account of a run,
caused by the shutting down of the En-
terprise company, one of the devart-
ments of the big wire fence industry.
The bank is operated by H. Fish & Sons
and was thought to be one of the sound-
est financial institutions in the state.
T'he failure is a heavy one. The troubie
b:gan with the Enterprise company con-
fessing judgments for $183,175, and fil-
ing a trust deed to Mrs. C. A. Miller for
§134,313. The Fish brothers, sons of
Henry Fish, with F. H. Counell, were
the proprietors of the Enterprise com-
pany, and the suspension of the bank
of which they were in control,
soon tollowed. The deed to Mrs. Miiler,
who is a very wealthy woman, 1s for
money borrowed to caary on the Dbusi-
ness. She isthe aunt of the Fishes aud
is related to Mrs. John A. Lozan.
1t is estimated that nothing less than
£500.000 will sectle the firm’s affairs.
‘T'he bank’s affairs are closely identified
with those of the enterprise company.
The failure of the enterprise is due, it
is announced, to the duli season in
trade. The eompany had goods on
which it
Could Not Reall ze
any money, and thus the bank was
hampered and erippled. The crowd at
the doors of the bank when the Enter-
prise failure was announced, was a
arge one and much excited. Tne affairs
' the bank are so involved with those
Of the mill that it will tike considerable
Ojme to unravel the tangle.

W hen the bank was a separate insti-
tution its prosperity was co-existent
with thatof the wire miil, and the
larger part of its assets were invested
in the mill business. Large sums had
been paid out for machinery and other
plant, and a slackening in the demand
for the mill’s product entaiied the pil-
ing up of goods on which it was impos-
sible to realize. This cripoled the
bank, but not a suspicion of its condi-
tion had obtained currency before last
night. The vague rumors that it was
in diffieulties spread through the city,
and this morning there was an anxious
crowd of depositors in line long before
the doors opened.
The ofticials started in to pay the de-
mands of depositors, but the eash be-
came exhausted and the doors closed.
Many of the business houses of Joliet
kept their acecount at the bank and its
suspension will result in great em-
barassment to them. The greatest suf-
ferers will be the laboring men. Now
that they are out of work and money
both, great hardship will result to them,
Officers of the Bank.
The president of the broken bank was
Henry Fish, and his three sons, Charles
M., Henry, and George Fish, conducted
the affairs of themill. Mr. Fish Sr. had
the reputation of being one of the ablest
financiers of the West. His credit was
gilt-edged, and his career had been an
unusually sucecessful one. He was rated
at §£500,000, and the sons at as much
more. There has never been a rumor,
even, atfecting the solvency of either
bank or mill until last night, and an in-
quiry at any commercial agency, even
up to this morning, would have elicited
a report of the most flattering nature.
1t 1s not believed that the bank’s con-
dition is beyond resuscitation, but only
that its assets are temporarily locked up
and there is every prospect that its af-
fairs will be straightened out speedily.
Its deposits ranged from  £400,000 to
$500,000. As for the mill, it is not be-
lieved that there isany possibility of
its resumption. It emwployed between
400 and 500 people, many of whom have
worked in it for years. There was tre-
mendous excitement when these men
found out that there was no work for
them today. They stood around be-
wildered, but when the news of the
bank’s closing reached them a riot was
imminent, Quieter counseis prevailed,
however, and, after a time, the excitea
crowd had dispersed.

Bills in his Tecumseh and lthaca banks,
wiiich have both failed, today made an
assignment of all his property to George
P. Brooks, of Saginaw, for the benefit
of creditors. Mr. Chureh has backed
Mr. Bills strongly of late and the fail-
ures affect him serioucly. He has a
large tract of timber in Clare county
which is so tied up in the corporation
that it cannot be touched.
