Eias Consumption.

New Yorxk, Dec.1.—It has been re-
ported that Jay Gould is suffering of
consumption and that he is doubtless
now in his last illness. Last winter he
went to a more agreeable elimate, and
it was hoped that he might be able this
winter to get away from New York to
some locality where the atmosphere is
more bland than here.

The development of his trouble has,
however, prevented his contemplated
removal, and Mr. Gould now lies at his
Fifth avenue home in this city, growing
weaker daily. IHis entire family is
within reach of burried summons, and
his personal medical attendants in close
attendance. 'l'oseek details of the sick
room would be a fruitless effort, for
such information is rigidly held within
the family cirele. That Mr. Gould, as
has been rumored, suffered hemorrhage
there 1s no doubt.

The health of the great financier has
many times in years gone by been the
subject of sensational and designing
rumors. This writing, however, deals
with no rumor, nor is it desizned to
arouse seusation. Mr. Gould is
now ill with consumption. He is
weak and each day his physical forces
less oppose the advance ot disease. His
life may be prolonged for some days,
but the days are well nigh numbered,
and the limit of his living may be said
now to have been narrowed almost to
hours.

George Greatly Worried.

It was learned tomnight that both
George Gould and Dr. Munn, who for
years has been Mr. Gould’s physieians,
were greatly worried. Young Mr.
Gould is said to Dbave stated
that it was a mistake that
his father did not start some
time ago for his trio to the South-
west, which he has been contemplating.
Mr. Gould, however, does not like the
journeys he has been forced to take and
kept putting off zoing away until he be-
came so ill that he could not go.

Mr. Gould’s room is in the second
story front of the house. Tonight there
were indications that physician and
family had fear of disolution in mind.
The alarming symptoms in Mr. Gould’s
case is hemorrhages. The first of
these are said to have occurred Nov. 23,
since which time there have been sev-
eral. Because of

These iemorrhages
Dr. Munn called in Wedneeday in con-
sultation Dr. Janeway, who spent a
good partof Wednesday and yesterday
in Mr. Gould’s room. The patient is
also suffering from. neuralgic pains in
the head, causing slecvlessness.

That Mr. Gould has comparatively
little physieal strength is declared by
everybody who has seen him during the

Vsstern Union building not long ago
he was thin and pale, and, standing or
sitting, he bent over as d(_)es a man
whose vital forces are rapidly lessen-
ing.

Dame Fortune Decides Who
Shall Control the Kansas
House.

Lots Drawn Out of a Hat to
Decide the Coffey
County Tie.

Republicans Win and the Pop-
ulists Denounce It as an
Qutrage.

Conflicting Statements About
the Manner of the Draw-
ing.

TorEKA, Kan.,Dec. 1.—The executive
council, sitting as a board of canvas-
sers, this afternoen cast lots to decide
the legislative tie of Colffey county and
Bollinger, Republican, was chosen.
‘T'he entire proceedings were conducted
in secret session and Attorney General
Ives, the only Democrat on the board,
refused to take part in it. By this de-
cision the Republicans get in control of
the lower house of the legislature, and
Breidenthal, chairman of the Populist
state central committee, openly charges
the board with fraud.

It was impossible to get statements
froin the various members composing
the returning board this afternoon
whieh did not conflict. Secretary Hig-
gins stated that T'reasurer Stover drew
the ballots, and the auditor declared
that it was Secretary Higgins. T'he
town was in a state of excitement to-
night over the announcement, and the
fusion politicians deelare that they will
not submit to what they term *‘the out-
rage.” In am interview tonight Auditor
Hovey gave this versionof the drawing:

“Eizhteen ballots were deposited in a
hat, one of which was marked ‘Bolli-
ger,” the name of the Republican candi-
date, and another ‘Rice,” the Populist
caudidate. The ballots were placed in
Gov. Humphrey’s hat and set on a table,
and Secretary of State Higgins turned
his back and drew the ballots. The
first eight were blanks and the ninth
was ‘Bollinger.””

WRESTLED WITH A TIE.,

Kansas State Board of Canvassers
Strike Numerous Snags.
Torexa, Kan.,, Dee. 1.—The state
board of canvassers this morning at-
tempted to wrestle with the Coffey
county legislative tie, and found itself
surrounded by numerous complications.
Upon this tie rests the organization of
the hounse. The official count shows
that the lower house will stand: Re-
publicans, 62; Populists, 58; Democrats,
3; Independent, 1—a tie. The Inde-
pendent legislator is Wilson, of Meade
county. He is a Republican, but was
elected by Populists’ votes against the
Republican nominee. He is an intimate
friend of Jerry Simpson, and the Popu-
lists elaim him for their caueus nom-
inee and also in the house organization.
With the Coffey county tie decided in
their favor the Republicans will have
sixty-three votes, enough to organize
the house. In thediscussion this morn-
ing some of the members of the board
seemed to think it was unconstitutional
to decide the lots, and Gov. Humphrey
held that the board was not althorized
to pass on constitutional questions.
Chairman Breidenthal instituted an
injunction proceedings this morning, re-
straining the board of issuing a certifi-
cate of election to Lerevey, the Repub-
Jican elector, whose election was due to
the fact that the name of his fusion op-
ponent was incorrectly printed on the
tickets of two counties. A contest will
follow, and the opinion seems general
that the Populists will win their point.

