Clifford W. Robart has leftMinneapo-
lis. Sunt. Henderson has, gone to Chi-
cago, and itis said that he has gone to
get Kobart. Several of the best-known
business men in Minneapolis ate sorry
that Kobart has gone, and hope that
Henderson will return with hWi: Be-
hind these facts are some ugly stories
told about Kobart.
liithe lirst place, who is Robarl?
Early last summer a tall, athletic-

looking man, wearing a heavy brown
moustache and the look of a "rounder,"
came to Minneapolis. That was Kobart.
He was a good deal of a sport in his
way,and soon made the acquaintance
of all the men of Minneapolis who
are sportively inclined. He backed
a prize lighter, played the "boss-
es," bought wine when "doing the
town." and talked • 'with .an air
of authority about everything connected
with sporting matters. In some way ids
name was circulated about as "Griff,"
and "Griff" was heard of on every
street corner and in every saloon in the
city. Sports took delight in quoting
what "Griff"said about this, that and
the other, "He was often introduced to
strangers as one of the backers of the
late" John L. Suliivai', champion prize
fighter of the United S.i'.ies.

Not AllTalk.
But talking was not all that "(.riff,"

as he may as well be called, could do,
although that was what he did mostly.
He opened an oitice at 540 Lumber Ex-
change, and on his business cards he
was put down as representing 1). A.
Stuart & Co., of Chicago, manufactur-
ers of oils and lubricating compounds.
So far as being the representative of
that house, one of the richest in that
line in the country, Kobart was
"on the square." It is hinted
that he was not quite so
square in many other ways. lie
did a good business, apparently, in Min-
neapolis. He is said to have had a lot
of money at various times since lie came
to the city. But he is gone now. Plain-
ly, the stories are that he has victim-
ized several of the supposedly shrewd-
est business men in Minneapolis. How
much he tool* out of their pockets can-
not be learned.

i The men with whom Bobart is said to
have done business, at least those with
whom he was associated in a business-
way, whose names he used as refer-
ences, number, among others, C. G.
Goodrich, vice president of the Minne-
apolis street railway company; S. G.
Cook and C. 11. Maxey. the owners of
the Lumber Exchange; 11. C. Akeley,
of the 11. C. Akeley. Lumber company,
besides others whose names cannot 'be
learned. None of these men is anxi-
ous to talk about the affair. But they
are anxious about Bobart and want to
get him.

Changed Hotel*.
Bobart has been livingwith his wife

and child, at the -Waverly.hotel.,. Last
Saturday he left there and went to the
Holmes. He went to the Holmes in the
afternoon, and left there in the evening
for Chicago. Tuesday night Supt. Hen-
derson left for Chicago. He carried in
his pocket a warrant for Bobart's ar-
rest. Wednesday the furniture and fix-
tures in Bobart's ;Lumber Exchange
office were attached by one of the vic-
tims. Yesterday the name of the occu-
pant had been scraped off,the door, the
telephone pulled out and the oftice.
made a bare room again.

As before stated, Bobart was an agent
for an oilcompany. Ifhe cheated any-
body, he did itskillfully. According to
one of the men who has lost by him, he
worked this way:

He always had proper letters, etc.;* to
show that he was the agent of this Chi-
cago concern. He also had contracts
withrailroads and other concerns that
use large quantities ot lubricating ma-
teiial, to show that he was
doing a good business He would*
go to a business man whom he had
met and show his contracts and his bills
of lading, to prove that a certain quan-
tity of oil had been shipped to him.
But he always lacked enough money to
make the partial payment necessary be-
fore the oilcould be delivered to him.
He also needed, usually some money to
pay freight charges, etc. He would

Request a Loan
and turn over the bills of lading as se-
curity. Now the assertion ls made that
some of these bills of lading were false.
The assertion is also made that he some-
times worked through a confederate at
the other end of a telephone wire, and
in that way assured his creditors, or
possible creditors, that a certain quan-
tity of merchandise was waiting for
him at the freight office.

But a still more likely story is this:
Robart was a skillful oilmixer. He had
been with the Standard Oil company for
years.it is said, and understood his
business. He would sell a high grade of
lubricating oil for a high price. Then
he would take a little high grade
oil and skillfully mix it with two
or three other kinds of oil of
a much lower and. cheaper grade.
The mixture would be delivered in
place of the high grade sold and the
profit would be considerable. They do
say that he unfolded this scheme to
some business men and, under the influ-
ence of his persuasive eloquence, they
were induced to embark in the oil-mix-
ingenterprise with him to make an
honest dollar. Kobart spent his money
in

amblingand ''Sporting."

