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GROWER GOING HOME.
The President-Elect Leaves

Broadwater Island by the
Steamer "Sunshine."

He Will Meet His Wife and
Baby Ruth Tomorrow

in Jersey.

Mr. and Mrs. Cleveland May

Make a Trip to the West

in a Few Days.

Minute Description of the Car
in Which the President-

Elect Is Traveling.

Exmork, A'a.. Dec. 4.—An expert me-
enanic, who came from Cape Charles
on the 10:30 train last evening with a
supply of necessary tools, spent the
night inreplacing the broken pedestal
bolts of the little steam yacht "Sun-
shine." When his work was completed
the vessel left Willis Landing and
passed down the Machipongo iuleton
its way to Broadwater island. Although
itwas not yet daylight, a number of
mainland residents attempted to secure
passage on the boat, but the captain de-
clined to carry them, as he had been in-
structed to discourage any influx of
visitors. Among those who ex-
pected to visit Broadwater today

was Robert Ailworth, chairman
of the Northampton county Democratic
central committee. Private Car No. 21,
belonging to Gen. Supt. Kenny, of the
Philadelphia, Wilmington «& Baltimore
railroad, was attached to the south-
bound passenger train which reached
Exmore station at ~>:0~> this morning. It
was taken through to Cape Charles, and
turned and brought back to the station
by a special engine, which arrived at

4:10 p. in. It was placed upon a side
track to await the arrival of President-
Elect Cleveland.

A Warm. Bright Sun,

A moderate breeze and an almost un-
ruffled sea combined tomake the last
day spen 1 by Mr.Cleveland upon Broad-
water island approximately perfect.
While the servants were busy packing
tbe personal belongings of the distin-
guished guest for liis homeward
journey the day was given
over to absolute rest. A last
walk along the beach, a linal drive over
the north end of the island, ami an early
dinner briclly tells the story. The little
party then gathered around a cheerful
lire of Dine lots in Hie great hall of Mr.
Fessel's eottnue and devoted the time to
social conversation until tbe hour of de-
parture arrived. Divine services were
not conducted in the little Island church
today. A telegram was sent to Charles
B. Jefferson at New York,requesting
him to have Mr.Cleveland's valet meet
the 7:f)0 a. m. train tomorrow for the
purpose oftaking charge of the

Dog' and E£a<.££ms;c
belonging to the president-elect. Private
Car No. 21, on which Mr. Cleveland
left Exuiore, is a large, heavily-built,
old-fashioned coach, being 48 feet long,
from out to out ofsills,and 54% feet long
from coupling to coupling. Itis a trifle
over eight feet wide, and weighs 54,700
pound. It was in this car that
President Lincoln was conveyed
from Philadelphia to Washington lor
his second inauguration, and his re-
mains were transported from Washing-
ton to Springfield, 111., after his assas-
sination. The heating apparatus and
kitchen are located in the front end of
the car. At the rear end is a large draw-
ing room, which is lurnished with two
red plush sofas, four upholstered willow
chairs, a large square oak extension
table on which meats are served, and a
small table containing a silver water
service. The floor is covered with Brus-
sels carpet and Persian nisrs. At the
end of the drawing room is a large mir-
ror. The windows are all supplied with
double curtains. The car is lighted by
oil lamps with neat white shades and
fitted with bells, thermometers, foot-
stools and silver-plated cuspidors.

Tlco Drawing Itooin
opens upon a large covered observa-
tion platform, which is made comforta-
ble with plunh chairs. The extension
table willaccommodate twelve to fif-
teefr guests. The sleeping npartmeut
prepared for Mr.Cleveland is furnished
with a small oak bedstead, on which is
placed tin* usual springs, mattresses,
blankets, sheds, fancy white counter-
pane and three comfortable looking
leather pillows. Opening out of the
Bleeping room is a neatly equipped lav-
atory. Ben Hooker, who has been in
cl arge of this car lor twenty-two years,
will attend to the culinary wants of the
president-elect, lie is assisted on tliis
trip by Harry Rattliff. .Mr. Cleveland
anil Mr. Davis entered the "Sunshine"
shortly before 3 o'clock in order that
tlie trip to William's Landing might
be made before nightfall, as some por-
tions of the channel are exceedingly in-
tricate and difficult to navigate. The
passage was made without incident, and
upon arriving at the wharf the party
remained aboard the steamer. Quite a
crowd had gathered from the surround-
ingcountry, but wire not (Sermittud on
the vessel. Mr. Cleveland stood upou
the

