Spokane the Liveliest Bidder
for the St. Paul Plow
Works Plant.

L. C. Dillman Makes a Big
Offer to Carry the Con-
cern West.

Great Showing the Company
Made in One Year's.
Business.

No Possibility That St. Paul
Wwill ‘Allow It to Go
_Away. F

The St. Paul plow works will prob-
abiy be removed to Spokane, Washing-
ton, that city having made a proposition
of a very flattering kind to secure the
factory. ‘I'his proposition involves 80
acres of land between the Great North-
ern shops and the city, worth not less
than £60,000. The locaaion of this site
makes it possible to use the magnificent
water power of the Spokane river.
while -the development of the country
insures a great local market for the
products of the factory,

Some of the offers that have been
made by other cities for the transfer of
this large wanufacturing plant are very
tempting. ‘There was little news ob-
tainable froin Charles Joy, the general
manager of the plow works, who was
seen at the Merchants’ yesterday., He
admitted that the* insurance on the
burned plant is being adjusted as rap-
idly as possible, and that he might have
something to say ina few days. L. C.
Dillman, of Spokane Falls, Wash.,
seemed pretty close to Mr.
Joy. In response to a report-
er’s question Mr. Dillman
“Yes, quite a proposition has been made
to the plow works people to locate at
Spokane Falls. It includes lJand enough
near the Great Northern shops to ac-
commodate a plant as exteusive as the
plow worlks, and also to have a valuable
plat for homes *on the side.” 1t includes
other important considerations. Maybe
Mr. Joy will conclude to remaln in St.
Paul. He has been receiving proposi-
tions from points east and south ot here,
and, though I did not come for the
purpose of affecting St. Paul, yet no
one should be blamed for being alive
to his own interests. There are several
big propositions for the piant. We have
the finest available water. The agri-
cultural lanas of Washington, Idaho
and Montana alone offer a new and en-
ticing field for the various implements
these people make. Our railroad facili-
ties are exeellent, and we have abun-
dant lumber at 3 or $4 per thousand
cheaper than here. The raw material
can be shipped west at lower rates than
manufzctured goods. We would wel-
come such an industry.”

Sinee Mr. Joy took charge of the plow
works they have been remarkably sue-

cessful. Upwards of 200 men were
given coustant emplovment at gzood

wages, and had the fire not destroyed
the works the net profits for the year
would have been about $50,000. - This is
a showing that few new industries in
this or any other city can make. Ui-
der these circuimstances it seems strange
that St. Paul should allow the faetory
to go elsewhere.

Chauncey Olcott’'s Success in the
Comedy ‘‘Mavourneen.”

of Scaulon, whnich once seen is
never  forgotten; but of Ol-
cott it must be said that

without once attempting to imitate his
predecessor, he was entirely original
and threw all the grace, sympathy and
blarney into the part of the Irish lad
that heart could desire; and it is more
to the ceredit of Olcott that the andience
was on the alert and constantly drawing
comparisons with Scanlon. At the end
of every act he was called before the
curtain, and each song was encored with
a hvartix]wss tihat left no greund for
doubt. The play was a success, and he
with it.

CHARACTER MAKING.

John D. O’Brien’s Admirable Ad-
vice to Young Men.

The attendance at the rezular tri-
weekly entertainment at Crusaders’
hall yesterday afternoon was large. The
principal feature was an address by
John D. O'Brien, Esq. He chose as the
subject of his discourse, “Character
Mezking,” aund opened by giving an
outline of an old German story
called, *Peter Schieimel, the Man
Without a Shadow.” The story runs
that a youngz man wanting
very badly was approached by the evil
one in disguise, who offered him an in-
exhaustible purse if he would sell him
his shadow. Peter accepted the offer,
but was soon sorry, as he was continu-
ally haunted by the fear that some one
would discover his weakness. At last
the one from whom he would wish most
to conceal it finds out that he has no
shadow, and from that time forward his

i life  becomes a  wreck, - *The
value of this story,” said the
speaker, “is its moral, which is:

Be true to vourself; do not part with
any of your better selff—even though it
is only your shadow—for an unworthy
purpose. How many careers become as
unhappy and futile as Peter Schlei-
mel’s by some vague imperfcetion lying
latent until the supreme moment in
which either victory or defeat must be
encountered. In the highest domains
of thought aud action it is the apparent-
ly small things that count. On broad,
general principles men are usually
agreed, and their conduct and motives
present a prefty general average., Com-
paratively few people are conseientious-
ly dishonest or unjust or profiigate.

