Brussels. Dec. 7.—An important^c^
tiou of the international monetary con-
ference holds that Mr. de Rothschild's
withdrawal of his plan for a solution
of the silver question does not debar the
further discussion of his proposals by

the conference, the committee to which
the plan was referred having presented
itfor the consideration of the confer-
ence, thus taking itout of the hands of
Mr. de Rothschild.

Today M. Sainctellette,a Belgian dele-
gate who supports the De Rothschild
plan, with the Moritz Leviamendment,
substituting silver for small gold coins,
held a conference with Sir C. Freman-
tle, one of the British delegates and
deputy master of the British mint, and
Senor Toca. a Spanish delegate, on the
question of Dutting the amended De
Rothschild plan to a vote of the confer-
ence.

Both Senator Toca and M. Saiuctell-
ettee hold that a failure of the confer-
ence can yet be averted by a majority
of the delegates recommending either
the Levi project or the amended Roth-
schild plan. The scheme proposed by
C. P. Tietjen, the Danish delegate, is
treated with Indifference. It

May H \u25a0 Dropped

without discussion by the conference.
The proposals advanced by Sir C.
Ilouldsworth. thoutrh applauded by the
pronounced bimetaHist delegates yester-
day, is not considered by his colleaeues
worth wasting tune over in discussion.
His plan will probably be referred to a
committee tomorrow, and will not be
heard of iigain.

The uncertain attitude of the French
delegates is influencing the other repre-
sentatives whose countries belong to the
Latin union. Ithas been the cause of
complaint that other members who ore
desirous of frank opposition to or co-
operation in the De Rothschild plan
communicated these proposals to the
French delegates before they were sub-
mitted to the conference, and were led
to believe that the French del-
eiraies would support the plan. Had
they believed otherwise, they would
hava reconsidered the question of pre-
senting the plan. It is the opinion of
many of the delegates that the French
government does not desire the confer-
ence to decide anything. An interview-
has been published here with M. Leon
Say, the well known French financier.
M. Say declared that he thought that
the attitude of both the English and
American delegates was a deplorable
one, especially to the Americans, who
appeared to be without any definite
proposals. M. ay could not under-
stand why the British, as practical busi-
ness men, wanted

Tlic Assistance ofFranco
in a matter which was their own con-
cern. Inregard to the De Rothschild
proposals, M. Say declared that he j
thought tney solved nothing and he j
.ad(".ed that ho thought deliberations of
he conference would end in nothing.

M.Say's remarks define the action of
the French delegates, who criticise
everything that is said in the confer-
ence or in committee, but who suggest ;
nothing in exchange. The opinions \
among the delegates have become
sharper and more clearly defined, the
partisans of the single and double stand-
ards proving more irreconcilable as the
discussion develops.

Henry VV. Cannon, one of the Amer-
ican delegates, and president of
the Chase National bank, has asked
the com mittee to discuss the pro-
posals of the American delegates as
stated to the plenary conference. M.
Monteliore Levi, the president of the
conference, opposes the committee's
proceeding to discuss the American
proposals. He bases his objections on
the ground that the committee was ap-
pointed to discuss a special question on
reference from the conference, and tlfat
the American proposals are related to
fundamental principles that would bet-
ter come within the competence of the
conference, Amajority of the confer-
ence concur in the opinion of President
Levi. E. Benjamin Andrew, of the
American delegation, and J. M.Gois-
sevan, of the Netherlands, will speak
jn favor of the American plan when it
is discussed tomorrow.

transaction for which he received the
check was an absolutely correct and
honorable one, and involved no pledge
with respect to the Panama Canal com- j
pany, which had no need of buying his j
good will, as he had always been inJ
favor of the canal enterprise.

The members of the committee, before j
adjournment today, expressed a desire
to confer with the government imme-
diately after the ministerial declara-
tions to learn the government's inten-
tions before any public decision is had.
If an interpellation is proposed that
is likely to frustrate the conference,
M.Brisson will move to suspend the
sittings of the chamber. M. Purquery
de Boisserin intends to ask the govern-
ment to apply the laws dealing with
corruption to the Panama prosecution.
ifthe government should consent, the
trial is to be transferred to the criminal
courts. _ •
