Cabinet Ministers Sent an Amend-
ed Draft.

London, Dec. 9.—An amended draft
to the home rnle bill was sent to the
cabinet ministers today. Announce-
ments to this effect have been made at
intervals during the past two months.
The first draft was presented to the
cabinet early inOctober. Two amended
drafts: have since been prepared alter
consideration by the cabinet committee.
The billnow in the hands of the minis-
ters is the latest form of the measure,
but it cannot be pronounced a finality.
Mr.Jenkyns, the government's- official
counsel, who drafts all the leading bill«,
received Mr.Gladstone's latest instruc-
tions as to the technical form of the bill
six weeks a^o. Itis a mark of the fully
developed stage of the scheme when the
party counsel is summoned to give it
shape in accordanbe with the party
formulas, but the representative of the
Associated. Press has assured informa-
tion that the financial clauses of the bill
still remain undecided. The whole bill
is subject to revision.
