HIS LIFE AT STAKE,

The Peters Murder Trial Now
Under Way at Still-
water.

Question Whether the De-
fendant Is Mentally
Sound or Not. ©

The Murder of V. C. Seward
Again Told in the
/ Courts,

What Is Believed to Be a
Good Jury Has Been
Secured. :

The matter of determining whether
or not George Peters, the slayer of V.
C. Seward, is mentally capable of plead-
ing to the charge of murder in the first
degree, was taken up yesterday in the
district court. The matter of securing
a iury was completed just before noon,
and the following jurors will determine
his present mental condition: J. B.
Taft, W. J. Tingley, James Mulvey,
Joon Lund, Robert Wilkin, August
Jarchow, F. W. Lammers, J. C. Henry,
Ingel Johnson, Charles Peterson, Peter
D. Swanson and H. B. Vollmer. The
only juror challenged by either side was
J. D."Mc¢Comb, who said that he had
formed an opinion as to the defendant’s
mental condition. A recess was then
taken until 1:30 p. m., when the taking
of testimony began. Attorney Searles
opened the case and said that he in-

tended to present evidence that
would prove that Peters is men-
tally unbalanced. 1t was not
his intention to try to defeat

the ends of justice, but simply to prove
that his elient is mentally irresponsible.
The first witness sworn was Samuel
Peters, the defeudant’s father. Witness
stated that the defendgnt was nearly
twenty-five years of age, and was born
in Cape Breton. He stated thata form
of insanity existed among relatives of
the detendant, notably on his mother’s
side. Witness said that the defendant
was a healthy child, kind and indulgent.
Was never vindictive, and an apt
scholar. Peters left home when de-
fendant was in his twelfth year, and
did not see him again until the family
moved to this country. When seven-
teen years of age he complained of pains
in his enest, and during the summer
complained of other ailments. One
Sumllny morning he refused to eat his
and frequently he would
do the same thingz. Often walked miles
before partaking of his meals. In Au-
gust, 1885, he said that he was unable
to work and could do nothing. A few
days afterward he insisted that ore
side of nis body was growing and the
other not. He was examined by Dr.
Johnsen in Hudson, who said there was
something lacking in his nervous sys-
tem and advised that he be taken to
this city for further examination. 'I'he
following day be called on Dr. Pratt in
this ecity, but failed to find him. He
met Dr. Clark instead, and afler some
talk with him defendant abandoned the
dea that one side was growing more
than the other. Some davs he was bet-
fer than others, but his complaing
usually returned woise than before.
Once he fasted for six (ays, thinking
that that would help him.

Dr. Clark treated the defendant for
costiveness, and apparently he im-
proved. In the latter part of February,
1886, the defendant worked with his
father, and the next summer he and his
brother engaged tn market gardening.
The next winter he attended the Still-
water High school, but made very poor
progress. 1In 1889, in respouse to an ad-
vertisement, he began his carcer as a
reporter on the Stillwater Messenger,
but after two monthg’ trial he gave up
reporting, finding that his success did
not lie in newspaper work. In the sum-
mer of 1800 he again began gardening.
Witness noticed many peculiarities
about him, particularly loss of memory.
In 1890 he evineed a desire for studying
medicine, and secured some medical
works. 'I'he defendant, who lived a few
miles from this city, was in the habit of
running to town whenever he got a
chance, despite all entreaties on ihe
part of his parents, and neglected his
studies. He at last gou so that he never
looked at his books, and whenever he
was asked to do anything would refuse
to do it. Last spring the witness and
his two sons engaged in gardening, and
the defendant made many unreasonable
requests. He next began Sstudying
Latin grammar, but had a peculiar
method in doing so. In June the de-
fendant seemed stupid, and his father
upon one oceasion spoke to him, when
the defendant jumped up in an angry
mood and said: **You .G— d—d son

breaktast,

of a b-—-! you ought to have
your head smashed.” He afterward
asked his father’s pardon for the

