AGRICULTURAL SCHOOL.

The Minnesota institution Leads
Any in the Land.

‘The school of agriculture of the state
university is the most successful insti-
tution for agricultural nstruction in
the United States. At a meeting of
representatives of the agricultural eol-
Jezes and experiment stations of the
ountry held in New Orleans the latter
part of November, the system of agri-
cultural instruetion practiced in Minne-
sota attaacted much attention and
elicited great praise. It was referved

to as the **Minnesota plan,” and nearly !

an entire session was devoted to ques-
tioning the representatives of the uni-
versity about the details of the plan.
What seemed to surprise the delezates
most was that the school had 30 many
students, and espeeially that they were
practically all from the farms of the
s It seems that the state

ing agricultural education, and that
it i™he only university in this country
having an agricultural . department
really successful. in its work. Most
other universities that have an agricul-
tural dep.rtment at all bave it in name
only.

The schwool has been frequently vis-
ited by delegates from agricultural col-
leges of other states,and many inquiries
are received regarding its course of in-
struetion, its students and actual work.
Four such communications were re-
ceived from different parties during the
past week. They were replied to in
much the same manner and about as
follows: The farm school has now 105
students. It offers but one course of
study and that an intensely practical
one covering three years, commencing
in October and continuing till April
(the time when such boys as are wanted
can best be spared from the farms). The
school has better facilities for teaching
the natural sciences on which agricul-
ture is based than any of the high
schools of the state, and mathematics,
including bookkeeping, receives its due
share of attention. All studies are
tested in a practical way, with special
reference to their bearing on the boy’s
after life,

The dairy school is a department of
the farm school. Its provinee being to
educate the employes of the cheese fac-
tories and ecreameries of the statein
methods pertaining especially to their
lines of production. This course con-
tinues through the month of January.
During tnat time about two tons of milk
are used per day in making cheese and
butter. There are now forty-five appii-
cants for the course next month and
only five more can be aceepted for want
of room. There is also a college course
provided which is arranged with special
reference to giving higher educatioun to
the graduates of the farm school,

BEET SUGAR CULTURE

‘Albert Meyer, an Expert and
Chemist, Talks Interest-
ingly of It.

Minnssota Climatic Condi-
tions Are Judged to Be
Most Favorable.

Some Careful Est imates of
Cost of Cultivation and
Manufacture.

The State Agricultural Col-
lege Given a High Stand-
ing in Its Line.

Albert Meyer, a sugar expert who is
at present taking great interest in sugar
beet culture in Minnesota and else-
where, was in St. Paul yesterday, and
had the following to say concerning
sugar beet culture in this state and the
building of refineries:

“The interest in starting sugar beet
plants is just now great in our state
and justified by the fact that in Minne-
sota sugar beets are growing better than
in any other state in America. In Ne-
braska there are two beet sogar facto-
ries which make a good profit, notwith-
standing the hot winds in that section
extracting the juice from the beets,
leaving them too dry for fabrieation.
[ Our climate is more favorable to
the cuitivation of sugar beets, .our
thousand lakes being a guarantee
that we have enough  humid-
tity, In California we have now
thiree sugar beet plants and all are in
good order considering the tropical
climate where beets generally grow too
large, and the percentage of sugar is 2
less than the beets in Northern states.

“E. R. Robertson, a farmer of Chino,
! Cal., made recently a statement in the
{ Chino Champion of his expenses in cul-
{ tivating sugar beets, delivered to the
sugar factory in that town, and I’il give
you the figures of the cost of labor and

the result of higerop. He planted ten
acres of sugar Deets and sold them to

the factory for $4.05 per ton. He was
paid $901.12.  The cost for labor was:

Jut we must consider the difference
in wages between America and Ger-
many, hence doubling the cost of labor

for America. We have additional ex—
penses amounting to §8,125. Subtract-
ing this from above gross gain, we have
still a gain of $48.500 left. 'The plant
working with a capital of %100,000, of
whieh £65,000 is invested in buildings,
ete., we must subtract from the above
g£ross gain ($48,500) the interest on $100,-
000 at 5 per cent—5.000—as well as 7
per cent on $65,000 invested in the
factory, and therefore amortisized—
$4,550. Subtracting these amounts from
above gross gain, we have a net gain ot
$38,950. Allowing $3,950 for unforseen
expenses, there 1s still a net gain of $33,-
000, hence a dividend of 35 per cent. But
as long as thejgovernment of the United
States pays two cents per pound on
sugar, amounting to $40 per ton, or
£50,000 for 1,250 tons, you add that
amount to$35,000 and have a net gain of
£85,000 (85 per cent dividend). Claus
Spreckels owns a beet sugar factory in
California that has completed its fifth
season. The results have been so sat-
1sfactory that he has erected a second
plant. The beetsugar factory in Grand
Island, Neb., is claiming a result ot 13.3
per cent of sugar, hence of 100 pounds
of beets, 13.3 pounds of granulated
sugar (I bave calculated the above only
at 10 per cent sugar yield, which makes
a difference of £41,250 more for the
sugar factory of 12,500 ton beets). The
result in Grand Island, Neb., must cer-
tainly have been satisfactory, as Mr.
Oxuard, the proprietor, has added a
second one at Norfolk, Neb., on a basis
of £00,000. Within forty-eight hours
or about three days fromn the time the
factory 18 put in operation, it
will be ready for expected results
and every day thereafter it will turn
out the required quantity of finished
sugar. 1If any corporation should " like
further intormation in building sugar
beet factories, I am willing to give sat-
‘isfactory answers. At last I hope, with
all friends of progress, that the bill for
one cent bounty for the pound sugar
and 50 cents for the ton-. beets in the
state of Minnesota will be passed by
the next legislature.
