FIRM A FEWMINUTES
Wheat Weakened Early in

the Session, and Closed
With a Decline.

Chicago. Dec. 13.— Wheat today was firm
forabout teen minutes near the opening,
but weaKened and closed from %<\u25a0 to Vie
lower than itdid yesterday. There was no
export demand at New York, only two boat-
loads being reported sold there and none at

other ports. Com was firm and averaged a
shade higher,but closed steady at yesterday's
final quotations, 3xcept thismonth, which is
Vie higher. Provisions started strong. aver-
aging higher, but closed without any gain to
speak of. JT: - ."if?.

The storms deranging the telegraph wires
and making ihe transmission of orders slow
and difficult helped to hamper trade in
wheat. There was a decrease of nearly
1,000,000 bu Inthe amount onocean opassage,
but at the same time an increase of 500,000
bu was reported in the English visible.
But the receipts in the Northwest were 075
cars against 038 cars a year ago and 371 cars
two years Kgo. Geddes was a good buyer of
Mayearly in the session, supposed to be act-
ing for. the clique, and Pardridge also
covered a good line of shorts, taking, it was
estimated, fully1.000,000 bu. Banes and Mil
lniue-Bodman were also good buyers, aud
there were said to be some California orders
on the market. This demand seemed to be
about allthat prevented decided weakness,
except, perhaps, the fact that local receipts
were not as large as expected. Fluctuations'
were confined within V^c range, with the
closing about %c iower than yesterday. The
weakness was influenced largely by lower
cables and the constantly accumulating
stocks. Cudahy was a seller near the close.

Corn arrivals were slightlyunder the esti-
mate, and initialtransactions were at a frac-
tional advance. The market sold up i&c

A
steady decline in arrivals is looked for by
some."
