SILVER  LEGISLATION,

Two House Committees Now
Wrestling With This
Subject.

i'r. Bland Irsists That His
> Committee Has Complete
Jurisdiction.

No Silver Legislation Looked
fcr at This Sessicn of
Congress.

Steamship Companies Oppos-
ing Proposed Suspension
of Immigraticn.

S WasnmiNaToN, Dee. 16.—Two com-
tnittees of (he houre are now wresthing
with the proposed repeal of the Sher-
man law, and watehing with a close in*
terest the proceedings of the interna-
tional monetary conference at Brussels.
These two committees are designated
the committee on coinage, weights and
measures and tiie committee on banking
and currency. The functions of these
committees are closely related, and sev-
eral times in the past 1t has happened
that each was dealing at the same time
with the same subjeet in a somewhat
different form.  Mr. Bland’s coinage
committee has before it now the Will-
1ams bill proposing a repeal of the Sher-
man law, and the banking committee,
af which Mr. Bacon, of New York, is
chairman, has bad referred to it the bill
pntroduced a few days ago by Mr. An-
arew, of Massachusetts, entitied, *A
bill to increase the circulation of na-
tional banks and for other purposes.”
(One of these other purposes 1s embodied
in section 4, which repeals the Sherman
silver purchase act, It thus happened
that

insisted that his committee has exclu-
sive jurisdiction of everything affecting

ver, and if the monetary question as-

sumes a live and engrossing phase at
this session itis quite likely that he

There was an informal discussion of the
silver question, but the uncertainty of
outcome of the international mon-
etary conference hung like a pall over
the discussion, and prevented that free-
dom of suzgestion that might have oc-
curred had it been known absolutely
what conclusion weuld be reached at
the Brussels conference.

I'he members of the coinaze commit-
tee and of the banking committee are
pretty  generally in accord as to what
may be expected of the conference.

IMMIGRATION SUSIPPENSION.

Sieamship Companies Opposed to
Chandler's BilL

WasmNarToN, Dee. 16. -By invita-
tion the representatives of  various
transatlantie steamship companies were
before the senate committeee on immi-
gratipn today to give their views con-
cerning the bill heretotore introduced
In the senate by Mr. Chandler suspend-
ing immigration from the old world for
one year. The members of the house
committee on immigration joined the
senate committee in listening to what
the steamship companies’ representa-
tives had to say. Gustave H. Schwab
of New York, presented the case tor the
steamship men, and argued azainst the
prohivition of immigration for one year.
He expressed the belief that the mag-
nificent development of the natural re-’
sources of our country was due to the
enormous immigration of the last half
century.  He argued that Americans
would not and could not perform the
heavy annual labor and mental service
required in tha development of the
country; therefore immigration was es-

He held that sanitary science could
prevent the introduction of disease un-
der the present system, anq mnmunqed
the willm;.{nvss of stcmnslnp_ companies
to maintain 4 quarantine forimmigrants
at the points oy qeparture; and implled
that the United Staies would be guilty
of violation of treaty cbligations if it
passed a suspension law. He pro-
nounced the system of consular inspec-
tion to be impracticable; condemuned
the property qualification as fatal to the
immigration of the Lest class of north-
ern Eurcpean people, and said that Col.
Weber’s plan was the only feasible one.
In brie, fthat system provided for
an examination of the emigrants
before departure by the steamship
companies who are to be held
liable for improper entries, In cou-
clusion, Mr. Schwab denied that the
steamship companies had adopted re-
strictive measures looking to the redue-
tion of their sailings and refusal of im-
migrant traftic in any petty spirit of re-
sentment, or that they contemplated
new lines to Canada and Mexico to land
immigrants, and assured the committee
of the disposition of the companies to
assist  the authoritlies in enforcing

ny wise and equitable measure.

i _\)'1-;\\' YORK, ll_;vc. 16.—The World this
morning prints the result of its efforts
to ascertain from governors of various
states in the Union their views regard-
ing the moving question of immigration.
From the East, West, North and South
restriction of immigration is urged, but
opinions differ as to the methods to be
employed. All the governors heard
from oppose absolute prohibition ex-
cept for warding off disease.

TAMMANY'S RETORT.

