Rated High.

Never inthe his-
tory of tlic turf
were they, as a
rule, so good.

Not only were some grand perform-
ances recorded to their credit in races
exclusively for them, but, says a writer
inthe Chicago Tribune, they broke into

the all-agod races more than ever be-
fore in the history of the turf.

When Kingman with 107 pounds up
ran fifth in the Wheeler hand-ioap ot
1891 the Western turf was ready to ac-
cord the colt the highest praise, lie
carried two pounds less than his weight
for age.
Ifthe turf patrons were ready to ac-

cord Kingman generous praise for Ins
performance, they must have stood
agape in wonder at the doings ol the
three-year-olds of this year.

As early as April Wadsworth was
winning stakes for three-year-olds and
upwards at Lexington, and from that
tune on the three-year-olds became im-
portant factors in the ail-a-red races ot
the year, whether in handicap or con-
dition events, with their weight for
age up.

As early as June Lamplighter ran
third in the Suburban with 104 pounds
up, only three oil' his weight for age.
Montana, the winner, had seven oft' and
Major Donio, the second horse, eleven
off, so that Lamplighter's performance
was really a marvelous one. Loeo-
hatchee, another three-year-old, was
right up ivthe first Might in the same
race.

Later on Ceverton is seen winning the
Oakwood handicap at Washington Park
and Yo Tambic. the Great Western
handicap.

As Lamplighter won he is credited with
a victory over the Western filly,but the
test was not a fair or conclusive one.
This much is certain that in her Wasii- |
ington park form Yo Tambien was the I
equal of any filly that ever looked ,
through a bridle' in this country, not \u25a0

even excepting Billet's superb daugh-
tor, Miss Woodford. She was easily the
peer of the Western three-year-olds.

She met and defeated Wailsworth,
Faraday and Azra. and while Bashford |
beat her in the Merchants' stakes at >

Latonia, she was giving him thirteen |
pounds and then was only beaten from
tlie saddle out. Huron she never met.
but once, and then she made a show of
him.

Tlie Faraday party clung tenaciously
to the theory that their colt could beat
her until the last days at Washington
Park, when the pair met at practically
equal weights at a mile and a sixteenth.

••We'll make that lillyjump over the
fence in the first quarter," was the way

the Faraday party spoke- of the race
before it was contested.

i*o Tambien broke from the outside
and had taken the pole from Faraday
before the club house turn. Thence on
she raced over him and wou as she
pieased. That settled all discussions as
to the relative merits of the pair.

As to the Eastern lot itis hard to sep-
arate Tammany, Lamplighter and St.
Florian. Strange as the statement may
seem, if. there is a preference to be
made St. Florian must receive the ben-
efit of it. While he broke down early,
he stood up'long enough to srive .Lamp-
lighter eight pounds and a beating in
the Fort"Hamilton handicap at Brook-
lyn, and there were no excuses
for the son of Spendthrift, either,
as his mile in 1:42 in the Sea
and Sound stakes three days later
showed that he was good. Still, one
race is not a conclusive test, and, be-
sides, St. Florian had a race in him,
while itwas Lamplighter's first appear-
ance of the year.

Tammany never met either St. Flo
rian or Lamplighter, and, as the Morris
colt is a hopeless cripple, while Tamma-
ny's racing next year willbe confined
to the West largely, it will never be
known which was the best of the three, j
Marcus D.ily's Great Colt Taui-

muiiy.

Tammany won tlie Withers stakes at
Morris park, the Realization, the Loril-
lard and the Jerome stakes. Charade
beat him at equal weights in the Tidal
stakes at Coney Island, but he after-
wards gave Charade weiirlitand a beat-
iiisr.

Lamplighter won the Sea and Sound
stakes at Morris park, tlie Champion at
Monmouth, the Choice at Monmouth,
the Twin City handicap and Bridge at
Coney Island and both specials at.
Brooklyn. ,

Yorkville Belle won the Gazelle at
Brooklyn, the Ladies', Fall Test and
Hunter at Morris Park, the Mermaid at
Coney Island, the Oaks, West End
Hotei and Omnibus at Monmouth. ana
the Clinton at Brooklyn. Lamplighter
always held her safe in their races.

Several Southern Firms Pushed to
the Wall.

The firmi
has been inexistence twenty years, and
Mr. Klein says the cause of the failure j
was due to^geiieral depression. They
expect to pay dollar for dollar.

FOREIGN FIXAKCES.

Condition or Ylonej at tlie Euro-
pean Centers.

London, Dec. 18.— condition of th
mo»ey market manifested during the week
pastisalmobt uupreceJented at time of
tbe year. . Discount rates for three months''"'
bills were-the most quoted at any time inDe-'
cember since 1876. The week's final dis-
count quotations were 1% for three months
and 1 for short. Bankers find difficulty iv
employing money, the ease of which here is"
largelydue the fnct that American goldex-
ports are supplying Eurooean demands
which otherwise would have been made on

London-.
There was no activity in business on the

stock exchange last weeK, and a general
downward tendency was manifest. Uncer-
tainty with regard to the future ofsilver had
a depressing effect in several directions.
The silver market was an entirely cash mar-
ket. Supplies offered for forward delivery
were disposed of only at great reductions.
There was a fair Inquiry from Indian banks,
but only for Immediate delivery. Pref-erence was given to merchants*
bills and other forms of .remittances
for forward delivery. British funds were a
triflehigher. India loans were lower in sym-.
pathf with silver. International funds were
quiet and the changes were only fractional.
Argentine securities rose slightly insympa-
thy with the chauge in the gold premium.
The new Chilian loan rose to 2% premium.
The feature of the market was a steady de-
mand for Transvaal 6s, which closed IV?higher, making an :increase of luVj since
July, when the loan was. issued at 90.
Asteady inquiryby Dutch investors is largely
resbonsible for the rise.

English railway securities were irregular,
with a declining tendency, due to unfnvor-
aDle traific returns. In American railroads
there was an early all-round decline, in sym-
pathy witu the movement in New York,"the
inclination to sell there meeting with a re-
sponsive feelinghere.

IN NEED OF REST.

Justice Lamar to Go South to Re-
cuperate.

Washington, Dec. 17.—1t is proba-
blnthat Justice Lamar, of the United
States supreme court, •will not sit asjain
with tho court during the present term.
The illness which has confined him to
his bed for several days past and for
intermittent periods before the present
attack does not show any signs of rapid
improvement, althoutfu it is uot consid-
ered dangerous, and tlie family of the
venerable jurist think itbest toremove
him to some climate better suited for
treatment.
