Anna M. Smith's Alleged Ac-

complice Pronounced
Not Guilty.

Lawyer Erwin Astonishes a
Crowd by Not Speaking

to the Jury,

But the Members Thereof In-
dorse Kis Position After

Six Hours.

Charles flennege. was given his free-
ona by tlie verdict of a juiythat tried

him for complicity in the murder of Ed-
ward Hoppe at Bass lake on the Fourth
of July last. Hennege was

~
trying to

drive Hoppe from the lake in front of
his premises wheu Anna M. Smith, the
colored housekeeper for Hennege, sliot
and killedhim.; The woman was tried
and found guilty of murder in.the third
degree.

Mr. liennetre is an hoijest old Ger-
man, whom it is hard to believe has any
maliciousness in his nature. liis ac-
tions don't indicate him to be a bad
man, and no one believes he was guilty

ofany intentional crime, or abetted it
inany way. He is -very deaf, jand his
apparent indifference during the trial
is because he could not hear. lie told
the same story on the . witness stand
yesterday that he told in the Smith trial,

and the jury could not do otherwise
than believe him.

Mr. Erwin had an abiding conviction
from the lirst that liis man would be ac-
quitted, and offered no obstruction to a
rapid trial of the case. In fact, the
trial was short as compared with the
trial of the woman' Smith. Mr. Erwin
adopted the very unusual course of not
addressing the jury in the in-
terest of his client from be- J

ginning to end. He made no
opening address and disappointed
the large audience that went to the court
room yesterday afternoon to hear his
Closing address. When the county at-
torney had Concluded -anVexeeeiiiugly
able address to the jury, Mr. Erwin, ad- !
dressing tile court, stated that with the

consent of his client he had decided not
to make any address to the jury.
Judge Brill immediately began an
able and exhaustive charge to the
jury. When he was receiving the evi-
dence and came to the part usually de-
voted to the c'aims of the defense, tlie
judge hesitated for a moment, indic<it-
ing that he had been given but little op-
portunity to judge ot the nature of t!:e
defense, except as itcropped out in tl-e
plea of not guiltyand the request for in-
structions to the jury. The court ex-
plained the law ofself-defense and gave,
a good exposition of the theory on which
to base an assault, :It required thirty-
five minutes to charge the jury.

The tweive tried men and true re-
tired to the jury, room about 4 o'clock
and it was a few minutes sfter 10 when
a verdict was reached. It required
about an hour to bringJudge Brill from
his residence to the court room. In the
meantime llennege had bee.n brought
from the jail and passed the time in
pacing about the court room. He
could not hear the verdict of "not
guilty" read by the clerk and was un-
moved when told of the result. Several
of the jurymen shook him by the hand
as they passed out. Joe Smith, a son of
the colored woman who did the shooting,
approached the oid man and wanted him
to go to the Arlington hotel for the
night. This the old-man declined todo,
sayins he had no money with him.
The "colored man offered to pay
the bili, but Ilennege .declined, and
expressed a decided preference to
go back 10 the jailfor the

*night. Tin;

court entered an order discharging the
prisoner, and he went back to the jail
of his own accord and was allowed to
pass the remainder of the night in the
bunk he has occupied since his arrest
last July. Today he willgo to his home
at Bass lake, and, judiring from his
ruanneivwill not take great interest in
the aHairs of life for the few remaining
years he has to live.

Though much lias
been done by organization, the efforts
of the citizens have been materially ad-
vanced by favorable conditions. An
enormous jobbing, business already
linuly established, some 17,000 miles or
mare of railroads traversing a territory'
which has for years looked to itas the
distributing center, unsurpassed ship-:
ping facilities, and a widely circulating
and influential daily press are among
the forces which are making St. Paul
what it is rapidly becoming— a ureat
manufacturing point.

