A good deal has been said and a good
deal printed about legislation for Minne-
apolis and Henrnepin county. ‘i’he board

of trade has talked # it and the
people have discussed it on the
street. Members ot the Hennepin dele-

gation huve prepared bills and have
had the most of them published. Buat
the necessary first steps have not been
taken yet. ‘I'he IHennepin delegation,
lepublicans and Demoerats, represen-

talives and senators, will meet next
weck,  All legislation affecting Minne-

apolis or Hennepin county will then be
considered, not before. One thingis
certain, Georgze H. Fleteher’s bill for
revolutionizing charter building and
charter tinkering will not re-
ceive  the united support of all
the Hennepin delegation. One of the
stronzest and most influential members
of the delegation has already expressed
himself on that bill. He says it confers
00 much power on the governor, the
attorney general and the state anditor,
and provides for too much machinery.

A bill has been drawn in Minneapolis
to prevent corruption in eléctions. The
bill provides a penalty for the ex-
penditure by a randidate of
more money than is allowed by
the Dbill. The bill says that
a candidate for nomination or election
to a public office may ineur in connee-
tion with such nowmination and election
s own personal expenses for traveling,
for writing, printing and preparing for
transmission, any letter, circular or
other publication, which is not issued at
regular intervals, whereby he may
make known his own position or views
upon publie or other questions: for sta-
tionery and postage; for teie -raph, tele-
phone and other public mes I Serv-
ice and other petty personal cxpenses:
but all sueh expenses shall be
limited to those which are directly
incurred and paid by such candidate.
In the case of candidates for the office
of United States senator, represeutatives
in congress, and the candidates for
state offices, except members of the
state legislature, the sum of $50 is the
maximum limit. For state senators and
representatives the amount is $150; for
candidates for county officers, $200, and
for ecandidates for ecity, village aond
municipal offices, §100. A sumn may be
contributed to the campaign committee
for “furthering the principies of the
party,” but it shall not be more than 5
percent of the annual salary of the
place sought by the candidate.

In no instance shall the amount ex-
ceed £300. The bill also aims to prevent
political trading.

THERE’S TROUBLE AHEAD,

Health Commissioner Kelly Is
After Negligent Physicians,

There is trouble brewing in the viein-
ity of the health office. -Health Com-
missioner Kelly is on the warpath and
he does not propose to leave the trail
without a scalp or two dangling at his
belt. The worthy doctor isindignant
and apparent ly justly so, The physi
cians of the city are failing in their duty
to the health department and to the city,
inasmuch as they negiect to report on
the most important details of the or’ﬁ%e
—the vital statistics. Dr. Kelly de-
clared himself last week, and as a result
Dr. Aldrich was arrested and fined in
the munieipal court for neglecting to
comply wih the health ordinance com-
pelling all ehildbirths to be reported to
the office of the health department at
once.

Yesterday Dr. Kelly’s mind was in a
state of voleanic eruption. The arrest
of Dr. Aldrieh and his eonvietion had
not had the salutary effect upon the
other physicians the dector had hoped

and bargained for, and the thought of i

made iim mad. He held consultations
with his elerk of vital statistics, and as-
certained that several hundred Minne-
apolitans in ewmbryo had  made their
appearance t i mouth, and only a very
simall percentage of them had been re-
ported to the health department. The
ouly reason for such a state of affairs
was gross nezligence on the part of the
attending physicians, and realizing this
Dr. Kelly decided upon vrompt and
radical action. Ile hied bhimself to the
munieipal court, and with the aid of the
clerks swore out a dozen warrants for
reputable  pbysieians.  They  were
charged with violating an ordinance of
the city. and the court oficer to whom
the warrants were given was told to
bring in “every mother’s son of them.”

Dr. Kelly stated that he would cause
the arrest of every physician in town
who neglected to report the births he
attended. It is neecessary for him to
comptle Lis annual report this month,
and he needs the proper statistics to
enable him to doso. He says that be-
tween now and the last of the month
thers should be reported atthe office
1,000 births, including those occurring
within the time and those held back by
regligent physiciaus. In St. Paul, ac-
cording to the doctor, the system isa
good one, and evidently the physicians
of the Saintly City take pride in show-
ing how fast the piace is growing. 1n
spite of the difference in the size of the
two cities, St. Paul shows up to have
the most prolific inhabitants, for the
births number moie. I'nis. state of
things, says the doctor, is an outrage.
The healtnfulness of Minneapolis and
the enterprise of her people she; '] be
shown to the world and not be L Men
under a basket because®f the indolence
of physicians and midwives.

He Is Bound vo Defeat Warner
Miller’s Nicaragaa Canal Proj-
ect.

The board of trade seems to have ma-
terial for perinanent discussion in the
Nicaragua canal project. 1t came up
again yesterday on Maj. J. B. Basseil’s
report from tiie cominitiee on naviga-
tion. Ounly four memobvers, not the rfull
committee, had considered Judge
Daniel Fish’s reportof attendance apon
the Nicararua canal convention in
New Orleaus. Three members of the
cemmitiee on navigation, Henry Nich-
ols, H. F. Lowe and C.P. Loyell, rec-
ommended that the canal should be
completed as soon as possible; that the
United States should control it; thatthe
United States governimment should finan-

cially  aud the  construction  of
it.  These three aiso presented
a resolution commending the

action of the New Orleans convention,
Maj. Basseit, single-handed aund alone,
reported directly the opposite. He
doubted that the completion of the canal
would racilitate United States military
or naval operations in case of war;
doubted that it would igerease the com-
metce of the United Srates; doubted
that it would increase thie home mmarket;
doubtea that it ,was a necessity. He
elaborately argued l)is views, going into
tie details of South American and
South Pacific trade, and citing figures
to prove tnat the canal would be of
greaier benefit 10 the competitors of the
United States than to this government.
Judge Atwater supported him, insisting
that all Minneapolis wants is a deep wa-
terway to the coast. Capt. Moore took
tire board to task a little tor acting upon
reports from parts committees, and the
Nicaragua question was hnally referred
back to the committee, and Judge Fish
was added to the committee.

Evans, Judge Isaac Aiwater, George P,
Wilson, Judge Daniel Kish and H. T.
Wicks a committee to eo-operate with
the Hennepin delegation on charter
legislation.
