JIMHILLCOMES BACK
And Renews a Request to

Vacate Parts of Jackson
and Park Avenue.

Recalling the Old Fi^ht Over
the Subject Twelve

Years Ag-o.

McMiehael's Loud Kick Over
the Situation With His

Wires.

Many Important Matters
Fassed Upon by the

Aldermen.

At tliomeeting -ot the board of alder-
men last evening J. J. Hill,by liis son-
in-law, Sam Hill, of Minneapolis, had
before the hotly two petitions, one of
which was for the vacation of Park av-
enue, and the other for th« vacation of
Jackson street over, the right of way of
the Great Northern railway. The main
reason for the request, as set forth in
the petition, is that the Great Northern
railway tlesires to enlarge its shops
by bnildinsr new buildings and building

additions to the present structures. The
old struggle Mr. Hillhad with the city
council a dozen years ago for the vaca-
tion of these two streets over the right
of way of his road is still remembered
by most people. He was defeated then,

and many are disposed to charge that
this defeat caused him to remove a large
share of iiis sliods to St. Cloud.
He was at that time only the
vice president of the Manitoba
railway, and people might not have
placed the proper estimate upon the im-
portance ot his request. It may be dif-
ferent now; thouirh, unquestionably,
some will endeavor to defeat his new
effort. His present request is that Park
avenue shall be vacated from the north
line of Pennsylvania avenue to
the south line of lot *-21, Gucrin's
out lots, if extended eastward
across Park avenue to an inter-
section with the south line of lot 32 of
tiie out lots. The petition sets forth that
Park avenue lias been opened and
graded between these points, but that
on account of other streets crossing the
ritrht of way of the petitioner upon
which bridges have been built, that ave-
nue is no longer needed for travel.

The Jackson street petition asks for
(he vacation of the street between Arcli
street and Pennsylvania avenue, for the
reason among others that the opening
of Fairview street renders Jackson street
at tnat point practically useless; and
because that portion of Jackson street,
as alleged, was not legally laid out, the
petitioner owning tho property and not
consenting to the layiug out of the
street. The petitions were ordered
placed on hie and the city clerk was tli-
recied to publish the regular notice
concerning the same.

J. C. McMicbael, superintendent of
the Western Union I'elenniph company,
sent ina long communication in which
he recited the history of his effort to
replace the rotten pine poles of the
company on Fourth street and the re-
iusal of the cuy to giant iiis request
upon the ground that the wires should
go under ground. Mr.McMicJiael ex-
presses the willingness of the company
to put all its wices in the business cen-
ter of the city underground, but com-
plains at the delay of the city in
making it possible for the com-
pany to do so. lie appends to his
communication a copy of his letter
to City Engineer Kundlett of Sept.
10, in which te outlined the routes
on which the company desired to lay
conduits, and specifies the character of
the conduits itdesires to put down. Mr.
lltindlett lias not yet replied to the let-
ter, neither has the council granted the
application made by McMichael in Au-
gust for permission to lay conduits. In
his communication he compiains that
the council refuses to let him replace
the rotten and dangerous poles,and also
neglects to act upon his application for
conduits.

The communication was referred to
the board committee on streets to con-
fer with the assembly committee on
streets, a report, if possible, to be sent
in at the next meeting.

City Printing.

The resolution of Assemblyman Lightner
for letting tiiecontract for printing the coun-
cil proceeding* and publishing city adver-
tisements, which was passed unanimously by
the assembly, was sat upon, only Aid.
Hlckman, Jensen and Montgomery support-
ing it. It wns urged byAid. Ziinmermnu and
others that this unique resolution contem-
plntedabolishing the regular official paper
authorized by the city charier, and letting
out tiie work by piecemeal to various paperH.
They intimated that it was a scheme of an
unimportant evening paper.

The bids for the contract of lightingcer-
tain streets withgasoline lumps were opened,
and the contract was awarded to tho present
contractor, Robert Seeger, though George
Boian's proposition seemed to be much
lower. Tiie propositions were In brief as
follows:

George Bolan—For lightingone year, SI.IB
per lamp per mouth; three years, 51.17 per
lamp per month; five years. Sl.lti per lamp
per month; he to furnish 47-candle-power
lamps, and new lamps aud posts free.

Kobert Seeger^Kor lightingone year, $1.25
per lamp per month; three years," $1. 4 per
lamp per month, and five years, 81. '£i per
lampper month; the lamps to be but 10-
--candle power.

The other three bids were very much
higher thau either of these propositions.
The bidders were E. 11. Hoaglaud. S. A.
March and Fred Lied.

As soon as the Dids were read Aid. Zim-
merman jumped to his feet and announced
that Mr.Seeger's bid was the lowest, and
moved that he be awarded the Contract. Aid.
Franklin said that Mr. Seeger's proposition
was (he lowest, but he moved that the matter
be referred to the committee ougas, the com-
mittee to retire at once and report at the
present meeting. Before his motion was put
Aid.Ilickmau said lhat the contract should
Contain a provision reserving to the city the
'right to discontinue lamps, a rignt which the
city has not under the present contract with
Mr. heecer. Mr. Seeger asked permission
to speak, and Raid that he objected to such a
provision, as the proposition was made upon
the basis of the ii,40 1 lamps now inuse, and
thai ifthe number were reduced the work
could not be doneattho.se ligures.
