WAsECA, Minn,, Deec. 22.—A sensa-
tion was created here tonight by the
arrest of Sebastian Hammis upon the
charge of bigamy. The facts as'dis-
closed by the records in the proceed-
ings and (he admission of the defendant
appear to be as follows: Hauunis came
to Rochester, Minn., some time less
than a year ago, and there met and won
the affections of Jessie Norton,the pretty
daughter of a well-to-do citizen of that
place. The parents of the girl opposed
the mateh,and an elopement took place.
The parties were married in St. Paul
about three menths ago. The relatives
of the second bride delved into the past
record of Hammis, and found that he
was married in 1878 at Whitewater,
Wis., and the unfortunate bride of that
yvear still resides there with two chil-
dren, the issue of such marriage. 'They
further found, it appears, that Hammis
was in the habit of visiting his family
until two years ago, since when he has
not been with them, and his oldest chiid,
a boy, was recently committed to the re-
form school. Armed with proof of the
facts necessary to conviet Hammis, Juhn
Norton, brother of the bride, came to
this city and made complaint betore
Judge Keely, who issued the  necessary
warrant, and IHammis is now with
Sheriff Reynold and will answer to the
charge of bigamy before the municipal
court at 9 a. m. tumorrow.

TRAINS SNOWED IN.

Railroad Trafhce Greatly Impeded
by the Beautiful.
SpoKANE, Wash., Dee. 22.— A heavy
wind continues to blow, and 1ncoming
trains report the snow storm general all
over the West. The Great Northern’s
sast-bound train is snowbound at Har-
rington, 1n the Big Bend. The Wash-
ington Central incoming train is on a
side track at Creston; thé train from
Ceeur d’Alene City did not leave the
other terminal, The ineoming Union
Pacific train due here at 7:15 last night
has not arrived, and, as the wires are
crippled, the officials here are unable to
locate it. Trammmen report that the
weather east of here is terrific. The
snow is not deep on the level, but the

wind has drifted it badly.

PortiAND, Or., Dec. 22.—The snow
storm which has been raging here since
yesterday morning has temporarily
ceased. A depth of one foot had been
reached in this city. All street car lines
are suspended.  Incommg overiand
trains are delayed from three to five
hours. The indications are that the
storm will resume in a few hours.

Tonight the snow is coming down
again, and lies two feet on the level.
I'he temperature is below freezing sev-
eral degrees, and indications are it will
go lower. Sleet is playing sad havoc
with telephone and telegraph wires, and
street traffic 1s at a standstill. All rail-
roads are endeavoring to keep their
trains in motion, and thus far there
have been only slight delays to passen-
ger trains. Along the Columbia river
the snowfall has been very heavy, and
the reports from various points show it
is still suowing tonight on the Puget
sound, and at Olyinpia it is five feet
deep. Street ear traflic 1s suspended al
Tacowa and Seattle. The ice is freez-
ing 1 the Columbia river, and another
day's cold weather will close the river
to navigation for this season.

MILLIONS FOR DULUTH.

A Great Contract With the Me-
saba & Northern.
Special to the Globe.

Dururi, Mion., Dec. 22.— The Amer-
ican Steel Barge company, which is
backed by the Standard Oil company,
has enterea into a contract with the Du-
luth, Mesaba & Northern Railroad com-
pany which meaus millions for Daluth.
The money, of course, comes from that
great institution, of which the Rocka-
fellers are the principal stockholders.
The result of the confereuce in New
York is the agreement of these
capitalists to furnish the Mesaba
people with £1,600,000 to be used for the
bringing of the road to Oneota, and the
building of ore docks. But this is only
the beginning, as it is said that at least
$10,000,000 will be spent in the enter-
prise of making Duluth a great iron and
steel manufacturing center. The Barge
company will carry the Mesaba ore to
Eastern markets, and bring back coal
or coke. lmmense steel plants will be
established at Duluth, ana these great
carriers will take, of course, the finished
product.

WHALEBACK ADDITIONS,

They will be Turned Out More
Rapidly Than Ever.

