The Nicaragua and Immi-
gration Bills Likely to Be
Used as Clubs.

IMany Senators Fighting to
Prevant Anti-Options From
Coming to a Vote.

Senator Washburn Still Pro-
fesses Confidence That the
Bill Will Pass.

Bpecial to the Globe.
WasHINGTON, Dec. 23.—There are
rumors of a senatorial revolt against
=t the anti-option bill. The revolt is led
by the friends of the Nicaragua canal
and immigration bill. The particular
champion of the former 1is Senator
Sherman, who has thus far been
ready to vote for the anti-option bill
should Senator Washburn succeed in
getting it toa vote. But he does not
care to sit idly by and let the session go
to absolute waste just because Senator
Washburn cannot get the senate to vote
upon his pet hobby. 'The majority of
the senators are getting tired of the anti-
option debate,to which there appears to
be no end, and a determined effort
will be made to obtain a hearing for
other measures which are demanding
attention. Several senators have re-
guested Mr. Washburn to lay aside the
anti-option bill for a time, in order to
permit the econsiaeration of bills in
which they ‘are interested, but with only
one or two exceptions these requests
have been denied. Mr. Washburn re-
gards his fizht on the anti-option bill as
the vital point in his senatorial career,
and, having succeeded in placing it in
the advantageous position it now holds,
he does not propnose to yield until be has
brought it to
A Test Vote.
§ The opponents of the bill are honest
i in thinking and declaring that such a
Jaw would create havic among the com-
mercial and business community, and
they feel themselves fully justified in
taking advantage of the tact that there
18 in the senate rules no provision to cut
off debate. 'Their purpose is to keep on
talking about the bill until, at least,
such time as they may judge it to be
safe to allow it to go over to the house
for conference in the amendments of
senate, hoping that when that time ar-
rives it will be too late to receive con-
sideration at this session. Meanwhile,
however, some of them are considering
the advisability of antagonizing it with
some other measure, and incidentally
testing the sense of the senate on the
bill..

It will be really a test of
strength between the supporters and
opponents of anti-option legislation. It
a majority of the senate votes against
the displacement of Mr. Washburn’s
bill by other proposed legislation, the
present programme  will be continued,
and there will be more speechifying on
options and futures. Senator Wash-
burn, speaking of the situation, said to-
day:

*| should not think it would be good
policy for Mr. Sherman, or any other of
the friends of the Nicaragua canal
bill, to place it in antagonism to the
anti-option bill. Personally, I favor
the proposed legislation for the capal,
but not to such an extent as to permit
it to take the place now occupied by my
bill.

DIVIDING CdILI’S MONEY.

The Navy Department Consider-
ing How It Shall Be Done.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 23.—A few days
ago the state departinent turned over to
the navy department the $75,000 in-
demnity received from Chili in settle-
ment of the claims of the members of
the Baltimore’s erew Kkilled, injured and
imprisoned in Valparaiso on Oct. 16,
1891. The navy departinent 1s now con-
sidering means by which this indemnity
can be most jusuly distributed d@mong
the claimants. There are no less
than thirty persons interested. The
families of Rizgin, who was killed, and
Turnbull, who subsequently died
from wounds, will receive a gen-
erous part of the indemnity. Six wmen
were seriously wounded during the at-
tack, and they will also receive a por-
tion of the awmount. Something over
twenty men were more or less injured
or imprisoned, and the claims of these
men will receive due consideration by
the department. It is not unlikely that
Secretary ‘T'raey will conveue a board of
naval officers to determine to whom the
money shall be paid, this e ng the
vsual method pursued by the depart-
ment in cases invelving the distribution
of money, and as the testimmony of the
Baltimore’s crew upon the return of
that vessel to San Francisco is complete,
such a board could readily arrive at just

conclusions in the matter.

MORE HELP WANTED,

Seal Rookeries of Alaska Ineffect-
ually Guarded.

