THIS YEAR'S FIRES,

The Total Number Shown by Chief
Runge’s Report. /

Chief Runge, of the fire department,
is preparing his annual report. It will+
be an interesting document when com-
pleted, and will show the insurance
men of the city that they are living in
an age of excellent fire protection. Up
to date the total number of alarms dur-
ing the year was 660, occurring as fol-
