"FAKE"INSTEAD OF A FIGHT.

That Is the Latest Report About
McAulifTe-Burga Fiasco.

New York, Dec. 23.—There is a sen-
sational rumor Koine the rounds of the
sporting fraternity of this city that the
match between Jack McAulitfe and
Dick Bulge, for which the Coney Island
Athletic club recently offered a $15,000

ipurse and subsequently withdrew it,
;was tobe a gigantic fake. The story
has created no end of gossip here and is
apparently based on sound facts and

Ifigures. The supposition that the con-
test was to be a prearranged affair is
strengthened by the fact that Judge
Newton, matchmaker of the club, tins
intimated to some persons that Burge,
lie heard, was to "lay down" to the
American champion, and for these rea-
sons he refused to have anything to do
with the men. Newton, when inter-
viewed this evening by a reporter, re-
fused to either confirm or deny the
rumor. lie, however, spoke as though

he had suspected that something was
suspicious about Bulge's actions and
for these reasons alone he had with-
drawn the purse to save the reputation
of the club, and the public from being
imposed upon.

TWO BOXINGBAUKISES.

McCaffrey and Donovan Both
Willingto Make a Match.

New York, Dec. 23.— There are in-
dications that the three-round sparring
match between Dominick McCaffrey
and Mitce Donovan, at the Madison
Square Garden on Dec. 17, willresult in
a meeting between those two well-
known boxing instructors. McCaffrey

fsaid last night to a .reporter.: . L..--
--"With the consent of the Manhattan

Athletic club 1should very much like
to meet Donovan in the ring ami settle-'
the question of superiority. Iwill box
him one, fiftyor any number of rounds
for the largest purse that any club will
offer, the winner to take all."

Donovan says he has no objections to
a meeting with McCaffrey, but it will
depend upon the attitude of the New
York Athletic club, by which his em-
ployed. An encounter between Mc-
Caffrey and Donovan would unques-
tionably draw one of the largest crowds
ever seen at a boxing contest in this
vicinity.

ANOTHER ATHLETIC CLUB.

Wealthy Gotham Sports to Organ-

ize One.
Coney Island, N. V., Dec. 28.— is

currently reported on pretty good au-
ithority that a syndicate of wealthy
sporting men are about to start an ath-
letic club in the immediate vicinity of
New York.

PLIMMER IS VICTOR.
Joe McGrath, of Ireland, Put

Out by the English ;

Bantam. _/

Eight Rounds of Fighting,
With Plimmer Leading*

All the Way.

Great Gameness Displayed by
the Little Son of

Erin.

Two Minor Battles Decided
Before the LittleFel-

lows Meet.

Coney Island, Dec. 28.— A. small but
enthusiastic crowd of sporting men as-
sembled here tonight to witness the
boxing entertainment given under the
auspices of the Coney Island Athletic
club. The event of the evening was a
finish light between Billy I'limmer,
champion bantamweight of the world,
and Joe McGrath, champion 110-pound
man ofIreland. Prior to this, however,
there were two preliminary bouts, one

'of ten rounds between Uughey Boyle,
of Elizabeth, N. J., and Connie
Sullivan, of New York, and another of
eight rounds between BillyLeedoni, of
Philadelphia, and

'

Moffatt Flaherty, of
Boston. The fights were all of light
caliber and inconsequence thereof there
was a decidedly slim attendance. Many
noted sports, however, were present.
Plummer was the . favorite, being

backed with considerable money, but
the Irish lad was expected to put up a
most stubborn fight and give every-
boay a run for their money. At the
opening of the first bout it was very
evident that the house would be slim.

The First Bout \u25a0

was commenced sharp at 8:30 p. m.
Uughey Boyle was a little slow about
making his appearance. Sullivan was
the first to hop on the stage, accom-
panied by his seconds. The men were
not long "in preparing for the fight, and
the moment that Prof. John Donohue
called time they sprang nimbly to the
center of the ring and commenced hos-
tilities. The little fellows fought for a
purse of $500, of which the winner got
$400 and the loser $100. Afterten rather
tame rounds, in which Sullivan did the
most leading, and in whic.li neither
seemed able tv put the other out, the
referee awarded the bout to Sulliv<n.
it was announced by Fred Burns,•

master of ceremonies, at the conclusion
of the fir-t bout, that Jack McAulitfe
was in the house and wished itan-
nounced that it was no fault of his that
his tight withDick Burge for the $45,000
purse of the Coney Island Athletic
club fell through. He was ready and
willingto fight, and signed the articles
finnished by the club at 133 pounds, and
that he now stood ready to meet any
man in the world at that weight, which
is the lightweight limit. The Coney
Island club says that all McAulitfe had
tosay was correct.

The Second Bout

of the evening, that between Leedom
and Flaherty, was then called. The
men weighed 154 pounds. This was a
light from start to finish. Flaherty had
his opponent groggy and down in the
first round, but Leedom was sufficiently
recovered Inthe second to do some good,
stiff punishing. In the third Flaherty
dropped his man again with a straight
left and then came near losing the fight

by making three fouls. From then un-
tilthe eighth and last round it was give
and take with Flaherty's work a shade
to the good. Each man waited for a
chance to use his right, but itcame not.
They punished each other severely,
Flaherty, however, getting in more
tellingblows, and the referee awarded
him the contest. They, too, fought for
a purse of§500. B™caß

The light of the night then took place.
The referee was Johnny Eckhardt;
club timer, Bob Stoll, of New York.
The contestants were Billy Piimnier, of
England, champion bantam of the
world, and Joe McGrath, champion 110-
--pound man of Ireland. They fought for
a purse of $2,500. the winner to take
$2,000 and the loser $500. Plimmer was
seconded by Charley Norton, of Newark ;
Bennie Murphy and Harry Evans, of
Birmingham. England. Joe Connelly,
of Newark, was his bottle holder, and
Alfred Jewett, of Philadelphia, held
time for him.

