The Democrats and People’s parly

The Republican members of the
house from Minuneapolis, more com-
monly known as “Hennepin’s solid
twelve.” started out six weeks or more

looked over the field and decided
that Hon. William E. Lee, of
Todd county, would have enough
strength to control the caucus with
the help of the *solid twelve” and

the intiate friends of Senator Davis.
Satisfactory pledges were securcd from
Mr. Lee: so satisfactory that Friday
Hon. J. T. Wyman, the apparent leader
of the “'solid twelve,” said in the lead-
ing Republican organ of the Mill City:

“\We know exactly where we stand,
what we want and what we think we
will get.”

This interview was given out by Mr.
Wyman before he sprung his little call
for a caucus, which, by the way, he
confidently expected would *go,”’and at

one fell swoop land Mr. Lee in the
speaker’s chair. 'The unexpected stand
for the interests of the people of the
state outside of Minncapolis taken by
Mr. Greer surprised Mr. Wyman, and
his interviews in the Republican organs
yesterday showed that he bad not re-

covered trom the shock.

1 did not know who had got it up, and what
there might be behind it.

Compare the above with the statement
Mr. Greer made Friday evening, copies
of which were furnished all the papers.
Here it is:

Greer’s Positlion.

The papers from the very commencement
ot this contest have contained hints to the
effect that 1 would be opposed h{' the solid
vote of the Sennepin delezation because, for-
sooth, in the legislature and out of it, I have
stood for the interest of the country aud for
the people I represent, the people who have
twice elected me.

A first I did not believe that these reports
were true, and paid little attention to the op-
position to me shown by several of the papers
of Minneapolis.

I could not give dennepin county twelve
chairmanships and betray the interests of
the eountry for a doubtful hoyor.

On this I stand or fall, and 1 desire the
state to know my position. It is elaimed by
opponents in Minneapolis that in the legis-
Jature two years ago I voted with the mem-
bers from the rurgl distriets and against the
cities. 1f I did, and I do not deuny it. I have
only to say that in so doing I voted for what
1 deemed the best interests of my peovle, the
farmers of Southern Minnesota and the
slale.

For All the People.

They have tried to make the people believe
that I am a class candidate, which is false,
1 believe inlegislating for the interests of all
the people of the state, and I shau continue
to hold these views, but at no time will I be
ready to barter my birthright fora mess of
potiaze.

I was surprised when a member of the
Hennepin delegation came to me this morn-
ing witn a ca!l for a caucus prepared and
signed Ly the other three candidates.

1 told him frankly that I bad been atall
times ready to confer with the other candi-
dfites and come 1o somo agreement with
them, but that I was not ready to walk intoa
trap.

It looked like a scheme, I said, aud showed
the existence of a slate, with siated candi-
dates for temrporary chairman and all other
officers of the caucus. Knowing the source
from which this call came, I had reason to be
wary. I might go into this caucus, be counted
out by the slate, from the decision of which
there is no appeal and no redress.

T'he interests of the people I represent
forced me to refuse to sign that call at the
present time,

1 do not believe Messrs. Boggs and Turrell
are conuected with any slate.

I am ready at the proper time to confer
with the various cnn‘]liduu's for speaker, rel-
ative to a cancus, but I believe this matter
should be left wholly to the members, and
not aictated by outsiae political influences
nor by the Hennepin delegation.

The reader will be able to satisfy him-
self whether or not Mr, Greer said any-
thing about Hennepin’s “solid twelve™
wanting the earth,

An attempt is also made by the St.
Paul Dispatch and the Journal to show
that Ramsey county stands with Hen-
nepin.

T'his is true, but as there are but three
Republican members from this county,
it makes httle difference where they
stand, and, besides. while Mr. Greer at-
tacked no delegation but the one from
Hennepin, there is a different reason
for the Ramsey members declaring for
Lee. They are drawn to Lee by the
same influence that bas brought post-
mastegs and federal officials from all
quarters of the state into the lobby of
the Merchants’. But more of this later.

The Heunepin Republican members
of the house commenced their task of
“throwing sand in the eyes” of the
members tfrom the raral districts yester-
doy in alively and somewhat desperate
manner. Butthey fook an absurd way
of doing it. While Mr. Wyman was
claiming at one time that the *solid
twelve”” would divide their votes, at an-
other time he was calling on Messrs.
Boggs, Torrell and Greer, and protest-
ing that Hennepin felt all right toward
them.

