Thflnew city council was organized
yesterday afternoon. The old one died
at precisely '2:53 o'clock. Its spasms
were heard during the entire day, but
wiien the Baal struggle came life be-
came extinct without much r.clo. The
new mayor, William Henry Eustis,

was duly installed in office, and the re-
tiriUK executive, J. U. Winston, wished
good-bye. The Republican aldermen
held a meeting in the forenoon and de-
ciued upon a slate, but there proved to
be tiaitois in camp and the slate did
not so through, though the majority of
offices were secured by the makers.
Messrs. Skong and Miner were the jj«mi-

tieinen who bolted the ticket and there-
by made the Democrats very happy.
The meeting was called for 2 o'clock,
hut lonir before that hour the city
hall was crowded from roof to garret.
The council chamber was filled to over-
flowitig,and it was almost impossible to
effect an entrance. There was consid-
erable cheering throughout, and the
sharp clacking of the gavel had no ef-
fect. The audience would show its
approval, gavel or do gavtl. When
Mayor Eustis announced his appoint-
ment of ex-Aid. Vernon N. Smith as
superintendent of police and asked the
council to affirm it. the uproar was
tremendous. VVlieiithe Democrats won
the signal victory, by securing the ap-
pointment of F. VV. Cappelen as city
engineer and thereby smashing the
slate, the stamping and clapping of
hands was terrific enough to wake the
dead in Lakewood. Takintr itall thrnuirh,
the Democrats are more than satislied
with tiie result of the organization, for
they received more than they expected.
They were only twelve to the Republic-
ans 14. They had the advantage, how-
ever, of being organized, and as a unit
they succeeded in routine the disorgan-
ized and squabbling Republicans.

The old council was called to order by
President Potter a few moments after 2
o'clock, and what little business came
from tiie last meeting was transacted in

short order. The mayor submitted his
veto of tiie resolution setting aside
(3,500 from the contingent fund for the
(Trading of Cedar avenue, from Thirty-
Highth to Fifty-fourth streets; also nis
acceptance ot the street railway trans-
fer ordinance, and his veto of that por-
tion of Itarranging for the company's
occupancy ot certain ground near the
city hall for a transfer station. Presi-
dent Potter then thanked the members
of the council for the kindness they had
shown toward him dtni:igthe years he
hail been with them as a colleague.
and retired from the chair he had occu-
pied for twoyears. City Clerk liauey was
then appointed temporary chairman ami
Aid. Woodward, McGuire, SiiyuVr a,ul
Schwartz, as tellers. Tne fun tinn ve-
gan. Aid. Bra/.ie was elected pitside lit
ot the new council by a vote of 14 to 12,

the lauer number Ueiin; received by
Aid. Kiichli, which was the whole
strength of nis party. Aid. Kiichli and
Bradish escorted the new president to
his seat of honor, and a short speech
lollowed in winch the new council
executive declared himself a<< being the
exponent of all fairness, and assuring

the honorable body he would practioe
what lie preached. There being no
clerk for Ihe newly organized body it
was decided to elect one before going
any further with the proceedings. The
onlycandidate in the field was the pres-
ent' incumbent, Charles F. liauey, and
the aldermen showed their appreciation
of his services in the past by electing
him unanimously, lie received every
one of the twenty-six votes.

The Two mayors
Messrs. BratlUli, Harvey, Haylies and

Rand were appointed to act as a com-
mittee and escort the retiring mayor
and the newly elected one to the cham-
ber. The two gentlemen were loudly
applauded when they took their seats
on the president's platform. Mayor
Winston was handed a handsome
buiiuet of red roses and violets, bearing

a card with the inscription, "From an
Admiring Friend," when he arose to de-
liver his farewell address. The llowers
certainly did not indicate departing
glory. Mr. Winston's address was a
longthough interesting document, con-
taining a great deal of information valu-
able and entertaining. A synopsis is
givi-n below:

