GERMANY AND FRANCE.

European polities has temporarily re-
solved itselt into a school for seandals.
The Panama disclosures in France are
rivaled by the Guelph fund rottenness
in Germany. Naturally the, enemies of
the existing forms of government
in these (wo countries are mak-
ing the wost of their opportuni-
ties to discredit those governments
in the cyves of the people. **Mud-sling-
ing” has become the order of the day,
and 1o name is so great as to grant its
pwner unmunity. It Hitle eoncerns the
gocinlistic agitators in Germany or the
anti-republican agitators in  France
that the mud is being splashed over the
innccent as well as the guilty among
their opponents. The more and the
greater the names that are besmirched,
the merrvier wax the agitators. It is
their deliberate purpose to throw disre-
pute upon every one and everything
connected with the powers that be.
This is unfortunate; it will so confuse
and cominingle the innocent and the
guilty that many of the former will suffer
and many of the latter will fail to get
their tull deserts.

A curious feature ef these disturb-
ances in Germany and in France is the
revelation of popular discontent in each
country under governments that are
precisely antithetie.  Apparently, if
France could exchange her republican-
fsm for Germany’s royalism, and vice
versa, tiey wonld be reciprocally and
mutually satisfied that the other had
gotten the worst of the trade. As a
matter of fact, however, neither would
be benefited in the items of allaying
discontent and suppressing agitators.
"The fault is in restless human nature, a
part of which continually clamors for
novas res—for a change irom the exist-
ing order, unless—as is the case in this
country—that order be so firmly es-
tablished as tommake opposition fruitless

and bootless.

GOVIIRNMENT BY AVERAGE.

People with large bumps of ideality are
constantly shocked us they look over our
congresses and legislatures, our councils
and other ofiices, and find that the best
and fittest men in the community very
rarely occupy seats in them. They have
formed their conceptions of how selee-
tions are made in democracies on the
ideal plan of people gathering in de-
liberative assemblies and wisely, care-
fullv choosing from among their number
the wisest and fittest to fill the par-
ticular place under consideration. This
Is the theory., Occasionally bodies of
citizens, dissatisfied with the frequent
departure from theory, take on them-
selves the task of making this choice
In the ideal way, and, as citizens’ com-
mittees, or by some other title, really do
deliberate ana seleet wisely, usually
only to find their recommendations re-
Jeeted in favor of the fellows who know
how and hustle,

Lut, incyitably, government in a re-

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pubiic is one of averages. Average men
form the selecting bodies. These bodies
are always a fair average of the com-
munity they represent. As surely as
water cannot rise above its source and
must seek its level, so'a body of average
men will choose an_ average man for
place. There are men the superiors in
fitmess for the place to th2 one chosen.,
but there are atso more his equals orin-
feriors. * It it might have been better, it
might also have been wuch worse. So
let us accept the inevitable philosophi-
cally. There is no need to despair of
the republic. The average gets steadily
higher, because the process is a con-
stantly educative onc.

THE TWENTY - KIGHTH SES-
SION.

The lobby of the Merchants' warns us
Jthat another legislature, the twenty-
eighth since the state dropped its ter-
ritorial swaddling elothes and put on
the top boots and pantaloons of ineip-
ient statehood, is upon us with allits
uncertainties, its possibilities for good.
its probabilities of ill. The corridors of
the old Mecea of politicians are filled
with the usual throng. There is the
anxious and ambitious fellow from
Wayback, who carried his preeinct for
Joxus for the legislature, and who
wauts a clerkship and will take up with
a job in the cloak room rather than not
have aunything. There are lots of him,
and he is easily distinguishable in the
crowd. The presence of the profes
sional lobbyist ou the ground shows
that this shrewd observer of men is not
of the opinion that the dear people have
sent impeccable men to make and un-
make laws for them, and he saunters
avout, forming the acquaintance of the
new members and quietly sizing them
up. lle will have them all classified 1n
a day or two as “on il” or not, with a
very close guess as to the figure at
which they value themselves. There
will not be more than a quarter of the
members listed on his books, but that
will be enough for his purposes.

