A Pretty Event Attended by
Society at Mrs. Upham’s
Yesterday.

Frau Bollmen and Miss Gheen
Perform With Much
Credit,

Yesterday’s Social and Per-
sonal Gleanings of the
City.

An Aggregation of Events in
Which Women Take In-
terest.

‘The entertainment for which Mrs. H.
P. Upham opened the hospitable doors
of her handsome home on Summit
avenue last night was one of the most
delightful functions of the season. The
programme was good and beautifully
carried out. The audience was large
and very appreciative, and composed of
the best people in the city. The voices
in the male quartette were very good
and well balanced: their selections were
popular and well sung. Miss Gheen, as
a recitationist, has net been too strongly
praised by the papers in the towns that
have been so fortunate as to have heard
her. She hasa charming stage presence,
and does not merely represent the
characters she assumes, but for the time
she is the person speaking. DBeside the
selections in the programme she gave
an encore, a mirth-provoking little bit,
called *A Frenchman’s Description of
the Garden of Eden,” so charmingly
that her audience could hardly express
enough their appreciation of her efforts.
Miss Tarbox played tite accompani-
ments. It requires a peculiar adaptability
and sympathy to be a good accompanist.
whieh Miss Tarbox has in arare degree,
s0o her accompaniments were artistic
and Kept as they should be, subordinate.
Few amateur violimsts excel Miss
Florence Lamprey. She plays so easily
and artistically that one could not help
but be pleased. After the *“‘liungarian
Rhapsody.” she gave an encore, a se-
lection {rom the Easter scene from **Ca-
vallieria Rusticana,” that suited both
her style and power most beautifully.
Frau Bollman is so well known in
musical cireles in St. Paul that little
need be said. Her second encore,
“Sleep, My Princess, Sleep,”” was charm-
ing, and showed the power of her won-
derful voice to express feeling far better
than the numbers on the programme,.

JAILED A SWINDLER.

Capture of a Man Who Gulled St.
Louisans With Worthless
Mining Stocks.

Prominent DMen of All Creeds
and Pursuits Walked Into
His Little Net.

St. Louis, Jan. 3.—By the arrest of
Willhlam Whalen, while at the Laclede
hotel in this city, some 107 victims of
one of the most stupendous mining
frauds of recent years got hold of the
author of their undoing. In 1889 Wha-
len, who was the reputed owner of a
mine called the St. Peter in the Ante-
lope district, came to this city, and by
the aid of a smooth tongue und appar-
ently zood references succeeded in plac-
ing among some 107 persons nearly
7,500 sharves of stock in lots ranging
from 500 shares downward. He scattered
his favors without prejudice, and landed
in his net men of all creeds and pur-
suits, Catholics and Protestants, priests
and laymen, professional and mercan-
tile, among them Dr. F. J. Lutz, P. J.
Fox, Father M. F. Brennan, of St. Law-
rence O’ Toole’s echurch; Father Dillon,
Dr. Engeledge and dozens of others.

To keep up appearances until he had
sucked the town dry Whalen had paid
out some 365,000 as dividends on the
stock sold. At length suspicion crept
in and one stockholder had Whalen ar-
rested, but a compromise was reached
and Whalen left town before others
could get hold ot him. The stock fell
flat, and of a holdirg of a face value of
£760,000 the stockholders had left only
the printed certificates. Some few got
out with a few dollars left, among them
Dr. Lutz. who saved 75 from an invest-
ment of $2,000. A day or two since
Whalen ieturned to the eity. Lutz,
hearing of this, caused his arrest, and
now the vietims will have their inning.
It is generally understood that Whalen
netted something like $300,000 in- the
deal,

SMITH'Ss STATUS.

Lane Seminary Truastees Have a
Diflicult Probiem to Solve.

CincinvaTi, Jan., 3.—The question
what shall be done by the trustees of
Lane seminary with Prof. Smith, the
member of its faculty who has just been
suspended from the miunistry by the
Cincinnati presbytery for alleged he-
resy, in exciting much comment. Some
of the trustees have beenasked whether
they favor the retention of Prof. Smith,
and the answers, so far as given, are
either non-committal or have been very
pronounced in favor of I’rof. Smith.
Another question that naturally arises
is whether, if Prof. Smith 1s retained,
Prof. Roberts will not be requested to
The two professors represent
the two divisions of the church as drawn
by the result of the Smith trial. Prof.
Roberts was not a member of the
prosecution committee, but he showed
in the course of the trial a
most  decided opposition to the
views of Prof. Smith, aud, though noi
present when the final vote was taken,
he was well known to be favorable to
the extreme penalty under the charges.
Some of the trustees have said that if
both cannot be retained they would
favor the retention of Smith rather
than Roberts. The majority of the
executive committee is favorable to
Prof. Smith, and there is a strong
probability that when the matter comes
before the board of trustees he will be
retained as a professor in the seminary.

