Later a
stronger feeling developed ana prices
advanced :%(iLjHe. became easier, and
the closing was about midway between
the high and low points or the ilayj
There were pretty free offerings during
the early part of the session, which
caused tiie weakness, but the advance
in corn and provisions helped the mar-
ket and assisted in establishing the
later advance', Cables were favorable;
the receipts in the Northwest were
lighter than thry have been of late, but
towan't the close came moderate selling
by some of the prominent local oper-
ators, and Mime "long" wheat was
also reported to have been sold. Local

stocks of contract wheat were reported

The sentiment developed in corn was
quite the reverse of thai which lias pre-
vailed for some flays pasf, higher prices
ruling, which were fairly well sustained
up to the close.

It left behind it higher money
rates, /urned the international move-
ment of credit in our favor and cheeked
abruptly the new engagement of gold
for export. So far it was clenrlv a re-"
st( 'ration of the market. to equilibrium.-
Yet barely a fortnight has passed, and
the local money market is gravitating
back to exactly the position occupied
before'the heavy gold shipment began.
Allowing for die stringency incidental
to the January payments, the loan
market stands again on a level of very
great ease. 'Sterling exchange is hard-
ening azain. and imports show no sign
or' fallingof.

S "While strength in the stock market
under such circumstanced is remarka-
ble, itUnot surprising to those who
have studied its tendencies dining the
last two months. Sharing, perhaps, the
feeling of the commercial community,

tin' financial community has refused to
look upon the currency situation as a
distinct menace. This is lanrely due,
of course, to the continuance of a strong
investment demand for first-class secur-
ities, and to the unusuiiiiy large supply
of money which can be controlled by
cliques interested in advancing ormain-
tainin:r prices. The issue of new silver-
currency at the rate of $45,000,000
or inure a year has contributed
to this second factor, both directly
through the manufacture of new money
and indirectly, th/ough tne consequent
depression of interest rates. The grave
question tnen is, whether this swelling
of the money fund with silver notes is
actually and of itself forcing outsold,
and this is the problem which the new
year must very soon solve. Thus far
the winter gold exports have had a par-
tial explanation in trie exceptional de-
mand from Austria. Even last week's
shipment was described as an old order
contracted for when the Austrian gov-
ernment was. still in the market. But
the Austrian bid for gold is now with-
drawn and future operations insterling
must be based on the general merits of
the market."
