It might,
however, be of interest to know that
Cleveland 1aid the foundation of his
colossal wealth when he was first elect-
ed president in the year 1885, A Pitts-
burg millionaire who died in the year
1865 willed his whole fortune to the first
Democrat who should be elected presi-
dent of the United States.  As, there-
fore, Cieveland was elected in 1885, and
being the first member of the Demo-
eratic party who had ascended to the
presidential chair (reckoning from the
year 1865),the Pittsburzer’s bequest was
adjudged to him, which, wilh interest

§5,000,000, and formed the solid base to
the LU00,000 which Cleveland hag
amassed as his fortune.
