ELECIION LEGISLATION.

The bilis introduced by Senator DEAN
providing for purity of eclections and
that of Sepator McMILLAN providing
rezulations for primary elections should
have no serious difficulty in their pass-
age through both houses. Simiiar bills
passed the house two years ago and
were lost in the senate. It is fit that
they now reappear in the senate.

The bill restricting the amount of
money candidates or their committecs
may spend in a campaign i3 absolutely
necessary to the existence of the repub-
lic. Already in the Eastern states the
corruption of the voters is appalling. In
staidold Vermont the polls of each party
show aceurately the men who sell their
votes and the amount they can be bought
for, and so demoralized has become the
public sentiment that it 1s looked on as
guite a matter of course, and men in-
clude the amount they will get for their
vote as one of their sources of legiti-
mate yearly income. When elections
become simply trials of purses the
foundations of a free government are
already sapped. The bill bas the ear-
nest indorsement of the Demoeratic
state committee, and will have the sup-
port of the Democratic legislators with-
out doabt.

1f not equally important, still the biil
regulating primary clections is a meas-
ure which the frequent conjunction of
brute force and greed for place makes
necessary if our elections are to attain
the democratic ideal. While these ex-
hibitions are most frequently seen 1in
the cities, there is just as much need of
regulations securing fairness in the
country distriets. The ward heeler has
been driven from the volis by the Aus-
tralian ballot law, but he has found em-
ployment for his pecuiiar and forceful
methods of work in the primaries. The
passage of this bill will deprive him of
his last opportunity for usefulnesse in
the field of politics, and he will have to
turn to some useful voeation, or,what is
more likely, go on the trainp.

CANESTORP'S REUMEDY.

Senator CANESTORP may be entirely
sincere in presenting his bitl authoriz-
ing the constraetion of *‘publiec” ele-
vators on the right of way of any rail-
road and providing for condemna-
tion proceedings to obtain the site, but
the admission of his sincerity also
brings a serious doubt of his ability to
deal with this question. There are two
fundamental objections to his measure.
Iand ean only be condemned under the
exercise of the right of eminent domain
when it is taken for a public purpose.
The construction of an elevator by a
private cerporation for the transaction
of a private business is not a public
purpose, and calling it so will not make
it such. Another objection is that it
continues the present false condition
which reliaves the roads from furnishing
thuse elevators for the public use. Why
should a farmer or anv grain buyer be
compelled to build an elevator? 1f he
must, why should not merchants be
oblized to build warehiouses to sheiter
the freignts they receive or send out?
Why should not stock buyers be obliged
to build pens and chutes for shipping
their stock?

OUT-KARSASING IKANSAS,

There is a bill now pending in the Tili-
nois legisiature which reads, in part, as
follows:

On and after the first day of July, 1863,
eight hours of labor, between the rising and
the setting of the sun, in all mechanical
trades, arts, and employments, whether un-
der public or private contract. shall consti
tute n legal day's work.

It shall be and is unlawful for any person
to employ, hire, or engage, or counsel, or
persuade any other persou to labor contrary
to the provisions of this act. Further. it
shall be and is unlawful for anv person (o
ngree to be employed, hired or engaged, or
yunsel or persuade any other person Lo
agree to be or to be employed, hired or en-
gized contrary to any or all of the provisions
of this act.,

And be it further provided, that the hours
of labor shall be between the hours of 8
o'clock a. m. and 5 o'clock p. m., excent
when the coutract or agreement is made o
work two or move relavs or shifts, in which
case the hours of labor v be arranged, but
not in such away as to allow more than eight
iours to be worked in each relay or shift.
And it is further provided thet i
be unlawful for any per
inmore than one refay ors
four Licurs.

Chicago’s Racing Games Not
Stopped by the Extreme
Cold.

NEw Yorxk, Jan. 10.-'This has been a
day of shivers and shakes and the pe-
destrian could almost hear his Dbones
creak as he trod the snow-covered
ground with the wind driving the cold
into his marrow. When the thermometer
reaches the teens in this city, with a
good healthy breeze from the harbor to
back it, the cold is more trying than in
other localities where the zero notch is
reached and passed. A glance at Broad-
way and on Park Row in the vicinity

covering for a well regulated stutfed
beast show. From the common imita-
tion sealskin of the ltalian to the gen-
uino article enveloping the form or
embellishing the overcoat of the ladies
and gents, every one seemed united ina
full display of hairy protection against
the chilling blasts. Snow and ice have
blocked the work on the street eleaning
department, Nearly all the dwunps are
surrounded by ice, so that dumping
scows can not gei in and the loaded
scows can not get out to sea.

