Opinion of the House Com-
mittee on the Sherman
Siiver Law.

Friends of the Repeal Poubt
if They Get a Vote in
the House.

Discussion of the Question
by the Senate Finance
Committes.

Defeat of the Bill to Change
the Time of the Meseting
of Congress.

WasmiNcToN, Jan. 10.—Representa-
tive Cale, of Arkansas, has prepared
the report of the majority to accompany
the Sherman silver bullion purchase re-
peal bill agreed upon by the subcommit-
tee on banks and currency yesterday.
it asserts that the cireulation will be in-
creased between §15,000,000 and $16,000,-
000 by the first section of the bill, which
provides that national banks may issue
bills to the par value of bonds depos-
fted. The committee submits its report
of the bullion purchase clause of the
Sherman act with no other comments
than that the experience ot the past
two vyears has demonstrated that
the policy entered upon at the
time of its passage has failed to afford
substantial Dbenefit to any one and
that its continuance isa menuace to the
prosperity of the country. ‘The com-
mittee realize that is proposition will
stop the increase of the circulating
medium by the issve of treasury notes
in purchase of siiver, but the first sec-
tion of the bill furnishes a large in-
crease of circulation, and one whieh, in
its opiBion

Es FMluch Safer
and more likely to supply the needs of
the country av large. The committee
also believe that the cessation of all sil-
ver purchases by this government will
not merely efficiently aid in the effort to
reach an international agreement fixing
the ratio between gold and silver for
coinage purposes throughout the civil-
ized world, but that sucii legislation as
it proposes is a pre-requisite to reacking
an inlernuliun;n :igl'l‘l‘lll@l][.

With respect to the senate amend-
ment providing for the coinage of silver
bullion now in the treasury inte dollars,
the report says this will also furnish a
considerable increase to the circulativg
medium of the country. ‘L'here were on
Dee. 31, 1801, in the treasury 34,631,-
720 standard silver dollars coined out
of bullion purchased under the Sherman
act. None ot these dollars have ever
been issued. On Dee. 31 Jast there re-
mained in the treasury, of the bullion
purchased under the Sherman act, an
amount whieh has cost the government
96,490,939, The market value of this
bullion on the date named was §85,446,-
064, shcewing a loss on the pur-
chiase of #11,053,925 to that date. 1ts
coinage value was $133,103,205.

Will Inerease Cireulation.

There will remain in the treasury,
therefove, after the coinage of enough
bullion to provide for the redemption of
all the treasury notes, an amount of
builion out of which silver dollars
amounting to more than 40,000,000 are
required to be coined and converted
into the treasury for its use 1n the
payment of appropriations hereafter to
be made. These coins will not be a
mere commodity stored in the vaults of
treasury, but actual circulating medium
to be used by the people as soon as and
whenever they elect to take the same,
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and  will, with the added na-
tional bank  cireulation, supply
all the increase of circulating

medium needed by the country until
this bullion shall be absorbed or until
congress shall provide fuither legisla-
tion. It wiil also provide a fund out of
which deficiencies in the revenue can
be supplied, it any such should arise.
The friends of the siiver repeal bill
are confident that they can getitup in
the house for consideravion, but are in
doubt as to their ability to bring it to a
vote. They expect a special order from
the rules committee @iving the bill aday
in the house, and so ardent a silver
man as Mr. Pierce, of Tennessee, says
he thinks this expectation well found-
ed. ‘The free coinage wen believe that
in the house an attempt will be made to
amend thie special orders so as to fix a
day for a vote on the Wll and amend-
ments, This would be closure by vote
of the house and not closure by meaus
of a report from the rules committiee.
The free silver men believe they are
strong enough to prevent such a thing.
An Ipformal Discussion.

The senale finance committee today
began an informal discussion of the
silyver question that indicated thor-
oughly the bent of the comuittee and
the outcome of the proposed repeal of
the silver purchase law, commonly
kknown as the Sherman act of 1800. The

members present were Senators Me-
Pherson, Harris anda Vance, of the
Democratie, ana Senators Sherman,

Morrill aud Allison, of the Republican
side, A regular meeting of the com-
mittee will be called for a day later in
the week, when the MePherson resolu-
tion will be called up for serious con-
sideration. It developed that there
was no perfect unanimity among the
Republicans regarding the strategic
move ot yesterday on the part of Mr,
Aldrich.

