Topeka. Kan., Jan. 12.— Shortly after
5 o'clock this afternoon (.ov. Lewelline
sent his message recognizing the Popu-

list lower house by hi-s secretary. J. E.
Close. When the Populist scrgeant-at-

arms was called to the door to receive
the governor's message the excitement
in the house aros», which had ina large

measure subsided, but the door was
opened and Secretary Close was ad-
mitted. The Populists arose and began
cheering. Populist Speaker Dunsuiore
rapped for order and restored quiet, the
Republicans making no demonstration.
Secretary Close called out. "Mr. Speak-
er Dunsmore," and that official rasped

the gavel, and the Populists cheered,

women waived their handkerchiefs and
men climbed into their seats and waved
their hats. There were cat calls from
the Republican side, and the Populist
chief clerk read the following:

"To J. M. Dunsmore. Speaker of the
House of Representatives: In answer
to your communication, Jan. 8, IS'jS.

speaker, Ben C. Rich as chief clerk, and
L.F.Dick, serjeant-at-arms, and was
ready for business, 1desire to say that
1will communicate with you furtner in
vvritinz.

He
thinks the Democrats by their action
iiave endangered the election of either
a Populist or Democratic senator. Ttiey
have widened the breach between them-
selves and the Populists, and he fears

j the relations will become so strained
Ithat they cannot get together on a sen-

ator.
The Republicans at 3:30 heard from

their committee and said that all hope
of arriving at a seetlement was at an
end. They fullyexpected the Populist
house to be recognized at 4 o'clock. The
conference announced that the Popu-
lists should recognize the Republican
organization and be given some of the

) committees, and that all contests should
be over until after the senatorial con-
test, but this was not satisfactory to the
Populist leaders, and their committee
refused to consent. The Republicans
have decided to give up the hall to the
Populists without resistance if the gov-
ernor recognizes that house.

Agreed, to Adjourn.
The excitement occasioned by the

recognition of the Populist house by
j the governor continued for some time,
the Populists cheering exultantly

Aftera half-hour of excitement things
Quieted down again. The leaders got
together and agreed to adjourn both
houses without prejudicing the position
of either until 9 o'clock tomorrow morn-
his.

Immediately after the adjournment
of the twohouses this evening the Re-
publicans held a caucus to fixupon a
line of action to govern them tomorrow.
They decided to assemble in represent-
ative hail at 9 o'clock as provided for in
the agreement by which an adjournment
was had this evening, and to proceed to
the transaction of business in the regu-
lar party manner.

[Offer no resistance, simply to remain I
passive and force the Populists to re- j
move them bodily, In anticipation of j
being ejected from the house tney have j
selected a hall down town, which they
willrent tomorrow and where they will
hold their sessions until the whole mat-
ter decided by the courts.

At a caucus of Populist senators to- i
night itwas agreed that when the sen- |
ate reconvenes at '.> a. m. tomorrow the I
house investigation committee will be
discharged and that the Populist house
will ue recognized. Got. Lewelling
was present at the caucus and is said
to have advised such a course.

Fruitless Conference.
The conference committee of fifteen, j

composed of members of the three po- j
litical parties, adjourned from an all- i
evening's session at midnight without
having accomplished anything, though j
at one time they almost reached |
an agreement. The terms of
the agreement were that the Re-
publicans would still retain the
organization of the house on a bare
majority and the contested cases were
to be left to a judicial tribunal. But
when itcame 10 placing the senate con-
test cases before the judicial tribunal,
upon which the Republican and Demo-
cratic members insisted, the Populists
objected, as this would prevent them
throwing out enough members in the
senate to give them a majority on joint
ballot, and thus prevent tnem from
electing a United States senator.
