FOR AN INCOHE TAX,

State Senators Seem Favor-
ably Disposed Toward That
Style of Taxation.

The Ancient Bill Against the
Ticket Sealper Is Again
Introduced,

And Senator Tawney Would
Have a State Lunacy
Commission.

Resolutions and Speeches in
Memory of the Late Sen-
ator Grinnell.

The first real conflict of the session
over a matter of legislation took place
in the senate yesterday morning, and
Senator Leavitt, of Meeker, scored his
first victory over the clever and polished
Senator Dean, of Ramsey. The ques-
tion at issue was the disposal of the re-
port of the judiciary committee on the
measure taxing incomes. The commit-
tee brought back the bill without recom-
mendation, and Senator Dean promptly
moved its reference to the committee on
taxes and tax laws. This was opposed
by the senator from Meeker, who held
tl:at at the time the report was agreed
upon it was understood that the meas-
ure was to be placed on general orders.

The committee on taxes and tax laws
Senator Dean insisted should have the
bill because it properly belonged there.
This Senator Leavitt admitted should
have been its reference on the start,
but now the recommendation and
agreement made by the judiciary com-
mittee shoula be respected.

“] understand the opposition of the
senator from Ramsey,” said Senator
Leavitt, *It was very bitter two years
ago. and 1 presume it will be so this
year. I hope every senator who believes
in tair play and square dealing will vote
with me against this reference.”

Senator Dean made a spirited retort
to this appeal, but when the vote was
taken twenty-nine members voted with
Senator Leavitt against the motion,
while but seven were on the other side.

When the senate commenced business
yesterday morning Senator Sevatson, of
Jackson, lost no time in calling up his
resolution offered last week. providing
for an investigating committee to probe
the wheat shortages and frauds. 'This
resolution follows:

Resoived, That a commitlee of five be ap-
pointed by the president of the senale Lo in-
quire into theshipping and handling of grain
1 this state with the object in view to bring
to the notice of the railroad companies the
complaint of shippers of grain, and at the
same time give the roilroad companies an op-
portunity to show to the shippers of grain
and the peopie, if they choose to do so, that
they are at present doing all that is reason-
ablé to handle expeditipusly and with all
reasonable care the grain intrusted to them
for shipment: and whether their charges are
reasonable according to the risk that to them
as common carriers charging as they now
do oun the weight of the grain and not on the
value, us they usually do on other kinds of
freight: that the committee be empowered Lo
expend money for the calling of witnesses,
to employ a clerk, if necessary in the opinion
ot the committee, that the committee shall
report to the senate its findings together
with such recommendations as they may
think wise, reasonable and just to both ship-
pers and comimon carriers,

Senator Lommen was opposed to the
resolution on the ground that the peo-
ple had bad enough of such investiga-
tions, and he accordingiy moved that it
go to the grain and warehouse commit-

tee. Senator John Day Smith aiso op-
posed the resolution, as did several
other senators, and Senator March

amended the amendment to make it in-
clude the question of. wiether or not
cars were furnished equitably and prop-
eriy for the shipment of grain. Senator
Hammer opposed the amendment,

*1 do not know anything about this,”
said Senator Stevens, of Ramsey, “but 1
do know that the people of this state
have a great grievance which ought to
be remedied, and I shall favor the reso-
lution of the senator from Jackson.”
Senator March withdrew his amend-
ment  to the amendment, and the
amendment of Senator Lommen came
up and was defeated by 30 nays to 17
ayes, and Senator March renewed his
amendment to investigate also whether
cars are furnished and equitably dis-
tributed. ‘This amendment was ac-
cepted by Senator Sevatson and alinost
unanimously adopted. 'I'he resolution
as amended was passed by a vote of 41
ayes to 6 nays. Senator John Day
Smnth then offered the following:
Resolved. That the judiciary committee be
entitled to a eclerk at $10 per day to be ap-
pointed by the chairman of the committee,
This resolution was adopted, and
Senator Mott came to the front to repay
the debt he owed Senator Burkhardt
for offering the resolution appointing
his son filekeeper and offered a resolu-
tion appointing Henry Burkhardt Jr. a
filekeeper for the session at $3 per day.
This was adopted.

Senator Sanborn presented a memo-
rial of the state historical society re-
garding the necessity of a new building
that shall be tire proof. The memorial
recounted the great work done for the
state Ly the historical society, and
euumerated the valuable documents,
curios and books gathered by it. The
fine lot opposite the capitol, valued at
£50,000, belongs to the soclety. This
enumeration was followed by two prop-
ositions, one that in case a new capitol
is built rooms shall be provided for the
society, and, if not, that an appropria-
tion shall be made for the erection of a
bailding such as is needed on the lot
owned by the society. ‘T'his statement
was so concise and fair and withal
modest that it impressed the senators
very favorably.

I'he introduction of bills .came next,
and the following measuves were read
and referred:

Mr. Burkhardt, S. F. No. 53—Regulat-
ing tne gale of tickets overrailroads and
other trausportation companies.

Senator Lommen
objected to Kaiser on account of his
supposed connection with the ‘‘pine
Jand ring,” but of course this did not
count., T. B. Walker is a strong maun
with the majority of this legislature.
Capt. Donaldson’s disqualification, ac-
cording to Senator Woud, is that he is a
bonanza farier, and stands close to J.
J. will,

When the senate rose Senator Little,
the successor of the late Senator Grin-
nell, offered the following resolutions
and moved theiradoption:

Resolved. That this body has received with
profound sorrow the sad intelligence of the
death of Jeremiah Grinnell, state senator
Dodge county, and distin-
guished for his manly begring, souna judg-
ment and rectitude of purpose in his line of
duty.

