NO HOPE OF CHANGE.

This Delightful Old-Fashioned
Weather Will Stay

Here.

Dbserver Liyons Looks for a Warm,
Followed by a Colder
Speil.

The intensely cold wave which is
master of the situation here at present
bids fair, according to the prediction of
Weather Observer Liyous, to last until
Monday noon. Ile thinks by that time
we shall have a warm wave, and that
by the middle of the week another, and
perhaps a mueh colder wave, will reach
us. He said last evening:

“This is the first real old-fashioned

finnesota winter weather we have had
since the January of 1888, Thursday
night it w: 3 deg below zero, Friday
pight it was 21, and I think tonight it
will go down to about 25 deg below. We
have now had six weeks of pretty good
sleighing. 'T'he last four winters were
not worthy the name of winters. Jan.
19, 1892, the thermometer went down to
25 below zero, and was the only really
cold day during the four years, The
average thermometer during the last
winter was about 20 above zeros the av-
erage thermoweter ot the preeeding
winter was 21 above zero, and the av-
erage thermometer of the first two
warm winters was about frem 21 to 22
above. Everything seems to indicate
that we will have pretty stifi winter
weatiier from now out; and possibly we
may have a pretty long siege of win-
ter.”

GOVERS MANY CASES.

A Supreme Court Decision of
Interest to All Riparian
Owners. ;

Riparian Rights Cover Lande
to Centers of Non-Navi-
gable Lakes.

Where the Sovereign Right
of the State Ends in
Such Cases.

A Valuable Lot of West Side
Land Thus Added to
Tax Rolls.

Judge Mitchell, of the suprome court,
in the case of Lamprey against the
state and others, handed down a de-
cision a few days ago of great impor-
tance to the ecitizens of Minnesota, af-
firming the deeision ot Judge Otis in
the court below, and settling for the
first time in the history of our state the
extent of the rights of riparian owners
.and determining to whom the beds of
the multitudinous lakes of Minnesota
belong.

The syllabus of the daecision, as pub-
lished in the routine court news in the
daily papers, was in all probability
passed by unnoticed by all save the in-
terested members of the legal profes-
sion and a few property owners of the
city; but as Minnesota has some 7,000
lak all disappearing more or less
rapidly, the magnitude of the interests
involved in this decision is almostin-
calculable, directly affecting the rights
of thousands of people and the title to
thousands of acres of land in this state.

The court decide that when the
Uuited States sell and give a patent
to land bounded by a meandered lake,
the government parts with all of its
rights to the iands within the meandered

lines, and can never claim any portion
of the lake bed, however much the
waters may recede; and fturiher holds
that the state, by virtue of 1ts sovereign-
ty or otherwise, has no rights in or con-
trol over the beds of non-navigable
lakes within its borders. The court also
decide that the owners of land along
and outside of the meandered lines own
by virtue thereof all the land to the
waters edege of navigable lakes, and also
that such owners along non-navigable
lakes own the fee in all the land from
the meandered line in front to the cen-
ter of the lake by the same title as that
whieh thiey have in the lands outside of
the meandered line; consequently the
farmers and others having farms along
such meandered lakes in this state own
all the lands to the center of the lake
whether covered by water or not.  ‘T'his
decision secures to many citizens of
Minnesota, by an unquestionable title,
many thousand valuable acres of
land, and absolute control of their
portion of these lakes. "The particular
lake invoived 1o this suit is familiar to
the residents ot St. Paul, and is situated
Just across the river in West St. Paul
and east of State street, its north end
lving nearer the Merchants’ hotel than
the Seven corners, thus rendering the
lake bottom in question, now dry land,
of great value—-estimated at more than
a million dollars. Before Minnesota be-
came a territory there was a considera-
bie lake there, and the adjoining lands
were duly entered by several persons
while Minnesota was a part of Wiscon-
sin.  The government surveyed those
lands in 1853, and meandered this lake,
which covered 335 acres, and there are
many now living in our midst who re-
member when the dusky red man, in
his silently gliding eanoe, with rod and
cun, found his principal support within
its waters, In 1860 the lake, having par-
tially dried up, a tand speculator by the
name of Gilmore quietly induced the

land department at Washington to
survey the Iake within the orig-
inal meandered line, and designate

