Miles, cheated him there out of $120 at
cards. Al' this was done while West
was on duly as a police officer, and
4 GrLon: reporter  was told  iast
night now he managed to do it
without detection by the sergeants, e
hired a young fellow named John Rob-
insont, wio at one time was engaged in
the luerative business of dog-cateher,
to act as ‘“‘spotter.” Robinson took up
liis post on the outside of the saloon and
patrolled up and down in front of the
building.

Huzh Dempsey on the Stand
in the Alieged Poison-
ing Case.

“He Denies Havinz Given Gal-
lagher or Davidson Any

Powders.
Daring Cross-Examination
He Becomes Greatly Ex-
hausted.

‘Three Witnesses for the De-
fense Give Unfavorable
Testimeny.

PITTSBURG. Jan. 18.—The defense in
the Homestead poisoning case against
Huzh Dempsey ocenpied this morning’s
session of court by examining a large
number of witnesses to prove that sick-
pess in the mill was not unusunal. Many
workmen testified that previous to the
strike they had suffered from illness,
the symptoms of which were similar to
those which killed some of the non-
union men. E. . Robertson was
brouzht over from the jail to the wit-
ness stand. He said: **My cell adjoins
the one cccupied by Gallaghar; I have
talked to him about this case; he has
teld mme that Dempsey was entirely in-
nocent of the poisoning charge.”

Hugh F. Dempsey, the defendant,was
called. He said: *I am district mas-
ter workinan of D. A. No. 4, K. of .3
the K. of L. had nothing to do with the
Homestead strike. I first saw Galla-
gher in my office ; he was brought there
by Beatty: Mr. Davidson was there;
they were introduced to me by Beatty,
and said they were men who

Would Go to Hlomesiead

and get work and report to me how the
work was running the mills; nothing
was said about putting powder in food;
¢id not employ them for that purpose;
1 told them 1 had four men in the mill
at that time, but that I wanted more re-
ports so that 1 could by statisties show
that the Carunegie company was not
sneceeding with  non-union  men;
Gallagher would  come  down  two
or three times a week; 1 prom-
ise them  compensation, but told
them to get work in the wmills, so that
the company would have to pay them;
never gave Gallagher or Davidson any
powders: did not say 1 wanted to give
these men anything to weaken them:
did not talk to them about a strike in
Chicago; I was in Homestead fre-
quentiy; in the mill oniy once; Knew
nothing about any plot to poison.””

Much stir was created in the court
room during Mr. Dempsey’s eross-ex-
amination by his great agitation. He
became wmuch exhausted, amd fears
were entertained that he would faint,
and thus produce a somewhat unfavor-
able impression. When asked why he
had hired men to spy for him in the
Homestead mill, he replied:

Instructed From New York.

“Becausgl got a telegram from New
York asking me to learn the condition
of affairs in the mill, as they were try-
ing to arrange a settiement with An-
drew Carnegie,”

At the conciusion of Dempsey’s eross-
examination court adjournea. At least
three witnesses ealled by the defense
today gave testimony favorable to the
prosecution. They were Dr. Osborne,
Capt. Ecker and William Wolsley. Dr.
Osborne, when questioned by Mr, Por-
ter, said that the wajority of those
whom he treated for diarrhoea were
men who were employed in the will,

Canpt. Eeker said Gallagher had
told him he was in whe mill “*for a
zood purpose,” though the defense

way claim that he meant he was there
merely to report to the strikers the
goings-on inside. Woolsley, onee a
couk in the miils, said all food furnished
the workmen was carefully inspected
by doctors, and tirat all decaved vegeta-
bles and fruits and spoiled meats were
at once condemned, and that spoiled
meat was never given to the men to
eat.

CHOPPED TO DEATH.

Horrible Murder of a Chinese
Laundryman in Chicago.

CHICAGO, Jan. 18— The horribly
chopped body of Jung Din Kan, a Chi-
nese laudryman, was found in his shop
this morning. A Dblood-clotted cleaver,
hatchet and dagger, which had been
used to slay him, were near Dby, while
Jung Jack Sin, a Chinaman who ar-
rived here from Kansas City last even-
ing, was coolly washing his hands in
the place when the police entered. The
Kansas City Chinamen was gore-spat-
tered from head to foot, The fellow’s
shoes had been removed, and his stock-
ings were literavy soaked in blood. He
was instantly arrested. but had the ef-
frontery to deny any knowledge of the
crime, saying he had found the dead
body on returning from the restaurant
after an hour’s absence. The vietim’s
condition, however, showed that the
crime had taken place many hours be-
tore, It is believed that the Kansas
City Chinaman came here especially to
kill the Chiecagoan, and that the mur-
derer 1s a highbinder. The murderer
and victim belong to the same organiz-
ation—the Knwong Chew company.
The belief is general that the dead man
failed to live up to his oath-bound ob-
ligations and that the stranger was
sent here to kill him.

