Ottawa, 111., Jan. 19. -Daniel Cousrh-
lin. the only man livingof the three who
were sentenced to pass their lives
withinprison walls on the charge of the
murder of Dr. Patrick H. Cronin, is
probably a fro? man. The verdict
which condemned him was today set
aside, and his case was reversed and re-
namled for a new trial. Coughlin will
low in ali probability go free, because
.t willbe practically impossible to con-
net him again. The witness
Patrick Dinftu, who swore that Cough-
tin hired from his livery stable the
white horse which carried Cronin away
;o his death, died many months ago.

His evidence was the main thing which
led the jury to declare that Coughlin

was guilty of conspiracy to murder.
Three of the four men who stood trial
with Coughlin—John F. Jsei:Lrs, Patrick
O'Sullivan ami Martin Burke—are
dead. Kunze was to all intents
nnd purposes really acquitted, and

cannot be tried again. With all his
alleged companions in the conspiracy
nut of the way, the state's attorney de-
clares thaf he can hardly convict one
man of codspiracy, and a direct charge

of murder was not prove*! airainst
Coughlin in the first place. So now the
glee of the prisoner and of his attor-
neys is unbounded over the prospect of
the convict's freedom, and probability
for them of the triumphant end of one
of the most celebrated and sensational
murder trials the world has ever known.

Juror* Ineligible.

The reversal is based principally on
the ineligibilityof Bontecou and Clark.
jurors. The justice shows by the exami-
nation of these two jurors, which is
given nearly in full, that they were
prejudiced when summoned: that they
had formed opinions, which, when jug-
gled by the court and attorneys, were,
to all appearances, found to be ground-

less or regarded as jurors' excuses.
There were forty-six errors claimed by
the counsel for the defendants, and of
these the court did not think it worth
while to consider more thau the one
touching the two jurors.

The two men, E. .!. Bontecou and
Benjamin F. Clarke, were not on the
regular panel, bin were brought into
court on a special venire, made by a
bailiff especially appointed by the trial
court for the purpose. At the time
they were called and examined as
jurors, CoughIill had exhausted the
number of peremptory challenges
allowed by the law, and could do no
morenhan aver his objections to the sit-
ting of the two men as jurors. When
Bontecou was examined by the counsel
for the defense lie testified that he
had read newspaper accounts of the
murder, and had an opinion as to the
guilt of Coughlin. Burke and O'Sulli-
van, but that Ins opinion would not pre-
vent him from being an impartial juror.
LiMitecou testified that he entertained

A Stroiis. Prejudice
against the members of Camp 20, Clan
na Gael, and would refuse to believe
them under oath, and most of tin; wit-
nesses for Coughlin were members of
that body. Clark testified that he had
an opinion as to the guilt of the accused
men, based upon what he had read, but
that he could render a fair and impar-
tial verdict. On cross-examination he
admitted that he had frequently ex-
pressed an opinion as to the guilt
of the accused, and said that he
entertained a prejudice against the
Clan na Gael. The court held that
the competency of these jurors
was established and overruled the chal-
lenge lor cause interposed by Coughlin.
This proceeding, the supreme court de-
clares, was in error', because the defend-
ant had a right to a fair and impartial
trial, and itwas evident that he could
not have had such a trial when two of
the men who condemned him had ad-
mitted before the trial began that they
were prejudiced against him, and
against the men who gave the bulk of
tie testimony which he introduced in
Ins behalf.

Two justices dissented, .lustice Scho-
fipld writingat the end of his opinion:
'•1dissent both from the reasoning and
conclusions in the foregoing opinion."
Justice Magrudder declares that be-
cause the men had read the newspapers
was no reason why they were disquali-
fied to act as jurors. In his opinion
neither Bontecou nor Clark had ex-
pressed themselves in such a way as to
disqualify them from acting as jurors.

The decision is l*,ooo words in length
and covers sixty-three closely type-
written pages.

DETERMINED TO DIE.

A Woman Takes Poison and Then
Stabs Hersell".

New Fouk, Jan. 19.— A good-looking
young woman committed suicide In the
ladies' toilet room of the Hotel Marl-
borough this evening. She stabbed her-
self twice in the lelt breast, after
having taken a dose of rough on
rats. She came into the ladies' recep-
tion room about 4:30 in the afternoon.
She was found lyingunconscious on the
Uoor of the ladies' toilet room. On
recovering consciousness she said
that she had been taken with a
hemorrhage. In this way she ac-
counted .for the blood that covered the
clothing around her breast. Physicians
who were summoned found that the
woman had stabbed herself twice in
the left breast with a lonsr ebony-
handled knife which was found on the
floor of the toilet room. When asked
her name she said after some hesita-
tion: "1am Mrs. Charles Harris. My
age is twenty-four, and 1 was born
in Cleveland. 1 live at No.
440 Second street. Brooklyn." Soon
after this the woman showed signs of
sinking. Cards were found in her
pocket, one of which had on it "Charles
Han is, Lawrence building, Si> West
Broadway." Another card had on
it "Mrs. C. Harris, No. 24 Walling-
ford street, Cleveland, O." She was re-
moved to Jiellevue hospital, where she
died at 7 o'clock. Charles Harris, the
husband of the suicide, is said to be
employed by the Duplex Hanger com-
pany, and is also an aeeut for A. L.
Sunger «fc Co., steel and hardware deal-
ers, Cleveland, O.

