CHicAGo, Jan. 19, —Wheat had a sen-
sational drop today, falling nearly 2¢
from last nignt’s elose, and 4'{c from
the high point touched Monday. The
causes of the decline were largely local,
for, while the news was rather bearish
and cables and outside domestie
markets  easy, these influences
alone wera not  sufficient  to
gause the big slump. The market
closed 1's2 lower than on the previous
day. Corn and oats, were unusually
steady, considering the weakness in
wheat, but each closed with ¢ loss.
Provisions, under the fostering care of
such operators as Arineur and Cudahy,
ruled strong after a short spell of early
weakness., Compared with last night
pork is up 371 e, lard 12}4(@i7}5c.

The turious selling ot longs and the
vicious hammering by the bears chiefly
brought about the collapse in wheat.
The crowd zenerally attributed the sell-
Lang to the eligue, and it was certain that
i the houses w n all along
recognized as clique houses were doing
most of the selling, and, after starting
the break, keptit going. On the down-
turn the longs outside the clhique lost
courage and liguidated. Stop-loss lim-
its were gradualiy reached, and the ex-
ecution of these produeed further panie.
The numerous and lofty pyramids came
tumbling down, and for a short time
there was much excitement, and a panic
among the longs who were outside the

ciique. ;
At the start the ma 5 fully 4e
higzher than last n close and

scemed strong, but cables came easier,
and the buying soon came to a halt. At
the same time Kennett-Hopkins, Boy-
den,Brosseau, Parker,Gaylord,Schwartz-
Dupee and other longs recognized
as operators for the clique, began to
olfer the wheat in big blocks,and theword
wcent round that the clique was selling
out and prices began to tumble. There
was 1o etfort to counteract this impres-
sion, and the market kept on the down
grade until it had dropped 2!5¢ from the
opening figure, which it did long before
noon. There was some rally later on
free covering by short sellers to secure
profits, but there was no very important
recovery.

The action of the clique—or the sup-
posed action—caused no end of com-
ment: some declared they have not
{sold much wheat, but have created that
‘impression for the purpose of shaking
out the tailers and getting the market
down so they can buy chieaper  wheat.
LOn the other hapd it was contended
Ythat it is legitimate liquidation; that
they have found it impossibie to mar-
{ ket their holdings at the prices which
thave ruled of late; and as their line
was largely secured under 80¢, they re-
golved to market it as best they could,
being sure of a profit anyway, and load
up again on the break, Pardridge is
xeported to have covered heavily, It
was rumnored that a prominent *‘short”
Yiad effected a settiement of a large line
of wheat with the prominent **bull”
traders, and it was thought that this was
one of the reasons why the market re-
ceived no ypourt from  the longs.
With several willions of short wheat
settled recently within a fraction of the
‘top figure reoched, the bull traders
"would naturally be in a position to allow
he market to drop back. This, however

‘Chere was rather more activity
and mor « pressure of long stoeks, which
was especially noticeable among the
grangers, Reading, New Eugland and
Hoecking Coal, while some stocks, espe-
cially the industrials, Western Unien
and Riechmond & West Point, con-
tinued strong  on  inside buying.
The market was dominated prin-
cipally by the assurance that considera-
ble gold, estimated in some quarters
at as high as $4,000,000, would leave
the country on Saturday. Thesituation
in Paris, it is thought, will have an in-
fluence omn both the London and New
York markets. The heavy loss of gold
by the Bank of France and the uneasi-
ness of savings bank depositors in that
country is causing France to draw heay-
ily upon England for gold, which, in
turn, draws upon this country. This
influence, lowever, was combatted ef-
fectually, by the unusual ease i money,
while the elimination of the short in-
terest during the last few days has
brought over all the traders upon the
bull side of the market. Declines, there-
fore, meet with stubborn resistance,
and the street, having Dbecome familiar
with gold exports at an unseasonable
time, pays less attention to them as the
time wears away.

Richmmond & West Point
was bought heavily by iusiders, and al-
though the company under the pro-
posed reorganization of Georgia Cen-
tral would lose its control,.the value of
its holdings would be somewhat in-
creased, and rumors that Drexel, Mor-
gan & Co. would probably control the
reorganization were circulated. Its
activity was unusual, and it closed with
a gain of 7{ per cent. The grangers,after
their last advances, were drooping, be-
ing affected to some extent by the fact
that, while they show satisfactory gross
earnings, their net is generally disap-
pointing. ‘The coalers were heavy, es-

eciaily Reading and Lackawanna.
Reading was sold onaccount of the un-
favorable criticisms on its annual re-
port, and from the evidence that fresh
litigation and legislative attacks upon
the coal combine are inevitable. The
general list drooped steadily after a
strong opening until the last hour,
when the local shorts covered exten-
sively, but final changes, while small,
show a majority of losses.
