John Peterson, a Carpenter, Adds
EHis Name.

The list of suicides is swelling, an-
other ease being added last night. John
Peterson, a Norwegian carpenter, living
at 1901 Third street south, shuffied off
the so-calied mortal eoil by swallowing
a solution containing a drachm of
stryehnia.  During the past four days
e had been drinking heavily, an:d
vesterday worning  when he awoke
he was on the verge of delirinm
tremens.

At 7:30, after he haa eaten his sup-
per, he emptied the sontents of the
bottle into a glass of water, and stirred
it with a spoon until it was thoro
dissolved. Ile drank the deadly po

at  one draught, and then threw
himself upon the bed. Calling his
wife and eleven-year-old daughter
to his side, he told them what
he had done, and asked for a glass
of salt and water. There being no salt
in the house, he attempted to drink

some miik. He managed to get a small
portion of it duown, averring that it did
not taste rignt, and that beer was bet-
ter. Although nearly dead he crawled
off the bed and stazeered to the kKitchen,
» found a pitcher of beer. lle
emptied it and staggered back to bed
again, dying in a few moments.

The coroner was notified, and upon
investigation decided an inquest was
unnecessary. Peterson was a shiftless,
rood-for-nothing fellow, who remained
3 m home most of the thue and
allowed his wife and child to seek sus-
tenance for themselves. ile went away
early last sprinz and did not return un-
ila week before C tmas.

DEMPSEY 1S GUILTY.

He Is Convicted on the
Charge cf Poisoning Non-
Unionists.

Questions by the Jury In-
dicated What the Ver-
dict Would Be.

Dempsey, Prepaved for the
Verdiet, Showed No Signs
of Emotion. -

Dan’' Coughlin Transferrcd
From Jol}et to the Cook
County Jail,

Prerspura, Jan. 20.—Hugh F. Demp-
sey, district master workian of Distriet
Assembly No. 3, K. of L., was found
cuilty as indicted this afternoon, for
causing poison to be administered to
the non-union men employed in the
Homestead mill. The announcement
of the verdiect did not ecause muech
surprise because everybody had expect-
ed it after the jury had asked the court
certain questions, The jury retired at
10:20 a. m., and after being out until
1:10 p. m. came in for further instrue-
tions from the court. Foreman Guy
wanted to kdow if the court had stricken
out of the indictment the third and
fourth counts, and he was told
that the court could not do this,
but had instrueted the jury to acquit on
these counts, whieh related to Dempsey
assaulting persons unknown, for there
was no competent evidence offered on
these counts. He told the jury that
if they found the defendant guilty
at all it must be on the first count
charging Dempsey with assaulting W.
E. Grifliths with intent to commit mur-
der. Several other questions of an un-
important nature, but which showed
plainly that the jury intended to uring
in

A Verdict of Guilty,
were asked and answered by the court.
Ten minutes later they returned their
verdiet, and were diseharged from fur-
ther service, with the thanks of the
court.

Dempsey was 1 a measure prepared
for the verdict and betrayed no signs of
emotion. He left the court room and a
crowd gathered about him and offered
their sympathy. His attorney, 1. K.
Porter, said the verdiet was a false one,
and he would move for a new trial to-
morrow. On what grounds Mr. Porter
refused to sav, Lut it is understood that
one of the points he will raise is that
contrary to the plain and positive in-
structions of the court the jury found
Dempsey guilty as indicted on four
counts, and when he should only have
been found guilty on the first count,
Another and more sensational ore will
be raised, which, if proven, will be
sufficient to have the verdict set aside,
Copt. T. Y. Breck, of the prosecution,
saidd he expected the verdict, as there
had never been doubt in his mind as to
Dempsey’s guilt, and he thought it had
been shown to the jury plainly enough.,
The maximum punishuent for felonous
assault and battery is seven years im-
prisonment.

It has not yet been decided whether
the case of Beatty will be ealled next
week, or whether it will go over until
after the trial of ‘*Jack” Clifford for
murder. Clifford’s case cannot be
called on Monday because the Marsh
trial is on and Clifiord is entitled to a
tull panelt of jurors.

BURNED THE HOUSE.

How a Georgian Collected a Debt