CALIFORNIA FOR CLEVELAND

Grover Carries the Golden State
by a Narrow Margin,

SAN Francisco, Dec. 1.—The canvass
of the official returns of the vote for
Harrison and Cleveland has been com-
pleted in San Fraucisco, and the result
shows that the largest vote cast
for a Republican presidential elec-
ector was 24,416, as against 31,112 for the
highest Democratic elector. The Dem-
ocratic elector receiving the smallest
number of votes has a piurality over the
highest Republican elector of 6,640.
The average votes for - electors
in San Francisco county shows a plural-
ity for the Democratic ticket of 6,693.
The average plurality for Republican

electors outside of San Francisco
is 6,422, giving the Demo-
crats a plurality in the entire

state of 271. The margin is so narrow,
and the vote for individual electors
varies so considerably in the incomplete
returns, that it seems almost sure that
when the canvass of vote is made by
the secretary of state, the electoral vote
will be found divided.

EXTRA SESSION TALK.

W ASHINGTON, Dec. 1.—Senator Black-
burn (Democrat), ot Kentucky, does not
think that an extra session of congress
is necessary, but believes that the ques-
tion cannot be safely determined until
Feb. 10. Senator Davis (Republican),
of Minnesota, expresses the belief that
an extra session will not be called, as
Mr. Cleveland’s strong common sense
will enable him to resist the considera-
ble pressure that will be brought to
bear to induce him to do so.

Congressman Springer, of lllinois,
chairman of the committee on ways and
means, returned to this city last night
in full health. In the course of an inter-
view, he says the people of the country
are entitléd to athorough revision of the
tariff, and the work to be done as early
as possible.

Republicans Again Planning
to Hold a Montana Seat
in the Senate.

They Have Found a Demo-
cratic Traitcr Who Will
Work With Them.

North Dakota Seems to Have
Given Mr. Harrison a
Small Majority.

HELENA, Mont., Dec. 1.—During the
past week 1t has developed that there is
a conspiracy on foot torepeat the frauds
by which the Republicans sent two sen-
ptors to Washington in 1889. Until ten
days ago it was 1npossible to tell, owing
to the closeness of the result on the
legislature, how Montana stood on joint
ballot. Finally, when all the returns
were in, it was fouud that of the 71
votes on joint ballot the Populists had 3,
theDemocrats 36 and the Republicans 32.
Of the Populists two are Republicans
and one Democrat. The senate con-
sists of sixteen members, nine Demo-
crats and seven Republicans; the house
of fifty-five members, twenty-seven
Democrats, three Populists and twenty-
five Republicans. Of the twenty-seven
Democrats in the house one, A. L.
Hamilton, of Choteau county, was de-
feated on the

Faece of the Returns

by twenty-seven votes. When the
board of canvassers of Choteau coanty
canvassed the returns atfidavits were
filed with them by the voters in the Box
Elder precinct to the effect that the
election there was fraudulent, for the
reason that a number of half-breed
voters haa been paid $10 each for their
votes. Affidavits were also presented
to the same effect from half-breeds who
had received money to vote for the Ke-
publican candidate. The board of can-
vassers, consistinz of two Republicans
and one Democrat, following the de-
cision of the supreme court of the state
in the case of Precinet 34, Siiver Bow
county, in 1889, by a unanimous vote
threw out Box Elder precinet. This
gave Hamilton, Democrat, a plurality,
and to him they issued a -certificate.
For months it has been known that
Lee Ma;ule, of Buite, i

Republican, would succeed Sanders as
United States senator. provided his
party controlled the legislatare. It has
also. been an, open secret in political

circles that ,a_  leading. millionaire
Democrat wa Dback of his
candidacy, anpd . the returns from

Silver Bow eounty Naoy. 8 showed this
Democrat had done all%hls power to
elect Mantle men to the legislature.
This millionaire politician has always
posed as a Democrat, but last spring he
elected Mantle mayor of Butte, and in
every case, where Mantle’s interests
were concerned, he has thrown his in-
fluence against the Democrats and for
the Republicans. The deal between
them is a business one, and is connected
with supplying Buatte with water, Two
days ago
The Anaconda Standard,

supposed to be a Democratic paper,
came out in a column editorial denounc-
ing the action ot the board of canvassers
of Chotean county in the Box Elder
case. Today it followed it up with
another column, in which the clue is
given to the plan the Republican mem-
bers of the legislature propose to follow
in order to send Mantle to the United
States senate. 1t is to get enough Dem-
ocratic members of the house to vote
withthe Republicans and the two Re-
publicanf{Popuiists to unseat Hawmilton
and at least two more Denio-
crats, and thus give the Republicans a
wmajority onjoint ballot. 1t is not sure
that the Democratic leader referred to
above can control the caucus for Mantle
under the circumstances, but if not,
then ex-Land Qommissioner Carter will
be the Republican choice.

A member of the committee says that
the testimony which had been taken in
connection with the committee’s investi-
gation into the failure of the Maverick
National bank would show some inter-'
esting things. Seven office boys, he |
said, were down on the books of the
bank as borrowers of sums of money,
running as high as $40,000. Another,
case that the committee found was that'
of a negro valet, who was down on the
books as the borrower of 50,000,

The report of this committee will bear
directly on the recomimendations that
have been made by Solicitor Hepburn,
who has advised the adoption of changes
of a sweeping nature in national bank-
ing laws. The changes that he recom-
mends all point to improving national
bank failures through causes that have
brought many of the recent downfalls.
The members of the committee, besides
the chairman, are Senators Petfer, Car-
lisle and Brice. During the recent stay
in this eity with the senate committe on
immigration, Senator Chandler has been
in consultation with a number of bank
presidents and offieials, with whom he
has discussed the solicitor's recous
mendations.

MADE HIMSELF A NAME,
Death of the Eoy Who Bcared tho
Thunderer.

Duskieg, N. Y. Dec. 1.— Walter
Scott, the boy who wrote a letter to the
London Times last March, denouncing
the utterrances of the Engiish pspers
regarding our trouble with Chili, died
hers yesterday, aged sixteen.