He was an inveterate gambler and a
hard loser. The gamblers did not like
to have lum in their houses.. Once- in
the place over ly'.*\u25a0*, he made the
house pay for a watch, some railroad
tickets and a SIOO billwhich he said he
had left on the green cloth while
he was placing his chips. The proprie-
tor of the place insists that Robart stole
his own property and made the "house"
pay for it. He lost a good deal of money
in various places about the city. He
used to say that he had lost $30,000
in the places controlled by the "syndi-
cate;'' but ifhe lost a fifth of that he
lost a good deal, and more than any one
willadmit he lost.

Robart has had quite a career. He has
been all over the countrj*—all over the
world, in fact. He used to say that he
paid the expenses of John L. Sullivan
and his company back from Australia.
Perhaps that is where he got the reputa-
tion of being Sullivan's backer. Other
people say he used to be a waiter in

'"Billy"McGlory's notorious joint when
New York was a "hot" town and Mc-
Glory defied the law. Others say, again,
that he used to be a .;.,;

.-. Professional "Con" Man ;
- >

and that he was now trying to make a
livingin legitimate business. He was
not a chump by any means. He;was a
smooth and persuasive talker, and his
schemes always had an appearance of
strength about them. But he is goue
and sorrow goes with him..

IfKobart has lost any such amount of
money as he says lie has, he has taken
nearly all of itout ofMinneapolis men.
He is credited with having swindled at

least half a dozen men out; of sums
ranging from $500. up t054.000. Helms
used up not less than $10,000. and itmay
amount to more, Supt. Henderson has
not been heard from since he went fo
Chicago, and. odds are being offered
that ho willreturn without the man he
went to seek. ,

Kobart probably secured his acquaint-
ance with ieading citizens in this, way:
He had a scheme for organizing an oil
company to pipe the city and furnish
oil as a fuel to manufacturing people"
etc. lie probably became interested
with the gentlemen mentioned through
that scheme. Kobart had. Prof. John
Donaldson on his string once and is
said to have beaten Donaldson out of at
least £700 aid possibly £2,100..

UNION DHPOT ON FIRE.

A.Blaze Plays Havoc With the Big
Passenger liuihiing.

The union depot had a narrow escape
from being razed to the ground by the
fiery element last night. Shortly atter
5 o'clock the man having in charge the
lighting was ordered to turn on lhe elec-
tric light. lie turned on the switch,
but only a few of the arcs burned, and
the current was turned off again in
order that an investigetion might be
made. Nothing .could be discovered,
the dynamo appearing to be in good
order and all the visible wires inperfect
condition. The lights were therefore
turned on again, but, as before, only a
few of the arcs would burn at all. So
the gas was lighted, and itwas not until
5:50 o'clock that smoke was seen Issuing
from the ceiling of the main waiting
room, lna few moments a hacktnaii
rushed into the ticket ottlce and In-
formed the ticket sellers that flames
were coming out of the roof. Then be-
gan the lire, and to all appearances the
depot would have to go, for the fire was
raging between the ceiling of the wait-
ing room and roof. The fire department
responded promptly, and the men were
soon at work cutting their way through
the shingles of the roof.

Allthis time the flames kept pouring
out from under the eaves and a dense
smoke filled the neighborhood, making
itextremely difficult to operate owing
to the Heavy darkness. A dozen streams
were kept pouring upon the luckless
roof, and when the fire had eaten itself
through the ceiling of the waiting room
so that the plastering fell off, the water
fell through upon the tailed floor in a
torrent. The water in the waiting
room was nearly a foot deep and a force
of firemen were kept busy sweeping it
away from the ladies' waiting room.
Everything was soaked and grimy. The
lunch counter had its doughnuts
softened and dishes rattled and fellover
the floor in clattering confusion. The
fire was kept away from the south por-
tion of the depot entirely and only a lit-
tle of the north side was scorched and
wet. It was the roof of the cen-
tral part, directly over the main:
entrance and the ceiling of the down-
stairs waiting room where the main
damage was done. The, plastering fell
offin many places; and chairs and desks
suffered. Manager Howard James stated
that it was impossible to estimate the
loss correctly,' but it would not fall fat-
below $5,000. The depot is, of course,
fullyinsured. S. S. Eaton, of St. Paul,
carries the insurance. The fire origin-
ated from the electric wires, which ran
in through the roof and supplied the
building witha current for light. The
wires, it is thought, became crossed in
some manner, which accounted for the
failure of the lights to burn.

The fire caused the greatest incon-
venience to the travelers who were
waiting to take their trains and those
who arrived on the evening trains. It
happened just at a time when the ma-
jorityof trains from the West were due
and the trains for the East were to de-
part. 'Passengers were forced to walk
around through the mud under the
bridge, and follow the tracks until they
reached the depot shed. Supt. James is
authority for the statement that the
depot willbe open for travel as usual,
and that the work of repairing the dam-
age will commence at once. Itwas first
thought advisable to close the depot
until the repairs had been made and
use the new St. Louis depot. This will
not be done, however.