/hen .she reached the wharf, but imme-
diately wont below, where luncheon
was served in the cabin. The principal
feature of the meal was hot steamed
oysters. At0:15 Mr. Cleveland left the
yacht. Some forty people were gath-

ered upon the landing. He shook
hands with Miss JNullie M. Smith
and a half-dozen other ladies,
pleasantly saying that he was very glad
to see them, lie at (nice entered a car-
riage in company with L.Clarke Davis
and .Joseph L.Ferrell, who came with
him from the island, and was driven to
the statiou. At 6:85 the little party en-
tered the private; car. the doors were
closed, the curtains tightly drawn, a
watch was stationed to guard each en-
trance to the car and every arraugment
lor the joujney north was completed.
Before leaving the island it is said that
Mr.Cleveland announced his intention
of returning to Broadwater early next
Way to fish for drumheads. During the
four hours that Mr.Cleveland's cur lay
on the siding a number of residents
were received by thu president-elect.
No excitement prevails, and nothing in
the nature of a demonstration was at-
tempted.
r At B:80 \"t was announced that the in-
lormal reception held by Mr.Cleveland
was concluded. The train conveying
the little party homeward leftExmore at
precisely 10:40 tonight. Mr.Cleveland is
looking fairly well, and appears to have
been benefited by his visit to Broadwa-
ter island. Inreply to the Question of a
reporter, he staled that he had nothing
to say forpublication. The train con-
veying Mr. Cleveland is due toarrive in
Philadelphia at 1:20 and Jersey City at
V:IS tomorrow.

THK DEMOCRATS HAVE IT.

The Balance ofPower in the Kan-
sas Legislature.

TOPEKA, Kan., Dec. 4.— ln all the fig-
ures given of the new legislature the
Populists have been credited with83,
the Republicans SO and the Democrats
2. These two Democrats are in the
house, and tho senate was sup-
posed to stand: Republicans 15,
Populists 25. Today it is learned
that two of the senators reported as
Populists are straight-out Democrats
and have declared themselves lor a
Democratic United States senator and
no compromise. The four Democrats
in the legislature can therefore dictate
the seat if they stand firm, as the Re-
publicans will be short three and the
Popuiists two on the jointballot.

GIBSON IS DYING.

The Louisiana Senator Can Live
But a Few Hours.

parent that only a few hours of lifenow
remain to Senator Gibson, of New Or-
leans, United States senator from
Louisiana, who lies on his death bed at
the Park Hotel here. He has been grad-
ually sinking. His death is only a ques-
tion of a lew hours. His relatives and
friends, who have been so reticent con-
cerning his condition, now no longer
attempt to conceal the truth, but an-
iiouifce to their friends tonight that
there is no hope. He grows weaker by
hours. He does not appear to suffer
any, but his vitalityis gradually wast-
ing away the small spurk of life which
now exists.

The
Pomona Murchison reasserts his author-
ship of the Murchison letter, and says
he holds the original reply of Lord
Sackville West, though having been
frequently importuned to give It into
other hands.

Work.ingmeii Tor Free Trade.

MET A STRANGE DEATH.

The Fatal Mistake Made by a
New York Girl.