“Character formation is after ail the
great purpose of life;itis one of the
few things that are within our own
control. Our station in society, our sue-
cess in life, mav be largely influenced
by intrinsie eireumstances that are be-
yond our control,but our characteristics
cannot be affected by anything outside
of ourselves without our consent. Char-
acter once formed,change is impossible.
The torination of character does not con-
sist in making our sentiments or con-
duct correspond to some artificial ideal
or standard,but rather in giving the fuil-
est freedom to our prevaiing tendency
of thought and action, and having them
dominated by lofty and pure purposes.”
In our desire to win fame we must not
confound notoriety with greatness. e
quoted largely from Kmerson, and
lighted up lis remarks with many
beautifui turns of thought and imagin-
ation.”

J. J. Gleason delivered a short
address, setting forth the claims of the
society.

RIGHTS OF MAN.

Sunday Closing of the World’s
Fair Held to Be an Invasion
Thereof.

strong Words on the Subject
From Early Derenders of the
Great Republic.

The L. O. 0. F. hall was quite well
filled last evening in response to the
call for a citizen’s meeting. A Minne-
apolis choir rendered the music for the
oceasion. The address was given by 1L
F. Phelps, state press agent of the
National Religious Liberty association.
The speaker said: “We do not cham-
pion the cause of open or closed gates
at the world’s fair, but we do champion
the couse of the rizhts of the peoble.
There are principles that underlie this
question. In discussing the princi-
ples we may- arrive at the right
conclusions. The first amendment to
the copstitation forbade that action.
James Madison, Thomas Jefferson and
George Washington, men who were at
the head of the nation, presented the
principles upon which we stand.

Said Mr. Maaison: *The free exercise
of religion, according to the dictates of
conscience, is something which every
man may demand as a right, not some-
thing for which he must ask as a privi-
lege.”

Said George Washington: “Every man
who conducts himself as a good
citizen, is acecountable alone to
for his faith. and shonld
ve proteeted in  worshiping God
according to the dictates of his own 2on-
science.” :

Not the conscience of congressmen,
but his own conscience. This act of
congress was an invasion of these
rights.

Said Mr. Jefferson **Every man has
freedoin to do all that he wills, provided
that he infringes not the equal ireedom
of any other man.”

These rights include the aight to be-
lieve or not believe: to worship or not
worship. And no man, or set of men,
has any right to invade these rights.
This act of congress was made possible
by the supreme courtdecision that **this

is a Christian nation;” a - de-
cision that was also a men-
ace at the free institutions of

the nation.§ Justice Brewer said *‘this
is a Christian nation,” and congress says
that the Sunday is from henceforth to
be the Sabbath ot the nation. And
when coneress or the supreme court de-
cides upon a question, all the power of
the nation is back of it to enforce it by
civil penalties. Now, as congress says
Sanday is the Sabbath, the next step
will be to enforee its observance upon
all, irvespective of the conscience of the
mdividual. And this is but the begin-
ning. ;

A religio-political organization is
seeking to so sceure the control of the
civil power as to enforce thenstitu-
tions of religion, and all others wiil be
accounted as atheists, and to these they
refuse to allow any rights. ‘hey may
be tolerated upon *'some lone and deso-
Jate island, where they may set up a
government of their own, in the name
of the devil and for the devil, and if
they can stand it stay there till they
die.”” And this from a professed minis-
ter of the gospel. Will the people
awake? This is the spirit that i1s abroad
everywhere, and unless the people do
awake our freedom is gone. Itisthe
right of the citizen to demand a repeal
of that act in the nawe of the rights of
the people. Another meeting is ap-
pointed for next Sunday, Dec. 11, at
7:45 p. m.  The public are invited.

An Interesting Sermon From
the Standpoint of Chris-
tian Science

Delivered at Grand Forks
Yesterday by Eloquent
Miss Sutton.

The Second Coming of Christ
as the Scientists Take
Note of It.

Diffrrence Betwsen the Mate-
rial and the Spiritual
View of It.

_ “‘Looking for and hastening unto the com-
ing of the day of God, wherein the heavens
being on fire sball be dissolved, and the ele-
ments shail melt with fervent heat. Never-
theless, we, according to His promise, look
for a new heavens and a new earth wherein
dwelleth righteousness.”—II Peter, iii., 12, 13.

**And then shall they see the Son of Man

coming in a cloud with power and great
glory.”—Luke 21-27.
; 1€ we take these Scriptural passages
in their literal meaning, they pictare to
the mind a scene which causes the
stoutest heart to quail. And thousands
upon 'Lhousauds of hearts have quailed
at this picture, for, as we know, the
literal or material meaning is almost
universally taught in Christianity.