language he had used to him, and for a
time tried to do everything required of
him. 1n the early partof Ociober he
noticed that George was wrong. His
eyes protruded as it about to jump out
of his head. A day or two before the
murder George went to a neighbor’s to
assist in threshing, and without warn-
ine he left his job and came to this eity.
The day before the tragedy he puton
his best clothes and came to town, hav-
ing previcusly promised his father to
remain at home. The day of the tragedy
he promised e would go to town in the
moruing and remain at home in the att-
eruoon to assist in digging potatoes. He
put on his working clothes and went out
in the field. but soon returned, put on
his best clothes and left for town.
After he was arrested for the erime wit-
ness cailed on bim at the county jail
and asked him why he had Kkilled Mr,
Seward. Defendant replied: *‘T'hatis
my business; 1 will give my reasons at
the proper time.” Called on him several
tiines after that and he always showed
signs of an unbalanced mind. A day or
two after election day he displayed a
little sorrow for his action, but that was
about the only time that he referred to
his condition. He purchased the re-
volver with which he committed the
crime from H. Heiwsel & Co., baving re-
ceived a suin of money for a load of
onions which he brought 40 town a few
days before the crime was committed.
The witness, cross-examined by
County Attorney Sullivan, said that the
defendant had expressed a desire to die
seven years ago, owing to his illness,
The next witness sworn was Wiiliam
Peters, a brother of the defendant, 1In
1885 witness noticed many strange things
about his brother’s conduet, and has no-
ticed a return of his peculiarities since
then. Some times when at work the de-
fendant was lively, and other times was
gloomy., He was unreasonable in many
things, and argument failed to convinee
him of his mistakes. Witness reviewed
the trouble which occurred between his
father and the defendant, and said that
the defendant att¥cked his father for
no apparent reason whatever, After
that his father had told him that he
thought there was something the matter
with George’s head. In the latter part
of August, 1802, George attacked the
witness, and threatened to Kill him, say-
ing that he could easily put a hole
through him or split his head open with
an ax. 'The defendant was very care-
less about his room, and was untidy.
He often treated members of the family
rudely, especially his mother anf sis-
ter. The day of the murder witness
and his brother had been workingin the
field, and that without saying a word
to him, left for this city. Witness vis-
ited his brother in the county jail the
day after the murder, and the defend-
ant then said that he had gone about
this busincss (meaning the muder)
openly and honorably and would be
honorably acquitted.  Cross-examined
by Mr. Sullivan, witness stated that his
brother often said that he was going to
ve a doctor. The two brothers were
not in the habit of confiding in onean-
other. 'I'hey never quarreled much, but
sometimes George would charge his

brother with trying to ake a fool of
him,

Miss Emma Peters, a sister of the de-
fendant, was swori, and testified as to
the change in the defendant’s habits
since his sickness in 1835.. He lost his
memory and often when asked to bring
things home with him from the city
would forget the object of his errand,
even. though he had taken a mem-
oranda of the articles veforc leaving.
Defendant was untidy about the house,
and would use vulgar and profane lan-
guage when excited. Atone time Miss
Peters and George were at a neighbor’s
holise, and George talked incoherently.
He could not confine himseli to on
topie. Wituess and the defendant took
up the study of Latin grammar, but the

the course of study usually pursued.
Witness cried when she visited her
brother in the jail after the murder,
and he asked her what she was laugh-
ing about. He said that. he expected
to be out either in April or December,
but could not say upon what he based
his theory of release.

Dr. T. C. Clark was also calledasa
witness, and said that he had frequently
noticed something wrong with the de-
fendant. He was not questioned to any
great extent as to Ins sanity at the pres-
ent time, and together with several
other experts will probably be called
upon again.

‘I'he court room was crowded all day,
and many were anxicus to catech a
glimpse of the prisoner, who occupied
a scat c'ose to his attorney. He be-
trayed no emotion whatever, but smiled
a sickly smile whenever his actions
were referred to. ‘T'here are many wit-
nesses to be examined, and it is hard to
tell whether or not the case will be fin-
ished today.

Senator J. S. O’Brien left last even-
ing fer Chicago toascertain. if possible,
the fate of John L¥man, who has been
mussing for several weeks. Although
inquiries have been made for him in
Chicago and eisewhere, nothing has
been heard to indicate whether he is
dead or alive. His friends fear that he
has beeu kilied.

Oscar Williams, a young lad who has
spent some time in the reform school,
was returned to the reform school at
Red Wing yesterday, his mother being
unable to do anything with him,

GIFT OF A PACKER.

Phil Armour Makes a $1,500,000
Christmas Present to the
City of Chicago.

It Is an Institution Modeled on
the Plan of the Drexel Insti-
tute in Chicago.