John R. Fellows Sets All Wash-
ington Talking.
WasHiNGgToN, Dec. 16.—The actors
and actresses who took part in the en-
tertainment at Albaugl’s opera house
for the benefit of the National Capital
Press club today had a special reception
by President Harrison in his private
office just prior to the opening of the
performance. I'he visitors were intro-
duced individually and the president
had a happy word for each. He gave
each of the ladies a flower from a large
bouqguet on his desk. Private Secretary
Halford attended the performance as
the representative of the president.
The ¢lub at its benefit matinee per-
formance at Albaugh’s opera house
scored a phenomenal suecess dramati-
cally, pecuniarily and snciﬂll,\". Both
houses of congress adjourned to do
lionor to the occasion, and a quoram of
each was present. The Pennsylvania
railroad pur on special trains for the
accommodation of the performers, Some
of the most distinguished professionals
in the country volunteered their serv-
ices. Over $6.000 were taken in by ad-
vance sales of tickets before the doors
were opened. It was, perhaps, the most
notable entertainment ever given in
Washington, :
One of the speeches at the entertain-
nment is a subjeet of diseussion in po-
litical circles tonight. It was the speech
delivered by Representative Fellows, of
New York. Ex-Speaker Reed had been
invited t6 address the audience, bu,
overcome by his Inodesty, he deelineu
at the last moment to fulfill his con-
tract, and the task was undertaken by
Representative Fellows, of New York.
Mr. Fellows’ address was witty enough
and bright enough to interest any audi-
enee, but the signiticant feature was his
prefatory remarks, which were in effect
as follows:
“Being invited by the press club to
attend this performance, I will cheer-
fully address the company, for the Na-
tional Press club does not invite a
(s) peaker to dinner without expecting a
speech.”
There was a pause for asecond or
two while The audience sought for the
hidden meaning conveyed by the re«
mark. Suddenly there flashed across
the minds of the spectators the recol-
lection of the reform club dinner in
New York. There was a ripple of ap-
plause, the ripple grew into a wave and
the wave into a billow which engulfed
the whole house. It was some time be-
fore the performance could proceed,
and tonight the whole of Washington
is talking about Tammany’s (for Rep-
resentative Fellows is a Tammany man)
retort courteous to E. Ellery Anderson
and the reform elub.

PIENSION ESTIMATES.,
Sccretary Noble Reduced KHaum'’s
Figures.

WaAsHmINGTON, Dec. 16.—In looking to
the affairs of the national treasury th2
subcommittee of the committee on ways
and means will attempt to learn some-
thing new about the amount of money
paid for pensions. In this connection,
it is expected that it will be shown that
the zommissioner’s estimates, as at first
submitted to Secretary Noble, was for
$185,000,000, and were revised because
the treasury would not be able to
stand such a strain. If this matter
is proved by the committee, Secretary
Noble will siate that the first estimates
were largely in excess of the amount
finally agreed upon. Just how much
in excess Secretary Noble would not
make public. Secretary Noble also de-
clined to say whether the cabinét had
considered the pension estimates. The
secretary, however, was emphatic in
denying that the issue of pension cer-
tificates was lagging. He had on his
desk the report for the week ending
Dec. 4, showing that during the week
nearly 5,000 certificates had been issued.
*This,” he said, *shows we are still
granting pensions up to the capacity of
the bureau. As to the money to pay
them I can simply say that I have re-
ceived assurances trom the treasury
department that there are funds suf-
ficent to meet all demands which the
pension bureau can make.””

The pension payments for the first
half of December have been very large,
amounting to $8,952,000. 'The internal
revenue receipts for the same fifteen
days were $7,672,000.

BY A DIRECT VOTE.

Informal Discussion by the House
Elections Committee.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 16.—The question
of electing the president and vice presi-
dent by the direct vote of the people, as
embodied in several resolutions on the
subject, was again considered by the
house committees on the eleetion of
president and viee president today. No
material progress towards the formu-
lation of legislation on the subject was
made, however, the time being taken
up largely in discussion. The resolu-
tion introduced yesterday by Dearmnond,
of Missouri, which presents some novel
ideas on the subject, was referred to a
subcommittee for consideration. Mr.
Patterson, of Ohio, was before the com-
mittee and made a strong speech in
favor orf an amendment to the constitu-
tion, limiting the presidential term to
five years and making the incumbent
ieligible for re-election. Incidentally
the question of electing senators by the
popular vote came vp, and it was stated
by a member of the commttee, after the
meeting, that it was hoped that a vote
on the matter would be reached after
the holiday recess.
Trocps After the Bandits,

Wasm~aroy, Dee. 16.—Gen. Scho-
field received dispatches this morning
confirming the press reports of lawless-
ness prevailing along the Texas border
in the vicinity of San Ygnacto, Mexico.
Gen. Schofield said that the Unite
States are hastening to the scene and
will take whatever action is found nee-
essaty.