The development from a distributing
to a nianu.factur.iiii; center is proceeding
along lines for which the opportunities
and resources of the city best adapt it.
and as itis found that a vast amount of
articles entering into the daily nritds o£
the people can be made as economically
here as elsewhere, enterprise and cteojri
tal have not been wanting to take aff-1
vantage of the situation.

larger volume here than in any ffther
city, and are shipped to every state
where they are used. The annual out-
put ex&eeqs 5L.500,000 invalue at. manu-
facturers' prices. With these and some
o:her exceptions, the class of goods
winch can be profitably made, and to
which the attention of out manufact-
urers has been mainly directed, are
those which are bulky and costly to
transport, among which may be men-
tioned structural iron, agricultural im-
plements, waeons and other vehicles,
stationary and fire engines, boilers, cer-
tain classes of machinery, gas and
water pipes, office, school and some de-
scriptions of household furniture, show-
cases and stoves. Such articles as these
are made because the raw materials are
more easily brought here than the man-
ufactured product. But there are

Other Branches of Industry

of which St. Paul may ue called the
natural seat, such as. sash and doors,
flooring and stairways, boxes, packing
oases, tubs and barrels, creamery but-
ter, cheese, packed meats and pro-
visions, and fur goods. The annual
output of these goods is very large, and
the city is at considerable advantage in
the production of them, as materials en-
tering into their composition are the
products of iliis region. An industry
hew to this locality is the manufacture
of cordage and twine, which has been
undertaken by a company with ample
capital and under the direction of men
in whose hands the works are calculated
to become an important factor. It is
expected that the opening will be fol-
lowed by other works for the manufact-
ure of sacking, batrs and other, articles
into the fabric of which flux and hemp
enter. The culture of these products
by the farmers of the Northwest is
likely to receive an impetus by the
establishment ofthese industries.

Attracted by the growing demand for
agricultural implements iv the North-
west, aud by the conveniences offered
by this city for reaching every section
of that region, au Eastern concern, long
established and backed withlarge cap-
ital,has located works here, and while
this is- the most recently established
industry, itis recognized as second in
importance to none. These worKs will
employ not less than

Fifteen Hundred Hand*,

and are controlled by a company whose
business is established throughout the
entire Western country. Au industry
so extensive cannot fail to attract to
this point many customers and a large
amount of trade, not only in its own,
but iv other lines, which would other-
wise be diverted elsewhere.

From the forgoing it willbe seen that
the manufactures which have been es-
tablished have grown naturally from the
needs of the community and the con-
venience oftrede. The class of goods.
made is of twokinds, first, those which 1

from an ecouomic standpoint can be
made to better advantage here than
elsewhere, and, secondly, those which
can be made here cheaper than they can
be bought elsewhere and then trans-
ported. In either case the industries
rest on a sound basis, and there growth
can only bo limited by the capacity of
the people to buy. By the advantages,
of location and economy in production
the manufacturers of St. Paul are able
to supply tne needs of the people of the
Northwest as cheaply as they can buy
inany other market. St. Paul's manu-
facturers feel that if what has been ac-
complished is an measure of what may
be expected the close of the present dec-
ade will see St. Paul among the first
industrial centers of the Union.

There was an important gathering at
the city attorney's office yesterday. It
was a meeting of the e-ity attorneys of
several of the leading cities of the state.

for a preliminary consultation con-
\u25a0cerning litigationfor cities. There were
present W. A. Finkelhbunr, of Winona;
S. L.Smith, of Dulwtii; E. M. YVritrh;,
of Fergus Falls; M.ll..Kell«y, of Fari-
bault; K. D. Russell and D.F. Simpson,
of Minneapolis, and Assistant City At-
torneys Pnillips and Michaels, of St.
Paul.

The mpeting, as explained by Mr.
Phillips, was the outgrowth of a visit to
St. Paul and Minneapolis by Mr. Smith,

of Dulnthv a little over a week
age. He then suggested that the
city attorneys of the various
cities should meet for a conference.
The aim was to ascertain just what leg-
islation may be needed by the cities of
the state at the cominsr session of the
legislature. The meeting was entirely
informal, and it sliould be explained
that none of the attorneys appeared in
an autlioritati ve orrepresentative capac-
ity. After a discussion, the following
resolution was unanimously adopted:

That it is the opinion of the city attor-
neys present that the legislature should,
at as early a dale as possible, meet tar
the appointment of a special commis-
sion to prepare and submit to the legis-
lature a bih for the incorporation and
gov^rnau'iit of the municipal corpora-
tions of the state.

Mr. Fink, of Winona. was appointed
a committee of one tocommunicate with
the different city attorneys ot the stete
and request them to meet Wednesday
afternoon, Jan. 4, for the further con-
sideration of municipal legislation. It
was further requested that all city at-
torneys at once confer withother offi-
cials ot their respective cities with a
view to securing ideas aud suggestions
relative to ueeiied legislation.