WesT SvuPERIOR, Wis.,, Deec. 22.—
Capt. McDougall has just returned
from a meeting of the American Steel
Barge directors in New York. He says
that $1,000,000 has been appropriated for
the building of whalebacks and the
boats will be turned ovt more rapidly
than ever. The amount of money set
aside means that the yards will be run
at full capacity for the next two years.
McDougall also says that a deal bas
been entered into with the Mesaba &
Northern road, but refuses to go into
details.
York men interested in the whalebacks
have taken an interest in the Mesaba
road and will furnish ecapital for im-
mense ore docks on the Duluth side and
to build two whalebacks for the compa-
ny’s use. The decision of the barge
company to go ahead is due to the de-
feat in the house of the bill renewing
the various natents. Its passage would
have injured the barge company mate-
rially.

DAVIS IS CONFIDENT,

Minnesota’s Senior Senator
Leaves Washington for
St. Paul.

He Says He Will Not Return
to the Capital Until
Re-elected.

Possessed by an Idea That His
Opposition Will Amount
to Nothing.

Senater Davis Dilates on the
Prevalence of the Spirit
of Gambling.

WAsHiNGTON, D. C., Dec. 22.—Sena-
tor Davis left today for his Minnesota
home, accompanied by Frank B. Kel-
loge, his partner, and Lawyer John C.
Bullitt Jr. "The senator will not return,
he says, until he is re-elected. He is
choek-full of confidence. In fact, he
professes to have not the slightest doubt
of his ability to get re-elected with both
hands down. Were he gifted in the
language of the day, he would say that
lie had a einch on his seat for at least
six years more. He maintains that he
will have not the slightest opposition in
caucus, and that the Democratic oppo-
sition will not get within twenty-four
votes of reaching him. To hear the
senator talk one would fancy that he
regards the contest as altogether
too easy. It approaches too near
to a push-over. His senatorial col-
leagues bade him a hearty good-by and
loaded him down with good wishes for
suceess.  ‘I'he senator is popular among
his Republican contreres, although he
does not figure before the public so con-
spicuously as Aunti-Option Washburn.
Were it necessary, Senator Davis could
bave had the assistance of some of his
colleagues in the pending contest. But
he would not deign to accept of any
such offer. All he has to do to get re-
elected, he thinks, is to go out to the
Minnescta legislatare, where the certi-
ficate of re-election will be handed to
him on a silver salver.

There is not much doabt here among
the members of his re-election. At the
same time, other senators have in times
past gonehome on a similar errands feel-
ing just as confident as Senator Davis
feels now, and after the fourth of the
following March they have been seen
no more,

WASHBURN DISAPPOINTED

In His Failure to Get a Vote on
- His Bill
Special to the Globe.

WasuiNgrox, Dee. 22.—The failure
of the senate to take action on the anti-
option bill before adjourning today for
the Christmas holidays was a sore dis-
appointment to Senator Washburn.
The senator made up his mind several
days ago that a vote would not be
reached, and he braced himself for the
disappoiniment. But still he clung toa
hope that he might, by some possible
means, secure a vote, and until the gavel
fell this afternoon and the vice president
annouuced that the senate stood ad-
journed until Jan. 4 he did not lose his
hold. His face lengthened thea and he
Jooked like a man who had lost his last
friend ; but there gvas no hope for it, and
after afew moments spent in silent
meditation he pulled himself together
and sought comfort iz the reflection that
he would have another chance after
congress reassembles. ‘That he will
have another chance is quite true, and
1f he succeeds in getling a vote he will
undoubtedly get his Dbill passed. But
the commercial bodies of the country
are-terribly in earnest in their opposi-
tion to the measure, and if there 1s any
way possible to defeat it they will do so,
and, if they succeed, Wasihburn’s
chance for fame will have disappeared
once and tor all; for it is generally ad-
mittedthat if the bill does not pass this
congress it will never get out of the
cowmnitices of the Fifty-third,

SPIRIT OF GAMBLING,

Mr. Peffer Declares That 1t Is Rife
in This Country.