WasHiNGTON, Dec. 23.—Capt. Healey,
of the United States revenue cutter
Bear, reports his arrival at San Fran-
cisco from Alaska. He says thatthe
present system of guarding the seal
rovkeries is neffectual. The rough
weather that prevails about the islands
prevents revenue cutters from ap-
proaching the shore close enough to be
of any service. If they go close enough
for service they run imminent risk of
being dashed to pieces upon the shore
and wrecked. The darkuess that pre-
vails for sixteen to eighteen hours out
of the twenty-four increases the risks
run and prevents those afloat from
seeking marauders. Even with all
these obstacles, one vessel can only
guard a small coast and he thinks that
a police patrol of sufficient strength
should be stationed on shore and pa-
trol the coast. A vessel, too, should be
kept there to act in conjunction with
the land guard.

THE TORREY BILL, '

It Will Probably Get a Day for
E Consideration.

WasniNGgToN, Dec. 23.—The friends
of the Torrey bankruptey bill, feavful
lest the house, through Inactivity,
might give not even consideration at
this session of congress to their meas-
ure, have circulated a petition asking
the rules to bring in a special order fix-
ing the day at which it shall be taken
up. They have succeeded in securing
the signatures of Democratic members
of the house, or more than a majority of
the members of the dominant party. It
is said that this makes it practically
certain that the Torrey bill will get a
special order from the cominittee, as
Speaker Crisp has heretofore stated
that he would bring in a special rule
whenever so requested te do by a party
of his colleagues. A special order does
not signify anything save that the bill
will receive consideration, for a large
number of the members who signed the
petition stated in doing so they would
vote the passing of the bill. They mere-
ly favored its being given early consid-
eration.

LAMAR VERY SICK.

The Jurist in an Advanced Stage
of Bright’s Disease.
WASHINGTON, Dee. 23.—The news of
the prostration of Justice Lamar at At-
lanta, Ga., while on his way to his old
home in Mississippi, ereates no surprise
among friends of the justice in this city
who were acquainted with his real con-
It is learned that Justice Lamar
is in an advanced stage of Bright’s dis-
ease. Before he left Washington he
suffered a severe convulsion as the re-
sult of uraemic poisoning and was un-
conscious for the space of three-quarters
of an hour. In this precarious condition
of the patieént none of his friends here
have any hope of his recovery.
ATLANTA, Ga., Dee. 23.—Asscciate
Justice Lamar left Atlanta this after-
noon for Macon, where he will spend
the holidays with his wife’s family. He
is somewhat improved in health, but is
far from being a well man. His condi-
tion is not such, however, as to create
alarm, at least for the present.

HURLED FIFTY FEET,

While Running Forty Miles
an Ho.ur a Train Leaves
the Track,

Coaches Crash Down an Em-
bankment Fifty Fest
High.

All of the Passengers More or
Less Injured, but None

Three Mangled Corpses-Car-
ried for Miles on an En-
> gine’s Pilot.

CoLORADO SprriNGs, Col., Dee. 23.—
The Santa Fe passenger train which
left Deuver at 11:05 last night was de-
railed about two miles eastof Halstead,
early this morning, while running at a
high rate of speed. The passenger
coaches and Pullman sleepers were
hurled down an embankment fifty feet
high and landed ina heap at the bot-
tom. The overturned cars immediately
caught fire, and it was with the greatest
difficulty the imprisoned passengers
were rescued from a frightful death.
Two boys, whoreside in Denver, were
fatally injured. A number of passen-
gers and several of the train crew were
injured, but no one was killed. A relief
train with physicians and surgeons
was sent ffom here and rendered assist-
ance and relief to the injured. Only the
baggage car, which was next to the
engine, remained on the track. The ex-
press car turned over on its side and
rolled down the bauk, standing on its
head at the foot of the slope, completely
upside down.® The smoking car followed
and immediately took fire. The flames
spread to the next car, which was the
day coach. The front end of the day
coach was on top of the bank aud the
other end at the bottom. This car
caught fire fromn the other and both were
completely destroyed. The I’ullmman
turned on its side on the bank.

Caused by Spreading Rails.