.n<'iiraih Was Looked After
by Martin Murphy, of San Francisco;
Peter Maher, of Dublin, Ireland, and
Jimmy Carroll, of Brooklyn. His bottle-
holder was John Brady, of New York,
and his tinier Jack Sheehan, of race
track fame. Plimmer was a strong
favorite among the betting men, as most
of them had seen him fight on one or
two other occasions and knew well
what he could do, while no one had the
least idea of McGrath's ability. The
fight commenced at 10:30 p. m.

Round One— referee called the boys
Into the center of the ring, and shey got at it.
Tlimmcr led with his left, which was short.
McGrath knew the game he was up against
and kept away. I'limmer played for the
stomach, and JMcGraih for the head. Each
got in a tew light taps, and were shy in the
opening.

Hound Ti'o—Plimmer forced matters, and

Suuched McGrath whenever he pleased.
illycontinued to punch McGrath. leading

with a lightleft and forcing his right on Me-
Graih's eyes. JMcG rath looked to be a very
lnucti harassed lad.

Hound Three— McGrath has a reputation
for taking punishnieui.aiid he ably sustained
his reputation. Plimmer kept jabbing his
left into McGrath's mouth, and soon had
that opening full of blood. McGrath began
to improve, however, and landed two or
three hard blows whicn made'Biily wince.

AllPlimwer'A Way.
Bound Four—Plimmer forced the fighting

and landed just when and where he snw fit.
Inswinging his right Plimmer missed his
mai-K and slipped aud felL McGrath also
went partly dowu, but neither man struck a
blow. Plimmer was up quietly,and from
this out he had everything his own way,
chopping the Irish lad's face intoa jellyand
knocking him down twice. The Irish lad
was game and stood his punishment man-
fully. Plimmer was cool aud landed every
blow good aud solid.

Round Five—McGrath's face was covered
with blood, aud Plimmer forced him to his
knees. McGrath deliberately butted Billyiv
the stomach, but Plimmer did not want the
fight that way. He Nought McGrath to the
floor with a right-hand swing on- the jaw,
but the lad was game as a pebble, and, al-
though repeatedly knocked dowu, he got up
and took his punishment. Plimmer landed
his rightaud leftand had McGrath stream-
ing with blood, and the gameness of the boy
was something marvelous. McGrath stag-
gered tohis corner when the bell rang...

Round Six— round was almost sick-
ening to behold.' It was extremely brutal.
McGrath was pounded untilhe was so grog-
gy that he could hardly stand on vis feet,
lie was knocked down lour times, but

Gamely Got Up
each time before he could be counted out.
Had Peter Maher half his gameness he would
now be one of the c£»inpions of the world.
It was only the gong that saved him the.last
time he was knocked dowu.

Round Seven— This round was another ex-
hibition of gameness, and, although forced
to the floorrepeatedly, McGrath kept at his
work, although fightingwithout the slightest
shadow of a chance of winning. He was
repeatedly knocked down, and each time
seemed to be the last, but taking advantage
of the ten seconds, he arose just before being
counted out. Cries of '-Take him off,"etc.,
were heard, but/accepting Uis punishment,
he kept pegging away until he. had no
strength left, and was bound to bo defeated
for the first time Inhis life.

Round Eight—Plimmer tried to bring the
fight to a hasty finish, and went at liisman
with right and left and showered blow after
blow upon his battered aud bruised face, but
even then he couia not puthim out. Mc-
Grath was knockui down repeatedly, but
bobbed up each time before he was counted
out. It was so extremely bin tal that the
crowd yelled "Take him off1"and out of pure

pity Jimmy Carroll ( threw up the sponge.
Peter Maher distinguished himself by run-
ning away from McGrath's corner in the
sixth round. McGrath got mad at his sec-
onds for throwing up the sponge.

NEARLY TWO LIFE SPANS.

Death of a Woman in New York
124 Years Old.

New York,Dec. 2S.—LielLesbtoyns-
ki, a Russian Jewess who'died from old
age on Sunday, was certainly one of the j
oldest women on the earth, if the state-
ment she made was true. She once
told her relatives that she was born iv
Odessa, Russia, in 1768, which would
make her 124 years old. According to
the tale, when a young girl she went
to St. Petersburg and was em-
ployed as governess in a noble
family. The eldest son fell in
love with her and in consequence she
was sent away. She married a govern-
ment cleik, who was subsequently
banished to Siberia for getting mixed
up ina political conspiracy. She was
left with four daughters. At the. time"
of her death she was living with her
daughter, Mrs. Kamenski, now eighty-
three years old, and her granddaughter,
Mrs. S'pieeh, a middle aged woman with
a large family.

The old woman has only been in this
country nineteen months. She was
well known, however, for she was to
be seen often wandering along the
sidewalks. She was bent nearly double
and her skin looked more like parch-
ment than Hesh. She was held insu-
perstitious awe by women and children
of the neighborhood. The old woman
often said that she remembered well
when Catherine 11. was czariue; the
wars against Poland, Turkey and
Persia at the end of that reign, and the
accessions of the czars Paul 1., Alex-
ander 1., Nicholas I.and Alexander 11.
and Alexander 111. She remembered
also the Napoleonic wars and the inva-
sion of Russia by the French in 1812.
the burning of Moscow, and the return
of the Russian troops after Napoleon
had been crushed. She was a weil edu-
cated woman, being acle to speak