*After fixing up a job to do up all the
candidates except Mr. l.ee, and to rob
the country of all influence in the house,
it is indeed gratifying to know that the
Hennepin men feel kindly toward us,”
remarked one of the candidates grimly
last evening.

On a New Tack,

The strong protest from the members
from various parts of the state against
Hennepin domination in the house has
scared tha *'solid twelve” half to death
—s0 badly indeed that the man with the
sgreen hair’”? and the man who wrote
letters “‘for the delegation” kept out of
sight yesterdav. But it has also forced
the adoption of anew scheme which is
go transparent thacit will not dim the
vision of any of the members or candi-
dates. Last evening Mr. Turrell was
taken in hand and assured that he
would get some votes from the Henne-
pin meh. Mr. Boggs and Mr. Turrell
will be promised the same thing,

But these promises will deceive no
one.

And simply because the second choice

of the “solid twelve” will be William E.
Lee and the second choice ballots are
the ones that count.
" After filling the columns of the Minne-
apolis papers for more thana mouth
with stories regarding the delezation
and announecing that Mr. Lee would be
the choice of the members for speaker
because Mr. Greer was not a friend of
Minneapolis, but stood for the country,
the attempted change of front of the
Minneapolis men yesterday was pecu-
liarly ridiculous.

As stated by the GLOBE yesterday,
the contest has become reduced to a
very simple proposition.

NO CALL FOR A CAUCUS.

Like Drowning Men the Minneap-
olis Crowd Catch at Straws.

There is no call for a Republican
caucus of the members of the house to-
morrow evening in existence. Whether
there will be one, signed by all of the
candidates, will be settled at11 o’clock
tomorrow, when all four of the candi-
dates will meet in Mr. Boggs’ head-
quarters.

‘This was settled at a meeting of the
four candidates yesterday forenoon in
the rooms of Mr. Bozgs. Nothing was
said regarding the details, and only the
hour for meeting set. It is hard for
men who have been sat down upon very
roughly to go home and confess their
discomfiture. Thns was shown in a
marked manner by the great big dozen
Republican members from Minneapolis,
who came down to St. Paul Friday
morning owning the earth in their own
estimation, and who returned home that
‘evening feeling that there were no
members from the backwoods s¢ meek
and lowly as to do them reverence.

ALL AFTER JOBS.

A Horde of Would-Be Doorkeep-
ers and Clerks on Hand.

The contest over the organization of
the house grew much hotter yesterday,
although there were few, if any more
of the members in the city. The candi-
dates for speaker did a great deal
of hard work in their rooms,
apd all professed to be greatly
encouraged by the day’s work. The
Lee men received the greatest number
of recruits in the way of workers, and
his lobby is the strongest on hand. The
number of candidates for the minor of-
fices increase daily and at the present
time there is hardly a worn out and dis-
credited politician from any part of the
state who is not a candidate for door-
keeper, sergeant-at-arms or something
of the sort.

Men who can neither read nor write
want to be eungrossing clerks, and
**busted’ statesinen, who are usuaily so
drunk that they could not tell whether a
door was open or shut, are candidates
for doorkeeper. These men thrust
themselves upon the candidates for
speaker at all times and under all ecir-
cumstauces, and are voted the greatest
nuisances to be found. More than
seventy-five per cent of the men
in the lobby of the Merchants’
yesterday were of this class. Many of
them have held positions around the
legislature for yecars previous to the
sessicn of two years ago and are bar-
nacles of the worst class. The change
in control two years ago brought some
live young men to the frout, aud if the
Republican members would follow the
example and rid themselves of these
ancient pap-suckers, the service would
Le improved and the business of legis-
lating expedited.

Give the young men a chance and
fire the busted and ancient bummers.

LIFE WAS A BURDEN.

Strange Story of a Woman’s Love
§for Another Brought Outby an
Attempted Suicide.

They Quarreled, and Failing to
Accomplish a Reconciliation
One Shot Herselfl

of one woman’s love for another came
to light this morning, when Mrs. Etta
Harrington, a handsome woman of
thirty-two years, tried to kill herself at
her home, 18 One Hundred and Thirty-
fitth street, this eity. She shot herseif
in the left Lreast, and is now in the
Harlem hospital dying. Her father is
John Haynes, president of the National
and Mutual Insurance company, of
Yonkers, N. Y., and her husband, with

wlhom - she has not lived for several

years, Frank . Harrington, of Louls-
ville, u traveling salesman. The cause
ot the separation of the couple, as told
by Mr. Haynes, may be laid at the door
of Miss Sadie Carson, a member of the
Harlem Young Woman’s Christian as-
sociation. She is about thirty years old
and quite comely.