Gentlemen-— ln assuming the duties of
mayor two years ago. with a teeliug of dilli-
denee and an unselfish ambition to promote

the highest interests of ihe municipality, ex-
pecting to bo in harmony with till honest ef-
torts to secure economy, to encourage all
needed public improvements, to co-operate
with all useful energy and enterprise, ami
invitingproper criticism of official acts and
the support of allinterested in the govern-

ment, prosperity and good name of Hie city,
Ih;:d i.utone promise to make: "A'strictly
business administration, in which the city
shall Lc regarded not as a politicalbody, but
as a corporation whose affairs are to be man-
aged onbusiness principles and in a business
way."
'ihe time has now come when that nd-

ministration must bo judged by. acts— by
what ii has done or lm-. failed to do—and
again expecting and invitingproper criti-
cism, Iam here to render an account of my
stewardship. In 60 doing, while shrinking
I'uim noproper degree of responsibility foe
whatever may be censurable and for which I
may be chargeable, let me at the outset dis-
claim any Intention to appropriate the whole
or any considerable part of mc credit due
for whatever good may have been accom-
plish? !, and cheerfully acknowledge that
while at times differences of opinion have
amen between the mayor and cue citycoun-
cilor other officials relative to the conduct of
public affairs, or the expediency of proposed
in asuies, all have contributed toward the
redemption of the promises made by the
mayor in his inaugural address, and in ad-

"economical management of its business."

The Various Department*.
The department of correciions and chari-

ties commenced operations in .inly, ISM.
pursuant to the act ot the last legislature
providing tberefor, and the transfer of Ihe
management of affairs pertaluing to the re-
lief of me poor, erne of the sick and deten-
tion of petty offenders was mmb with but

little friction, largely owing to the watchful-
ness and efficiency of Secretary Synder. then
and now superintendent of the*poor. The
disbur>enients, which include items already
given and which were expended daring the
first six months of the year 1891, aggregate
g:15,.ri85.17, of which amount $2tt.tiaS.yi> was
on the city hospital account. 54;i,077.(i4 on nc-
cuuut of relief of poor and Kick,and the bal-
ance (S!."),B)H..')S) tor workhouse, in each case
Including salaries and expenses, and in each
case economically and judiciouslyexpended.

While the city hospital, under "the charge
of Dr.Chase, has been well managed, the
building itself is unfit for such use. and re-
ilects discredit on our humanity. Although
the board has but (15.000 for buildiii',' pur-
poses, it should at once secure a site and
commence the erection ofa suitable hospital
in the confident expectation that niladdi-
tional funds needed therefor willbe prompt-
ly provided.

While the general legal husiness has in-
creased with the growth of the city, litigated
cases have not. The reports of the city at-
torney show 101 civilactions against the city
during the two years, including 31 previously
commenced: 7ti cases were disposed of. Bo
belug settled out of court or dismissed by
plaintiffs before trial.

These figures, a successful m&iingementof
the legal business of the city and the man-
agement thereof, and the results in personal
injury cases, show that the cityhas observed
a reasonable degree of care to avoid acci-
dents. Caution should be constantly exer-
cised in the manner of doing public work
mid in the care of streets and sidewalks, to
the end that the chances for injurybe re-
duced 10 the minimum and the interests of
the ciiy and its citizens alike be protected.
]t is proper to state here that tho city has
avoided business difficulties and controver-
sies mid that the city attorney has aided
(Herein. In the matterof bridging the tracks
of the Cireat Northern railway, after negota-
tions covering some six months, the city
council passed an ordinance in May last
which was duly approved and which will
eventually do away with every grade crossing
over the Great Northern rightof way on the
east Bide ot the river. The work is now in
progress for the construction of twelve
bridges by the railway company over streets
that were used whan the railway was built,
and additional bridges are to be constructed
by the city,as its •necessities may demand.
No more valuable public improvement can
be made than in dispensing with the erade
Crosbiug ofrailways, every one of which it a
menace to human life. The work should go
on until no Krnde crossing shall be found in
the city: as the city grows it willbecome
harder to change existing conditions, and it
will be easier to arrange the matter at an
early date than in the not far distant future.