Then there are the members who
want chairmanships of the committees.
Some of them want one only that they
can reward some faithful worker with a
sinecure clerikship. Others want one
for the honor there may be in it—a sort
of stepping stone to future position.
Some,who figure in the lobbyist’s books,
want one for what there is in it. Chair-
men of important committees have been
known to quietly pocket bills curtailing
the opportunities for profit of sundry*
interests, or have refused to call their
committees together to consider them,
or have reported bills back favorably or
the contrary, without consulting their
committees, These men are all guessing
very hard as to who will be the success-
ful candidate for speaker,so that they can
throw their strength to him in exchange
for the chairmanship they want. This
is a very delicate job, for a mistake in
tying to the defeated candidate—failure
to “*pick a winner” —means a back and
Ignoble seat during the session.

The member is also there who comes
up with a scheme or two in his head for
the veal betterment of things so far as
mere law can do it.  You can pick him
out at a glance. He has a thoughtful
face:; a far-away look in his eye; takes
no interest in the struggle for place
which men ecall “organizations”’ looks
infinitely bored when the candidate for
flag-raiser or third assistant sergeant-
at-arms importunes bis vote. In ninety
days he will be the most disappointed
man in the lot, but he will be a great
deal wiser than he is today. In the
glimwer of the dawn of the last day of
the session, just before the final ad-
journment, he will find the measure he
has worked for all winter objected to as
a general bill, and see it g£o down into
the cierk’s basket to give right of way
to some bill with a job in if,

THE SAME OLD STORY.

The story that comes over ‘the wire
from Denver is but a repetition on
siightly different lines of a story that is
old and frequent and shameful. Placer
gold is found in rich deposits in the val-
ley of the San Juan river in the Navajo
reservation, negotiations for the vaca-
tion of whieh had been completed, but
1o proclamation made throwing it open
to scttlement.  While the impatient
prospeciors are waiting for . permission
to enter and reap the goldenh harvest, a
company sends on machinery, men enter
and stake out the claims, and the pros-
pectors learn that  the reservation had
been thrown open some time before, but
quietly, The *company” obtained pos-
session of this information to the exclu-
sion of the public, and the rage of the
waiting prospectors. The name ¢t the
secretary of war is associated with that
of the favored company.

The story may be true or not. It is
probable. Secretary EukiNs may be
connected with the “sooners” or not.
There is enough in his former exploits
in this region to make it probable that

he is. Such things have been done be-
fore. The would-be settlers on the can-
celed railroad grants in  Wisconsin

found that Senator SPOONER had pre-
served the benefits of the lands to his
companies by an apparently innocent
proviso exempting bona fide purchasers.
Lumbermen had “in  good faith”
“hought” the land in the interim be-
tween the probable and the actual pas-
sage of the bill. We had in our Mille
[.acs reservation a similar case of a
quiet throwing open of thé surrendered
lands and a speedy withdrawal, but not
so speedy but that favored parties had
entered the choice pine tracts. No,
there is nothing improbable in the
story. Paternalism in government
malkes just such deals possible and prob-

able, .

WHEAT AND PENSIONS,

The St. Louis Republic puts the case
in a way to be understood and appreci-
ated in Minnesota when it says: *The
entire wheat crop would not pay the
expense of government for a single
year; and of this enormous expense
nearly half is for pensions.”

This brings the farmers of Minnesota
and the Norithwest into a clearer view
of the situation than they had yetv had.

For every bushel of wheat which the
farmer sells an equal sum goes into the
national treasury to pay the expenses
of government.

For every bushel of wheat which the
farmer sells he and the other taxpayers
of the country pay into the national
treasury a sum equal to the price re-
ceived for this bushel of wheat.

And every timea farmer sells a bushel
of wheat he can reflect that he and the
other taxpayers of the country arve con-
tributing to keep up the pension lists a
sum equal to half the price received for
his and for every other bushel of wheat
grown in the country.

IS HUNTINGTON IN IT?

Report That the Californian Is

Durvuri, Minn., Jan. 2—R. S. Mun-
ger left this afternoon for New York to
be present at a meeting of the directors
of the Duluth & Winnipeg road, to be
held Thursday noon at the Astor house.

Hunting-
ton’s purchase of roads in this vicinity
is the means he has taken to revenge
himself upon Hill for the inroad the
Great Northerr magnate is preparing
to make into his Southern rival’s terri-
tory. The explanation has also been
made that Huntington is only acting as
agent in the matter, and that, while he
fizures as principal in the deal, he in-
tends to turn the roads over when the
purchase is made to some one else. 1f
true, it can only mean that Hunt-

ington is acting for and with the Cana-

dian Pacific, and that the Canadian road
is to retain possession of the South
Shore road and add Duluth & Winnipeg
to its American holdings.