UTHIRTY IS ON”

Death of the Oldest Printer in In-
diana.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Jan. 8.—Calvin
Frahery, aged eighty-four, died at the
city hospital this morning. He was
probably the oldest printer in this state
that **held cases’”—working printer—
having been connected with the busi-
ness for seventy years. He was born in
Massachusetts, and had tollowed his
trade in many cities in the East, South
and West. In the long past he worked
with such men as Mr. Greeley, the elder
Bennett and Abel.  Aboutsixteen years
ago he came to tihus city, and for two
years worked in book houses, after
which he went to work in the News
composing room, where he **held cases”
up to the tune of his death. though he
had done no work for about a year. He
was an uncompromising Democrat, and
had voted for every Democratic presi-
dential candidate since Jackson. He
was a total abstainer from liquor. He
was also a member of a New Albany
lodge of Masons. He leaves a widow
and one son, John, aged sixty-two, who
is a working compositor on the News.

WAS HOODOOED

For Voting for Cleveland and the
Democratic Ticket.,
LouvisviLLe, Ky.,Jan. 8.—The negroes
living iu the East end are 1n a high state
of mind, It seems that Frank Sims, a
colored resident of the Polnt, voted the
Democratic ticket at the late presiden-
tial election. \When this fact became
known among Sims’ acquaintances, the
latter, particularly, his female friends,
begun “hoeodooing” him for giving his
allegiance to Grover Cleveland. Their
jibes were of such a nature and so fre-
quent that ivis said Sims had to take to
his bed, being aifected with a Lad case
of voodooisim. He gradually grew worse,
ann finally the celebrated **hoodoo"
doctor, George Fremont, colored, was
summoned to attend the patient. The
case is the subjeet of conversation
among the colored ponulation living ie
that section of the city. Last Friday
Sims died, and there was a reneted in-
terest taken in the mysterious death.
)cslerd:\y' morning the matter took a
more exeiting turn, when Fremont, the
*hoodoo” doctor, himself died. It is
said that his death was due too voodoo-
ism. Sims’ family is much worked up
over the affair, and it is said that they
refused to bury him. Sims’ brother,
however, buried him yesterday.

An Jowa Farmer Shoots His
Neighbor for Taking
His Wife.

The ﬁétrayer Said ‘“Let Her
Come,” and the Betrayed
“Let Her Go.”

Reduction of Wages Causes a
Walk-Out of Stove Mold-
ers at Superior.

Bishop W. H. Hare Roasts the
South Dakota Divorce
Industry.

WATERLOO, lo.,, Jan. 8. — William
Perry, a farmer living in La Porte City,
this county, was shot and instantly
killed last night by'S. H. Smith, a neigh-
boring farmer. Swmith had commenced
suit for divorce from his wife, alleging
that she was guilty of adultery with
Perry. Saturday Perry and Mrs. Smith
went away together, and Smith took
his child to the home of his brother,
near Mount Auburn, thirty miles
south of here. Last night Perry and
Mrs. Smith drove up and asked to see
the baby., When she went into the.
house Smith went out and ordered
Perry to leave., Perry refused to go
and Smith went back and gota shot-
gun. As he came out his wife alsocame
out and got into the sleigh. While
Perry was standing at the horse’s head
Smith raised the gun and pointed it at
Perry. ‘‘Let her come,” Perry ex-
claimed. in a spirit of bravado, and
Smith “let her go,” killing Perry in-
stantly.

HARE STIRS 'EM UP,

Ecclesiastical Roast of South Da-
kota's Divorce Industries.

Sroux FALLs, S. D., Jan. 3.—Bishop
W. H. Hare, Episcopal bishop of South
Dakota, has astounded his congrega-
tion and caused considerable commotion
in the divorce colony by attacking the
divorce law of the state, the people who
come here, and various interests inti-
mately connected with the business.

““Any institution or practice carried
on in a community which is sapping the
moral life of that community,” said he,
“should be exposed and suppressed.
The time has come in the history of our
state when the divorce industry carried
on here should receive such treatment.
Some say that it isagood thing for
South Dakota to have divorces and di-
vorce suits. 1 say that it is alarming,
and our lax divorce laws have become a
national scandai. It is not so much the
securing of a divorce which is so shoek-
ing; 1t is the conscquentive polygamy
which is practiced in marrying agaio so
soon to a man or woman who had been
courted while the suit for divorce from
the former husband or wife was pend-
ing. Itis the perjury committed by the
applicauts, who swear that they intend
to make their homes here,and no soonor
get their decree then they leave town,
often times married to another who has
been waiting. The only thing left her
is a few dollars and a huge seandal.
Those who are benefited are hotel pro-
prietors, florists and jewelers. These
encourage this industry. But what are
the rest of us to do? Virtue raises her
voice and asks: ‘How long will our
wives and our daughters continue to
visit at the hotels frequented by such
people, when by doing so they seem to
put themSelves in an equivocal posi-
tion? How long will the newspapers
hush up the remonstrance of the people
against this evil?