Mercury on the Tobogzan.

Starting today with a temperature of
26 deg at 6 a. m., the mercury has grace-
fully descended the tobogzan slide till
twelve hours later it was 10 deg above.
and at 10 p. m. it was 4 deg, with no in-
dications of a break. 1f anything the
cold seems to be even more intense this
evening, when there is no traflic to
break the force of the wind, and when
the well-heated manufaetories, which
furnished warm spots during the day,
are idle. Snow has commenced talling
again.

In the Mohawk valley it has been the
most severe day of the winter. There
was a light fall of snow last night. The
thermometer registered zero at 6 o’clock
this cvening, and it is growing still
colder. The ice 1n the Mohawk river is
nearly eighteen inches thick. In Baffalo
the minimuin temperature this morning
was 6 dez below zero. At Cerning the
day has been the coldest of the
season. A strong north wind has
been blowing all day and the thermoni-
er is three degrees below zero tonight.
From Dover, Del., comes the report of a
cenuine Western blizzard. ‘'hrecinclies
of snow fell last night, and the high
winds banked the snow so badly that
travel is aimost av a -standstill. Trains
having been running two and three
hours late day, but this evening
there are passenger and freight

Frains Snowed in

about one mile south of here. At 7
o’cloek this morning the thermometer
registered 20 dez.. but at 6 o’clock this
evening it had dropped to 7dez. and no
sizns of abateinent. At Staunton, Va.,
the wercury registered 2 deg. above
zero, the coldest weather of the season.
Massachusetts also has ample use fora
warm wave, the thermoneter at Boston
rezistering 4 deg. above.

From Pennsylvania come reports of
extreme cold.- Pottsville says that the
severest of winter weather is being ex-
perienced throvghoeut the country. With
a fall of snow, which continued during
the night until early morning, came a
regular blizzard fromm the northwest,
blowing at the rate of fifty miles an
hour. This was continued all day and
the thermometer has fallen the higher
points of the coal region to 4 and 6
deg below zero. At 8 o'clock it regis-
tered 3 deg above at this place. Iast
Frankiin colitery, at ‘Tremont, owned
by the Reading company, was obliged
to suspend overations beeause ot the
exireme cold weather. Other collieries,
it is reported, will also suspend work
temporarily. The coldest place so far
heard from today is Lindsay, Ont.,
where a temperature of 25 deg below
zero is reported.

DID NOT sTOP KACING.

Scenes of Brutality Witnessed at
the Chicago Tracks.

CurcAco, Jan. 10. — This was the
coldest day that Chicago bas known for
many a year. The wind came howling
off the prairies, and when it struck the
tall buildings in the business por-
tion of the ecity it was tormn and
twisted into gusts which blew from all
points of the compass at the same time,
‘The mercury at sunrise was 10 deg.
below zero, and all the morning it slid
gentiy downward and touched 12 below
at 10 o’cloek. Then it went to 8 above,
and at that peint began to retire from
business. At 7 o'clock tonight it was 9
below, and apparently ou the tobozgan
slide.

At the race tracks the “sport” and
gambling went on as usual, though all
the alieged races were run in the cold-
est weather ever witnessed by an aggre-
gation of blue-nosed gamblers in this
world. The usval erowds were on
hand.but kept as much as possible under
cover. T'hey would run to the fence to
see the wrong horse o under the
wire in the lead and then rush back into
the bettinz ring and plunge wildly on
Tom and Jerry, who ruled as _hot favor-
ites throughout the day. The thinly
clad jockeys stuck gamely to their

work and suffered frost-bitten ex-
treinities. .‘The tracks were as hard
as flint and the finish of cach
race made more noise than a

barrel of bucks sturned into a sheetiron
bath tub. The horses at the conclusion
of each event were white with frost and
were hid in elouds of steam, whieh rose
from their heaving sides as they were
led away. The scenes of brutality to
horsefieshh will never be forgotten even
by the touzh gamblers present.

Down-town business, if anything, was
accelerated by the low temperature.
Men and women hustied through the
streets as though their lives depended
upon their speed, and it was a lonesome
day for the policeman on the crossings,
for they couid tell nobody to move o,
and wuen they bad to see a man they
found him somewhere off thestreet. No
casualties have been reported, although
the police stations and the offices of the
coutty are overrun with applicants for
relief.

STEAMBOATS DESTOYED.

Great Damage by the Ice at Jef-
fersonville, Ind.