Party lines have been obliterated in
the discussion of this matter, and the
attack indulged in by the senators who
were at this meeting showed that the
proposition was being considered upon
the Lroad basis of statesmanship, ravher
than the narrow plane of party policy or
politiecal expediency. It was freely as-
serted in the comnmittee room that the
Sherman act was what the Democratic
party in its platform called 1t,
“a makeshift,”” but the Republicans
pointed to the fact that such a measure,
or something akin to it, was absolutely
necessary to prevent the passage of
tree coinage legislation at the time the
Sherman act was passed, or at least to
prevent legislation that would have
been far more pernicious in its effect
upon the country than that which be-
came a part of the law of the land.

Changed Terms of Payment.

WasHiNGTON, Jan. 10.—The house
committee on Indian affairs today made

BLAINE IS STRONGER.

He Passed a Quiet Day Without
Incident.

WASHINGTON, Jan, 10.—At 10 p. m.
the doctors gave out the following bul-
letin: *‘Mr. Blaine has passed a quiet
day without incident. He has shown
more strength than yesterday, and his
conversation and maunner have been
unusuaally bright and cheerful.” The
doctors stated in addition to this that
they had left for the might, and should
not rewrurn unless sent tor.

From 10 to 12 o’clock no one went in
or came out of the Blaine mansion. At
11 o’clock the rront door was closed for
the night, the lights in the house were
put out in all the rooms except the one
occupied by Mr. Blamne and in the
kitchen. Only once was the lightin
Mr. Blaine’s room turned up, and that
was about 10:45 when the nurse came
into the room.

MEETING OF CONGRESS,

Defeat in the House of the Bill to
Change the Time.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 10.—The joint
resolution changing the time for the
meeting of congress and for the inaug-
uration of the president gave rise to a
rather interesting discussion in the
house today. Mr. Cockran (Dem.), New
York, led the opposition to the measure.
Mr. Cockran said it was quite true
that tne proposition provided for
the coming in of a congress
to settle the very questions which had
arisen in the election of members
themselves, and that was his objection
to it. ‘Lhe superiority of the constitu-
tion as it stood, as against the constitu-
tion as it would be under the
operation ot this amendment,
was that congress, which under
the existing constitution nust
pass upon all questions relating to a
presidential suceession,had been chosen
vears before the question could arise.
This measure would substitute for that
a body in the very contest out of which

had arisen the dispute with re-
gard to the presidential  succes-
sion. The constitution was an in-

strument which should not Ue lightly
tampered with, The eountry had had
an instance in the Tilden-Haves contest,
when a man who had never been elected
president had been seated in the presi-
dential chair, and yet there had been no
jar to the constitutiou.

Mr. Springer (Dem.), Illinois, believed
that the reforms proposed by the joint
resolution would conduce to the interest
and well-being ot the people. Mr. Reed
(Rep.), Maine, seconded Cockran’s at-
tack upon the measure. The vote then
came on ordering the joint resolution to
a third reading. 'The vote resulted:
Yeas, 49; nays, 121; thus defeating the
measure. ‘L'he house then adjourned.

SUNDAY OPENING,

The House Cominittee Listens to
Its Advocates.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 10. =The hearing
of the world's committee of the house
on the Sunday opening was begun this

morning. The committee room was
filled with members  of the
city government of Chicago and