Rzzsol\-ed. As a mark of respect to the
memory of the late senator, Hon. J. Grinneli,
the senate do now adjourn.

In moving the adoption of these reso-
lutions Senator Little made a vrief
speech on the life of the deceased sena-
tor, and paid him a high tribnte. He
was followed by Senator La Due, of
Rock, who for many years was a neigh-
bor and friend of Mr. Grinnell. Mr.
La Due said:

*] have known the late Senator Grin-
nell more or less intimately for twenty-
five years, dating back to the period of
his settlement in the state. He was a
quiet, unassuming, strong-minded man,
beloved by his family. respected by his
neighbors, and an honored and worthy
citizen of his district. He was earuest
and sincere in his political convictions,
but in no sense obtrusive in his parti-
sanship. Therefore his friends are not
measured by the narrow limits of party
fealty, but include the people of all
parties to the tull extent of his acquaint-
ance. Though 1 did not indorse his po-
litical views, I was nevertheless a friend
of the late senator, and none of his po-
litical associates in the chamber will
miss him more than myself, and none
will revere his memory with more gen-
erous consideration.”

Senator Donnelly followed with one
of his touching and brilliant short
speeches, and Senator John Day Smith
concluded the speaking with a short ad-
dress, in which he spoke of Senator
Grinnell as he knew him.  The resolu-
tion passed by a rising vote, and the
senate adjourned for the day.

Two Important Measures In-
.troduced Yesterday in
the House.

R. C. Dunn: Message received. Thanks,
Long may you wave, W. D. WASHBURN.

Senator Washburn yesterday sent the
above message, but hardly had the
member from Mille Lacs read the mes-
sage betore Representative Salls, the
young giant from Le Sueur, moved a re-
consideration of the vote of Wednesday
indorsing the anti-option bill.

Immediately a fight was precipitated
that continued with more or less of good
nature for a tiresome spell. 1t was par-
ticipated in by Salls, Dunn, Ives, Boggs,
Rodger, Lende, O’Neill, Scofield, Cairns,
Gorman, Vansant, Barrett. Hopkins,
Lockwood, Young and Jacobson. The
last-named was vehement, oratorical,
earnest, voluble, aching for a fighting
debate, and got very red in the face.
Every man had his own reasons to ad-
vance for or against the measure, but
those favorable to it were the most nu-
merous. When the matter was put to
vote reconsideration was denied, 80
against to 14 for,

Robert Chesterfield Dunn smiled
again. Mr. Jacobson nudged Hiler Hor-
ton, the best listener in the house, to
join in the hilarity, and the pages
signed a petition to Chief Clerk John-
son to allow them to bump their heads
against his desk to shake the sleep out
of their curly locks.

Mr. Wyman’'s bill, House File 58, is

designed to put the state university on
the same plan as the state normal
school and the Universities of Wiscon-
sin and fowa. While 1t chunges the
school tax law, it will not increase the
total tax. It will, if adopted, however,
relieve the university from appearing
as a mendicant at each session, and
give it a definite amount from the gen-
eral levy for school purposes. The. re-
gents of the university consider that
1ts interests
greatly benefited by the enactment of
Mr. Wyman’s bill into law. 1t provides
for a tax levy of 1 2-10 mills, to be
known as the state school tax. Of the
proceeds, one mill, or five-sixths ot this
tax, shall be added to the general school
fund, and the proceeds of two-tenths
mills, or one-sixth thereof, shall be for
the use of the state university., After
July 31, 1804, the annual appropriation
for university support provided for in
chapter 24, Laws of 1887, and by the
seventeentin item, section 1, chapter 257,
Laws of 1880, shall cease.

House File 60, introduced Ly Mr.
Vansant, and indorsed by the Order of
Railway Conductors, in its first section
makes it the duty of transportation
companies to supply authorized agents
with tickets and with a certificate under
seal, to be kept posted i a conspicuous
place, which certiticate shall set forth

GLUITED WITH GRAIN.

St. Louis Yards Filled With Un-
loaded Cars.

St. Louis, Jan. 12.—The local grain
blockade is still a condition and not a
theory. There is still a visible supply
of about 8,000,000 bushels of grain in
innocuous desuetude in this market, and
about the only consolation dealers have
is that the same condition exists at other
grain centers. Notwithstanding the fact
that several roads decline to receive
grain for this market, there 1sa growing
accumulation which increases the
amount on hand very rapidly. The
early marketing of grain by the
farmers, the siack foreign demand
and the consequent low prices
give a birdseye view of a situation for
which there seems to be no immediate
remedy. Everybody has a surplus at
the same time, and the trading is only
in small lots. At the railroad offices
there was no attempt to disguise the
situation. The Burlington lines seem
to be in the worst shape. Between 400
and 500 cars are tied up in their yards,
and they are declining all consignments
of grain irom every source. ‘I'ne Wabash
is also crowded, although an outlet in
the elevator at Carondelet has relieved
the tension somewhat. Still they bave
about 350 or 450 cars of grainon the
sidings. The Frisco and other roads
are also troubled in the same way, and
swell the number about 600 cars.