Lhe interior portion by fractional lots.
This was done without any notice to the
parties interested, and several patents
were issued under this second survey.

of which are fast drying up, and thus
deprive the shore owners of the usz of
water, which the law always zave- them
as part of their original purchase and
which constitutes a great element of
value of their possessions, and to secure
this right the law places in the riparian
owners the fee of such lake bottoms,
whether covered Dby water or not.
A number of years ago four citizens of
St. Paul, Uri L. Lamprey, Warren H.
Mead, Philip Reilly and T. B. Campbell,
bought all the land surrounding this
lake and have since held it at great ex-
pense, knowing they had purchased and
owned by the rights of riparian owners
the bed of the lake, and now the su-
preme court of the state ol Minnesota
has confirmed their title to this large
tlj';\ct of land in the very heartof our
city.

THE COURT INTERFERED

And Intimated It Was a Case for
the Grand Jury to
Probe.

Singular Developments in the
Rosenbaum Assigne-

ment.

“It seems to me that the evidence dis-
closes a case of larceny on a large scale.
The county attorney is here and the
grand jury is in session. I think this is
a case for the action of the county at-
torney and this man ought to be ordered
to jail.”

The foregoing is part of the comment
of Judge Ezan yesterday when hearin g
evidence in the application to declare
Samuel Rosenbaumn insolvent, and to
appoint a receiver of his effects. The
court room was well filled with cred-
itors and friends of Rosenbaum yester—
day, and there were several occasions
for derisive smiling during the investi-
gation—with Rosenbaum on the witness
stand. The application for a receiver
was made by L. B. Lehman & Co.,Cane,
McCaffrey & Co.and H. Swisky. who
claim to be creditors to a considerable
extent, and who alleged that Rosen-
baum owes large sums of money for
goods bought in several Eastern cities
within the past few months.

Rosenbaum 1s an East Seventh street
dry goods merchant, and bas been in
business for a quarter of a century.
Last fall he started a branch store at
St. Jawmes, a small town in Watonwan
county, on the Omaha railroad. The
evidence disclosed by Rosenbaum on
the stand yesterday was rather conflict-
ing until he was straightened out to
some extent and greatly confounded by
the rigid examination of attorneys and
the exhibition of documentary evidence.
Rosenbaum had been notified to bring
all his books of account, his Dbill book,
ete., into court, but he appeared with
only his bank book as the evidence of
his~ business transactions. ‘The at-
torneys fop the peiitioners were, how-
ever, well supplied with Dbills m:q pa-
pers to make a strong showing. The
hearing was not completed yesterday,
but Judee Egan made a remark to the
effect that enough had been shown (o

warrant the appointment of a receiver
unless the current shall be ch““g%‘d by
evidence to be produced by the defense.

Mr. Rosenbaum declared he was not
able to tell the amount of goods bought
by him in the past few months, nor
what amount he had disposed of. He
thought he had not bonght more than
§2.000 worth of goods since the latter
part of August, and denied that it
would amount to §30,000. At this
juncture one of the attorneys asked
leave to refresh the memory ot Rosen-
paum, while s face shoue with a con-
fidence that made him feel sure of hav-
ing trapped his man. Selections were

THE LAKE AT PRESENT.