Lynched a Seducer.
BIRMINGHAM, Ala., jan. 18.—In Dick-
ens county, Alabame, Mary Davis, a
white girl aged thirteen, gave birth to a
negro child, confessing that David Will-
iams. colored. was its father. Williams
was captured by officers. En route to
the Carroliton jail last night a mob over-
powered the oflicer, hanged the hegro
to a tree and riddled his body with bul-
lets.

CHEYENNE, Wyo., Jan. 18.--The pro-
ceedings in the case of the cattlemen
were again pushed vigorously this
morning. Several venires were exam-
ined.

ORDER OF AVENGERS.

A Bloodthirsty Negzro Organiza-
tion in St. Louis.

St. Louis, Jan. 18.—-The police made
a decidedly sensational discovery while
searching for the assailant of William
Jones, the negro who was danger-
ously eut Tuesday night by an-
other negro.  Ofheers arrested Charles,
alias “Crickun’ 'owell, on suspicion of
being the assailant. He denied all
knowledee of the offense, but when
taken before Jones he was identified.
This evening a uegro entered
the central district station and
informed Sergeant Mueller that his
name was Charles Harris and that he
was wanted for cutting Jones. Harris
said that a month ago he, Jones,Powell,
William and Charles Mueller, James
Reberts and Charles Carr, all negroes
organized the *“Order of Avengers.”
The object of the organization was to

revenge insults and injury inoflicted
on’anv member. About a week ago

Jones badly beat Miller, the treasurer of
the organization. A special meeting of
the elub was called, and it was decided
to punish Jones. Harris, who had a
quarrel with the man about a girl, vol-
unteered to be one of the avenging com-
mittee of two. Powell was selected as
the other. Tuesday night the two
waylaid Jones. Powell struck Jones
only to be knoeked down. Harris then
drew a knife and plunged it in the left
breast of Jones, an:d in drawing it outhe
broke the blade. He then fled. Harris
turned over to Capt. Young the broken
Knife. T'he blade, which was cut out of
the left lung of Jones, fitted it. Besides
the handle two other blades were cov-
ered with blood. The police will in-
vestigate the story, and, if true, every
member at the meeting at which it was
decided to punish Jones, will be held as
an accessory to the cutting.

Private Communication of Arch-
bishiop Ireland Shown to
S§t. Louis Priests.

The Letter Stolen From Arch-
bishop Ricrdan’'s Waste
Basket.

St. Louis, Jan. 18.—The Catholie
clergy of St. Louis have been in a state
of intense excitement for the past few
days over the circulation of a surrep-
titiously obtained letter from Arci-
bishop Ireland to Archbishop
iordan concerning recent de-
velopments  in the school question
and the position of Mgr. Satolli.
The letter was of a very private nature
and was stolen from the waste basket
of ArchLishop Riordan, of San Fran-
ciseo, after it had Leen torn to small
bits. Subsequently it was pasted to
gether.  According to the report today,
which came from a source that cannot
be doubied. the letter, pasted to-
gether, was brought to this ecity and
shown to a number of priests supposed
to be friendly to Arehbishop ireland’s
opponents on  the school question.
Several copies for future reference
were made by some of the elerks who
were shown the letter. These men all
keep perfect silence, but the letter was
finally taken to the pastor of one of the
largest parishes in the <city, who is

a well known priest of high stand-
ing. Bui ipstead of condemning

the jetter, though he is known not
to be a supporter of Ireland, he de-
uounced its procurer and the method
by which it was gotten and refused to
touch it. It was through this affair the
matier became noised about among the
priests and they began to talk. . It was
only afew days ago that the pasted letter
was here, but since the matter leaked
out and the person cireulating it has
disappeared. Speaking of the matter
today, a well-known priest said: *‘Itis
well the letter was taken away before
Archbishop Riordan’s friends learned
aboutit. They are now trying to find
out who have the copies.”

Darras, Tex.. Jan. 18.—Bank Exam-
iner Stone today, at the request of the
directors ana stockholders of the Bank-
ers and Merchants’ National bank, of
this ecity, took charge and closed its
doors.

Liabilities, 840,000, the First National
bank being a preferred creditor for
§20,000. 'The announcement of the fail-
ute created a panic among the deposit-
ors of the bank, and the run which was
ciecked yesterday began today, but was
checked by assistance from banks in
this eity and St. Louis.