Chicago Thieves Steal All of a
Family's Furniture.

Caicago, Jan. 19.—Probably for the
first time in the criminal annals of the
city it is recorded tiiat a house was re-
lieved of every vestige of furniture by
thieves. George Grimm and his wife
Bessie are employed in a laundry and
live at No. 178 South Green street, where
they have had a comfortably furnished
Hat. Husband and wife leave home
every morning at 0 o'clock and do not
return until late in the evening. When
they came home last night they found
that their Hat had been thoroughly
cleaned out, even their marriage certifi-
cate, which had been banging on the
wall, haviuK been taken by the thieves.
Grimm thinks it is the work of a man
whom he once befriended until he found
out he was a thief.

ination.

Madison, Wis., Jan. 19.—The senato-
rial caucus of the Democrats this after-
noon opened and closed without any
material change in the result. At3:25
Chairman Pratt called the caucus to
order and the fourth formal ballot was
taken. When Senator Adam Apple's
name was called, he aroso and cre-
ated much enthusiasm among the
Bragg following by stating that un-
less he secured reinforcements he
would on the next ballot vote for Gen.
E. S. Bragg. Senator Apple's choice
was J. E. Dodge, of Racine, whose name
was frequtMitly mentioned as a dark
horse, but the boom did not materialize
to the extent of more than one vote.
Four ballots were taken without any

further change. The result being: Mit-
chell, 31; Knight, 20; Bragg. 28. After
a heated and protracted discussion an
adjournment was taken until evening.
The Bragg me;) fought for an adjourn-

ment untilMonday in the hope by that
time they would be able to secure many
petitions urging the caucus to nominate
Gen. Bragg.

The senatorial caucus was called to
order at 8:30 tonight and after an hour's
balloting an adjournment was taken,
Mitchell gaining two votes, that of
Evans, of Dane.and Schmidt, of YYauke-
sha. who have been supporting Knight.
The inroads into Knighc's strength has
greatly

JH«s rotirased Ifis Friends
and had live more ballots been taken
Mitchell would have won the day.
Knight is fighting a forlorn hone, but
most of his friends will remain firjn
until there is no further hope for him.
When the break occurs the majority of
the Kniglit men will go to Mitchell.
There was a motion made to adjourn,
and several amendments made by
Mitchell mew, but the amendments were
lost.

When tire motion whs put to adjourn
until Monday evening at 10 o'clock, part
of the Knight men voted with LJragg's
supporters, and the motion was adopted
by a vote of 44 to 35. Ttie Braes
men claim a big victory in this,
while the Knight forces are jubilant
and claim they hold the key to the situ-
ation. Mitchell's supporters say but
little. There is every indication that
the adjournment is not pleasing to
them, but they take their medicine with
as pood a grace as possible, 'ihe last
ballot, which was the eleventh, resulted
as follows: .Mitchell, 3:3; Knight, 18;
Bragg, 28. Bragg's supporters claim he
is the choice of the people, and itis to
be expected that on Monday evening
the caucus will be flooded by yards of
petitions asking the caucus to nominate
him.

At the ttepubliean senatorial caucus
this afternoon Assemblyman Tucker
placed in nomination the name of Phile-
tus Sawyer, of Oshkosh. There was no
second and the name was withdrawn,
and that of ex-United States Senator
John C. Spooner was substituted. He
was unanimously nominated. In the
evening Col. Suooner addressed the
caucus, in which he extolled the party
and its principles.

?lit< lullMen Not So Noisy.

The Mitchell men are not as noisy
and enthusiastic tonight as they were
last night, although they profess to be
as confident. To be sure they have
gained two votes in the caucus tonight,
and live sinje the start, but the real vic-
tory belongs to IJrairg, as his friends
showed unmistakable signs of joy
when they carried the motion tonight

to adjourn until Monday night, the eve
of the day on which the contest willbe
transferred from the caucus to the
legislature. The vote on the motion to
adjourn was opposed by the Mitchell
leaders, and was carried practically
by a combination of the Bragg
and Knight men, although in their
anxiety to get home a few Mitchell men
voted to adjourn, and on the other hand
a few Knight men, Including Kineston,

voted against it. Knight is not in the
contest, and in fact he has not b«en
since it opened, but has now disinte-
grating forces to control. His eighteen
votes can nominate either Bragg or
Mitchell, but itis more than likely the
caucus will not reach a nomination
Monday night. In that case the light
willbe transferred to the floor of the
house and senate Tuesday and to the
joint session Wednesday. The Repub-
lican minority would tako no active
part in such a contest.