AN IMPORTANT REPORT,

Showing the Work Accomplished
by the City Engineer.

The advance sheets of the report of
the city engineer were issued yesterday.
They show not only the work ordered
to be done in 1803, but also what has
been accomplished during the present
year and the total of the permanent im-
provements on the streets since the city
was organized. According to the report
the improvements contemplated for
1803 willexceed the amount of any pre-
vious year, Itcalls for over ten miles
of water mains, six miles of sewers,
four and one-fourth miles of paving and
over four miles of curb and gutter. The
estimated cost is as follows:

This will keep employed during the

summer months several men. The long-
est water main to be laid willbe on Nic-
ollet avenue, from Tniriy-seventh to
Fiftieth streets, lt willbe over a mile
and a half long, and the estimated cost
is $11,8:37. The twenty-four-iucli main
ou Thirty-second avenue north, extend-
ing from Second street to Lyndale ave-
nue north, will cost $8,217. The pro-
posed twelve-inch main on Twentieth
avenue north, between Aldrich and
Perm avenues, a distance of almost a
mile, willcost a trifle over 89,000. The
other principal mains are as follows:
Columbus avenue and Lake -street to
East Thirty-sixth street; Crystal Lake:
road, Lyndale nearly to the city limits;
First avenue south, Fourteenth to
Twenty-second streets; First avenue ,
south, Thirty-fourth to Thirty-eighth
streets; Pleasant avenue, Thirty-third
toThirty-fifthstreets; Pleasant street,
University to Beacon street; Guard av-
enue, Nineteenth to Twenty-second av-
enues.

Inthe sewer work there are thirty-
four sections of thirty-inch and smaller
to be constructed. '1he more important
ones are from. Franklin to Twenty-
seventh street on Clinton avenue, cost-
ing$9,240; Fourth street northeast, from
First to Third avenues; Madison street
northeast, from Spring to Broadway,
costing 8(1,442; Marshall street, ';\u25a0 from
Thirteenth avenue northeast to Four*;

The Hoboken Priest Summoned to

Stand Trial for Attacking

Bishop Wi-gger.

Ke Writes a Hitter Letter Giving

tiie Reasons for His
Attack.

Nkw York. Dec. I.—Rev. Father
Patrick* Corrigan, of Hoboken, an-
nounces in an open letter to the editor
of the Freeman's Journal tonight that
he has been summoned by Bishop Wig-
ger, of New York, to" attend trial for
letters written by Father Corrigan "in
opposition to the anti-American spirit
of the late German Catholic congress

held in Newark and its attack upon the
public schools." In the course of his
statement the father continues:
"Iam opposed to two things, first, the

attempt* to Germanize America by
means of the church, and, second, the
denunciation ot the public schools as
'abominations.' My criticism was sub-
stantially that which appeared in the
editorials of some of the great dailies,
one of which concluded a leading arti-
cle in tuese words: 'What we are
justified in saying is they who took part
in those proceedings are bad citizens,
and dangerous, in proportion as they
are powerful.

'
This certainly included

Archbishop Corrigan and Bishop Wig-
ger, and no objection or attempt at
refutation was made by either, although
it appears fullya month before my let-
ters. 0.

"1criticised the congress as a body.
The congress insulted American intelli-
gence.by denouncing the public schools
—the most cherished institution of the
land— 'abominations' ;it insulted the
American church by denouncing some
of our most distinguished prelates. 1
did not speak of Bishop Wigger in his
capacity as bishop of the diocese, but
simply as a member of that German
congress over which he presides, every
year outside of his own diocese, to the
mortification or his own English-speak-
ing flock. Myopposition to Caheusly-
lstn meets the approbation of Americans
generally -judging from the unanimity
of the press, daily and weekly, without
distinction as to politics or religion.
Archbishop Corrigan and Bishop Wig-
ger were not on speaking terms for
years till Cahenslyism united them
against Archbishop Ireland and Car-
dinal Gibbons."

The prelate then recites the history
of his dealings with Bishop Wigger at
length, and concludes as follows:

*'ireceived two weeks' notice of tiie
coming trial, and- when 1 asked a rea-
sonable extension of the time, l*was"re-
fused. The refusal togrant me ample
time oniy shows how imperfect is our
tentative legislation -and how com-
pletely itplaces a priest at the mercy
of the bishop, who tor one reason or
another may render it very difficult, it
not :almost * morally impossible for a
priest toobtain justice, save by an ap-
peal to Rome." '.'