Nf.w Yojik,Dec. 4.— Miss Mary Edith
Newcombe, daughter of Isaac U. New-
combe, a banker of 04 Wall street, was
found unconscious yesterday morning

in a store room at her lather's house, in
this city, and died without re-
gaining consciousness. Her death
was due to a distressing acci-
dent. She went to the basement
some time after midnight to procure
some water, lvthe darkness she mis-
took the door of the store room for the
one leading up stairs, and went into
that room. The door closed with a
spring lock, which could only be opened
from the outside. There is a patent gas
burner in this room, one of that kind in
which the flame is turned up or down
by means of a lever worked by two
cords. llow she extinguished the
small flame that usually burns in that
kind of burner and turned on the
gas can only be guessed at, but oiree
done there was no means of relighting
the gas, and it could not have been
turned off without some knowledge of
the mechanism. It may be that she
fainted with fright at finding herself
locked in the dark room. She was not
discovered until 7 o'clock Saturday
morning, and she lingered in an uncon-
scious condition until 4 a'clock this
morning, when she died. Her remains
will be taken to Poughkeepsie for
burial.

ITS SECOND SESSION.
The Fifty-Second Congress

WillResume Business at
Noon Today.

President Harrison's Last An-
nual Message to Ba Read

Tuesday.

The Anti-Option and Terri-
torial the Most Impor-

tant Measures.

Tariff and Public Building
Bills WillGst Very Little

Attention.

Wasiiinton, Dec. 4.
— The second

session of the Fifty-second congress,

which begins tomorrow, is likely to be
more remarkable for discussion than
for action, not that there are uot very
many things to be done, if the bulky
calendars of the senate and house are
put in evidence, but principally because
of lack of opportunity or of inclination.
The thing that must be done, and will
be done, is to provide the means for the
maintenance of the government, and it
is generally believed that the regular

annual appropriation bills will repre-
sent nearly all of the pos-
itive achievements that can be
credited to this session. There
may, however, be several important
exceptions. One of these latter relates
to the subject of immigration. The
public interest in this subject, which
was awakened last summer by the fear
of the cholera epidemic, has been stim-
ulated by the radical suggestion of the
senate immigration committee that all
immigration be suspe nded for one year.
Undoubtedly

Powerful Influence
willbe brought to bear to compass the
defeat of any bill embodying such a
proposition, but it may be that the great
public sentiment behind it willoblige
congress to pass the measure. A strong
effort willcertainly be made to procure
the repeal of the .Sunday-closing clause
of the world's fair act. Itmay be, too,
that some action will be taken upon
a subject to which the president
has repeatedly called the atten-
ion of congress; namely, the desirabil-
ity of legislation'to protect railroad em-
ployes from the numerous casualties
resulting from the absence of suitable
devices to couple and stop freight
trains. These matters comprise what
the judgment concedes to be all of the
probabilities of original legislation on
the part of the second session ot the
Fifty-second congress. Looking toward
the prospective subjects of discussion,
however, and taking into account the
measures which have already passed
one or the other of the two houses, the
field is wide. No one expects any tariff
legislation in either house, but the sub-
ject is so much involved in

and in the appropriations to be made,
that more or less discusion on that topic
may be expected. The senate finance
committee has not yet completed the
formidable task it undertook last ses-
sion, which was the compilation of a
series of elaborate reports upon the dif-
ferent tariff systems tried, in the United
States. These reports, probably, will
be most interesting to the students of
political economy, and may come under
discussion at some period of the session.
Then there are bills to admit Arizona
and New Mexico to statehood. The
house has passed both of these bills, and
the one providing for the admission of
New Mexico is on the senate calendar,
favorably reported from the territories
committee. The chairman of the com-
mittee is opposed to the bilj, but it may
be that New Mexico will join the Union
by the act of the Republican senate.
The anti-option bill has advanced so far
as to become the unfinished business in
the senate. It was known to have a
large majority of that body in its favor
last session upon a direct vote if one
could have been reached, but it is
threatened with a renewal of the deter-
mined and skillful

Obstructive Tactic*
which then proved successful, and the
result is still doubtful. There willprob-
ably be many propositions and much
talk this session looking to reforms in
the national banking laws, the necessity
for which issaid to be indicated by the
Keystone and Maverick bank failures.
The state bank tax may also be a
fruitful theme of discussion, and the
Alliance senators and representatives
willbe heard upon some of their radi-
cal propositions. These matters, how-
ever, are likely to be simply themes for
discussion without action. Strong ef-
forts willbe made by the house appro-
priations committee to retrench ex-
penditures at every point, and as this
must be done with great care in order
to avoid embarrassment to the incom-
ing Democratic administration, there
may be many stormy debates and much
feeling aroused before the desired re-
sult is obtained. In connection with
the appropriations is the pension list.aiul
there will be no lack of suggestions
looking to changes in the laws designed
toregulate more closely the enormous
expenditures under that head. The
friends of