When a child this was the oune thing
above all others that made me un-
happy. “The day of the Lord
shall come like a thief in the night.”
To my childish mind this was one of
the cruelest things about it. To go to
rest on a still, ecool summer night, when
everything out of doors wore a look of
serenity, caleulated to tull man into the
Lelief of safety and the unconscious-
ness of sleep, to be rudely awakened by
the thunder notes of the ‘“‘great trum-
pet!”

Always a lover of nature, I have lain
and looked out upon a moonht night of
beauty which would have made me
happy but for the thougnt that perhaps
*this is the night” when we shall all’ be
awakened to come to judgment. [
mused much uvon the expected scene,
as I gleaned it from the Bible and im-
aginative Sabbath school teachers; the
sound of the trumpet throughout the
whole earth, awakening the guilty and
the guiltiess, the saved and the un-
saved: the Lord Jesus Christ comring
out of heaven upon a cioud in a great
light (zlory), and attended by hosts of
angels: all the people of the earth rush-
ing out into the night, some from their
beds,others from weary vigils beside sick
beds. and many starting forth from the
haunts of erime, where they were
spending sleepless nights of revelry; 1
saw the faces of Christians, excited, vet
tremulous with joy; the faces of the
unsaved, horrible to behold, so disiig-
ured were they with awful amazement.
fear and despair! 1 saw Jesus gather
all together in one vast concourse, and,
out of the great record, read every
thought and deed of each person; then
followed the separating ot the wicked
from the just, the goats from the sheep,
the just taken up into heaven and the
wicked consigned

To Everlasting 'forture.

I remember my thoughts did not
dwell mueh upon the joy of the re-
deemed, but rather upon the misery of
the lost. I feit somewhat as 1 once did
when I feared a beloved sister wounld
miss heaven. 1 could not willingly give
her over to heaven’s opposite, as taught
in orthodoxy, and in an agony prayed
God to punish me and save her in my
stead. I saw the wicked falliug upon
their ~knees and plaading God
to give them one more hour,
one minute to repent, and 1
heard them pleading for others, not for
themselves, but others: *“Punish me,
but oh, spare my wife, my children, my
old mother.” And saw Him who
the Scriptures declare **is not willing
that any should perish, but that all
should come to repentance,” turn away
with indifference to welcome the saved
into heaven. How my heart ached for
them as I witnessed (as though it had
been real) their awful punishment and
remorse!

This one misinterpretation of Seript-
ural figurative language has turned
many a childish *fountain of love for
God into stone, “The fearful looking
unto judgment” often pursued me for
weeks, recurring each night to make
me miserable, but vamishing with the
bright light of each morning. I’ve often
sprung up with the glad thought “We
are all here yet.”” ‘T'hat was love, but
the expected judgment was expressive
of hatred, cruclty and revenge.

To believe that the material man
Jesus will come again in a material
cloud, to be beheld by human eyes, is a
human interpretation of a spiritual
event. If Jesus were in sueh form and
condition as to be seen by mortal eyes,
we would see Him now and always, as
He said, *I am with you always.”” He
is here now just as truiy as He ever will
be: but He is wiolly spiritual, and His
second eoming will be realization of
His presence coming to our couscious-
ness.  His human Dody He did not take
to heaven. It was an illusion apparent
only to human sense, as all matter is.
He simply vanquished the illusion at
the Ascension. Did He not say flesh
and blood could not enter the kingdom
of heaven?

Another inconsisteney in the false be-
liefs concerning the second coming is
tihe thought. of it taking place in the
material night. That would be limpos-
sible, as it is to come to the whole
world, and but one-half is night at one
time. This alone should teach us
not to accept the literal mean-
ing. The fearful thought that
the whole eaiti shall be burned
with material fire vanishes when we
reason that fire would not destroy the
elements of the earth. Burn up a hay
stack, and 18 the substance (so-called)
destroyed? No, it has but chanzed to a
more rarefied form of ashes, smoke and
vapor, and these will be absorbed by

the earti and spring up in some oiher
form. Hence the material burning of

the whole earth would not destroy it, to
give place to the new heavens aund the
new earth: but if the apparent laws ot
material nature were real and God-
made, the material earth would be re-
shaped in some form or forms, since
God’s laws are everlasting.
The Material Universe

will be destroyed, as it is but an iliusion
that hides the spiritual and only uni-
verse of spirit’s creation. But it will
vanish before the facts of the spiritual
creation. and these facts will not be
brought by a muterial Jesus, but by the
appearing of a spiritual Christ. This
Christ can appear only to those who turn
away from the expectation of a human
advent to a spirtual comine.® Only
those who look will see. *“Unto them
that look for Him shall Ile appear the
second time without sin unto salva-
tion.”’—Heb., ix.. 28. Without sin wil
be without the flesh, as the fleshis but
the likeness ot sinful thought, as itis
written, “*He came in the likeness of
sinful flesh.”