CiicAGo, Dee, 12.—Philip D. Armour
started this evening for New York on
his way to Europe, leaving behind him
a Cnristmas gift of over $£1,500,000 to
the city of Chicago. Absolutely un-
known to the public world work has
been going on for a year past to-
ward the construction of a magnifi-
cent five-story Dbuilding on Armour
avenue, and it is now all but ready for
occupation. This building will be
known as the Armour institute, and will
be to Chicago all that the Drexel insti-
tute is to Philadelphia and the Pratt
mstitute to Brooklyn. The building is
L-but a small part of the gift. In addition
to it Mr. Armeur gives $1,400,000 for its
support. All that money and brains
and labor can do will be don2 toward
making it the greatest institute for
manual training, science and arts in
this country. It wiil be a school good
enough for the richest, and it will reach
out for the poorest. %

Mr. Armour’s wealth came to him in
Chicago. le desires now to do some-
thing for the young men of that city.
Upon his return from Eurove he will to
a large extent go into a sort of partner-
ship with the young men and young
women who have or desire to have a
future. He conceived this idea years
ago, and the plans have been carefully
gone over with George W. Chilas, John
C. Black and Mr. Armour’s sous,
Ogden and Philip. He desires, above
all things, that his milions may aid in
making life beautitul, inspiring and
useful to the deserving young men and
women of Chicago. The building and
the funds for its support are to be
turned over to a board of directors. It
is expected that the school will open on
the 1st of next September.

During the next few months the most
complete apparatus obtainable for every
branch and a library Dbearing upon
every line of study will be secured. In
addition to the unrivaled building and
elaborate apparatus for teaching phys-
ics, chemistry, one of the finest libraries
in the country and an absolutely per-
fect gymnasium, Mr. Armour puts be-
hind the institute and the Armour mis-
sion his gift of $1,400,000, thus giving to
the former an annual income of $50.000
and the latter $25,000. While rthe gen-
eral public has never been allowed to
know much of Mr. Armour’s doings,
those in a position to know state that
the magniticent gift is but a slight in-
timation of the constant stream of phil-
anthrophy and benevoleuce which Mr.
Armour has been sending out for years.

CuicaGo, Dec. 12.—Chairman Cald-
well, of the Western Passepger associ-
ation, has addressed a communication
to the Boston & Maine and other New
England roads cailing their attention to
the fact that they have not advanced

the through rates to points west
of Chicago in  conformity with
the advance "made DLy the West-
ern roads from Chicago and St

Louis to thie Missouri river. As a result
the split tickets are disturbing the mar-
ket here, and they are urzently re-
quested to discontinue the sale of such
tickets immediately. If this requestis
not promptly complied with there is no
doubt that the Western roads will adopt
more effective measures to protect their
revenues, which means that they will
refuse to honor the through tickets of
the roads that are respousibie for tne
disturbance.

EAST-BOUND TRAFFIC.

Lake Shipments KFrom Chicago
Greatly Decreased.

CHICAGO, Dee. 12.—East-bound ship-
ments of freight by all lines last week,
exclusive of live stock, aggregated 77,-
188 tons, agzainst 81,484 for the preced-
ing week, a decrease of 4,206 tons, and
against 98,949 tor the corresponding
week last year, a decrease of 21,761 tons.
Lake shipments amouunted to 10,093 tous
against 46,025 for the preceding week, a
decrease of 35.932 tons. ‘Through ship-
ments of flour, grain and provisions
from Chicago to the seaboard by the
roads in the Central Trafic association
amounted to 39,204 tons against 36,655
for the preceding week, an increase of
of 2.549 tons, and against 63.114 for the
corresponding week last year, a de-
crease of 23,910 tons. .

BLAZING CREEKS.,

Hunters Fire Oil Which Had Es-
caped Into Water.

LANCASTER, Pa., Dec. 12.—An im-
mense quantity of oil escaped from a

break in the Crescent Oil Pipe Com-
pany’s line in Manor township yester-..
day, flowing into Miller’s run. Several
hunters, to have some fun, set fire to
the oil, and the surface of the creek
was a mass of flame in an incredibly

short time., ‘I'he entire run bore
the appearance of a furnace, the
flames mounting”  up fifty to

a hundred feet, - Large trees along the
banks were destroyed in a few minutes
and the heat was so intense that lime-
stone ledges were reduced to a chalky
mass in an ineredibly short time. To
prevent the blazing oil reaching Cone-
stoga creek a large quantity in the up-
per part of the stream was damnmed and
set on fire, explosions following which
could be heard over a mile. Consider-
able blazing fluid managed to getinto
the Conestoga, but was prevented from
doing muech damage. Pipe line ein-
ployes finally smothered the flames and
repaired the leak in the pipe. The loss
is large.