Should the ceremony take place
Sunday the congressional committee
will leave here tonight; if on Monday,
not until Sunday.

APPLIED THE KNIFE,

Fortifications Appropriations
slashed by the House Committee.
WasHINGTON, Dec. 16.—The house

eommitlee on appropriations have vigor-

ously slashed the fortifications appro-
priation bill, and as it will be reported
to the house early next wrek by Mr.

Breckinridge, of Kentucky, ehairman ot

the subcommittee, the bill for the com-

ing fiseal year earries an aggregate ap-
propriation of about 35 per cent less
than the total amount for the fiscal
year. ‘Lhe total amount appropriated
by the new bill is 1,735,055, while the
act for the current year aggregated
$2,734,276, a reduction or §999,221.

Borup Vindicated.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 16.—The detail of
Capt. H. D. Borup, ordnance depart-
ment. to duty at the World’s Columbian
exposition in connection with the ex-
hibit of the army ordnance department,
is regarded by army officers in Wash-
ington as a vindication of his conduct
while military attache to the Umted
States legation at Paris. Capt. Borup
was recalled from that duty at the in-
stance of the French government on
account of the alleged sale of plans of
French seacoast fortifications to officers
of the German and Italian armies.

W ASHINGTON, Dec. 16.—The dissent-
ing opinion of Jusuce Shiras in the
Chicago lake front case was today laid
before his associates of the supreme
court in perfected form. Mr. Shiras
holds that the ownership of a state in
the Jands underlying 1ts navigable
waters is as compleie and its*power to
make them the subject of convevaunce
and grant is as full as its ownership and
powers in the ease of other publie lands
of the state.

'IS HE SANE OR INSANE? |

A Jury Decides That Geqrge
Peters Is Not in His Right
Mind.

On the Other Hand, a Commis-
sion Decides He Is Per-
fec'ly Sare.

The question as to whether or not
George Peters, the murderer of V. C.
Seward, at #Stillwater, will go toan n-
sane asylum is by no means decided us
yvet. Yesterday the judge of the dis-
trict court certified to Probate Judge
Lehmicke that in the proceedings held
in the district court the defendant had
been adjudged 1nsane by a jury. Judge
Lehmicke appointed a commission of

physicians to examine him, and
the examination was cenducted ¢
in the probate oftice yesterday '
afternoon. The physicians, Drs. Fre-

ligh pand Muller, asked Peters a large !
number of questions touching his his-!
tory and other matters,and he promntiv

answered each question in a rational

manner. Several questions wers asked |
relative to the tragedy, but Peters kept |
his mouth sealed and would not answer.

Considerable outside testimony was

taken, and before the commni~--an tin-

ished Attorney Searles asked if they de-

sired any more testinony. ‘Lney an-.
swered in the negative, and after a few

moments of deliberation decided that

he is sane. Judge Lehmicke was of the

same opinion, and when thneir verdict

was given out it created quite a stir in

the court house. Mr. Searles, when

asked what would be done next, said

that be would make application for the

appointment of another commission.

This is one of the most peculiar cases
ever brought to the attention of the pec-
d of this state, and if the commission
can be found which will agree upon
his insanity, it is a mooted question as
to what will be done with him. As
nearly as your correspondent is able to
ascertain there are no laws governing
this question. It seems that he will be
obliged to remain in the county jail
here if he is not placed upou his trial.
Dr. 'h Muller, one of the examining
physicians, stated to your correspondent
that Peters answered some very difficult
questions perfectly, and that his reason-
ing power was apparently as good as
that of any other average man.

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ANNETTE GETS DAMAGES,

{nd of a Eensational Lawsuit in
Chicago.