WAsSHINGTON, Dec. 22.—The McGar-
rahan bill had the attention of the sen-
ate for half the time today’s session
lasted, and Mr. Hunton, ot Virginia,
closed his three days’ speech in its
favor. Several senators intended to
speak in opposition, and on that account
a suggestion to have a day and hour
fixed for voting on it after the holidays
did not meet with favor. The bill, how-
ever, retains its privileged place in the
morning hour. A hke attempt was
made in regard to the anti-option bill
after Mr. Peffer (Pop.),of Kansas,had fin-
ished his speech in its favor, but as
objection was made, Mr. Washburn
(Rep.), of Minnescta. declared his inten-
tion of pressing for the bill’s considera-
tion and for the vote after thereassem-
bling of the senate, even at the expense
of long sessions. He asserted that the
bill was favored by a considerabie ma-
jority of senators, by nine-tenths of the
whole people, and by ninety-nine-hun-
dredths of the farmers of the country.
Another subject which, according to
notice given Ly Mr. Chandler (Rep.), of
New Hampshire, is to be pressed for
consideration immediately after the
holiday recess, is the bill to restrict
and prohibit immigraticn, which was re-
ported today from the committee on
immigration, but which, according to

1 the statement of Mr. Hill (Dem.), of

New York, a member of that commit-
tee, is not in all respeets such a bill as
the people wish. Mr. Hill has reserved
the right of making a minority report.
In his speech on the anti-option bill
Mr. Peifer described dealing in futures,
as now carried on at the produce ex-
changes, as gambling for hizh stakes,
having the protection of the law thrown
avout it, the customs of society approv-
ing it and plaudits greeting the win-
ners; while other species of gambling
were denounced by law and attended
with penalties. The gambling spirit
was rife in this country. The public
conscience was being blunted by that
prevailing moral malady, which was
rapidly making its way into every de-
partment ot soctety. Whole columns of
metropolitan periodicals were taken up
with stock exchange repocts; men were
sent a thousand miles to report prize
fights and Christians read the sickening
recitals in the morning betore attend-
ing divine services; games of ball were
telegraphed to a thousand newspapers;
respectable gentlemen gambled on
horse races; patriotic clilzens staked
wagers on giections, and even- the
churen was tainted with that debaueh-
ing vice. Speculation n opticns and
futures was only of many symptoms of

a disease that was deeply seated in the
national character. What was most
needed was to get rid of those evil agen-
cies to quicken the pu lic conscience-—
to get more honor iu politics and more
justice in laws.

THE IMMIGRATION PROBLEM.

Representative Stump Thinks He
Has Solved It.

WAaAspiNGToN, Dec. 22.—Representa-
tive Stump today presented in the house
a substitote for the house bill relating
to the r«st@ction of immigration. It
was accommpanied by a brief report, as
follows:

“In view of wide-spread interest on
the subject of immigration now pre-
vailing throughout the country, and for
the niecessity for imine diate legislation
looking to its stringent restriction or
total suspension for a limited period,
and the diversity of opinion as to

the propriety of such total sas-
peu§l0n, your committee, thorough-
ly impressed with the observance

of prompt and effective action on the
part of congress, and governed by what
they believe to be the prevailing juag-
ment of the eminent medical gentlemen
whose views they have sought and ob-
tained, believe that with the safeguards
provided in the measure they report,
tne danger so generally apprehended
from the-introduction of cholera during
the coming spring and summer will dis-
appear, and the necessity for a total sus-
pension of immigration with all its at-
tendant inconvenicnees and losses, will
be obviated. But in anticipation of the
possible failure of the restrictive meas-
ures provided in the sabstitute, to ef-
fectually guard against the threatened
danger, provision is made for the partial
or total suspension of iiImmigration {rom
any port or place, whetner by water or
land, whenever and for so long as, in
the judgment of the president and see-
retary of the treasury, such susveunsion
may be necessary.”

The continued prevalence of cholera
-in Europe excites apprehension in ad-
ministration circles. The hope enter-
tained that the dread disease had been
extirpated is dissipated in the face of
reports of new cases and the conviction
is forced upon government officials that,
as predieted by many scientists, the dis-
case will reappear with increased vio-
lence in the spring. United States Con-
sul Estes at Hamburg, today increased
the uneasiness felt by sending the tol-
Jowing ecablegram: *‘Yesterday two
cases; today four; one death.”

Commenting upon this, Assistant See-
retary Spaulding said the situation was
far from reassurinz and was in effect a
notice that this government must not
let down the bars or relax its exertions
to keep cholera from gaining a foothold
in the United States. 3

The joint committee on immigration
of the senate and house, not satistied
with collecting huge volumes of matter
relating to immigration and preventing
the predicted introduction of cholera
next year, has decided to send a joint
subcommittee to Cuba during the holi-
day recess to gather additional informa-
tion. The subcommittee i3 charged
with investigating the character of im-
migration from the West Indies and the
danger of contagion from those islands
to this country through Key West. The
allegation that Senator Chandler’s bill
will not preventimmigration from South
America will also be made the basis for
inquiry. ‘The members of the jointsub-
committee will leave Washington Satur-
day night.