The accident is ascribed by some to

spreading rails, while by others 1t is
charged to faulty wheels. The character
of tue accidenl, however, points to the
spreading of the rails. The S2nta Fe
road immediately sent out a relief train
with physicians and wrecking crew on
board. When the train was stopped it
was right on the end of Bridge No. 201,
whieh crossed .a deep gully fully fifty
feet deep. ‘The tender of the engine
got off the track.*but the engine itself
remained. Congressman-elect Pence
aund wife were in the train, but were un-
injured., The following is a list ot
those on the train, all of whom were
more or less hurt: ;

SAVED BY A JUMP,

Record-Breaking, Hair-Breadth
Escape of a Drug Clerk.

CuicAaco, Dec. 23.—Charles Griggs, a
drug clerk, was taken to his home in
Keokuk, Iowa, last night, suffering
from the terrific nervous shock of a
record-breaking, hair-breadth escape.
He was struck by the Milwaukee limit-
ed train on the Northwestern road,
traveling at the rate of forty-five miles
an hour, and carried six miles on the
pilot of the locomotive in an upcon-
scious condition. Though black and
blue with bruises, not a bone 1n his body
was broken. Mr. Griggs was crossing
the Northwestern track at Wilson ave-
nue when the limited, which leaves
Chiecago at 7:30 p. m., whirled in sight
simultaneously with a suburban pas-
senger train going rapidly in an oppo-
site direction. Griggs was bewildered.
There was no time to leap clear of the
rails, With only the hope of delaying
impending death, Griggs juwmped
straight into the air. He was struck by
the frort of the engine and dropped
half stunned on the pilot, his bands
instinctively clutching the braces.

None of the train men saw the acci-
dent, and it was not until the limited
reached South Evanston the man’s dan-
gerous situation was discovered. He
was still uuconsecious, his hands gripped
to the braces on the pilot with superhu-
man strength. 7To the surprise of every
one, it was found that not a bone had
been fractured or even wrenched. The
hair on the right side of his head was
somewhat scorched as a result of con-
tact with the boiler. .

*I jumped, struck the engine, and
then everything became black, said Mr.
Griggs. ‘1 don’t remember taking hold
of the braces of the pilot, but 1 must
have done so instinetively and kept
hanging on. If I nhad let go I would
have certainly rolled off and been
killed.”

CORPSES ON THE PILOT,

Ghastly Freight Carried Into a
Startion by a Locomotive.

GREENVILLE, Pa., Dec.23.—The New
York & Chicago express, which runs
through here at 6:06 p. m., struck and
killed four people last night near El-
mira, N. Y. When the train pulled into
the depot bystanders were horrified to
see that the pilot of the engine was
covered with blood, and that it carried
the dead bodiesof three persons, two
women and a man. The other vietim
was found lying beside the raiiroad
tracks some distance from the depot. It
is supbosed that they were walking on
the track, and did not hear or see the
swiftly speeding train, as the wind was
blowing a gale, and it was snowing
hard. The englneer of the express says
that he did not see any person on the
track, and did 116t heaf a sound. He had
hjs &éyes on the track nearly all the
time, except for a minute or so, when
he reached and got his dinner baskert,
so as to be in readiness to leave his en-
gine in Elmira, as that is the end of his

run. The trains come into the depot
at a good rate of speed, and the beg'es
were not noticed until the traimhad
stopped and life was extinet.

Morri-
son and Tucker, it is understood here,
will enter the cabinet if Mr. Cleveland
desires it, but there 1s some doubt in
regard to the attitude of ex-Minister
Phelps, who would be eccmpelled to
make considerabl¢ personal sacrifice in
assuming even the highest office in the
gift of the president. Two other ap-
pointmenis whieh Mr. Cleveland has in
mind, aithough e has not yet fully de-
termined upon them, are those of Pat-
rick A. Collins for secretary of war, and
ex-Gov. Porter, of Tennessee, for one of
the mitor cabinet positions. Mr. Porter
was assistant secretary of state under
the previous Cleveland administration.

SPRINGER’S PLAN '

For the Election of President and
Vice President.