Mr. Haynes said that about ten years
azo his daughter became acquainted
with her husband, and about five years
ago they were married. A year after
their marriage Miss Carson met his
daughter, and they became fast friends.
Miss Carson then took up her home
with the Harringtons. Mr. Harrington
soon began to realize that Miss Carson
exercised a wonderful influence over
his wite, and demanded that she be
sent away, but his wife would not have
it. For two years matters ran along in
this way, Mr. Harrington being away
from home most of the time. On re-
turning home from a trip about two
years ago he made a final demand that
the woman should leave his home, and
on the refusal of his wife to send her
away they separated.

‘The home was broken up and Miss
Carson and Mrs. Harrington began
housekeeping together. For a year, Mr.
Haynes says, his daughter was power-
less in the hands of the Carson woman.
All the money he gave her went for
presents, he says, to the object of her
infatuation. Finally, about last July,
the two quarreled, and Mrs. Harrington
returned to the home of her parents,
She was low spirited and melancholy.
After a short stay at bonie, she tried to
make up with Miss Carson, but the lat-
ter would nave nothing to do with her.
Christmas day Mrs. Harrington sent
Miss Carson a gold wateh, but received
no ' acknowledgment of the present.
She again became melancholy, and last
evening told her father she was going
to kill the woman. She went to the
Young Woman’s Christian association
rooms last evening, apparently resolved
to carry out her threat. She returned
home early, however. much dejected,
and shortly after midnight fired the
shot that may end her own existence.

TASCOTTS ARE THICK.

One Man Says He Is Tryinz to Kill
Himself With Alaska
Booze,

While Another Has Him Securely
Locked Up in the Denver
Jail,

SPOKANE, Dee. 31.—The latest Tas
cott developments are at band here.
Jules Beauvais, a well known and re-
liable mining man, is down from the
Sloeum country, where he is developing
some fine property. Last summer he
was prospecting in Alaska, and states,
with every indication of truthfulness,
that in Sitka, Juneau and other places
he saw and conversed with William B.
Tascott, who is accused of the murder
of Snell, the Chicago millionaire.

] knew him in Chicago,” said Mr.
Beauvais. **and cannot possibly be mis-
taken. He has changed very little in
appearance, only he is slightly more
ruzged and shows signs of dissipation.”

Mr. Beauvais said further that Tas-
cott has Dbeen in Alaska all the time
since the murder, and makes. no pre-
tense of concealing his idéntity. He
has made a little money at times, pros-
pecting and dabbling in mining -prov-
erties, but during the past summer he
has been hard up and drinking heavily,
Mr. Beatvais giving him money on sev-
eral occasions. Tascott told him that the
mystery of the murder would one day
be cleared up, when he would have
plenty of mouney. He dislikes to talk
about the muarder, but when questioned
on the subject, answers wiihouat hesita-
tion, but . quickly changes the drift of
conversation into other channels.

The theory prevailing in Alaska is
that Tascott did not kill Snell, but that
the murder -was perpetrated by some
one of wealth and influence, and he
having been of a romantic and adven-
turous disposition aceepted a bribe to
take upen his own shoulders the odium
of another’s crimes ;

Sae
tolli, relating to the impressions pro-
duced in the [Jnited States by the con-
ference of the archbishops at New-York,
The Vatican is much surprised at the
opposition which begins to be manifest
against the results of the conference
and the proposals of Satolli. It is af-
firmed that the pope and Cardiuals Ram-
poli and Lederchowki have expressed
their discontent in the matter, and that
the pope will shortly take 1important ac-
tion concerning the agitation in Amer-
ica with a view to ending the divisions
which exist in the chureh.

The reconciliation of Archbishop
Corrigan with Father MeGlynn pro-
duced the happiest impression here.
Sinece 1839 high personages in Rome and
Awerica have tried to assist in this
reconeiliation. Last year the friends of
Father MeGlynn openea, and continued
for some time, pour-polers with Rome,
aiming at this result. Father MeGlynn

stated that he was ready to come to
Rome to ask reconciliation witlh the
pove, if nis  excommunication was
raised and his dignity as a priest re-
stored. Last spring the propaganda
deputed a minister in confidence to
negotiate with Father McGlynn.