I»l§sosllaiicou« Matters.

The annual reports of the police depart-
ment indicate that its work has been well
done.

The arrests numbered 11,022; the fines col-
lected in the municipal court amounted to
g38.a09.10: the proi erty reclaimed was valued
at 5178,359. The reputation of our fire de-
Dartment is too well established to call for
extended uolice. We have been particularly
fortunate, not onlyinhaying a succession of
able and experienced chiefs, but in having a
force of capable men. The work of the de-
partment has been well done, even though
lli2lire loss has been a trifle over $I.s'J>,Col>,
over two-thirds of which' were caused by
tires in 18U1. The manual force has been in-
creased to the extent of forty, and now num-
bers'.'(id. The apparatus is inlirst-cluss order
and COllSideranle additions have been made
thereto. Of the total amount expended during
the two years, nearly four-lifths, or St">l,-
--747.56, was for salaries of officers nnd men.
Inno city in the United States are the water
works managed onbetter business principles,
find in few. ifany. are the people supplied
with water on moie favorable terms. Tlijre-
ceipts for water rents for two years were
Sl(2,os:i.:Jr, and the operating expenses, not
includiiiß cost of laying new mains, etc.,

Slßl.l9ii.oU. In other words, the receipts have
exceeded expenses over $93;0JU a year, being
nearly double the amount required 10 pay in-
terest onall bonds issued in connection with
our water-supply, aud this notwithstanding
ihe fact that no charge is made for the im-
mense BUDply furnished for street sprintlin^,
public buildings and lire service. (Jompar-
atively few have yet discovered the saving in
cost to be made in water meters, only V.'iU
bein? in use. The total amount of water
pumped wns 0,00"i,0jO.OO0 gallons, or over
IL'.OOO.nOO gallons per day.'

Our energetic building inspector reports
$10,225,8«4 expended in the construction and
repair of buildings inIMUand IBICJ, and adds
ihni the outlook for 1893 is quitsflattering.
The report of our commissioner of health
shows ihat the sanitary interests of the city
have been well cared for. and it is v source
of gratification that our city >s at least as well
prepared as any other to receive a visit from
the terrible cholera scourge whiciihas been
creating so Great a panic in foreign lands
and on the eastern shores of our own coun-
try. While in some Instances Ihave quoted
salient features from the annual reports of
the oiliccrs of the city.1have made no at-
tempt to give even a synopsis of sum re-
ports. Which deserve, and inmany cases will
require, your careful perusal. Especially is
this the "case with ihe able report of Comp-
troller Armstrong, ihe chief accounting

yesterday, has been wisely, economically
and honestly administered is demonstrated
not only in the magnificent showing
which the able report of our mayor has
made, together with those made by the heads
of the various departments under him, bn(
tli.iproof isan open book to every citizen,
and every stranger who walks or rides
through our thoroughfares or parkways. (Jur

city fathers have always had a patriotic pride
In"this city of destiny."

Cheerfully have our people borne the heat
and burdenof laxation incident to this phe-
nomenal growth and condition. It should,
therefore, be our pleasure, as it is our duty,
to lighten this burden wherever it can be
done, and not interfere with ihe present or
retard our future, growth, lvmy judgment
the council should carefully scrutinize every
proposed extension of sewers, wnter mains,
pavements or curb aud gutter, as well as side-
walks in the outlying portions of the
city. These special assessments bear
heavily, iv many instances on un-
improved and unplatted property lying to-
wards the outskirts of the city. \V*nen unim-
proved real estate is active it does not feel
taxation as itdoes when for a period of years
ithas beeu quiet. 'Jhe geuerul taxation on
this class of uuproductive property, rapidly
increasing in assessed valuation, is burden-
some, but when we add to it unnecessary
special assessments, it works a hardship.
While our re.il estate is ina healthy condi-
tion and shows a decided upward tendency,
itdoes not occupy the crest of prosperity
like nearly every other line of trade in the
city. Patiently does this industry bear the
great bulK of nilour taxation.
It it shall be in your power in some sub-