Morgan, of the Laclede Gas company,
high in soctety, shot and badly wounded
his brother-in-law, Williamn Barrett, and
it cannot now be told whether he will
live or die. And now society is fur-
nished with the culimination of a scan-
dal which bhas been nearing the surface

parties concerned are among the most
prominent society people in the city.
Morgan is a son of a Judge Morgan, of
New York, who was United States min-
ister to Mexico under Garfield. Young
Morgan, after the close of Garfield’s
administration, ™ traveled about and
finally located in this eity. At that time
Col. W. P. Edgerton was a prominent
man in St. Louis, and his family moved
in the best circles of society. Morgan
became acquainted with Miss Moilie
Edgerton, and it was not long before
they were engaged.

Col. Edgerton soon after
removed to Kansas City, where he is
now a prominent street railway mag-
nate. The ycung couple have lived
most of the time in St. Louis, and have
had four children. of whom only one,
Gladys, is living.

TASCOTT NOT WANTID,

His Whereabouts Known by the
Detectives. |

CHI1cAGO, Jan. 2.—**Whether William |
B. Tascott I8 in Alaska or not, he did
not murder Millionaire A. J. Sneil. The |
man who miurdered Snell lives in Chi-
cagoand is well kuown. He does not|
want to have Tascott captured, and he |
is furnishing him money all the time to |
keep away from Chicago.”

So said Detective John Dier last night,
after bein% shown the dispatch from
Spokane, Wash., published yesterday,
to the eft’ect that Jules Beauvois, who
recently returned from Alaska, " de-
clared that in Sitka, Juneau and other
places he sow and conversed with Tas-
cott. Detective Dier passed more than
two years making investigations of the
mysterious robbery and assassination
and in searching for the murderer. He is
confident that Tascott was not the
slayer of Millionaire Snell, and is equal-
ly positive that the deed was committed
by a man still living in this city.

“Jules Beauvois knew Tascott in
Chicago, and should therefore be able
to recognize him in Alaska, altheygh
Tascott is much thinner-faced than he

was when the niurder was committed.”

“You have seen him, then, since the
murder of Snell?”

*I did not say so, did I1?” laughingly
replied Mr. Dier. " **I have kept pretty
clpse track of him, though, and he could
have been arrested a dozen times within
the last two years it anybody had want-
od him very bad. I have no further
interest in the Snell-Tascott case than
a desire to 5}'0 the right man brougnt to
justice for that murder. 1 worked two
years on the case, and spent $1,600 of
my own money in following up the
matter,  As a result L am enabled to
declare that 'Uascott never murdered
Suell, Tne man whe did the kill:
‘ing lives in Chicago, and has spent a
fortune keeping Tascott out ot the
Avay and in covering up his own traeks.
There were four men hmplieated in the
robbery and murder— the wmaw who did
the killing, two other men and ‘lascott.

‘Lascott was taken into the scheme un-

der the pretense that robbery alone was
gcontempleted. He was placed on wateh
qn the outside of the house, and the
other three men entered. After rifling
the safe of valuable papers they made a
noise which broughtold wan Suell into
the room, and this man, to whom 1
have alluded, killed him, At the sound
of the shots Tascott, according to his
own story aud from other evidence I
}mqe secured, ran awiy. He met a
policeman not far distant and inquired
1T the ofticer had heard any shooting in

the block, Tascott remained in town a

day or two and then went to St. Paul,
where he remained three weeks, during
which time he received by express a big
pack age of mouey with instructious to
leave the country.”

ANOIXHEIL STORY,

“Finest” Do Not Be-
lieve the First.