1S IT A LOCKOUT?

Union Molders at South Superior
Quit on Account of a Reduction.

WEsT Superior, Wis., Jan. 3.—It
has for some weeks been an open secret
that the Superior stove works at South
Superior was not quite satisfied on the
labor score. Yesterday all doubts were
removed when the men went to the
works to get ready for the new year’s
work by the publication of the an-
nouncement that the molders would
be reduced in wages. The fifteen
molders employved, all belonging to the
union, at once announced that they
would not work for reduced wages.
The non-employment of the molders
will throw out of work quite a number
of men engaged in other departments.
Some of the men leave today for other
places. It is believed that this step by
the company means the substitution of
non-union for union labor, as the men
not affected by the reduction will not
work with non-union molders.

‘Why American Women Have
Trouble Getting and Keep-
ing Domesties.

i

‘| The Case From the Employer

and the Employe’s
Standpoint.

An Analysis of the Reasons
Why Girls Dislike to Ent-
ey Sevvice.

A Bright Woman’s Findings
on This Important
Subject.

Eungland bas long enjoyed the reputa-
tion of baving the best domestic service
of any country, and the rich people of
this country have for some time past
been drawing on England, particularly
for coachmen, footmen, nursery maids
and house maids.

It seems, however, that the domestic
servant question in England is in a less
satisfactory condition than it was
thought to be. There have been omi-
nous growls heard ot late from the
English cooks and footmen., A servants’
union has recently been organized in
Loadon; and we are told by the tele-
graph that it has suggested the Populist
remedy for the present domestic evils—
the organization of an employment
bureau by the governmeut to enable
servants to secure **places.”

In this country the problem is still as
important as ever, but we are beginning
to understand the subject better, ana to
realize that the trouble is notaltogether
with the servants.

Prot. Luey Salmon, of Vassar college,
has Dbeen investigating the matter
lately, and has shed muech light on it.
She finds, for instance, that domestic
servants receive comparatively good
wages, far better than the average of
women ot their class. "laking Boston
as a sample,she findas the actual receipts
of a cook,including what she gets in the
way of board, ete., equal to those of a
female school teacher, and that the cook
18 able to save as much or more money
than a woman who has had to study
many years to fit herselt tor the position
she (ills in the schools.

It seems strange that with such good
pay—better t han the average of the
working class—so few men or women
should be found willing to go into do-
nmestic se1vice, and Prof. Salmon set to
work to discover the reason of this. In-
vestigations deveioped the following
reasons why women preferred other
work to domestic service.

1t will be seen that the chief reason
underlying all these explanations is
that the servantis kept too much con-
fined, with too little independence and
time to Lerselt, and is looked on with
too much social contempt, If the hours
ot work expected of her could be accur-
ately established, and they were no
more than in other Kinds of labor, it is
probable that there would be a greater
1ncentive than there is today to a oetter
class of women to enter into domestic
serviee.

It will begseen that even employers
think that the masters and mistresses
are largely respounsible for the difficulty;
that economic reasous—an inability to
pay enough to get good services—hav-
ing much to do with it, and that the
servants themselves are responsible for
only a third of the difiiculty.

We of the South are somewhat differ-
ently situated from our Northern and
Western brethren because of the ne-
groes. 'The latter furnish an abundant
supply for domestic service, and the
wages are far lower here than anywhere
else, but the quality is poor. More
servants are required for the work to be
done, so that, after all, little is saved,
and the servants are required for the
work to be done, so that, after all, little
is saved and the servants are generally
careless, slovenly and dirty.

Perhaps here also a large part of the
difficulty could be obviated by the mis-
tresses. It they concerned themselves
more about the condition of their serv-
ants, looked into their quarters and their
methods of living, and Insisted that
their rooms be kept cleaner, they would
have the servants cleaner and more
careful about the house also.

We are in a fair way, however, to the
solution of the problem when we under-
stand the question better, as we do to-

ay.

It can be said briefly that servants are
generally entitled to shorter hours than
they get, more independence and more
consideration on the part of employers,
and that they should be better looked
after, held to a more rigid account and
required. to prove their efficlency. On
the other hand, employers are entitled
to more work, greater cleanliness and
more skill than is usually possessed by