LoursviLLe, Jan, 10.—Not in thirty-
five years has the river presented the
sight that it does today. Few rivermen
wen to bed last night. The appre-
hension of danger frcm the big gorge
between Twelve  Mile island  and
Fern ereek kept them wide awake
and there was lively seenes in store for
them. About 2 o’clock there was seur-
rying about on the levee such as is sel-
dom seen in this locality. Roustabouts
who bad fallen asleep around barroom
stoves were hastily awakened, and
down to the slopine banks ran
the crowd. The gorge had broken

IT8S EMPTY PULPIT

The Leading Feature of the House
of Hope Annual Meeting.

The House of Hope church held its
annual meeting in the church parlors
last night. ‘T'here was a good attend-
ance; but not so large as a church with
such a membership had reason to ex-
pect. The mecting was opened by
prayer and music. The chairman of the
board of trustees, Knox Taylor, then
made a financial statement showing that
the church had received during the last
year £11,540.97 from varioussources and
from pew rents £10,683.03,making a total
of $22,223.75. Expenses in the year for
various purposes, £11,073.47; cash on
hand at the end of the year, $15.52.

The eleetion of'trastecs being next in
order those who now hold the positions
were re-elected, being C. F. Noyes, I.
C. Field and Emerson Hadley.

I'he election of trustees was followed
by music. The elerk of session, ‘T'homas
Cochran, reported the number of mem-
bers in the church Jaun. 1, 1,005. The re-
port of the devotional committee spoke
of the vacancey of the pulpit and showed

tnat for twenty-six days it had been sup-

plied by others than the pastor. 1t also
noted the resignation of the assistant
pastor, W. . Ladd, to enter as a stu-
dent of theology in MeCormick seminary
at Chicago, and the engasement of Rev.
Donald Grantto fill the position of assist-
ant pastor. Theresignation of Dr.Chris-
tie had added much to the difiiculty of
the work of the chureh, but showed
also the attection and zeal of the mem-
bers, who had attended all sermons and
other church meetings and aided in all
ways to help on the work., Rev,d. Paul
Egvert has been elected pastor, but has
not yet assumed the duties. It also re-
ferred to the loss of Dr. Christie and
the regret of the churdh at such loss;
spoke of the visit of Dr. Breed, who oc-
cupied the pulpit one day, the first
time since he Jeit the pastorate of the
chureh seven years ago. The reports
from the various Suaday schools, Bible
classes, young people’s societies, mis-
sionary, both home and foreign, were
most encouraging, showing that the
chureh is in a prosperous condition,
spirituaily as well as tinancially.

A motion was muade Lo change the
date of the beginning of the church year
from Jan. 1 to April 1, the reason givei
being that the Presbyterian year begins
on that date, as all reports and otier
such werk must be finishea and handed
in before the 1st of May. The motion
was carried, subject to the approval of
the trustees,  Another motion changed
the hour of eveuing service to 8 o’cioek
the year round., The motion was left
undecided, but it was “suggested that
consultation with other congresations
of the city, looking woward a final
change, be had to that end.

AN IMMIGRATION TEST

Proposed by the Orators of the
Commercial Club.

THE CHAMBER CABAL.

The Present Secresy Will Be the
Great Eody's Undoing.

The chamber of commerece just now
finds itself in the throes of an interne-
cine fight. The problem that is tearing
up the organization in sneh a frightful
way is the question whether or not the
newspaper reporters shall be admitted
to the deliverations of the body. 1o
the credit of the younger element of
the membership it should be related
that there is an organized atiempt to
reconsider the star chamber resolution
recently passed by the elder element.

Ine story goes, and it is vouched for
by amember who disapproves of the
policy of turning the cuamber into a
caval, that at the last meeting of the
body a resolution 1o reconsider the
course pursued at the previous meeting
was introdueced. and that, after a drastic
and spirited  controversy, it failed to
pass by a mighty small majority.

*I have had 2 good deal of experience
with thie newspaper boys in St. Paul,”’
said the gentieman referred to, *and 1
have reason 1o emphasize the declara-
tion that I have always feund them ae-
commodating and bwnorable. When 1
have had oceasion to aake the request
that a certain transaction be withheld
from the publie print for prudential rea-
sons | have invariably received a prom-
ise that nothing would be reported, and
1 have never known a reporter to vio-
Jate a conhdence and break a promise of
this kind.”

I'he speaker went on at length, and
he supplemented uis strictures upon the
present policy of the iamber with the
prediction that untess that resolution is
rescinded four weeks hence—ihat is the
time when itis azreed that the resolu-
tion shali eoine up for another d.scus-
sloa there will be a geucral wilh-

drawal of the progressive element of
the chamber, so that a test may be
made as to how well the ecabalistic
members can succeed when left svlely
to their own resources.