other persons, including four wom-
en, interested in the subject.
Mavor Hempstead Washburne opened
the hearing and introduced City Clerk
Vau Cleve, who read the memorial of
the city eouncil of Chicago, praying
that the cates of the world’s fair be not
closed Sunday; that the Dbuildings be
kept open for the inspection of exhibits,
and that full opportunities be had
for the holding of religious cere-
monies by all creeds. Mayor Wash-
burne then addressed the committee, in
support of the memorial. President
Gompers, of the Federation of Labor.ap-
peared in pursuance to the instructions
of the organization and urged Sunday
opening. Rev. Dr. Jones, of New York
city, began an argument when he was
interrupted by Representative Robinson,
of Penusylvania, who had come in, who
asked 1o what chureh he belonged. Dr.
Jones did not know that that was in
point, but Chairman Durborrow said a
member of the committee had a right to
ask a question, and Dr, Jones said he
was a Seventh Day Adventist. He ap-
peared, however, as a citizen, but as
congress had gone into religion, he
might properly foliow it there and might
speak as 2 Seventh Day Adventist. e
read with comments long Chicago news-
per reports of the capture by Seventh
Day Adventists of one of the four pro-
testing mass meetings called by the
other side. Chairman  Durburrow
sharply called him to orderand directed
him to get to the point. Fortunately,
12 o’clock arrived, and the meeting,
which was beginning to deveiop into a
burlesque, adjourned for the day.

As soon as the committee concluded
its hearmng the representatives of the
American Sabbath un’on held a meet-
ing and mapped out a line of oppositicn
to the Columbian exposition opening on
Sunday. T'he matter was discussed for
two hours and a half, and speakers were
appointed toaddress the world’s fair com-
mittee Wednesday, Thursday and Fri-
day. A committee, witk Dr. Brooks, of
Brooklyn, as chairman, was appointed
to draft a short letter protesting against
opening the fair on Sunday, and send
it to all members of the senate and
house; and a cemmittee of four, with
Col. Shepard as chairman,was appointed
to wait upon the secretary of the treas-
ury and attorney general regarding the
ieading aspects of the case,

QUARANTINIE POWERS,

Harris’ Bill Gets Safely Through
the Senate.

WasmxyGToN, Jan. 10 — The bill
granting additional quarantine powers
and  imposing additional duties
upon tne secretary of the treasury
and the Marine hospital service
was passed Dby the senate today.
An important amendment was adopted
to the section giving the president
power to suspend immigration from in-
fected countries: and now the section
gives to the president power not to sus-
pend immigration, but to prohibit in
whole or in part the introduction of
persons and property. After the quar-
antine bill was passed the special
order, the bill prohibiting immigration
for one year, was permitted to lapse.
The anti-option bill was then taken up,
and Mr. Vilas completed his argument
against 1t. ‘T'here was no action on the
bill, the senate adjourning for lack of a
quorum.

SUFFERED A RELAPSE.

WAsHINGTON, Jan. 10.—Senator Ken-
na, who was so much better this morn-
ing that strong hopes of his ultimate re-
covery were entertained, suffered a re-
lapse this afternoon about 3 o'clock..
He suffered intense pain for hours from
the spasmodic action of the heart, and
his condition was said to be such late
this evening as to cause the gravest
anxlety ot his friends.

So much time has been
waswd In trying to arrange a satisfac-
tory match that Myer feels that he
could not now get into condition by
March. Today Alf Kennedy telegraphed

President Noel, of the Crescent Cit
club, to count Myer out, b0 y
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the grain market of the state involves
s0 unusual a proposition that the com-
plete measure will be read with interest
by all. It follows:

Section 1. Tnat there is hereby or-
dered to be established a permanent
place for exhibits, wholesale market
and warehouse and elevator rooms, of
the capacity of 2,500,000 busels of grain,
for farm produets; said institution to be
located in the county of St. Louis and
on the shore of the St. Louis bay or
river. or Duluth harbor, where there is
navigable water, or where docks can be
established for the largest vessels in the
carrying trade on Lake Superior.

Sec. 2. Said institution shall be under
the control and management of the
board of railroad and warehouse com-
missioners, who shall locate same and
procure the mnecessary land, erect the
necessary buildings thereon, with the
proper equipment and faeilities to carry
this act into efiect. Building or procur-
ing all necessary spur tracks, terminal
yards and other facilities to receive and
ship grain. Commencing work so as to
have said elevator ready for business on
or Dbefore Sept. 1. 1893. Said clevator
shall have faciiities for weighing, un-
loading, cleaning and the safe keeping
of grain in separate bins of 500 or more
bushels, also tor placing grain of the
same grade together. Also commission
shall build other buildings for perma-
nent exhibits, and office room to estab-
lish a produce exchange and exhibits
of farm produets to aid in the develop-
ment of the resources of the state of
Minnesota, and to exhibit samples of
grain and farm and manufactured pro-
ducts.