This decision of the supreme court,
however, holds the second survey and
the Gilmore patents void, the land de-
partmment having no jurisdiction to re-
survey the lake, as the government by

original survey had parted with all of its
rights, and thereby had conveyed the
bed of the lake under such origzinal
patents to the riparian purchasers. Sev-
eral railroad companies whose roads run
into St. Paul in sight of this lake bed
have for years euagerly endeavored to
hold about one-half of it on account of
its great value, elziming, if the lake had
not been meandered, about one-half of
these 325 acres would have fallen with-
in odd sections, and hence that portion
of the land would have fallen under
some of the numerous railroad land
grants, ali of which dute long subsequent
to the original survey, and after the
shore owners’ rights had vested. ‘This

decision squarely gives the bed of this
lake to the riparian proprietors, and all
other claims are compietely swept away.

This is fortunate for the city also as now
the whole tract will be licted for taxa-
tion, though the riparian cwiers have
paid taxes for many vears o about enc-
half of the lake bottom. The court says
that the ripavian owners are justly en-
titled to such land, for to hold otherwise
would open the door to “*prowling spec-

He ad-
mitted that he mignt have sold to Laz-
arus & Maoses, of Jordan, a bill of goods,
and Burton, of Little Falls; A. Gold-
wan, of Minuneapolis, and to a number
of others, but denied that thev amount-
ed to as much as claimed. Ile ciaimed
that he did not remember to whom he
Lsold several boxes of goods that were
shipped over the Omaha road.
1t appeared by schedules prepared by
Bernard Simon, as assignee of the St.
Paul and St. James stores, that the lia-
bilities of Simon are now about $50,000,
and the visible assets about §3,000. It
was after the points above had been
brought out that Judge Ezan made the
remarks relative to the duty of the
county attorned in bringing the matter
to the attention of the grand jury.

Views of the Situation és
Expressed by Bankers
and Jobbers. Z

In trade circles the friendly feeling
between the wholesale merchants and
the manufacturers bas grown greatly
of late, and the retailers of the city have
shown more- disposition than ever in
favor of St. Paul produets. In quality,
price and adaptability to- the demands.
the manufacturers of St. Paul are able
to compete—in their lines ot goods—
with any EKastern city, and it is not sur-
prising that a growing interest is
noticeable on the subject of home in-
dustries.

The efforts of the Commercial cluby
the Jobbers’ and Business Men’s unions
have been very beneficial to the manu-
facturing concerns. It has been the
policy of the Commercial club members
to seck articles of home production, and
they have done a great deal to stir up
loyalty among the merchants, both re-
tail and wholesale, in regard to these
produets. Their calls for St. Paul-made
vigars have had a marked effect upon
that line of trade. Itisonly one line
out of the many in which they
have = exerted their influence. For
instance, one of its members,
who also Dbelongs to the job-
bers’ union and business men’s union,
now has his lithographing done herein-
stead of sending to Milwaukee, as here-
tofore. He is well satisfied with the re-
sults. Chicago men stand tirm in favor
of their manufacturers—why frown
upon that policy elsewhere? The con-
tiguity of the Twin Cities should make
their relations quite reciprocal, but the
reciproeity doesn’t appear to extend
much eastward of Heunepin county.
‘The moral support of the home trade is
a great help to business, however, even
if it is not as far-reaching as should be
expected. It is certain that the manu-
facturers must and will market their
zoods. They would rather work amica-
bly with the home departments of trade,
but ina few lines the old-fashioned
notion of sticking to Eastern bran:s has
not been materially changed, and this
minority of manufacturers naturally
feel that their excellent goods and
fair prices have notreceived as much
attention as they deserved. They are
moving forwara, though, with good
suceess.  ‘T'heir  establishments are
growing: but how much greater they
would grow, and how their forces
would increase, it all the elements were:
at work for the home concerns. They

sell some of their goods elsewhere than |

in St. Paul. Goods manufactured here’
sell well in Washington and Califernia,

and the particular lines of goods to |

whieh reference is made just now go |
into competition with the old-line prod-
ucts of the East. The manufacturers
here have the latest and best machi-
nery, all kines of materials. up to the
highest grades, and their workmen are
tirst-class. ‘I'ney can supply home trade
quickly in lots to  suit the
demand. In  ordering from the
East specified contracts in reasonably
large quanttties are often made when
the buyers would not have thought of
such a thing as giving a definite order
to a home manufacturer. But the situ-
ation is changing, and the jobbers are
disposed to assist in developing wany
interests that help to increase the
wealth and population of the city.
Home Investinents.