PLACID IN TOPEKA.

Kansas Political Waters Undis-
tnrbetl for One Day.

Topeka. Kan., Jan. 19.— Quiet and
unchanged exactly describes the situa-
tion today. The Populists seem to
be timorous about carrying out
their plan of passing an ap-
portionment bill, and the Republic-
ans can do nothing until they
do so. The Populist house did nothing
until 11 o'clock, when the committee
on elections reported in favor of ousting
Nathan Kline,of Jackson county, and
seating Ed Shellenbarker. the Populist
contestant, and of ousting J. \V. Dix, of
Reno county, and seating W. 11. Mitch-
ell, the Populist contestant. The re-
port was laid over under the rules until
tomorrow.

The dull monotony was relieved this
morning by the hasty exit from the hall
of a few Republican members who had
remained in their seats a few moments
after adjournment to watch the Popu-
lists. At 3:30 a rollcall of the Populists
was ordered, and" when the chief
clerk began calling the roll there
was an uproar in the Republican
side, and those members who had re-
mained bolted to escape the eye of
Dunsmore, who stood ready to make a
quorum. This was heartily laughed at
by the Populists, as they think this was
a poiut gained by trjem. Dunsmore
says a while back he thought possibly
the militia would have to be called J(J
clear the hall, but a simple foilcall did
the work.

NOMINATED POWERS.

Nebraska Populists Caucus on a
Senatorial Candidate.

Lincoln, Neb., Jan. 19.—Forty-four
Populists caucused tonight, eleven
being absent. Several ballots wure
taken, and, finally, John P. Powers
received a majority and was de-
clared the nominee. Tomorrow
the full Populist vote will
be given him. Powers was the Populist
candidate for governor two years ago.
He is a farmer of Hitchcock county, and
is a poor man in the full meaning of
that expression. He is not worth over
83,000. Today three Populists voted
for Church Howe (Rep.), which is looked
upon by many as a straw. The Purser
boom is dwindling, although he may in-

crease his vote (luring tne present blun-
derbuss style of voting. It is not prob-
able that Powers can draw any Demo-
cratic votes, as he says: "The tariff is
not an issue."

Pikrbk, S. t).,Jan. 19.—Senator Craw-

ford, an Independent, introduced a
joint resolution some days ago request-
ing the attorney general to institute
proceedings against the railroad com-
panies under a clause in the constitu-
tion prohibiting any persons or corpora-
tion from offering bribes, the object
ueing to prevent the giving of passes to
members oi tlie legislature and other

officials. The resolution came before
the senate for consideration today
aud created an exciting debate, but
resulted in the resolution being tabled.
Itis evident that some restrictive rail-
road legislation willbe enacted, and the
railroad commissioner willbe given ad-
ditional power.

The house has atcreed to a bill
for extending the residence period
necessary lor divorce to six months.

THE HOLMES COMET.

It fs Seen by Dr. Wilson at North-
field Observatory.

Nokthfield, Minn., Jan. 19.—

Dr. Wilson, of Goousell observatory,
really belongs the honor of rediscover-
ing the Holmes, which honor many as-
tronomers both hi this country and
in Europe are claiming. The Holmes
comet was first seen last November, and
was rapidly approaching the earth, but
as the distance between the earth and
the comet decreased, the brilliancy cor-
respondingly decreased, and last Satur-
day the comet was scarcely visible. The
observers in the college here have kept
continual watch of the comet, and -Mon-
day night were surprised to see the
comet blaze out so as to be almost visi-
ble to the naked eye. Soon alter this
discovery, and after making record of
the same, telegrams from Lick observa-
tory and from Europe announced a like
observation, but the observations of Dr.
Wilson were several hours inadvance
of all others, as further investigation
shows. The comet is in size nearly that
of a star of the sixth magnitude and
seems moving east. ,

IRELAND'S ENEMIES

Busily Engaged in St. Louis in
an Attempt to Injure

Him.

A Stolen Proof Slip of His Me-
morial to Home Circulated in

That City.