The New Navy

are not expected to sit quietly by and
witness any unfriendly pruning of the
estimates on that account, and as con-
gress is already under the obligation to
make a heavy appropriation for the
great ironclad authorized by the present
law, it will be hard to reconcile the
views of the economists and the naval
defense element. The work of the ses-
sion willprobably be begun quietly. In
the senate the vice president willap-
point a committee to wait on the presi-
dent and notify him that the body is
ready to receive any communication he
may "desire to make. To this committee
willbe imparted the information that
the president willcommunicate with the
senate next day, whereupon an . ad-
journment will follow,perhaps based
upon resolutions of respect to the mem-
ory of some of the members of the
house of representatives who have died
during -the recess, or, it is feared, by
reason of the news of the death of Sen-
ator Gibson, who is repoted to be dan-
gerously ill.

willbe read. On the first page of the
senate calender stands the anti-option
bill, the object of such apprehension ou
the part of boards of trade throughout
the country. Itis the unfinished busi-
ness. To take it up does not require a
motion; at the call of the regular order
the presiding officer must lay it before
the senate, and that will precipitate a
war of words, for the opposition is alert
and vigorous, and willresist the meas-
ure to the bitter end. The plan of cam-
paign has not yet been defined, as no
oue knows just what Senator Wash-
Jjuiu, the promoter of the bill,willdo,

except that he asserts his intention of
pressing the bill,but if the measuf% is

taken up in the senate the entire week
willbe consumed in its discussion un-
less it is displaced by other business.
There is a special order, made
last July, for the consideration
of the billto ratify the agreement with
the Cherokee Indians of the Indian
Territory, but whether it willprevail or
not depends largely upon the managers
of the anti-optiou bill. When the rrtjustr

of representatives meets at noon to-
morrow, it will find itself confronted
with a large calendar, the legacy of the
last session of the Fifty-second con-
gress. Upon the calendar on the state
of the Union, which is the repository of
all bills and propositions makirfg appro-
priations, there are

Almost 200 MeaxiireH
awaiting action. A large proportion of
these are bills for th« erection of public
buildings throughout the country, and
few have any chance of passing during
the short session. The house calendar,
to which is referred the billsof a public
character, but which do not make a
charge upon the government, contains
80 measures. Some of these are of con-
siderable importance, but the prospect
of their being enacted into law is not
bright. Not less than 1,003 pension and
claim bills are languishing upon the
private calendar, and thirty-two pen-
sion bills are awaiting action on the
calendar of unfinished business. It is
probable that nothing of importance
willbe taken up for action by the house
In the first week of the second session.
The principal efforts of the leaders of
the majority willbe to clear the deck of
matters coining over from last session,
bo that the house may get into good
working trim. Monday the house will
hold a brief session, during which the
customary resolutions will be adopted
for the appointment of -a joint commit-
tee to notify the president that con-
gress is ready for business.

—
Messrs Warwick, of Ohio,

and McDonald, of New Jersey. The
house willadjourn as a mark of respect
to their memory as soon as the intelli-
gence is officially communicated to it.
Tuesday the house willhear the presi-
dent's message and adjourn. The pro-
ceedings on the other days of the week
willdepend upon circumstances as they
develop from day to day. There are a
considerable number of private bills,
chiefly granting pensions, on which the
previous question has been ordered.
Fifteen minutes' debate is permitted on
each of these bills, :md it inquite likely
that the house will make baste slow-
ly and spend considerable time
in action upon them. Early adjourn-
ments may be the order of the day dur-
ing the week. The District of Columbia
appropriation bill may be reported
toward the close of the week, but hardly
in time for action before the following

week. Besides these pension bills there
are privileged reports on the calendar
from the Kauin and Watson investigat-
ing committees. Each has special par-
liamentary rights, and may be called up
at any time, but as yet no determina-
tion with reference to them has been
reached by the gentlemen in charge of
the reports. Abill to permit railroads
to give commercial travelers special
baggage privileges has a favorable par-
liamentary status, and may be called up
during the week.