Many have wondered why God pat
off the judgment day so long. 1t would
seein a great mercy to have brought
these things to an end long ago, as but
few have turned to God outof every
generation; and the countless remain-
der is supposed to be eternally lost
and tortured,

Jesus declared that these things
should come quickly, “*ere this genera-
tion pass away. So, bad He really
taught of the ushering in of the king-
dom by material five, it would have oe-
carred lonz ago. But He knew this
earth would sweep out of sight
as a dreaw, when the great light
(fire) of spirit came to man’s per-
ception. *“He uttered His voice, the
earti: melted.” This Seripture teaches
us that the material earth will melt into
it~ true nothingness when we learn the

allness of sylrl_t. *All falsity, or mat-

ter,will disappear before thie supremacy
of spirit.” But many there ever were
who understood Jesus’ teachings in a
literal sense. Thus we find in 11. Peter,
iti., 3, the question: *What is the true
promise of His coming? For since the
father feel asleep all things continue as
they were from the beginning of the
creation.”

The last day is the last day of evil.
It will come or dawn in the night of
sin. The trumpet is the first intimation
to man’s mind that he is living in the
dark and faise beliefs; that the light in
him is darkness, and *“*how great 13 that
darkness.” Jesus in the cloud is the
conviction tiat there is hight ahead, but
it is so shrouded by the clound of false
beliefs that man does not at first recog-
nize it as the Christ, the light of men.”

_The sheep and the goats. whom the
King separates upon the right hand and
the left, are the divine and the human
qualities which each man finds in him-
self. Jesus in the cloud is seen to be
the truth, as well as the way and life,
and this truth is what separates the
divine and the human, the good and
evil, or the truth and the error, in eaeh
wan’s conseiousness. The Christ with-
in, not the .Jesus without, does this
work. The Christ in man thus judges
after we have the spiritual understand-
ing of

Divine Science as Revealed

by the spirit of truth, and *‘the judg-
ment goes on hourly.”

The Christ 1s God’s image in man,
and wihen man sezs this, through the
cloud of human sense, it 1s the second
coming. And this Christ cousciousness
is the King who hourly sits in judg-
ment and will separate the wheat from
the tares. It is not God's 2hildren who
are to be lost, but the sense of sin, and

this sense is the sinner, but
was not created by God, for
Jesus  once  said  to  this  false

personality, who ctaims to be real, “Ye
are of your father,the devil. * * * 1f God
were your father ye would not seek to
Kill me.” Nay. the Heavenly Father
will lose none of his own, although
limndreds of years pass away here and
hereafter before all come to tiim. T'hat
the second coming will be in the minds
oi the people Jesus certainly taught.
*'The kingdom of God cometh not with
observation. Neither shall they say.lo,
here! or. lo, there! for behold, the King-
dom of God is within vou., They shall
say to you, see here; or, see there; go
not after them nor follow them. For as
the lightning that lightneth out of the
one part under heaven: so also shall
the Son of Man be in his day.” Luke,
xvii., 20, 21, 22, 24,

For, as the lightning cometh out of
the east, ana shineth even unto the
west: so shall also the coming of the
Son of Man be. Matt., xxiv. 27,

Here we have the assurance of the
universal Christ-presence spreading
throughout the nearts of men. It com-
etn “out of the east (dawn) and shineth
even unto the west” (fruitionr). Those
who preach a material  coming
say: *“Lo, here, (loecality). or, le, there,
(time). But there 1s neither any certain
place nor time of his appearing. Itis
within you, and the time will be when
you look; as you know, the second ap-
pearing is only to these who look, but
they must look within and pot without.
‘ITney must discern the sigus of the
times, instead of studving the face of
the material sky. Jesus declared this
Christ should come to soime quickly,
**before ye have gone over the cities
of Israel,” and **before this generation
pass away.” And so it occurred. The
Christ came in the descent of the Holy
(host (whole truth)ou the day of Pente-
cost. ‘I'he actual presence of the living
God as expressed in man is the Christ
whowm the apostie met that day. ‘This
is the imanuel, “God with us,”” througi
which we are to work out our salva-
tion. For *it is God that worketh in us.”

The second appearing of Christ was
to Paul on his way from Jerusalem to
Damascus.

shall be full of knowiedge of the Lord,
and this knowledgze shall usher in the
kingdom of heaven. ‘These material
elements will be seen to exist only in
temporal thousht, and when eternal
ideas dissolve temporal thoughts “the
elements shall melt with fervent neat.”
Heat is light and that light will be the
light of spiritual understanding.