St. Louis Ladies Follow Dr. Park-
hurst’s Example,

St. Louis,Dec.12—Mrs. F. 1. Ingalls,
president of the W. C. T. U.,, in her
address at the recent annual convention
of that organization, referred to a work
in its effects to secure a betler law to
protect women who sing and dance in
concert halls, and said she had gene
before the grand jury asking that body
to ®indict men who Keep concert halls
where women dance, sing and drink
liquor,” ‘T'rue bills had been found,
but, strange to relate, the assistant eir-
cuit attorney, who had drawn up many
correct Dbills, made fatal errors in this
indictment, and the men escaped con-
viction on a techuieality. Butthe part of
the address that excited most comment
was the statement of Mus, Ingalls that
“Mr. Mekeel, Mrs. Adams and myself
visited one of the places, and,” contin-
ued Mrs. Ingalls, reterring to the place
visited, *‘they are terrible. Iu one part
is the saloon, on the other side the the-
ater. Women dance and sing on the
stage, then go with the men into the
gallery. This is partitioned off and
curtained into small rooms with two
chairs and a table. Here they drink
with the men and make engagements
for the night. The only pay they get is
a commission on the liquor they drink,
50 you see the girls must drink to make
aliving. We were horrified. We in-
terviewed the help in this place, and
also the saloon man and, while not
treated rudely, we were given to under-
stand that they were attending to their
own business.”

Another Organization of Veterans
Springs Into Life.

INDIANAPOLIS, Dee. 12. —There was

SAYS THEY ARE WEAK

Col. Elliott F. Shephard Charged
Wiith Attemnting to Bribe
Public Officers.

Sensational Testimony Given in a
Civil suit for Damages in
New York.

NEw York. Dee. 12.—There was a big
sensation this morning in the suit
brought by Frank S. Gray against Col.
Elliott Shephard to recover some $20,000
for breach of contraet, in part second of
the supreme court, Judge Beach sitting.
Mr. Gray was business manager of the
Mail and Express. He had a five years’
contract at 510,000 a year, and was dis-
charged on Jan. 1, 1890, aboui Lwo years
before the contract was up.

Mr. Gray was on the stand this morn-
ing. He testified that the only reason
the eolonel gave him for his discharge
was that he was incompatible. There
was something about incompatibility in
the contract, but witness was not al-
lowed to tell what the colonel said he
meant by incompatibility., Col. luger-
soil, counsel for Mr. Gray, developed at
this point something of a sensation. He
led Mr. Gray up to the point where he
said he had proven tnat there was no
ground of incompatibility, save one. and
that was when on one oceasion Mr,
Gray refused to do something the colo-
nel had asked him to do. Mr. Gray
said that he received a -letter on July
28, 1883, from Col. Shepard. who was
then at Bar Harbor, but ex-Judge Noah
Dayvis, counsel for Col. Shepard, ob-
jected to its being put in evidence. Col.
Ingersoll said he wanted to show that
the only reason for the breaking of the
contract was because Mr. Gray refused
to bribe publie officers at Col. Shepard’s
request. ‘The judge overruled objee-
tions, and Col. Ingersoll read the letter,
which, undated and unsigned, was as
follows:

*Commissioners are not generally
paid until the bill is collected. Fifteen
per cent is the usual advertising com-
mission. In some rare cases, higher

_rates may be paid. Uundoubtedly 25 per
“cent consideration would be very satis-
‘factory. Do not have any trip up. Do
‘not use check until necessary. You
‘may have $20,000 added to the bill. Try
them. They are weak and yield easily.”

Witness said the men he was to bribe
were Police Commissioners MeClave and
Steplken B. French. Witness then de-
‘tailed a conversation he had with Col.

“Shepard on Aug. 27 of the samie yearin
reference to the letter. Col. Shepard
asked lhim, he said, if he got the let-

ter, Witness said ves. ‘The colohel
asked it. ‘hae burned it and
told him he should always burn

things of that kind and not tear them
ap. According to the witness, Coi.
Shepard said:  “Witnesses are here
now. You can go ahead.” Wilness
said that he refusad point blank. He
had deposited. the $5,000 check in the

Park National bank to his own ecredit,
and he gave Col. Shepard hisown checks
for the amount. The check, he testi-
fied, was to be used in bribing the com-
missioners to give advertising to the
Mail and Express.