CHICAGO. Dee. 16.—A verdict for
5,500 damages was today awarded to
Miss Annette D. Munson, in one of the
most romantic cases ever tried Ip Chi-
—eago. The suit was brought against
George W. Little Jr. and his brother,
father and mother. Miss Munson and
George Little, both of whom belong to
well-known families, had been sweet-
hearts., ‘The testimony showed that
her affection cooled, however, as the
voung man’s grew more ardent. On the
evening of March 7, 1891, George and
his Dbrother Albert went to Annette’s
house. She was sick and alone, having
sent her Dbrother for hev old nurse,
“Aunty” Robb. Her father and mother
were in Washington, where the former
is connected with the government print-
ing office. Albert remained outside,
while George wentin. He and Annette
had angry words about theirlove affairs,
and George started towards the girl.
She drew a revolver, and, iu the scufile,
it was discharged. The brother came in
and the two boys dragged the girl out
into the storm and a mile over to their
own home on Lake street.

George then went for Annette’s
brother, and the fawmily gave him the
chioice of having her put in the asylum
or the Hyde Park police station. The
girl was taken to the Little family
physician, Dr. Hepry Lewis. The lat-
ter telephoned to the detention hospital,
telling the author:ties that Annette was
insane and had suicidal and homicidal
tendencies. The girl was then taken to
that institution, where she was inecar-
cerated for two days and a night. To
add to the horror of her situation, she
was manacled. Her mother finally
came home and secured her release.

On the part of the defense it was
claimed that the girl was insanely in
Jove with George and had threatened to
kill him and herself. It was also
claimed that on the occasion of the boys’
visit he refused-to try to love Annette
any more, and thereupon she attempted
to kill him. The boys’ subsequent ac-
tions were accounted for on the gronnd
of humanity. They dared not leave her
alone, and, believing her insane, took
her home, and from there to the deten-
tion hespital.

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MILITIA IN STRIKES.

This Subject Discussed in the Con-
vention of the American
Federation of Labor.

Radical Recommendations of the
Committee Toned Down
and Passed.

PHILADELPHIA, Dec. 16. — At this
morning’s session of the American
Federation of Labor convention the
proposition to hold a labor congress
during the world’s fajr came up in the
nature of unfinished business. After
considerable discussion the proposition
was defeated by an overwhelin-
ing vote. Other recommendations
in the president’s report were approved,
including the causes relating to the
woman organizer, whose work was com-
plimented, and relating to Labor day.
A resolution was recommended that
stirred up a lively debate. It related to
the action of the president and execu-
tive council requesting conference with
the Knights of Labor unions. The
many attacks of the Knights of Labor
against trades unions, especially ot the
coal miners’ and shoemakers’, were de-
plored. It was said that all efforts to
heal the breach while they were on the
attack and the Federation on the de-
fensive would only be a waste of time.
The committee recommended *‘that the
highest duty of the Federation was to
defend unions selected by the Knights
of Labor for attack, and that the execu-
tive committee take such action as will
enforce this idea.”” ‘T'he recommenda-
tion of the committee was fnally
adopted,

The special commitiee on militia in
strikes then reported. It said the
powers designed to rest with the peo-
ple, as expressed in the national and
state governments, were being diverted
irom the purposes of their authors, and
that the asses have lost the powers
guaranteed them. “Unless a bhalt is
called it will not be long before liberty
gives way to despotism. Since the re-
cent uses to which troops have been
subjected have been brought about by
allowing the people unchallenged to
surrender their powers, we therefore
believe that herein is the vital point of

MUST PAY THE LOSSES.

Important Decision Affecting the
Respounsibility of National
Bank Directors.

They Must Make Good to the
Stockholders Worthless Loans
Made by the Bank.

SAN Francisco, Dee. 16.—Jndge Finn
rendered a decision today in the case of |
John Chetwood vs. The California Na-
tional Bank, which suspended Deec. 15,
1883. The action is bLrouzht by the
plaintiff, a stockholder in the bank, ;
against Richard R. Thomas, president |
of the bank; Robert A. Wilson, vice
president, and Qobert R. Thomp-
son, members of the board of di-
rectors, these three persons constitut-
ing the exeeutive committee of the
bank. The charges brought against the
members of the executive committee
are that they were negligent in the dis-
charze of their duties: that they per-
mitted the cashier of the bank, C. 11,
Ramsden, to manage the whole business
as he saw fit, and to lend and dispose of
the bulk of the money without adequate
security, which resulted in great loss to
the bank and in its ultimate failure.
Three loaus were specitied.viz.: Wood-
ward, Wickham and Guunman, loans
which aggregate a net loss to the bank
of $150,000. Judge Fiun in his decision
says:

“It appears from the evidence that
these loans were made by the cashier
without the knowledge of the exezutive
committee, and were of sueh a charac-
ter that no prudent bank officer would
have made them. I do notthiok that
the committee or any of its-members
made any proper or reasonable effort to
discharge its duty urder the by-laws.
It imposed implicit counfidence in the
cashier and acquiesced in his control of
the bank. 1t wmust then be lheld re-
sponsible for any loss suffered by the
bank of loans specified between the 9th
day of July, 1888, and the day of its
failure. Further examination of the
books will be neceasary to ascertain the
amount of these losses, and when so
ascertained judgment will b€ entered
therefor with interest at ¥ per cent per
annum.”

our grievances.”
The following resolutions were then
v prepared .

“That the American Federation of
Labor and affiliated bodies demand of
their respective legislators the enact-
ment of laws embracing one of the fol-
lowing propositions: First, they shall
create a board of commissioners, to be
selected by the people, and to consist of
as many members as there are congres-
sional districts in the state. The com-
mittee only shall have the power to
call out the militia, after investigation
of the labor difficulties,in conjunction
with the governor. Second, that in case
of labor difiiculties 1t shall be unlawtul
for the governor to call out the militia
for the suppression of the same except
upon a petition signed by at least one-
fourth of the qualified voters of the
county wherein the trouble may exist.
We further recommend as a remedy for
the employment of Pinkerton or other
armed forces that we demand the enact-
ment of laws by the several states of the
Union prohibiting non-residents from
serving as peace officers.”

It was also recommended that the
federation refuse under any circum-
stances to permit any member to enlist
under any circumstances in the Na-
tional Guard, and that the members now
enlisted withdraw as soon as they can
legally do so, unless cne or the other of
the prapositions herein proposed be em-
bodied in the state laws. After consid-
erable discussion the recommendations
of the committee were stricken out anda
clause adepted instead favoring the sup-
port of labor representation in the ad-
ministrative and legislative departments
of the national and state governments,
and advising members of the federation
to see that the friends of iabor command
the militia rather than the friends of
capital. The convention then adjourned
for the day.

CHINAMEN WILL RESIST.

Celestials to BMake a Bitter Fight
Azainst the Geary Act,

PIT1sBURG, Dee. 16.—A strong con-
certed movement has been started by
the Chinese of the United States to re-
sist the Chinese exclusion act. Hon.
Yung Wung Wung, formerly commis-
sioner of education for the Chinese gov-
ernment, writes Rev. E. R. Done How.
of t_his city, that three different plans of
resistance have been decided upon.
The constitutionality of the act will be

first. tested, and the well-known
constitutional lawyers, Joseph H.
Choate and Charles H. Seward,
will have charge of the case. Then

the Oriental club, of New York, will t1y
to arouse public sympathy throvgh mass
meetings, and congress will be flooded
with petitions demanding a repeal of
the law. A poll tax of &1 a head will be
levied on every Chinamen in the United
States to defray expenses. This will
mean a fund of over £100,000. Finally,
the Chinese government will protest,
and, failing, retaliation will follow.
There will be no recourse to arms, but
there will be an abrogation of treaty
rights, all commercial communication
will be shut off, and the government
will cease protection to the 1,500 Amer-
ican merchants and several hundred
missionaries now in China,

INHERITANCE TAX.
Proposed Amendments to the New
York Law.

New Yorxk, Dee. 16.—State Comp-
troller Frank Campbell will recommend
in his forthcoming report some amend-
ments to the collateral inheritance law.
He bpelieves that hereafter all estates
should pay 1 per cent on bequests over
$100,000 and under$100,000, 2 per cent on
amounts between $100,000 and £500,000,
3 per cent between $£500,000 and §600,000
and 5 per cent on amounts exceeding
$1,000,000. Mr Campbell’s argument is
that during their lifetime millionaires
evade payment of just personal tax, and
the proposed amounts would enable the
state to tax the fortune equitably at
least once in a generation.