The. Speaker’s Friends Confi-
dent That He Will Suc-
ceed Himsslf.

They Claim That He Will Have
140 Votes in the
Caucus,

This They Claim to Be the Re-
sult of a Careful Can-
vass.

Senator Casey Surprised at
the Remarks of Represent-
ative Johnson,

WasmiNaToN, Dee. 22. — Recent
events have caused a pretty free expres-
sion of the views of members of the
house on the subject of the speakership.
The talk of an extra session early in the
spring (which has now almost com-
pletely disappeared) started gossip on
the speakership, and the Reform club
incident aroused a livelier interest in
the question, There have been a num-
ber of quiet gatheérings in small groups
of members whose interests and asso-
ciations were to some extent allied, and
the result is that the friends of the
speaker now assert with confidence that
he will succeed himself, and some of
them express the belief that the senti-
ment in his favor will be found to be so
strong that Mr. Crisp will have no op-
position.

‘'ne views of a large part of the mem-
bers of the house and members-elect
have Dbeen ascertained, partly, the
speaker’s intimate friends say, through
voluntary expressions. The resultis a
claim that 140 members have signified
their intention to vote for Mr. Crisp for
speaker of the house in the Fifty-third
congress,

' "The Speaiker’s Friends

have been disinclined to give publicity
to the matter, becauseg as one of his
close friends said, it might lopk like
boasting on their part, but the matter
became generallv known when it as-
sumed its present shape. Mr. Outh-
waite, of Ohio, wno was one of Speaker
Crisp’s most active lheutenants in his
fight for the present speakership, con-
sented to be quoted. He said:

The friends of the speaker have as-
certained tije views of a large number
of members, and out of a total member-
ship of 217 Democratic members in the
next house, 140 have signified that they
wiil vote for Mr. Crisp.

Another member who is known as a
warm friend of Mr. Crisp, and did not
wish to be quoted, said:

WasmixgToN, Dee. 22.—Senator Ca-
sey, of North Dakota, was today shown
the dispatch in which M. N. Johnson,
the Republican representative in his
state in the house, expressed the hope
that in the event of Mr. Casey’s nowina-
tion by the Republican ecaucus for re-
election, the Republican members would
bolt the nomination.

SECRET SERVIC: CHIEF.

Supt., Byrnes Said to Be Booked
for the Place.

New Yorxk, Dec. 22.—The Evening
Sun of today publishes a siory to the
effect that Supt. Byrnes, of the New
York police force. is likely to be ap-
pointed chief of the United States se-
cret service under President Cleveland.
The story goes on to relate that in 1884
Mr. Byrpes was offered the position by
President Cleveland, who had become
impressed by the unobtrusive manner
in which the chief of the New York
detective burean had conducted the
diflficult work of guarding Mr. Cleveland
from New York to Washington and
through the inangural ceremonies on
the oceasion of Mr. €ieveland’s agsump-
tion of the office of chisf magistrate.
Mr. Byrnes at that tiine had still am-
bitions to gratify, particularly that of
obtaining for the detective bureaun the
reputation of being the best in the
world, and he declined the offer. The
offer, it is said, was recently renewed,
and, it is asserted that Mr. Byrnes-is
considering the advisability of aczepting
it. The story can neither be contfirmed
nor deniea at police headquarters.

Too Poor to Aceept Office,

PIrTTsBURG, Dee. 22.—Henry Watter-
son was at the Duquesne hotel last
night, and in speaking of Mr. Cleve-
land’s administration, said: *I will
not be in Mr. Cleveland’s dabinet. I
cannot afford to acccpt any public office.
I amn too poor. 1f I wanted any office 1
would not be required to leave Ken-
tucky to get'it. I did fight the coming
president at the convention, but I am
satisfied that Mr. Cleveland will come
nearer being a Democrat this time than
ever before.”

BONAPARTISTS ACIIVE.

They Hope to Profit by the Canal
Frauds.