W asHINGTON,Dec. 23.—**The electoral
college, as it now stands, isa miserable
fraud,” said Representative Springer to-
doy, “and the idea that all the votes in
the electoral college from a great state
like New York should go to one party
by a matter of a hundred or two hun-
dred votes is a great fraud upon the
electors of the country. Some of the
newspapers misapprehend the proposi-
tion which I submitted on thissubject.
The popular vote contemplated is con-
fined to each state. The states will
have the same number of electoral
votes that they now have in the election
of president and vice president. There
will be no persons running as can-
didates for electors, but the elect-
oral vote of each state will be
apportioned among the  several
candidates according to the number ot
popular votes each receives in that state,
the odd votes going to the candidates
having the large fractions. This will
prevent the viclous pyactice of gerry-
mandering and gives exact weight to
the popular vote which each candidate
receives in the state. 1t will nationalize
the piesidential election, and reuder
contests for the succession next to im-
possible. Politically it would give effect
to the popular will, imited ouly by the
just representation to which each state
is entitled in the electoral college, and
would not spread large majorities in one
locality beyond the limits of the state.
Besides it would make vote buying in-
effectual, and therefore inoperative.”

NeEw York, Dec. 23.—In an inter-
view printed in a morning paper Presi-
dent-elect Cleveland is quoted as deny-
ing the rumor that the office of chief of
the secret service bureau at Washing-
ton had Dbeen offered to Inspector
Byrnes, of this ecity. The president-
elect is also quoted as denying the story
that Supt. Byrnes accompanicd him to
his office to protect him against possi-
ble acts of cranks.

SWEPT BY FIRE,

Dulath Is Visited by a $225,000
Conflagration,
Special to the Globe. y
DurvurH, Minn., Dee. 23.—One of the
most destructive fires that ever visited
Duluth occurred  today. At 2 p.m. an
explosion occurred in the basement of
the Chapin-Wells hardware store in the
Fargusson block, possibly caused by the
ignition of oil. Immediately smoke
filled the building in the old part, and

there was general scrambling for
the street. Those Iin the upper
stories couid not get down the

stairways on account of the smoke, and
the extension ladders had to be used.
There were four explosions during the
afternoon, and sevéral hundred cart-
ridges made a terrific cannonading for
fully half an hour. Several firemen
were in)ured,,thc most seértously in-
jured being Capt. O’Donnell, who was
thrown from an extension ladder and
hurt his lez. Jim Dunbar, another fire-
man, who was thrown against a ladder
truck, received severe injuries; Her-
man Carlan, a lineman of the electric
company, had a piece cut out of the
side of his head by broken glass, and
Chief Smith was thrown several feet by
an explosion.

The new part of the block began
burning about 4 o’clock, and the greater
part of the whole building was gutted
by 8 o’clock this evening. The loss is
estimated at $225,000, the greatest losers
being the Chapin-Wells Hardware com-
pany, which had $42,000 Insurance, and
will lose 815,000. The building is val-
ued at $100,000 insured for £70,000, with
an additionzal rent insurance of $10,000,
all this bemg divided between about
fifteen companies. The Schiller-Hub-
bard Cigar company loses #$20,000; in-
surance, $17,000.

There were about fift
the building, nearly all of which were
oceupied. The Massachusetts Real
Estate company, which owns the build-
ing, will put up a magnificent building
in its place. The place was a fire trap.
Great loss has been sustained by pri-
vate persons who had valuable libraries
and by the Duluth, Mesaba & North-
ern road, that has lost profiles, filed
notes, in fact, the result of all the sur-
veys, which cannot be given a money
value. This company occupied nine
roomws in the upper floor, and President
Chase and his assistants barely escaped
with their lives.

It was leained that the kidnaped
child, known as Pearl Esther Clifford,
was taken from the Winunebago poor
farm and placed in an orphan asylum
in Green Bay.

Rice Clif-
ford swore that he got possession of
Pearl when eleven weeks old from Mr,
Ophin, superintgndent of the Lutheran
Orphan asylum at Green Bay, and he
named her Pearl and then Clitford.

About four years ago he learned
from a Miss Graves, of Oshkosh, now
dead, that the mother’s name was Jane
Johnson and she was dead and he
cailed the child Pearl and Esther John-
son from that time on, although she
goes by the name of Clifford among ber,
schoolmates.