stantial manner to reduce the rate of taxa-
tion, it willaccelerate, ina marked manner,

the return of former activity iv these circles.
This interest is commended to your careful
and conscientious consideration, because it
pays more than niue-senths of all our taxes,

and revived activity would greatly enhance
our general growth and prosperity.

Policemen and Firemen
While the city council has more authority,

ami, therefore, mure responsibility ibaii ihe
mayor in the administration of affairs, so far
us Uiey relate to public improvements, the
tire aiid oilier departments, there is one
brunch of the public service the authority
uiid responsibility of which is largely as-
signed by the charier to ihe mayor. J his is
the police department, 'i'he reason fur the
existence of such a department should form
the core of its policy. In this city the chat-
tor limits the force to Si.!."), and ihe city coun-
cil appropriates annually for its support ud-
wurd of s.'aO.OUU. This force constitutes the
standing army of the community. Its num-
bers bcinj;limited, its efficiency iv n large
measure depends upon the discipline of the
whole force, the physical strength uncl char-
acter of e>icn individual member. The
duties of ihe patrolmen are onerous and se-
vere, but these duties arc necessary lor the
proper protection and lives of our citizens,
and btrangera who visit our cay by day and
by night,and itis for the efficient discharge
of these duties that Ihe city puys
this large sum, it is in ihe nature of an
insurance. Hence to put upon the force
men who cannot perform their whole duty,
is in v measure to rob the eily of so milcD
protection. Two hundred nud twenty-five
üble-bodied men, constantly on the alert,
keen ivthe discharge of their duties, nni-
muled by a single purpose, ought lo make
this city an uncomfortable resort for those
seeking to harm, ivperson mid property, our
people.

Whatever baa been snid of the police ap-
plies, with added force, to the firedepart-
ment, and 1have no doubt that this honor-
able council will see that that department is
ni'ilntaincd'tit ihe highest possible human
efficiency. Inneither of these departments,
shouid there be a place for any man except
that lie i.- first able lo purtorm all its duties.
While the two departments of which 1have
spoken are sacred trusts, the one confided
more particularly to the charge of the coun-
cil. Hie other ipthe executive, yet a similar
mtsettishi patriotic and business-like spirit
should, ina large measure, animate all our
oflicial acts.

A Few StiyrscestlonH.
Permit what seem tome two practical su<:-

prestions: Modern thought on the proper
functions of a city is tending to the conclu-
sion that itis bolh wise and profitable for a
municipality to i!oits own lightine. We are
now Rpendlng annually about gifO.OOO for
lighting our streets. This amount will in
future necessarily increjiso. Our city should
be well lighted as well as well watered. Itis
not many years bldco it was a common oc-
currence forindividuals toown mid control
municipal water supplies. Our experience
bos demonstrated its wisdi tv, both as to
utilitynnd profit. 1 think like results will
follow similar experiences with lighting.

Today we enter upon n lighting contract
hk-li runs for five years. This contract

shonliljiecarried out in fjoodfuith. In the
meantime we should carefully examine into
the expediency and feasibility of the city
attempting this new departure, so that if
it is thought best, the city vyill be In
a position, at the end of that. time, to
do this work economically and well. To this
end ncommittee of citizen", best qualified by
experience to serve, without compensation.
should be Appointed, authorized to make a
most thorough and exhaustive examination
of tlie question, and report the results, with
Mi-.'Kestions, to the council, at the end of one
or two years. Then, iton such examination
mid report itshould be deemed by the coun-
cil teasibie and expedient, ample time will
still be left for the wise arrangement of the
system and economical construction of Ihe
plant. Iffound otherwise no harm willhave
been done and no expense incurred.