CHICAGO, Jan. 2.—The polize do not
believe the story telegraphed from the
Northwest that William "Tascott, the
supposed murderer of Millionaire
Sneil, is in Alaska. or the story
originating here that well known
Chicago men and not Tascott were the
murderers, The pursuit of young Tas-
cott has never been abandoned, and
Inspector Ross, who has had ehargdot
the case, today made public some of the
evidence in his possession on which he
Lases  his Dbelief that Tascott is
the murderer. In the oftice of
Custodian ot Police Proerty are
a small russet leather hand bag, a plain
gold ring with a ruby setting and a pile
of shirts and other clothing marked W.
P. 'L, . The .goods were recovered in a
St. Paul pawnshop a few months after
the murder was committed, and the po-
lice bLelieve themselves to have been
a few days behind the hunted man at
that time. The story related by In-

Chicago's

_spector Ross described an effort by the

poliea department to place Jenme Ciif-
ford, a woman with whom Tascott had
been intimately connected, on the secret
serviee pay roll in order that she
might follow the then newly developed
clew., The offer was refusad. Aec-
cor ling to the story told today,
‘T'ascott spent the early part of the
night before the Snell murder in the
Clifford woman’ house. He brought
with nim the haudbag now in the cus-
todian’s office, containing & pearl-
handled revolverand a number of drills.
During the night the «Clifford woman
examired the satchel, and, being. de-
tected in the work by Tascott, was
frigh‘en 'd into silence concerning its
contents. Shortly after midnight, the
story goes, Tascott left the Clifford
woman, taking with him the small
valise. Its contents were found the
next morning in the Snell house on
Washington Dboulevard. They were
identified by Tascott’s mistress. Sev-
eral weeks latter the police had
traced Taseoty to St. Panl, and found
titat he had dispostd of a satchel
some of lus ciothes and a few books at
apawn shop. They were fully identi-
fied by the Clifford woman as betonging
to the missing mwan. It has been
vouched on good authority by friends of
the missing wan that he was Killed by
emissaries of those interested in Snell’s
death. They aflirm that the route
mapped out by the police department
as that taken by Tascott 18 cor-
reet. They think, however, that the
fugitive never reached Winnipeg, al-
thiough that was his probable destina-
tion, They maintain that he was over-
taken and killed in the northwestern
part of Minnesota. His body, they
claim, is concealed somewhere in the
unsettled pare of the state, and they
blame his accomplices in Chicago ftor
his unexplicable disappearance,

MURDERED FORR MONEY,

An Old Man the Victim of Thugs.

BripcEPorT, Conn., Jan. 2. —James
Beardsley, a millionaire resident of this
city and the donor of one of its largest
publie parks, died at his home last night
as the result of injuries received in a
strugele with three masked burglars on
the night of Dec. 25. Mr. Beardsley
was seventy years of age. The robbery
was one of the boldest ever committed
in this section of the state. Early in
the evening three masked men entered
the house, which is situated in the
suburbs. They placed revolvers at the
head of the aged man and compelled him
to deliver up about 3100 in money and a
valuable gold wateh. A servant was then
eompelled to take one of the robbers
through the house while he selected
sueh articles as he cared to take away.
Mr. Beardsley was kept with a cocked
revolver at his head for half an hour
while the other robbers were ransack-
ing the place. When the intruders left
they threatened every member of the
ramily 1f they made an outery. Mr.
Beardsley has Dbeen prostrated ever
since, and steadily failed until death
came last night. The detectives are
working up a clue that they think will
lead to the detection of the thieves, who
are now wanted for murder as well as
robbery.

ENDED IN MURDER,

Blondy Ending of a Social Party.

CHICAGO, Jan, 2.—As the result of a
quarrel as to who should have the honor
of entertaining his two friends while
they were cclebrating the coming of the
new year, James Hickey lies dead in
the morgue and Neit Wallace and R, T.
Wheeler are locked up, charged with
murder. At an early hour yesterday
Hickey, together with two companions,
entered the Orient hotel and, going to
the bar room, started drinking. Finally
a dispute arose as to who should pay for
the drinks, and as the quarrel began to
assume a serious character, the bar-
tender, Wheeler, refused to serve them
any wore llquor. Hickey threatened to
whip him if not furnished with liquor,
whereupon Wheeler took a revolver and
fired at the men, Hickey retaliated by
throwing a cash register at Wheeler.
At this juncture Neil Wallace, son of
the proprietor of the hotel, entered the
saloon with a revolver and shot Hickey
fatally.