FOUR OF A KIND,

The Supreme Court Agrees With
the Lower Tribunals.

The supreme court yesterday handed
down the following decisions:

Uri L. Lamprey et al., respondents, vs. Oscar
M. Metcalf et al,, defendants, State of Min-
nesoia, appeliant. Judgment aflirmed,

MITCHELL, J.
When the United States has disposed
of the lands bordering on a meandered
lake, by patent, without reservation or
restriction, it has nothing left to convey,
and any patent thereatter issued for
land forming the bed, or former bed of

_the lake, is void and inoperative.
Where the United States has made

grants, without reservation or restric-
tion, of public lands bounded on streams
or other waters, the guestion whether
the lands forming the bedsof the waters
belone to the state or to the owners of
the riparian lands is to be determined
entirely by the law of the state in
which the lands lie.

_I'be same rules govern the rights of
riparian owners on lakes or other still
waters as govern the rights of riparian
owners on streams. Hence, if a mean-
dered lake is **non-navigable’” in fact
the patentee of the riparian land takes
the fee to the center of the lake, but if
the lake is ‘navigable” in fact its
waters and bed belong to the state in its
sovereign capaeity, and the riparian
patentee takes the fec only to the water
line, but with all the rights incident to
riparian ownership of navigable waters,
including the right to aceretions and re-
lictions formed in front of his land by
the action or recession of the water.

The division of waters into navigable
and non-navigable is merely a method
of aividing them into publie or private,
whiel is the more natural classitication,
and the definition or test of navigability
to be applied to our inland lakes must
be sufliciently broad and liberal to in-
clude all the public uses, including
boating and pleasure, for which such
waters are adapted. So long as they
continue capable of being put to any
beneficial public use they are publie
waters.

Alfred D. Aldrich, respondent, vs. City of
Miuneapolis, et al,, defendauts: Theodore
Wetmore, appeliant. Order affirmed.

MITCHELL, J.

To entitle a party to maintain a pri-
vate action for obstrueting a publie
street it is not necessary that the ob-
struetion should cut off all access to his
property.

JFormer deeisions of this court re-
viewed and explained.

1t is the nature of the right affected
and not the number who suffer which
determines whether a private action
will lie for creating or maintaining a
publie nuisance.

Hence, if an obstruction in a street
merely interferes with a person’s travel-
inz on the street—a public right en-
joyed in common with people generally
—no private action will lie; but if he
has property or business in the vieinity
of the obstruction which is injured by
reason of the interraption of convenient
access to it, the right iuterfered with is
a private property right, and he may
maintain his action for damages.

Held, also, that a new tri.l was prop-
erly granted on the ground of miscon-
duet of jurors in making independent
investigations out of court 1n respect to
matters in suit,
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8 respondent, vs.
St. Paual City Railway Company, appellant.
Oraer amirmed, MITCHELL, J.
Ileld, that under the evidence it was

a question for the jury whether the de-
fendaut, which permitted and invited
passengers to ride on the rear platforms
of its cars, was necligent in not oro-
teeting the platforms with guards of
sufficiont heizhth to prevent passengers
from tatling off.

Also, that under the circumstances it
was a question for the jury whether
intitf’s intestate was neglicent in
riding on the plattform without laying
hold of the car for the purpose oi sup-
porting himself.

Standing on the rear platform of a
moving car, even when there is room
inside, is not, under ordinary ecircum-
swatiees. negligence per so, ai least in
the absencz of any published rule of the
earrier forvidding it.

The question whether the giving and
receiving of the promissory note ot the
debtor for the amount of au antecedent
debt opevates as payment and extin-
guishment of the original debt, is one
that goes to the force and effect of the
contract itself and is governed by the
law of the place of the contraet.

Wiere the evidence of the law of
another state consists entirely of the
judicial opinions of that state their con-
struction and effect is a question for the
court alone,

The laws of another siate, as to plead-
ing and proof, stand upon the same
footing as any other facts and are not
required to be pleaded when they are
mere matters of evidence. lience under
a general plea of payment by note a
party may introduce in evidence the
laws of the state where the note was
given and payable to show that in that
state they pald and extinguished the
criginal debt.

Secondary evidence of the contents of
a document may be given when the
original appears to be in the possession
of a stranger who is beyvond the juris-
diction of the state and who, after veing
sworn as a witness fov the purpose of
taking his deposition and asked to pro-
duce ihe decument, refuses to do so.