Sec. 3. The board of railroad and
warehouse commissioners shall fix the
rate of charges for the services rendered
by the state in furnishing space for ex-
hibits, use of market places, yards and
storage rooms, grading, weighing, un-
loading, cleaning, care of and loading
grain or products, and such charges
shall be based upon the cost of service,
repairs of building, tracks and equip-
ments, and five (5) per cent interest on
the capital invested by the state of Min-
nesota in said grounds, yards, docks,
tracks, building and cquipment estab-
lished by this act. The said coemmis-
sion fixing the salaries for all employes
neecessary to run the said institution.

Sec. 4. The said commission shall
keep on file for public inspection pub-
lications showing the market price of
grain and farm produects in the mar-
keis of Liverpool, London, Hamburg,
New York., Buffalo, Quebec. Boston,
Baltimore, New Orleans,San Francisco,
Chicago, St. Louis, Milwaukee, Minne-
apolis and Duluth. Also the freight
rates between said markets, either by
railroad, lake, ocean or other means of
transportation. ‘They shall publish a
bulletin or market report showing the
price paid in said markets for farm
products weekly. Said market report
1o show the prices as reported by the
publications received from the other
cities for one week and immediately
preceding the date of said publications
as near as practicable; also the rates of
freight between Duluth and Minneapo-
lis and said maikets. Said bulletin to
be kept on tile in said institution and in
the office of said commission in 8t. Paul
and the other state offices: also to be
furnished by mail to all persons who
shall order the same and pay the price
fixed by said commission, which shall
pot exceed one ($1) dollar per annum.

See. 5. Said board of raiiread aad
warehouse commissioners shall send
samples of the different grades of grain
being exported to Buffalo, N. Y., in the
state of: New York: Liverpool and Lon-
don, England; Paris, France, or any
other market in the world they may
deem advisable, for inspection and to
secure prices as to their market valoe,
that they may know whether the mar-
kets of Minnesota are within a reason-
able difference in price of the markets
of the world. Said commission shail have
the power to purchase and export a
quantity of grain to any of the said mar-
kets, if they deem such a course advis-
able, in order to ascertain the facts in
the case, it being the intention of this
act to prevent monopolization and un-
just control of the market of this state
tor farm produets.

Sec. 6. The income from the charges
made for services rendered and use of
buildings and facilities shall constitute
arevolving fund to pay expenses, re-
pairs and increase of buildings and
other facilities which may be needed to
carry into effect the intention of this
act. It being the particular and specifie
intention of this act to aid in keeping
the grain markets free frowm monopoly,
to furnish elevators and warehouse
facilities at reasonable cost, as well as
to establish a permanent exhibit of
farm and manufactured products.,

Sec. 7. Said commission shall make
to the governor and publish at the end
of each ycara report of their doings
under this act during the present year,

See. 8. ‘There is hereby appropriated
out of the general revenue fund the
sum of three hundred thousand ($300.,—-
000) dollars for the purposes of estab-
lishing the elevators and other build-
ings, docks, tracks, facilities and
grounds contemplated by tiis act.

Sec. 9. There is hereby appropriated
seventy thousand (870,000) dollars out of
the grain inspection fund, and also saud
fund shall be consolidated with and
made a vart of the fund of this institu-
tion on July 31, 1893,

TO RAISE REVENUE.

Senator Day Introduces a Bill for
an Inheritance Tax.