Many of the bankers and real estate
men, together with other wealthy men
in different lines of business, have in-
vestments in home industrial enter-
prises, where they have the business
right under their eyes and can have
knowledge of the management. There
is a field here for considerable money
in small manufactures and in increas-
ing the established and large concerns.
Manufacturing can be started here on a
moderate investment. The sentiment
and moral support of the community are
favorable, and, furthermore, the sur-
rounding territory is rapidly developing
into a rich and prosperous domain, pro-
viding a great outside demand for a long
list of manutactured articies. Compati-
tion with the East is successful, and the
profits are, geunerally speaking, far
greater than those made by the holders
of Eastern industrial shares.

The Risks Are Less

on home investments, as a rule, than
those of stock markei speculation,where
one story sways a market oneday, only
to be denied the day after. A specu-
lator loses a tew thousand dollars on
mess pork., He ecalls it bad luck and
says nothing. If he loses the same
amount in some department of his home
manuiactory be raises a racket, and ten
to one he secures a new superintendent
or clears the manager and other subor-
dmates out, When -he invesis his
money at liome he improves his prop-
erty and the property of his home peo-
ple. The business and the plants in
which he is interested are, most likely,
of two-fold benefit. Yet, should he,
perchance, lose a trifle on one, he has
had tho satisfaction of making on the
others.
The Fizaneial Field.

Momey is close at the banks, even for
good business paper, and exchange con-
tinues to bring a premium about equal
to the cost of forwarding the eurreney.
The bankers look upon this week's im-
provement in the wheat market with
some interest in view ofits probably
favorable effect upon the wheat-raising
sections. Money closed easy in the
New York market, but there has been a

disposition lately toward speculative
manipulations. If they are carried
forward they will require a large

amount of cash,
Railroad Notes.

A contract was closed yesterday for
the movement of three trainloads of
lumber for one pariy via the Northern
Pacitic from Washington state to Mich-
igan. The lumber will be in timbers
aud dimension stuff. 'The party wants
the three trains to move close together
so that they wiil make a showing at Chi-
cago.

In the fruit liue during the past two
years 50,600 acres of orehards have been
set out in Washington. In the course
of two or four years their produets will
be a valuable source of supply for the
Twin Cities and the intermediate coun-
try. The fruits of Washington and
Oregon arc large, beautiful and lus-
cious. The St. Paul markets handled
such produets to good advantage duving
the past season.

In the Wholesale District.

Another handsotne new whoiesale
house, fronting on Smith park, is about
completed. So, also, 1sa neat one on
Sixth street, corner of Cedar., Others
are to be built in both of the locaiities
mentioned early next spring.

Messrs. Arthur & Abbott have moved
from ‘Third street to the corner of
Fourth and Wacouta.

The conditions of business can be
summed up from the following inter-
views:

Powers Dry Goods Company, Whole-
sale—The cold weather and snow has
prought in additional orders for heavy
goods. Our traveling men are starting
out now with sprivg lines for the trade,
On cotton goods the market is very firm.

seriously interrupt wholesale traflic.
J. Robertson appeared before the alder-
manic committee on streets yesterday
and voiced the sentiment of the Third
street people. He said that a large
number of leases have recently
been drawn for the business blocks on
that street, but shonld a street railway
line be built there these leases will be
canceled. Ald. Ingersoll took the same
ground, and atter a lengthy discussion
the ordinance ordering the belt line
was voted to be indefinitely postponed;
that is, the committee will so recom-
mend at the next meeting of the board.
This action was largely infinenced by
the following petition. which was pre-
sented to the committee:

St. PAvUL, Jan., 1303.—To the Honora-
ble the Common Council of the City of
St. Paul: The undersigned bproperty
owners and tenants on Third street re-
spectfully protest against builaing a
street car line on Third street, even
were it possible to do so, the street be-
ingz exempt in the original charter.