St. Louis, Jan. 10.—Inaddition to the
circulation of the torn and patched let-
ter from Archbishop Ireland to Arch-
bishop Riordan in this city, detailed
last night,it was learned today that a
manuscript copy of the mysterious
stolen proof slip of the Ireland me-
morial to Kome has also been
circulated here. Au authoritative
source hinted that it might be
traced among the Gorman clergy,

but sealed lips blocked every approach
to the haunts of the memorial. A Ger-
man Catholic, who might be styled a
"prominent layman." if that .anonym
had not become so common, acknowl-
edged that a manuscript copy of the
famous memorial had been in St. Louis
for a time, but wben or in what par-
ticular part of St. Louis he would not
say. Pledges of secrecy formed the
body guard of the Drecious vellum in its
journeys to and fro in tins city,and
when all the inner circle of the local
anti-Ireland party had perused it, itwas
returned to the mysterious source
whence itcame. There is no doubt that
the copy was in the hands of the local
German priests, and they lent it to the
English-speaking opponents of the
"Northwestern Blizzard." The assaults
upon tne Germans, with which the me-
morial is said to bristle, were no doubt

•relished by those German clergy who
saw it. The copy circulated here occu-
pied twenty-six half-pages of forty-two
lines to the page.

A Kansas City Bank Messen*

ger Caught in St. Paul
With $11,500.

He Was On His Way to Can-*
ada to Join the Amer-

ican Contingent.

Without Any Knowledge ol
the Business He Pose 3as

a Cigar Salesman.

Fly Bobs Get on to Him and
Recover Nearly All the

Money.

A smooth-faced young man, wearliur
a derby hat and a fashionably made suit
of dark clothintr, occupied one of tlio
compartments in the Northwestern lim-
ited Chicago sleeper last evenin?. Ho
wasaccompanied by a muscular-looking
man of uncertain ase, who sat in t'uu
same seat with him, and who did no!
permit his compauion to leave his im-
mediate vicinity.

Thorn, of Kansas City, formerly a mes-
senger in one of the banks of that city.

wholeft Monday evening, having in his
possession the sum of $11,5)0 of the
money belonginZ'tothebank,and which,
until the followingday, was supposed
to be locked up In the vaults of that in-
stitution. His companion was one of
the operatives of Tblel's detective serv-
ice.

Tbiel'a service, and at the time of his
apprehension li« liad in hia possession
ail of the money which bad been taken
with the exception of about •? U>)<>, which
was afterwards discovered in the pos-

session of a woman in Minneapolis and
recovered. Thorn was loaated on a de-
scription, and was triven the alternative
of beinir arrested and locked no by the
police of St. Paul or remaining in the
custody of the Thicl men until his ar-
rivalin Kansas City. Not desiring to
go through tin' process of being locked
up he agreed to the milder proposition
and remained in the custody of Man-
ager Cooley until train time.

Thorn was terribly broken up on
behisr arre-ited, and at once confessed
bis identity, lie had with him at the
time of his arrest a small red leather
satchel which he carried by a strap over
liis shoulder. This was his repository
for the stolen fumis, which consisted of
currency in bills of lar^e denomina-
tions.

Thorn had been in the employ of the
bank for four years and has been con-
sidered one of the most trusted men in
the institution. His work has been col-
lecting and the ireneral work Incidental
to the position of messenger for
a bank. He was set to work Mon-
day arranging some of the papers in
tho currency vault and dusting up
the interior when he was sVized with
an uncontrollable desire to lake BOOM
of the money. On the shelves were ar-
ranged many thousands of dollars in
currency, wrapped in packages and
being marked with tho amount in each
bundle. In a farther corner of the
vault were two packages containing
$:i,OOO each and three packages contain-
ing $.">OO each. They were
Composed Prlm-lpiill*\u25a0 ol'SIOI) nillw.

He took: the five pnekasres from the
vault. wrapped them up in a newspaper,
and took the bundle out into the ottieti
room, where he laid it on his desk. lit)

then completed the work of sweeping

the packages of currency with him. H«
explained to the cashier that he was
going to exchange a pair of shoes
which he had recently purchased and
which were too titrlit for him.

That is the last they saw of him In
Kansas City. He repaired at once to
his home, where he changed his cloth-
ing, shaved oila small downy moustacliu
which was beginning to make its ap-
pearance oh his lip.and then, carrying
the package of money carelessly un-
der his arm, ho boarded a cable car
which took him to the outskirts of tho
city. At a livery stable which was
in the vicinity he hired a horse
and bogey in which he droje to
a small station twelve miles from tho
city on tho Maple Leaf road. Here he
bought a small valise or satchel in
which he placed the package of money.

He also purchased a heavy ulster witha
high collar, leaving his light overcoat at
the store and statin!: that he would call
for it. When the evening train came
through he boarded it on the side oppo-

site the platform and entered the sleep-

On artivine in Sioux City lie left the
train, and after getting something to Ml
in a restaurant, he sought a clothing
store, where he bonzht an entirely new
outfit, suit, overcoat and hat.