MURDERED A CHILD.
Captain of a Schooner Throws

After Committing: the Deed
He Says That He Shot at

a Bird.

Awful Deed.

The Heartless Wretch in the
Hands of Officers at San

Sax Diego, Cal., Dec. 4.—Capt. Sam
Smith, of the schooner Lou, who mur-
dered a boy named (Jeorge Neal on his
schooner by throwing the lad over-
board, then shooting him as he fell into
the water, wanted to make a confession
yesterday, bat the officers would not
allow him to make it. Willie Silberry,
the boy who narrowly escaped the same
fate by agreeing to conceal the murder,
tells the following story:

"AfterIturned in 1 was awakened
from a sound sleep by a voice crying:
'Dou'i shoot me; for God's sake
don't kill me!' I was scared al-
most to death, but did not cry out.
The voice was that of George, and
seemed to come from under the stern of
the boat. Then it grew fainter as
though we were drifting away from it.

1drew
half back, half-sick, as he shot, and
glanced out twain to sen him withdraw
his rifle, which he had fired into the wa-
ter, where 1 saw George floating
Sam saw me then; and, as unconcerned
as possible, Iasked him what he was
shpotinir at. lie answered "a bird." and
1drew down again into the hold.

During the past week Black Horse has
been showing his ugly disposition, and
did his utmost to start a quarrel with
Jo* Vlondray, the Indian interpreter.
Saturday night last Vlondray told
;Bl<ick Horse that he was drunk. "You
'.get: out .of here." he said, "we don't
want any drunken fools."

f "You- fool, you," retorted Black
Horse. He left ;the place, however,

v talcing Yellow Wood withhim. Several
hoars later they returned, and there
w^resome quite livelyscenes about the
hotel at 45 Bowery at 3 o'clock this
morning. Vlondray objected to Black
Hfrse and Yellow Wood remaining in
the same room with the other Indians.
This started the quarrel. Black Horse
and \ his .companion, Yellow Wood,
frightened every one out of their beds,
and then ran into the street. While yell-
ing their war cry an officer came along
and arrested/ them. Black Horse and

Yellow Wood refused to tell where they
got their iiquor. Black Horse said that
Vlon'lray was the cause of all the
trouble. Vlondray says that Black
Horse is a quarrelsome* fellow. Three
days aaro he was stabbed in the right
leg while quarreling with another mem-
ber of the tribe. Black Horse and Yel-
low Wood created quite a scene as they
stood in court with their Indian cos-
tumes. They are fierce-looking fellows,
and have an usjly look. Justice Hogan
discharged them from custody on their
promise to behave themselves, and
when the Indians left the court room
the spectators made way for them to
VMS and then followed in the rear.

CHECKS WERE THICK.
Sensational Evidence Turns

Up in the Panama Canal
Company Case.

The Names of the Payees of
the Thierree Checks Ara

All Published.

A General Ridiculous Run to
Cover of Many Promi-

nent Frenchmen.

Prussia Gets an ArtillerySen-
sation Out of an Insig-

nificant Trial.

Paris, Dec. 4.—The publication of
tbe names of tiie payees of the Thlerree
checks has caused a sensation. Several
others of the names have been found to
bo fictitious. M. tiufer, who is credited
withreceivine 20,000 francs, proves to
be a clerk in the International bank.
lie says that lie remembers casbibg the
check in question from the fact that lie
indorsed it at the time, as is toe
custom with clerks when checks are
made payable to bearer. Four other
payees arc ckrks employed by a
boursier. Another payee is a clerk in
the Reinach bank. M. Cbabert, who is
credited with receiving a lar^e amount,

is an engineer by profession ainl mixes
in politics. Editor Druinout writes to
La Libre Parole that neither he nor the
Marquis de Mores received Information
concernim; the Panama Canal company
from ex-Minister Cunstnns. M. Henri
Rochefoit has written a letter refutins
the evidence given by M. Martin before
the committee ot Inquiry. M. Kociie-
fort says that he never had any relations
with the Panama Canal company and
never entered the company's office.