Witness was not cross-examined in
reference to this matter. Ex-Judge
Davis, in his address to the jury, char-
acterized the bribery strry as a
‘-schein, a pure concoction ~of the wit-
ness.” He said that, in _common with
all newspapers in New York, the Mail
and Express was in the habit of paying
commissioners for advertising, a prac-
tice which might be remarked as im-
moral, but really was not so.

“Col. Shepherd was called to the wit-
ness box after recess. Mr. Parsons
asked Col. Shepherd if the £5,000 check
sent Cary was to go to either Commis-
sioner McClay or Commissioner French?

“No, sir,” replied the colonel, “and
the statement that it is is a positive
faisehood.”

“*Was it to go to any police commis-
sioner?”’

*Noj; quite the contrary.”

The colonel was asked to explain the
matter.

*Berore I went to Bar Harbor,” he
said, **1 had a conference witih Mr. Gray
about things generally. I said to him:
‘Now, the Mail and Express is es-
sentiaily a Republican newspaper; the
polling places for the county election
must be advertised in two papers. Can’t
we get it?”  Mr. Gray said he would un-
dertake to get the advertising, and after-
ward Mr. Gray told me that he had
learned that a certain firm of solicitors
controlled the police advertising. Ue
said that for $3,000 we could get the con-
tract, and 1 sent he $5,000 from Bar
Harbor. 1t was to be used, of course,
in paying the commission of thus firm
of solicitors as advertising agents.
Afterward, when 1 had oceasion to
speak to Gray about a dereliction
of duty he said: ‘I’ve got a letter ot
yours that will take care of me and pre-
veut you making any changes.” He
gave me to understand that it was the
Bar Harbor letter. 1 told him that gave
bim no hold over me and -demanded its
return as a confidential epistle. He said
‘e had torn it up and thrown it in the
waste basket. 1 said that was no way
_to destroy papers. After Gray was dis-
charged his counsel, ex-Judge Ditten-
‘hoeter threatened me with the publica-
tion of that letter and offered to give it
to me if T would settle- the threatened
suit, Gray himself tried to biackmail
me.

. After some further testimony, the
ecolonel stepped down for amoment,
aud Mr. Warrell, his private secretary,
was called. His testimony was unim-
‘portant.

First Exhibit Placed on the
Ground by a Michigan Concern.
CuicaGo, Dee. 12.—To the Bay City

Industrial works, a Michigan concern,
belongs the honor of being the first to
install an actual exinbit at the world’s
falr. The exhibition consists of a com-
plete electric transfer table, and the
object of its construction at this early
date is that it may assist in the installa-
tion of the heavy exhibits which will
later cover the floor of the transporta-
tion building. 1t will reduce installa-
tion in the building to the level of
evervday railroad switehing.

That a Spaniard, and so
emienent an orator as Castelar, should
be chosen seemed eminently acceptable,
but it was found that, although Senor
Castelar left nothing to be desired in
the direction of eloquence, when it
came to speaking English he was ata
disadvantage.

Department.

-Mr. Cum-
mings (Den.), of New York, offered in
the bouse for reference a resolution re-
citing an editorial in the New York Sun
on the 30th ult. headed “*Outrage by the
Postoffice.” This editorial charges that
clerks in the department at Washington
are 1n the habit of excluding newspa-
pers from the privilege of being carried
in the mails as second-class matter with-
out previous notice to the publisher,and
that such action isintended, and fur-
ther that *it has been discovered that
t!lere are persons residing at the na-
tional eapital who wili attempt the ad-
justment of difficulties of this sort for
a mouey counsiaeraiion, and seek em-
ployment on the score of influence pos-
sessed with persons occupying respou-
sible positions

“And whereas,” continues the reso-
luti_on, *it is further stated in said edi-
torial articles that the ostensible reason
for interference with the distribution of
trade journals is a desire 10 keep the
mails from being loaded down with ad-
vertising matter for which the people
have_not subseribed: yet, during the
months that preceded the election many
million campaign documents were car-
ried in the mails at rates not allowed to
publications issued for business pur-
poses or in the interest of such causes
as temperance or reiigion.”