Panis, Dee. 22.—Today it is the Bona-
partists that are steoping to the front to
take advantage of the difficulties of the
republic. The activity of the royalists
aroused the jealousy of the imperalist
leaders, and at a secret conclave they
drafted a manifesto addressed to the
people o France, urging them to recall
the house of DBonaparte to the
throne. This manifesto has not vet
been issued, but awaits the approval
of Prince Victor, the present rec-
ognized head of the ex-imperial family.
Prince Vietor is now in Brussels,
and the Bonapartist leaders in Paris
have sent agents to that city to induce
him to sign a manifesto and authorize
its publication. Prince Vietor has been

living in comparative retirement
recentlv, but has Kkept a careful

wateh upon the course of events,
and his friends in Paris claimn that he
will be found fuily equal to any crisis
that may arise, and, while prudent as
to taking a decisive step, he will be pos-
itive and courageous in action when
once the step is taken.

The imperialists have been canvass-
ing earnestly for supporters among the
deputies, but not with much success.
They, like the monarchists, are being
careiully watched, and every move-
ment is reported to M. Ribot and Presi-
dent Carnot. ‘The proceedings of the
secret conclave at which the manifesto
was determined upon were brought to
the government almost as soon as the
conciave had adjourned, and the gov-
ernment is already in possession of the
terms of the manifesto. Not so much
unportance s attached by the authori-
ties to Bonopartist as to monarchist

agitation. The ancient roval house
has still a large following in the
provinces, as shown during the

recent visit of the Countess ot Paris to
France, when hundreds thronged to
kiss her hand, and she was received at
various places with all the loyalty and
honor that could e shown to a queen.
This following couid easily be aroused
into a formidable demonstration, that it
would cost much effort to suppress, and
the royalists’ cause would receive the
sympathy of hundreds of thousands of

windlea Panama stockholders, who
despise what they regard as the bas-
tard Bounapartism that trades on the
fame of the great Napoleon, and have
learned to hate the republic, whose
representatives are exposed as parties
to.the Panama fraud. The government,
therefore, while keeping a careful out-
look on the Bounapartists, considers that
it h=s little to fear in that direction.

The European - edition of the Herald

NEITHER IN DANGER.

MM. Clemenceau and Derou-
lede Meet on the Field of
Honor.

Each Kissed and Embraced
His Friends Before the
Meeting.

Three Shots Were Fired, but
Neither Principal Was
Winged.

Spectaiors and Seconds Real-
ly Occupy the Posts of
Danger.

PArts, Dee. 22.—Gen. Felix Gustav
Saussier, the military governor of Paris,
refused to act as an arbitrator between
M. Deroulede and M. Clemenceau, and
no resource seemed left but for the two
deputies to meet each other upon the
field of honor. Upon Gen. Saussier de-
clining to have anything to de with the
affair, M. Deslaines was appealed to,
and he decided that M. Deroulede and
M. Clemenceau should have an oppor-
tunity to take six shots at each other.
The proposition to come as near as five
paces he considered too murderous, so
he held that the combatants should be
placed twenty-five paces apart, with the
privilege of advanging three steps dur-
ing the firing. The one that happened
to be perforated first to have an oppor-
tunity of stating, if he was able,whether
his honor was sufliciently satisfied. 1f
not, then the firing was to continue
until the six shots, or the combatants,
were exhausted.

As soon as the decision had been de-
livered, providing the terms on which
the duel should be fought, Clemenceau
and Deroulede made preparations for
the encounter.

The Parting

between Deroulede and his- friends on
the battle ground was very affecting.
He embraced and Kkissed them repeat-
edly, and assured them that he would
die in a manner worthy of the Legion of
Honor. When one of s friends ex-
pressed a hope that the encounter would
not have a fatal result, Deroulede shook
his head mournfully. He fully ex-
pected, he said, to lose his life, but had
no regrets to express for what he had
uttered. He allowed his friends to
divide a few locks of his hair between
them, and then stepped into a cab with
his seconds and was driven rapidly to-
ward the new race course at St. Ouen.
Meantime M. Clemenceau, who is said
to have spent the morning with Mume.
Deichemberg, prepared to go to the
seene of wortal combat. He gave direc-
tions as usoal about La Justice, and
left orders as to the management of the
paper in the event of any fatality occur-
ring to him. The staff crowded around
their chief, and he kissed and embraced
them each in turn, while some of them
shed tears and begged him not to expose
himself to more danger than necessary.
M. Clemenceau gently rebuked these
advisors. *'1 have stood on the field of
honor too often,” he remarked, *to have
any apprehension now.” He said he
Preferred Death to Dishonor,