The other suggestion refers to the smoke
nuisance ivthe center of our city. Among
our streets, Nicollet avenue is our pride, yet
Iherc are days, when the atmospheric con-
ditions are favorable, that vast volumes of
dense black smoke tiilthe avenue from Sixth
to Washington, literally converting day into
night,and necessarily injuring great quanti-
ties of Roods iiithe various retail stores that
line the avenue. The time has come when
this can be abated without a hardship on
any one. Smokeless furnaces hove passed the
experimental stage. They can beexamined in
tiiu New \ork Life buildjug in this ciiy,
where cheap soft coal is burned, and the re-
sults are all that can be rie-ired. 1have
faith iobelieve that ifthis comic.1 shall ap-
point a committee to examine the matter.and
call the attention of the property owners
whose chimneys belch forth this heavy black
smoke Into the very heart of our city to this
evil, and shew them the simple and inex-
pensive remedy, that they will quickly,as a
matter ofpatriotic pride, correct the "same.
Such action would n t only bo profitable to
them, but add materially io the ciemliuess
of that portion of our ciiy. Itis dillicult for
me toscpHnuo the responsibility of the coun-
cil from that of ills mayor. "The council
mu9t snare In the success or failure of the
administration. In order that our p3op!e
may attend to their private affairs iv
pence and security, thav have com-
mitted their muncipal affairs to our
keeping, reserving the right to criti-
cise or approve, as iv their judgment we
prove faithful or false to the trust they huvfi
assigned to us. The prosperity of the city
as a whole is a fleeted In no small measure by
the economy, the integrity and the wisdom
with which her penmiuuut improvements
are planned and executed, her current ex-
penses applied, and her finances guarded.
.Appreciating the honor which our fellow
citizens have conferred upon us, may we as
faithful puUic servants forget- party lines
and work together tor the continued pros-
perity and renown of the city of Minueapo
fis.

When the council had gotten thus far

a squabble ensued over adjournment,
several of the aldermen desirinir to post-
pone the election of the street commis-
sioners until a future meeting. Several
motions were made to adjourn, but they
miscarried, the Democrats carrying tho
day and their object. Itwas decided to
hold the next meeting Monday niicut,
Jan. 9. On motion of Aid. Lackey, it
was also decided to hold the council
meetings on the first and last Monday
nights of i-adi month. The light over
the street commissioners was interest-
ing and warm. The Democrats came
out away ahead, and certain of the Re-
publicans went away from the meeting
feeling sore at themselves and the
world in general. The Republicans re-
taliated on both Skoog and Miner by
defeating their candidates. Skooz nom-
inated P. J. Edquist for commissioner
of the Eleventh ward, and Aid. Lackey
nominated Charles J. Keller. The latter
was elected by a vote of 16 to 10, the
majority of the sixteen ballots being
cast by Republicans. Miner was downed
in the same manner, lie nominated
Gilbert Whittier for commissioner of
the Eighth ward, and in doing so made
an impassioned speech in which he
stated that he represented the better
element of the ward, all of whom were
desirous that anybody but his old en-
emy, J. JS. Tripp, should be appointed.
He was elected, he said, on an auti-
Tripp platform, and he hoped the coun-
cil wouldact as fair with him as he had
with the council. Tripp,he insinuated,
had squandered ward money for politi-
cal purposes, and he certainly was not
the man to be put in again as street
coiiimissioner.

Aid. Flanders responded by nominat-
ingTripp and Baying a few words in his
behalf, iio need not have .said a word,
iiowevcr, for the Republicans, burning
With recent defeats, which they laid nt
the doors of Miner and Skoog, had their
minds fullymade up to vote for Beelze-
bub rather than a saint, if the latter
were propjsed by Miner. When the
vote was counted Tripp was elected by
16 to 10.