CRIMINAL OPERATION

Results in the Death of a Young
! Girl.
PHILADELPHIA, Jan. 2.—Miss Eliza-

beth E. Maxton, a handsome girl of

twenty-five years, of Germanton, died
at'the Pennsylvania hospital trom the
affects of a criiminal operation. She was
of a wealthy family and highly connect-
ed, Her death was an awful shock
to ber friends and relatives, for
until her death was announced her
condition was not known. Miss Maxton
came to this city about a week ago to
visit her married sister. After re-
maining with her a short time she
leit her sister’s home, saying she was
going to visit a echool friend in
another part of the city. The next
heard of Miss Maxton by her friends
she was in the agonies of death. In-
stead of going to see her ;school friend,
she went to the house of Dr.Masterfield,
where the operation was performed
resulting in a still-birth. After the
operation she atiempted to return to
her sister, but was too weak and had to
go back to bed, where she gave birth
to adead child. A message was seut
to her brother, who on arriviug
found her at the point of death, He had
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her brought to the Pennsylvalﬁal:hospi-
tal, where died in a short time. Dr.
Masterfield has been arrested.

Demolished the Lock-Up,.

BeruLruey, Pa, Jan. 2.—Last night
a young tough named Casey committed
an assault and battery on a lad named
Miller. Casey was held in $2,000 baii
for court and put in the loek-up.

SENSATIONAL QUARREL.

Ed Corrigan, the Turfm:n, On
His Muscle in Chi-
cago.

fle Practically Runs the Well
ington Hotel for a
Fime,

CHicAGo, Jan. 2. — A sensational
quarrel occurred this evening atthe
Weltlington hotel between Edward Cor-
rigan, the proprietor of the Hawthorne
race track, and A. S. Gage, of the
Wellington. Corrigan was ordered to
give up a room he had engaged and to
leave the hotel. e refused to do so,
and a hot quarrel ensued which nar-
rowly escaped ending 1n bloodshed.
Sunday a bell boy of the Wellingion
Lhotel was arrested for stealing articles
from the rooms of guests. He admitted
his guilt, and declared that betting on
horse races had become such a passion
with him that each weak he had lost all
his wages and had finally taken to
stealing in order to obtain money with
which to gamble at the Hawthorne
track. The Loy was a faithful employe
in all respects save his passion for
gambling and the thefts which were 1ts
consequence. Mr. Gage, on hearing the
boy’s story, roundly denounced tne men

who were not satisfied with having
horse raeces during a limited por-
tion of the year, but felt them-
selves called upon to hold races
during the winter. He said the
tracks were ruining hundreds of

young men and ought to be closed up.
These remarks of Mr. Gage were pub-
lished in the papers this morning and
had an irritating effect on Corrigan,
who frequented the cafe of the Welling-
ton and often remained at the hotel over
night or for several days at a time. At6
o'clock this evening Corrigan entered
the hotel to dine at the cafe, and, as he
desire to transact some business, he
wanted a room as weil. He entered the
hotel by the ladies entrance, and as he
approached the bar was greeted by a
stiff bow trom Mr. Gage. Corrigan ig-
nored the bow, according to his own
statement, because he nad in mind the
assertions of Mr. Gage. He made no
remark, but went to the desk to engage
a room. Clerk Charles A. Moll was on
duty aud asked:

“\Wili the room which you have just
vacated suit you 27

“No,” said Corrigan, with visible
anger, ‘‘that d—ud Gagze should never
have given me such a room.”

*Any man who calls Mr. Gage that,”
said the clerk, ‘‘cannot have a room
here.”

“(;ive me the room, and no talk, or
I'll eatech vou by taat little blond
moustache of yours, and teach you to
speak as you should to your betters,”
said Corrigan. The clerk assigned a
rooim.

W hat else could I do?” asked he in
a bewiidered way. *“He is tall, I am
not: he is stout, and 1 am slender; he
is accustomed to the tourhness of a race
track, and I am not.  Why, I wouid not
be in it.”

A few onlookers reported the matter
io Mr. Gage, who did not hesitate as to

he action to be takeh. He at once
wrote a note to Corrigan saying that if
he had used the langnage reported he
must vacate the room that had been
given him. He was also asked to apolo-
gize. The note was handed to Corrigan
as he he stood at the telegraph office of
the hotel, Gage being not over three
yvards away. Corrigan read the note
and became wild with rage. He called
Gage a cur, and, throwing the letter
upon the floor, invited Gage to pick it
up. A number of Gage’s friends who,

knowing Corrigan’s reputation ss a
fighter, were close by, and two
policenen stood at the door and

Corrigan calling Gage a cur several
tines more, left the office and went to
his room, and declared that he would
not give it up. An hour after going to
his room Corrigan appeared, demanded
his bill and paid it. Then he went into
the cafe end ordered his supper. At
this time his anger had cooled, and he
remarked that he had paid his bill and
intended to leave the hotel, but would
not leave until he was ready to do so.
He sat around the hotel ofiice all the
evening and at midnight was still there,
The hotel people made no attemps to
force him from the place, and Corrigan
evidently had no object in remaining
except to show that he would ot go
until he pleased.