More popular than Senator Hompe’s
grain bill is Senator Day’s measure pro-
viding for an inheritance tax. This
subject has been discussed with great
ability by A. B. Ovitt, a lJeading attor-
ney of this city, and the introduction of
this bill will lead to even greater inter-
est than ever. An abstrat of the meas-
ure foliows:

See. 1. A tax shall be and is hereby
imposad upon the transfer ot any prop-
erty, real or personal, of the value of
five hundred dollars or over, or of any
interest therein or income therefrom, in
trust or otherwise to persons or corpo-
rations in the following cases:

1. When the trausfer is by will or by

the interstate laws of thus state from
any person dying seized or possessed of
the property while a residert of the
state.
2. When the transfer is by will or in-
terstate law of property within the
state and decedent was a non-resident
of the state at the time of his death.

3. When the transfer is of property
made by a resident or by a non-resident,
when sach non-resident’s property 1s
within this state, by deed, grant, bar-
gain, sale or gift made in contemplation
of the death of the grantor, vendor or
donor; or intended to take effect in
possession or enjoyment at or after such
death. Such tax shall also be imposed
when any such person or corporation
becomes beneficially entitled, in pos-
session or expectancy, to any property
or the income thereof by any such trans-
fer, whether made betore or after the
passage of this act. Such tax shall be
at the rate of 5 per centum upon the
clear market value of such property,
except as otherwise prescribed in the
next section.

Sec. 2. When the property or any
beneticial interest therein passes by
any such transfer to, or by the use of,
any father, mother, husband, wife,
child, wife or widow of a son, or the
husband of a daughter, or to any lineal
descendants of such decedent, grantor,
donor or vendor born in lawful wed-
lock, such transfer of property shall not
be taxable under this act unless it is of
the value of $10,000, in which case it
shall be taxable under this act at the
rate of 2 per cent upon the clear cash
wmarket value of such property.

Section 8 makes this tax a lien upon
the property until paid,and no executor
or aaministrator will be allowed a final
accounting until it is paid.

All taxes imposed by this act shall be
due and payable at the time of the
transfer, provided, however, that taxes
upon the transfer of any estate, prop-
erty or interest therein, limited, éoit-
ditlonal, dependent or determinable

| upon the happening of any contingency

or future event, by reason of which the
fair market value thereof cannot he as-
certained at the time of the transfer, as
bherein provided, shall acerue and be-
come due and payable when the persons
or corporations beneficially entitled
thereto shall come into the possession
or enjovinent thereof.

Sections 4, 3, 6, 7,8, 9, 10, 11, 12, and
on up to section 22 provide wmethods for
the collection of this tax, Section 22
and following sections provide for the
disposition of the revenue. This part
of the bill follows:

Section 22. All taxes levied and col-
lected under this act shall be paid into
the treasury of the state for the use of
the state, and shall, after the expenses
of colleeting are paid, be applicable to
the expenses of the state government,
and to such other purposes as the legis—
lature shall by law direct.

Sec. 23. Seven per cent of the mon-
eys paid in on account of this tax shall
be paid out by the state treasurer for
the purpose of providing assistants for
himself and the state auditor, to aid in
collecting and accounting for said tax
and in the enforcement of this law, to
wit: One per cent shall be paid on de-
mand to the state auditor for additional
clerk hire, 1 per cent to the state treas—
urer for a like purpose, and i per cent
to an attorney at law, to be known as
the inheritance tax attorney, who shall
be appointed by the state auditor to
assist in the enforcement of this actand
who shall hold his office for the term
of four years from the time of his ap-
pointment and until his sueccessor is
appointed. The  percentagze above
named snhall be the full compensation
allowed to said oflicers  for
their services under this act, ex-
cept bills for printing, postage and sta-
tionery, and except that whenever it
becomes necessary for the inheritance
tax attorney in the performance of his
duties in connection with this law to
appear at some place other than
his place of residence and other than
the capital ot the state, he shall be al-
lowed,and the state treasurer shall pay,
out of any money in his hands paidin by
virtue of this act, the necessary travel-
ing expenses of said attorney and mile-
age at the rate of three cents per mile
each way; provided, that no such trav-
eling expenses shall be paid until the
state auditor has certitied that the
ilglms thercof are correct and reason-
able.