They further ask that the considera-
tion of the ordinance relating to the
building of same beindnnitely postponed
immediately, as the agitation of same
is thwarting efforts being made to im-
prove and tenant the street, and is pre-
venting leases being made that are
about to be consummated, and will com-
pel others to move from the street.

The Lateral Street Railway Line
Is Not All to Be De-
sired.

No Sewer in St. Albans, and Ob-
Jections to a Detour to
Milton.

Although upwards of an hour was
consumed yesterday afternoon by the
aldermanic committee on streets wrest-
ling with the so-called cross-town street
railway ordinance, all this labor came to
naught. There is a formidable opposi-
tion to the project, furthered by the in-
fluence of the street railway company,
and aided by quite a number of infiu-
ential citizens. Should this recalci-
trant contingent continue as obstreper-
ous as during the past few weeks, the
probability of securing any relief that
may be afforded by the proposed lateral
line is in serious doubt.

Ald. Warren, as in the past, still con-
tinues the most enthusiastic advocate of
the enterprise. He was on hand
promptly at the desianated hour yester-
day for the meeting, and he took a promi-
nent part in the proceedings. Althcugh
it was intimated by other members,
Ald. Ingersoll in particular, that the
line 1 contemplation really affects
the Seventh ward more than Ald.
Warren’s constituents, the latter
argued at length that the ben-
efits that would accrue would be more
to the district that he represents than to
any other in the entire city. He made
this point upon the byvothesis that the
average Seventh warder owns his own
carriage, and under ordinary circum-
stances, cares mighty little whether
there is any street car accommodations
or not. Besides this fact he went on to
declare that Seventh ward citizens al-
ready have three lines of road, while
Mr. Warren’s district only has one.

There were five St. Authony hill resi-
dents present to protest against the oc-
cupancy of St. Albans street for the
proposed line. They claimed that this
thoroughtare is unadapted to the needs
of the district, and, moreover, that a
line there will work hardships to the
property owners along the street. ‘They
asked that the line be designated on
Milton street instead of St. Aibans. The
old petition, bitherto mentioned in
these columus, was read, and then Ald.
Warren introduced alengthy petition,
largely sigued, asking that the ordi-
nance as originally drafted be passed.
Mr. Warren stated that he had investi-
gated the proposed change to Milton
streef, and he had discovered that there
is a gap where there is no sewer laid.
According to the franchise grant held
by Mr. Lowry, the street railway com-

any cannot be compelled to build a

ine of road on a street that hasnot been

provided with sewers. Mr. Ingersoll,
in reply, suggested that the short gap
can be ordered laid by the couneil, and
then Ald. Warren retorted that aun ordi-
nance passed previous to the Jaying of
the sewer might be invalid, and to obvi-
ate this Ald. ingersoll urged a post-
ponement of further action until the
sewer question can be settled.

Assemblyman Pike made a lengthy
arzument 1n favor of the ordinance. e
is the author of the measure, and nat-
urally feels a pardonable pride in advo-
cating its passage. He adiitted that it
may be possible that the proposed Mil-
ton street detour may be desirable, but
the delay it would cccasion would work
a hardship. There was no doubt in his
mind that it is the poliey of the street
railway company to avoid the construc-
tion of a lateral line on St
Anthony hill, although the popular
sentiment of the people of the city
favors the enterprise. The delay pro-
posed by the opponents to the St. Al-
bans street project is dangerous to the
consummation of the policy of the
council to secure from the street rail-
way company what the citizens of St.
Paul want. Should the ordinance be
heid in abeyance until sewers can be
built means to wait until a year from
next summer, when the administration
may have been changed, and when ma-
terial changes will certainly have been
made in the membership of the council.

After a protracted debate, the ordi-
nauce was laid over for two weeks.