Albert Grevy, bod of the late presi-
dent, intends to write a letter to the
committee of Inquiry,protesting against
the placing Of his name on the list of
recipients of the Thieriee checks. M.
Cornelius Jlersejr, through whom the
names of the payees of tin' checks
leaked out, is the editor of La Lumiere
Electnque, and has a great, reputation
in the scientific world, lie is a grand
officer of the Legion of Honor. In the
list of payees of tlie Thierree checks ap-
pears the name of M. Chcvellaid, a clerk
employed by the dynamite company of
pf which the late Minister Uiulic was
chairman, lie is credited with checks
amounting to 460,000 francs, several
newspapers assert that M. JJarbe was
the actual recipient of the money. Itis
reported that the check inadtjpayable to
M.Bufer wus iutended for .\i. i'iou-l.

PRUSSIAN ARMYBCANDAL.

Reports Adverse to tho LoweGuns
Get Into Court.

Beblut. Dec. 4.— Prussia yesterday
found a scandal in the Moabit criminal
court, when, after having been taunted
for lack of veracity. Hector Ahlwarit
produced five official documents, which
proved to be reports made by
colonels to their generals . ad-
verse to the Lowe guns. These
must have been stolen, probably
by an onicer, who. If found out, is liable
to ten years' penal servitude. A greater
scandal or more sensational episode
could not have occurred. The army
ollicers, who were present in large num-
bers, many of high rank, were aghast.
At first they looked Incredulous, but
when the judge examined the docu-
ments and pronounced them authentic,
their dismay knew no bounds. Tele-
grams were at once sent to the em-
peror, who was shooting in Saxony,
to apprise him of the startling develop-
ments and the blow which had fallen
on tin' army. Ahlwardt expressed re-
gret that army officers on their oaths
Should have been mistaken in saying
no oflieial reports adverse to the Lowe
guns had been made.

"Who are you'.Ithundered the judge,
"who dare talk thus of officers who
have taken an oath to tell the truth?"

"Here are my,proofs," replied Ahl-
wardt, taking the papers from his
pocket and holding them up.

The public prosecutor suggested thai
they b« read at once. Ahlwardt in a
low. clear voice said: "Ihave been ac-
cused ot beinic unpatriotic wlthoal rea*

bod. The documents J hold can be read
publicly, ami will be damaging to my
country, 1 therefore asi< that the court
be cleared and the reading be private.
Ifthe president will glance over them 1
am confident he will agree with me."

Amid dead silence the papers were
handed to the president. As be read
them ins face became very serious.
Finally he said: "Thepapera laid be-
fore me are very Important to the state.
They should not be read in open court."

The room was then cleared. The
documents show that nut of 900 euns
used 'MX) were unserviceable. Twenty
of the chambers bursi ami were broken
entirely. There were three general
officers la court representing tin1 minis-
ter ot war, who at once .sent th»: news
to the war minister— (Jen. yon Kalten-
ben Slauclni. chief of staff: Count yon
BcbUeflen and Chancellor yon Caprivl.

The revelations hit Heir Lowe, and
bis nirec)or, Col. Kuhne, really seemed
<itiitt:overcome at the unexpected blow.
Another witness, a Hamburg merchant,
said theminister ot foreign affairs bad
sent a consignment of Lowe guns to
East Africa. The witnesses had just
received a letter from a leader ot the
expedition saying: ".Send at once more
guns, but not Lowe— they break like
glass."

Ilerr Lowe protested it was not
proved they wore his guns. Itmust bo
remembered that there are 4J"».<mj(j Lowe
guns in the German army. This is ter-
ribly awkward for the government,
which is bound by necessity todo every-
thingto hush up the scandal. The Ahl-
wardt trial willraise doubts in tin:mind
of a large section of the German nation.
not particularly as regards tbfl Lowe
guns, but about all guns manufactured
tor the army. Ahlwardt himself is no-
body, but the enormous machinery of
the law is brought to bear against Dim.