and spoke 1n a tone of resolution that
evoked the admiration of his assistants.
M. Clemenceau was also driven to St.
Ouen, his cab being followed by other
cabs containing newspaper reporters for
various papers.
The two parties returned to the pad-
edock of the St. Ouen race track and pre-
parations were at once made for the en-
counter. The seconds measured off the
twenty-five paces, and the surgeon sho
accompanied the party. produced a case
of instruments, ready for immediate use
in probing for builets. I'he two an-
tagonists were pale, but showed nosign
of weakening. M. Deroulede kept his
eye on the loading of the pistols, while
M. Clemenceau walked about in the
paddock waiting for the word., The
pistols having been loaded in a manner
satisfactory to both seconds, the prinei-
pals were told to take position. They
faced each other without apparent emo-
tion and received the weapons from the
hands of their seconds. At (he word

“fire’’ both pistols were discharged
almost simultaneously. The bullets

flew wide off the mark and a spectator
climbed hastily dowp from the paddock
fence on which hLe had been perched.
The spectator proved to be unhurt.  So
were the duellists. The seconds and
witnesses moved a little farther off be-
fore the second round. Again the com-
batants
Eleyated Their Weapons

and blazed away. This time it was evi-
dent that the shots had gone high.
Neither was hurt. M. Clemencean
coolly raised his weapon again. A
friend rushed forward and expressed
a hope that the combatanis would con-
sider their honor satisfied, and cease
the murderous encounter. DBoth de-
clared that they must have another shot,
and the solicitous friend hastily retired
to a distance. Again the pistols were
raised, and€'two puffs of smoke told that
two bullets had started on their
deadly mission. No harm was done,
although M. Deroulede examined a
corner of his coat with the ap-
ppearance of apprehension, but was re-
lieved on discovering it undamaged.
The two seconds then ran up and insist-
ed that the duel must terminate; that
both had behaved in a most heroic
manner, that any outrage upon honor
had been fully vindicated. MM.Clemen-
ceau and Deroulede consented to ac-
cept the decision, and the combat came
to a close. The two duelists were
overwhelmed with congratulations on
the courage and coolness they both had
exhibited on the trying occasion, and
were escorted back by erowds of admir-
ers. The incident is believed to have
terminated for the present.

The duel arranged between Deputy
Millevoye and Deputy Clemenceau, in
consequence of the insults exchanged
during the debate of Tuesday, is not
likely to be fought. By mutual eonsent
the affair iias been referred to a courtoi
arbitration.

GRADUALLY COMING OUT.

Damaging Testimony Before the
Panama Committee.

PAris, Dee. 22.—Marquis Fontane
and Charles de Lesseps, directors of the
defunct Panama Canal eompany, were
taken from Masas prison this morning
to the office of M. Franqueville, the ex-
amining magistrate, by whom they were
questioned for two hours. M. Sans-Le
Roy, accused of selling his vote when he
was a member of the lottery bond com-
mission, was examined this afternoon.

M. Bourgeois; minister of justice, ap-
peared before the parliamentary coui-
mission of inauiry after M. Floguet had
testified, to explain the seizure of the
counterfoils of Thierree checks. Mon-

day, he saidy M, Thierree admitted to

/
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the examining magistrate that these
were at his bank. The magistrate
then  accompanied M. Thierree
to his office and secured them.
M. Bourgeois promised that the
papers of the dynamite society and
other important documents recently

seived should be communicated to the -

commission. These documents, how-
ever, must be handled with great
caution lest their contents should be
used for parposes prejudicial to the
prosecution or defense. M. Brisson,
chairman of the commission, pressed
M. Bourgeois for a more precise pledge
as to the delivery of the documents into
the hands of the commissioners, but M.
Bourgeois reiterated a rather vague
promise that he would help the com-
mission by all possible meaus, although
“his power to doso was curtailed con-
siderably by the examining magistrate,