- THE KANSAS FIGHT.
e s S
The Senatorial Fight Overshad-
ows All Questions of Legis-
lation,

Demm:rz\t} Hold the Balance of
Power and Are Saying
Nothing,

WTorera, Kan., Jan. 2.—The intensity
of the inlerest in the fight for senator in
Kansas ‘has practically overshadowed
questions of legislation. All that has
been said and written about the
coming session  since - election bhas
had reference tg the - selection of
Senator  Perkins’ sueeessor rather
than to the passage, amendment, or
repeal of laws. The legislature does
not open. until a week hence, and all
matiers regirding its orranization and

robable action are in a chaotic state.

Both the senatorial and the legislative
questions hinge upon the organization
0 the house. The Republicans have a
bare majority of one in the house, and
if they can compel the attendance of
every Republican member and keep in
line, there seems to be every reason to
believe that they will succeed in organ-
izing the house. That done, they will
have the power, 1f they desire to use it,
to unseat enough Populists to secure a
majority on joint ballot and to elect a
Republican successor to Senator Per-
kins to fill out the unexpired term
ot the late Senator Plumb, Perkins
having cen  appointed  to  serve
ouly until the present session of the
legislature. On the other hand, the
Populists have a majority in the senate
of three, and will be unable to unseat
the entire minority of eleven members,
if necessary, to overcome on joint ballot
the majority which the Kepublicans
might secure by the unseating process
in the house. The fight then would de-
generate into a question of which party
would unseat the most members. Both
parties disclaim any intention of un-
seating anybody. In that event, the
Republicans will be able to organize the
house, the Populists will have a major-
ity of three in the senate; and the four
straight-ount Democrats, three in the
house and one in the senate, will hold
the balance of power on joint ballot, the
parties in joint session being divided as
follows: Republicauns 73: Populists 73;
Democrats 4. Up to the time that
the Populist leaders at  their
Indianapolis meeting issued the mani-
festo urging all Populist legislators to
support only straight-out Populist ean-
didates for the senate, the chances
seemed good for a fusion of Populists
and Demoerats upon a senatorial candi-
date, either some liberal Democrat who
had adopted the basie Populist princi-
ples, like Judge John Martin, or some
Populist who had Democratic tenden-
cies. like Congressman-elect Harrs.
‘The Populist manifesto, however, seems
now to have precluded such a possibil-
ity. The Populists are inclined to obey
their leaders’ order, and the Democrats
are perfectly willing tolet themattempt
to elect with a minority while they
(the Democrats) hold the balance ot
power. Senator Perkins is a candi-
date for re-election by the Republicans.
He has no oppositien and will, without
doubt, secure the Republican caucus
nomination. There are a dozen candi-
dates who will go before the Populist
caucus, The leaders among them now
seem to be Judge John Martin, of To-
peka, who effected fusion on the elect-
oral ticket between the Populists and
Demoerats, and Chairman Breidenthal,
of the Populist siate central committee,
Mrs. Lease is not seriously a candidate.
She has signified her acceptance of a
place on the state board of charities,
and that is regarded as disposing of her
senatorial ambition. She naively an-
nounces, however, that she will
resign  from the board of char-
ities it she is elected to
represent her siate in the
senate. Questions of legislation have
varely been thonght of in the scramble
for senatorial honors, the only impor-
tant measure that has even been men-
tioned as likely to engage the attention
of the legislature being the scheme of
Gpv.-Elect Lewelling to create a state
loan commission, the objects of which
have been explainedin these dispatches.
Another measure which  has been
hinted at is to give the railway commis-
sion power to enforce its orders
pending - appeals by the roads to the
courts. T'ne latter matter, however,
bas not even found a sponsor and has
assumed no detimte shape.