See. 24, Thefees of judges of probate
for the duties required of them under
this act shall be as follows:

For each appraisal 32; for each order
or decree $1; for filing papers, making
copies of records and other duties re-
quired of them in this act, the same
1ees as are allowed by law to the clerk
of the district court of the county for
similar services. Said fees shall be paid
upon the approvalof the inheritance tax
attorney by the state treasurer out of
any funds in his hands received under
this act, and shall be in addition to the
compensation now allowed by law to
the judge ot probate.

See. 25. The words ‘‘estate’” and
“property’ as used in this act shall be
taken to mean the property or interest
therein of the testator,intestate,zrantor,
bargainor or vendor passing or trans-
ferred to those not herein svecilically
exempted from the provisions of this
act, and not as the property or interest
therein passing or transferred to indi-
vidual legatees, devisees, heirs, next of
Kin, zrantees, donees, or vendees, and
shall include all property or interest
therein, whether situated within or
without this state, over which this state
has apy jurisdiction for the purposes of
taxation. The words *inberitance tax
attorney’ wherever they occur in this
act shall be construed te mean the at-
torney at law who shall be designated
by the state auditor under the provis-
ions of section twenty-three of this act.

Sec., 26. This act shall take elfect on
May 1, 1893.

GENTLEMEN: In connection with the sta-
tistical report which is herewith submitted I
?esira to call your attention to one or two

acts,

The number admitted into day schoolsup to
the end of December, 1892, exceeds the num-
ger admitted at the same date in 1801 by

2,000.
The increase in the same item since De-
cember, 1890, 1s 2,870, so that every indication
oints to an excess by theend of the year of
rom four to five thousand over the enroll-
ment in 1890, when the legislature passed an

act prohibiting the erecting of school build-
ings in this city for two years.

The time #has come when more school
buildings are imperatively needed. Many of
tke chiidren 1u the schoois are improperly
housed in small rented rooms, badly lighted
and iliy ventilated, dangerous to the lives of
the children and not fitted for securing the
best results educationally. This condition
exists, moreover, notwithstanding the fact
that, owing to the reduction of the funds
avajlable for the maintenance of the schoois

during the current yesr, the number
of puapils assigned to each teach-
er was increased from forty to be-

tween forty-five and fifty. It it were pos
sible to return to the standard of forty,which
is high enough for the interests of the chil-
dren, the need for more rooms would be even
more evident than it is now,

1 submit herewith a statement of the num-
ber of class rooms in each building, the num-
ber eccupied, the number vacant, and the
number of additional rooms rented. It will
be seen that there are a few vacant rooms in
some quarters, but a glance at the map will
make it evident that these rooms caunot be
used to relieve the overcrowded buildings. In
very few buildings are more than one or two
vacant rooms to be found, and these were
nearly all oecupied before the reduction in
the number of teachers, and would be again
if we could return to the proper standards.
A few exceplions are to be found in build-
ings located in the suburbs, built years ago in
anticipation of a growih which d:d not come,
Butitis a source of very little cowtort to
parents whose children must attend schocl
in a rented storeroom in Arhington Hills to
know that there are seven beautiful, airy,
vacant rooms ir a building located at the
Fair Grounds.

As appears in the report, the tuildings

needing relief are the Lincoln and Cleveland
in the First Ward, and the Jackson, Gorman
and Scheffer in the Eighth Ward. Relief can
be best furnished in all these cases by erect-
ing additious to the buildings mentioned. ex-
cept that in the Eighth Ward, in the vicinity
of the House of the Good Shepherd, a new,
building should be erected where the city
owns a lot purchased for this purpose, to
progide accommodation for the children
now attending school in rented rooms on
University avenue,
* In view of these pressing needs, which will
be still more pressing in another year. [
recommend the passage of a resolution by
this Board, requesting the City Council to
add to the tax levy for 1893 the half-mill pro-
vided in the law for building purposes.

1 further recommend that the Real Estate
Committee be requested to investizate the
possibility of selling some of the unoccupied
school property. particularly the old Huin-
boldt school on the West Side, and the Wash-
ington school in the Third Ward. and, if it
be found possible and advisable, that the
City Council be requested to sell the same
and place the amount received tothe credit
ot the Building Fund of the Board.