M. Andriux, ex-prefect of police, was
the next witness. IHe said that he had
a photograph ot a statement and account
written by Baron de Reinach., This
showed the names of the payees of
checks drawn by Baron de Reinach,
M. Andrieux wrote a Jist of names on a
piece of paper and handed it to M. Bris-
son, saying at the same time that four
other names, one of a very high person-
age, he was prevented irom mentioning

by the dictates of discretion. Dr. Cor-
nelius Herz had shown him a
document Dbearing the nunames of
fourteen deputies who had been

bought by the Lobbisy Loton for a sum
of 1,350,000 franes. Mr. Andrieux could
name most, if not all, of those men-
tioned in this document. Proof of the
culpability of many men named in the
document had been promised him. He
would try to obtain the document from
Dr. Herz. e wishea it to be under-
stood, however, that he could not guar-
antee absolutely the accuracy ot the
document or Baron de Reinach’s state-
ment. in his opinion Baron de Rei-
nach’s word was far from uuvimpeach-
able. To his knowledge Reinach had
begun to pay personal debts with the
money of the Pacama Canal company.
When asked to expolain a passing
mention of the payment of cheecks to M,
Floguet, M. Andrieux explained that
Felix Cottu, a director of the canal com-
pany, had told him that Baron de
Reinach had once spoke of Floquet’s
needing 750,000 franes for the secret
service fund. Cottu had requested a
conference with Floquet, and Reinach
had agreed to arrange for one. Event-
ually. however, Reinach took Cottu to
see Clemenceau, as Floguet was too busy
to spare time for a meeting, Baron de
Reinach had added that Albert Chris-
hopliol, who was coneerned in seveal
projects in connection with the Panama
canal, might be thrown over, although,
throngh the government, it might be
possible to secure the intluence of the
Credit foncier for the canal. When
Cottu met Clemenceau the latter con-
firmed the statement as regards Chris-
tophol, but did not mention the money
question. Cottu had been rendered so
apprehensive by what he heaid that he
hayl consented to give the government
the 750,000 franes required for the §ecret.
service fund. Cottu had told Reiuvach,
however, that the whole affair was a
blackmailing swindle and might cause
trouble. Reinach had responded:
“Ho, ho! nenz atalll L can say that
I received the money to pay advertising
expenses of the company, and nobody
will know the difference.”
Subsequently Reinach had said that
Cottu was too thin-skinned. Cottu
seized Remnach by the beard, drageed
him from the front room of the bxgnk
into the private office, and, after calling
him an embezzler and a coward, had
demanded back the check for the 750,-
000 franes. Reinach declared that it
was at his house and succeeded in
holding off Cottu untir the final crash
eame, overwhelming eevrybody. But
part of the amount had then been paid
over to the government, i
Deputy Bathou, of the commission,
asked M. Andrienx wny, if he Knew
Reinach to be dishonest, he placed any
reliance upon Reinach’s charges that

deputies had sold their votes. M.
Andrieux replied: [
“Although dishonest with others,

had no reason for
memoranda and

Baron ae Reinach
making out private
counterfoils falsely.”

M. Baciau, advertising agent for the
Panama Canal company, testified that
the sums paid to vewspapers by the
company ranged from 400,000 iranes to
1.500.000 for each issue of shares, Count
Caffarrelli, monarchist deputy for
Aisne, told the commission he could
confirm the report that President Car-
not had a list of deputies inplicated in
the Panama canal lobbying. This list,
he said, comprised many deputies whose
names he had not yet meniioned in con-
nection with the scandal,

Floguet told the committee that when
he was a member of the ministry he
had ordered that certain advertisements
be printed in Parisian newspapers,
These advertisements had been  in-
serted, not from a business, but from a
political pointof view. ‘Fhis admission
is much commented upon as being tan-
tamount to an acknowledgment that the
advertisements were  bat a cover under
which the newspap re bribed to
support the ministe lhemes, Itis
very evident that the deeper the probe
is inserted into the Panama affairs,
the greater becories the mass of cor-
ruption exposed. Not only in regard
to thie canal company’s affairs, but also
in regard to matters not pertaining to
the company. The belief is becoming
prevalent tnat nearly all the men
prominent political positions are more
or less mixed up io atfairs that will not
bear the ligzht of publicity.

A prominent deputv not inthe cab-
inet stated tonight that President Carnot
this morning said to him: *I propose to
see the end of this Panama seandal, and
mean to make sure that the mangy dogs
are drowned and the good ones saved.”
The latter phrase 1s a literal transiation
of a common French expression.

Mrs, Langtry Is Hetter,