The situation as regards the sena-
torial fight will be further complicated
tomorrow when it becomes known that
a certain coterie of Republicans favor
fusion with the Populists if such a step
should become necessary to defeatany
plan having for its object the election
of a Demoerat. A dispateh from Wich-
ita states that such a proposition has
been canvassed in the southwest and
that it has met with favor among the
Repuablican members of the legislature
from that section. ‘T'he Wichita Eagle,
the leading Republican paper of the
southwest, favors the plan aud indorses
Gov.-elect Lewelling as the fusion can-
didate. The fact that Gov. Lewelling
is & Wichita man way have something
to do with the Eagle’s indorsement,

A QUIET DAY,

Passed by Mr. Cleveland at His
Home,

New York, Jan. 2.—President-elect
Cleveland passed New Year’s day very
quietly at his home,

“[ am resting and trving to do some
work,”” said he to a reporter. **During
my absence my work accumulated,
and 1 am now trying to re-
duce my correspondence and get
things to rights. 1 am not re-
ceiving in the usual sense of the
word, although it my friends drop 1n on
me I shall, of course, be glad to see
them.”” A dispatch from St. Louis stat-
ing that Mr. Cleveland was a member
of a syndicate that was trying to
buy up all the surface rail-
roads in that city was shown to
him, He denied its truth, as for as it
referred to himself, most emphatically.
He added: *1It a lie made out of whole
cloth. 1 have not invested any
money in the manner stated,- and
1 do not intend to go into the
railway speculation business.

John Boyle proposes to test the legality
of the indorsement of the bonds of part
of the Liounisville Southern and the
Richmond,Nicholsville,Irvine and Beat-
tysvillé roads by the Louisville, New
Albany & Chieazo. The whole amount
involved is about 90,000, and will no
doubt result in much litigation. Asa
starter *Col. Boyle has brought suit in
the chancery court to compel the pay-
ment by the indorser of $)00 interest on
the outstanding bonds. It will be re-
membered when Dr. Breyfozle took
charge of the Monon he repudiated the
contract entered into by the former
management and his directors rafused
to recognize the validity of the indorse-
ment of the bonds. The case is likely
to goto the United States court after
the chancery court has disposed of the
preliminary matter.

THE FEUD IS ENDED.

Ol Coal Rates Will Be Ree
turned to in Pennsyl-
vanic,

One RNond Refusing to Altes

the Existing Tariff
Sheet.

PuiLAapernrmia, Jan. 2.—Considerabls
comment was caused by a statement
which was given out the latter part of
last week aunouncing that a fend over
coal tolls existing between the Pennsyl-
vania and Reading roads had been ami-
cably settled at a meeting heid by
officers of the two companies. A
meeting  was  held, but its pur-
port, it is now said, was thoroughly mis-
construed. A prominent railroad man
says: *“‘The time and cause of the par-
tial estrangement of the two great rail-
roads date to a meeting of the traflic
agreement of the coal-carrying roads
held in New York Aug. 24 last. At this
meeting a proposition was presented to
advance tells on anthracite coal, which
proposition the Pennsylvania railroad
refused to countenance. The proposed
increase in rates amounted to 25 cents
per ton on all shipments of anthracite
to Buffalo and all other points in New
1011; state, the roads west of Buffalo
making a corresponding advance on
shipments to Cnicago. This increase
went into effect Sept. 10 and was joined
by all the lines interested, except
the  Pennsylvauia. Further than
this, the Pennsylvania road jdeclined
to make an advance on the rate then
under eonsideration upon shipments to
Philadelpha, and it maintained its po-
sitfon despite several unpleasant ob-
stacles. The announcement, therefore,
last week made it appear that the Penn-
sylvania had at last concludeed to ac-
cede to the propositions of the other
coal-carrying roads, and make the ad-
vance. ‘I'his, on its face, was unjust
and misleading. 'The truesituation has
been clearly and concisely reviewed by
General Freight Agent William H.
Joyce, of the Pennsylvania railroad,
when he states that a recent arrange-
ment restores the joint tariff to rates
prior to September last, at which time
the joint rates were withdrawn by the
Reading railroad. The so-calied feud
is ended, aud a retorn to the old rates,
which the Pennsylvania road refused to
alter, is the logical result. ‘The Penn-
sylvania company’s position throughout
is a justifiable one.”
