Bismakck, X.D., Jan. 20.— first

Republican caucus was held tonight,
thirty-six signing the call. Thirty-four
were present and four more vouched
!or. After three ballots the nomination
)fLyman R. Casey was made unani-
notis. ltis expected that on tomor-
row's ballot Casey willhave forty-twoor
three votes. While the caucus which
Dominated Casey was in session fif-
teen Republicans were in conference at
the Sheridan parlors, including seven
Dl Cass, 3of Traill, 2 of Grand Forks;
Day, of Ramsey; Enger, of Steele, and
Fuller, of Stutsman. Day retired, and
those remaining voted 9 to 5 not to vote
Tor a Democrat under any circumstan-
ces. Itwill be Casey. Republican, or a
Democrat, and the election wiilprob-
ably occur Saturday.
At today's session of the legislature all

Republicans were inline and four Pop-
ulists were absent. Objection was made
from the Republican side of the house
to the approval of the journal, and a
motion to strike out the protest, signed
by seven Democrats, against the pro-
ceedings of yesterday was, after much
debate, carried. The protest set forth
that Benton had received forty-
seven votes and was elected, not-
withstanding the tally of the
.lerks. It did not state who
voted for Benton, but simply made the
broad statement that Benton got forty-
seven votes. The Republicans chal-
lenged and member to get up and de-
clare his vote incorrectly recorded on
the ballot wherein Benton was given
forty-three votes, and wherein the Dem-
ocrats claimed forty-seven. None arose,
and the protest on which the Democrats
expected to base a contest was expunged
by a vote of 57 to 32, several Populists
and Democrats voting with the Repub-
licans. Only one ballot was taken for
senator today, resulting as follows:
Anderson, 20; Casey, 13; Smith, 3;
Worst, 7; Lounsberry. 2; Walsh, 5;
Benton, 1; Muir,32. Most of the Dem-
ocrats voted for Muir, Populist.

A $00,000 APPROPRIATION

DIDSHE MURDER HIM?

Pretty Wife in Jail Charged With
KillingHer Husband.

Ciieston, 10., Jan. 20.—Mrs. Nettie
Grace, the handsome wife of a promi-
nent hotel keeper at Elliott, is now the
most talked about womau in South-
western lowa. Her striking beauty
makes the charge of murdering her
husband, for which she has been placed
inthe Red Oak jail,seem almost too
horrible to be true. . She is a woman
about twenty-eight years old, and has
been surrounded tillher life with those
little luxuries which go to make up
happiness in tins world. She bears her
confinement of a few days well, and
when arrested by the sheriff of Mont-
gomery country the only words she said
were: "1am innocent of this terrible
crime."

Jan. 11Landlord Grace, of the Elliot
hotel, the leading hostelry of that enter-
prising town, met his death in his own
chamber. He was lying in bed at the
time, and his wife was in the room ar-
ranging her toilet. She was standing
before a mirror,according to her story,
brushing back her hair, when she was
startled by the report of her husband's
pistol. Turning, she saw that her hus-
band had shot himself, und she rushed
from the room, spreading the report of
the suicide. No one thought her guilty
of murder then, and ii is only within
the past few days that facts have come
to the surface which have in a measure
warranted her arrest. She is now be-
hind the bars, charged with the crime,
and the network of evidence that is
being woven around her every day only
adds to the certainty of the opinion
many people have that she is guilty.

When the coroner's jury investigated
tlie murder they brought in a verdict
that Grace came to his death "by a
pistol shot fired feloniously by some
person or persons unknown to the jury
which caused immediate death." Since
that verdict was rendered the officials
ol Montgomery county have been quiet-
ly investigating the murder, and the
culmination of this investigation result-
ed in the arrest of Mrs. Grace. When
first seen Grace's eyes were closed, and
when the coroner first saw him he had
the appearance of being asleep. His

body was in such a posil'u.n that it was
impossible for those who saw him
to deny that careful hands had
made all arrangements for the public
to view the remains. Again, the
pistol was lying on the left side of the
murdered man, while all who were in-
timately acquainted with him testified
that he was right-handed. Then, it has
been common talk in the neighborhood,
that Mr. and Mrs. Grace were not able
to agree on all points, and that their
domestic broils were! frequent, and often
lasted fordays at a time. These and a
dozen other little facts seem to point to-
ward the iruilt of the wife. She was in
the room with the murdered man at the
time of his death, and no motive for
suicide can be found.

Since her confinement in the jailMrs.
Grace lias been visited by hundreds of
her friends, and the trial which willset-
tle the question of her guilt or inno-
cence promises to be the most sensa-
tional which ever occurred in this sec-
tion of the state. 3___S

Davis Estate shrinks From $10,-
000,000 to $8,000,000.

Tacoma, Wash., Jan. 20.— A. Davis,

of Chicago, nephew of the late million-
aire, A. J. Davis, of Butte, Mont., has
come to Puget Sound to fetch the re-
mains of his father, who accidentally
killed himself at Victoria Tuesday
night. The claimant of the Davis mill-
ions says that the estate, which only a
few yeais ago was estimated to be
worth $10,000,000, is not now worth over
$3,000,000. lnlitigation and other ways
a large amount of the estate has been
lost.

The case will come up for settle-
ment next May.

Victoria, B. C,Jan. 20.—The prin-
cipal witnesses at the inquest today on
tho body of John A. Davis, of Chicago,
who was killedhere several days ago.
were several physicians who attended
Davis after ho received injuries. Three
of them testified that Davis' skull was
fractured, and that . the immediate
cause of death was concussion of
the brain. Dr. Jones, who made the
post-mortem examination, testified that
there was a sclap wound on the back of
the head, but that the brain was quite
healthy, lie said the left forearm was
broken In two places, and all the ribs
on the left side were broken close to
the spine. A lung was bruised and
liver lacerated by one of the
broken ribs and considerable hemor-
rhage resulted. Robert Fletcher, chief
clerk at the Grand hotel, where the ac-
cident occurred, testified that* Davis
had been stopping at the ho-
tel eight days. At 9 o'clock
Tuesday morning Fletcher heard ga
fall, and, running to the hallway, found
Davis lyingon the tile pavement, bleed-
ing profusely from a wound in the head.
He had no idea as to the cause of Davis'
fall. The jury returned a verdict of ac-
cidental death.

Chicago. Jan. 20.—1t looks now as if
the legal light in the famous Davis will
case willbe prosecuted with a new bit-
terness on account of the rumors start-
ed to the effect that John A.
Davis was murdered at Victoria,
B.C. E. 11. Davis, a son of the de-
ceased, engaged in the coal trade in this
city, said tonight that he would not be
at all surprised ifitshould turn out that
his father had been foully dealt with.
"Insome features, to my mind, the af-
fair bears a resemblance to the Cronin
killing," he said. "One thine: is
certain now, and that is, we are going
to tight out the will case to the bitter
end. Allmy brothers thoroughly agree

withme on this point. Our first pur-
pose willbe to determine as nearly as
possible the real nature and circum-
stances of father's taking off."

At tlie normal school ex-
ercises of welcome were gone through,
at which were present the president and
members of the city council and pro-
minent local business men, including
Hon. Thomas Simpson, who for twenty
year* has been resident director of the
school and who presided over the ex-
ercises. President Irvine Shepard.of the
Winona school, made a lengthy address
reviewing the history of the school and
setting forth the needs of the institu-
tion. He was followed by Hon. E. S.
Youmans, of Winona; Senators Barr, of
Mankato; Day, of Martin county; Taw-
ney, of Winona: McHale, of Shakopee;
and Representatives Gorman, of St.
Cloud;S. R. Van Sant, of Winona; P.
11. Kelly,ot Ramsey; and Hon. E. S.
youmans, of Winona. At the end of
the speechmaking at the normal the vis-
itors were banqueted at tne Winona.
They also inspected the public schools
during the afternoon. It is believed
that the prospects are good for securing
the 850,000 appropriation desired for the
enlargement of the Winona school, also
{2,000 increase in the teachers' fund for
the better maintenance of the kinder-
garten. Today Hon. P. 11. Kellypre-
sented Hon. Thomas Simpson with a
personal autograph letter of President-
elect Cleveland, asking that it be framed
and placed in the Winona normal
museum after the retirement ot Mr.
Cleveland from his second presidential
term.

STOCK FAMINE.

Hog**, and Cattle Scarce inNorth-
western lowa.

Foist Dodge, 10.. Jan. 20.—A stock
famine is now one of the possibilities, if
not one of the probabilities, in North-
western lowa. Hogs have been scarce
for some time past, and are getting
fewer each day. Where they were for-
mely brought in droves, they are now
hauled to town incouples or trios. The
price of pork in its various forms has
gone up until it is worth as
much as beef. Beef, however,
will soon be higher also, since
there are now very few cattle that are
marketable in the country. Buyers and
meat market men from all the towns
around here are out each day buying up
all the cattle they can get. The price
has gone up rapidly, and people are be-
ginning to fear that meats of all kinds
willsoon be beyond their reach. The
importation of stock is the only thing
that will prevent it. and this has been
begun to some extent. A large number
of farmers are shipping shoats from
Missouri to this county to restock their
farms. Even this, however, cannot pre-
vent the steady rise in prices.

Gas Stoves Burued.
Milwaukee, Jan. 26.—The shop of

the Milwaukee Gas Stove company, 15
and 17 Erie street, was completely de-
stroyed by fire last night. The loss is
estimated at $50,000; insurance, ?35,000.
The origin of the fire isnot known.

Badger Democrats Nominate

the Milwaukee Man for
Senator.

Knight Releases His Men
From Their Pledges

to Him.

Enough Go to the Congress-
man to Give Him the

Plum.

Ths Choice of the Caucus
Wiil Be Ratified

Today.

Madison, Wis., Jan. 26.—Gen. Ed-
ward S. Bragg, who "loved Cleveland
for the enemies he made," was this
afternoon defeated in his light for a seat
in the senate of the United States by

Col. John L.Mitchell. The explanation
of Mitchell's success is simple. Col.
John 11. Knight, who from the begin-
ning of the struggle has had from eight-

een to twenty followers, this morning
released his little band from obligation
to him, having evidently decided that
his own cause was hopeless; and enough
of them went to Mitchell to give him the
victory. The first ballot iv the caucus
today settled the matter.

At2:45 the gavel was dropped. The
rollcall showed Mahoney absent. Sen-
ator Kruszka moved to proceed to the
thirty-first ballot. The motion carried,
and the call was begun amid breathless
silence. Ithad been talked around that
Knight's forces had been released from
their pledge, and it was said that the
majority of them

Favored .TllU'liell
over Bragg. Therefore it was under-
stood that a crisis was at hand, and,

while no one was actually positive, both
sides had hope and the Mitchell men
were rather jubilant. The first to go to
Mitchell was Senator Bash ford, who
was followed by Assemblymen Brader
and Brill. Senator Brown went to
Bragg, and explained his reasons
therefor in a brief speech. He said
he had been released by Knight,
and voted for Bragg because nine-
tenths of the people. wanted Bragg nom-
inated. The call then proceeded, and
the next to go to Mitchell was Senator
O'Connor, who was followed by Conway
from Bragg. Daly left Knight for
Mitchell, and so did Fetzer. llarmon
was the next to leave Knightfor Mit-
chell. Jamison left Knight for Bragg.
When Senator Kennedy's name was
called he arose and said he had been re-
leased by Col. Knight. He had also al-
ways been a Democrat and never bolted
a convention. Senator Brown, he said,
was inconsistent. If he believed as he
said he did, he should have voted for
Bragg first. As for himself (Kennedy),
he voted for Mitchell. Senator Kings-
ton voted for Mitchell. M. G. McGee-
han announced that he had been

and voted for Mitchell. Martin changed
from Knight to Mitchell. Nash went
from Knight to Bragg. Quigg went
from Bragg to Mitchell. Ringle to
Bragg. Schmidt from Knight to
Mitchell. wefeld to Bragg from
Knight. Tracy's vote made forty-one,
and there was wild applause. Sanator
Voss spoke a few words inprefacing his
vote from Knight to Bragg. Woodworth
spoke a few moments in prefacing his
vote for Col. Mitchell. Senator Wescott
refused to abandon Knight and cast the
only vote given for that gentleman. The
result as finallyannounced was Mitchell
40, Bragg 32, Knight 1: total, 79. Samp-
son, one of the Bragg men, moved to
make the nomination unanimous and,
there being no opposing voice, the mo-
tion was carried amid tremendous
cheering.

The formal election willoccur at noon
tomorrow. Tho city is wild with ex-
citement tonight. The new senator is
a son of the late Alexander Mitchell,
the father of the great Chicago, Mil-
waukee & St. Paul railway, is fifty
years old. fond of agricultural pursuits,
a lover of horses and a patron of agri-
cultural education. Ho was born in
Milwaukee, where he is a banker and
capitalist. He is at present serving his
second term as a member of congress.

VOTED FOR A WOMAN.

STATE ROADS.

A Badger Senator Wants to Grid-
iron the Commonwealth.

Madison, Wis., Jan. Senator Ap-
ple, of Racine, this morning introduced
in the upper house of the legislature a
bill to provide for the establishment
and maintenance of state roads.
The act provides that the gov-

ernor shall before June 1,1893, appoint
three persons under the name of state
board of highway commissioners. The
board shall lay out a system of state
roads connecting the several portions of
the state with each other, which roads,
incounties having an average popula-
tion of more than twenty per square
mile, shall not be more than
ten miles apart, and for such purpose
may adopt any highway now existing or
may proceed to lay .out new highways,
and for that purpose to purchase the
right of way therefor from the private
owners of any land, or to condemn the
same. The bill authorizes the board to
employ upon such work the convicts in

THEIR WOBK IS DONE.
Delegates to the Good Roads

Convention Close ItsSes-
sions Successfully.

The Work Done Will Bear
Good Fruit ii^Future

Days.

A Constitution and a Code of
By-Laws Adopted for Per-

manent Work.

List of Officers and Vice Pres-
idents for Every County

in the State.

The final day in the good roads con-
vention was profitable of results. Mr.
Itis, of Carver county, contributed his
usual modi of amusement by at-
tempting-to roast the reporter who had
the temerity to report his characteris-
tic speech at the chamebr of commerce.

Mr. Snider, of llamsey county, opened

the discussion. "I think that roads
should be improved under contract,"
said he. "The county surveyor
should advise with surpervisers and
county boards. He should make a cor-
rect map of all roads, bridges, nature of
soil, showing low spots, hills, etc. -A
grade line should also be made on the
map. In case of vacancy, the county

board should have power to appoint a
competent man to fillout the unexpired
term."

Mr. Smith, of South St. Paul, gave a
graphic description of the manner in
which roads are graded in Dakota
county. He considered one of the great-

est essentials good crews and efficient
tools. ':''\u25a0/:I

Mr. Dickey, of Hennepin, came to the
aid of the promised contract system of
building roads, and Mr. Farnham ad-
vocated better drainage.* Three years
ago, he related, the roads in Wright
county were nearly impassable during
certain seasons, but they are now per-
ennially in fine repair because of the
drainage. The cost had been only about
$300 a mile, he explained, From this
phase he passed to the poll tax system
and argued in forcible language for its
abolition during the present session of
the legislature. lie urged that the great
reason for the poor roads in this state at
present is owing to the Inadequacy of
.the law and the incapability or indiffer-
ence of the road overseers.

Gen. Andrews is an enthusiastic ad-
vocate of macadam, and lie insisted that
there is no reason why the United

\u2666States cannot build macadamized roads
if.the provinces of Canada can do. so.
He pointed totTio fact that in Granite
Falls rock can be obtained sufficient to
macadamize half the roads in the state.

(3EX. C. C. ANDREWS.

He then read the cost*of making mac-
adamized roads at Victoria, showing the
process, which he said couid bo built
there from 53.000 to $5,000 per mile.
Minnesota had, he said, a permanent
school fund of $10,000,000, and would
soon have one of $20,000,000. "We have
borrowed nearly all we have of laws
and nearly everything else," he ex-
claimed. "We have been to Australia,
originally a penal colony, for our elec-
tion law. Itis high time we originated
something for other states to copy."

This brought out 11. S. Fairchild ina
spirited speech in opposition. Iln in-
sisted that in New Jersey it costs $10,000
a mill for macadam, and argued that
this being true, itwould cost $20,003
here.

Mr. Hagen, of McLeod, suggested
that convict labor be employed in re-
pairing highways, as in other states.
This, he felt sure, would materially les-
sen the expense. Thus the discussion
was continued at great length.

Dr. Jackson, of Rice county; Mr.
litis, of Carver; Mr. Tallman, of Chi-
sago, and others participated.

This was followed by E. J. Hodgson,
of St. Paul, in a paper upon "The Ime
portance of Wagon Roads and a Statd
Association," in which he compares
the relative Importance of wagon rood
and railroads, there being 100,000 miles
of the former in the state and only 0,000
miles of the latter.

Mr. Hodgson referred tothe wonder-
fulprogress that has been made inlat-
ter years in transportation, etc. "In
our day," he said, "it has become a ne-
cecessity to use the very best tools and
instruments for the accomplishment of
human purposes that can be obtained.
Ihe farmer who would use the
old McCormick or Manny reaper,
built thirty years ago, simply
because he could get it for one-half or
one-quarter the price of the elegant and
almost perfect self-binder that is built
today, would/be utterly unable to com-
pete with the men who use the beet
machinery. Tliere is not a solitary tool
used on the farm, from a pitchfork to a
threshing machine, but what has been
wonderfully improved by the present
generation, and farmers seem to be
alive to the advantages thus offered
them, and they look for the best. But
the wagon roads, which he uses prob-
ably more than any other piece of ma*
chinery inhis business, and which are
really more essential to his comfort and
convenience and facility forprosecuting
his business than anything else, have
been left wholly to his care, control and
management Mr. Hodgson proceeded

to show how the present system has
proven wasteful and inefficient in util-
izing labor and money provided, and
advocated a more competent and ener-
getic supervision. ,

lie approved of adopting a cash basis
and doing away with "this miserable
pretense of working out the road tax.''
ln referring to the utilityof good

roads from a' financial standpoint, he
said: "Nothing will tend more strongly
to enhance the value of all kinds of
properties in the state than good roads.
Every man's farm will he worth far
more* to him when he has a fine, hard,
even highway to his market town over
which he can haul a full load in wet
weather as well as dry. In the spring aa
well as the fall. And life under these
circumstances willbe worth far more to
himself and family than where he ls cut
off from the rest of the world by bog*
holes, sloughs and impassable stretches
of road. Nothing speaks more loudly"
as to the thrift, intelligence and pro*
gressivencss of a community than the
kind of roads they have."

lnconclusion the speaker urged pru«
deuce and deliberation in attempting to
prosecute this work, lie said that cli-
matic conditions, density of population,
etc., must be taken into consideration,
and that a state organization is required
to forward this movement and do tha
preparatory work.

IX THE AFTERNOON.

Report Submitted From the Com-
mittee on Permanent Organiza-

tion.
Inthe afternoon the proceedings were

begun by the report of the committee on
permanent organization of the state
Good Roada association, submitted by
A.B. Choate, the chairman. The re-
port embodied a constitution and a coda
of by-laws, and the provoked a running
fire of suggestions, but usually of little
relevancy, however. The association is
to be composed of the president, secre-
tary and treasurer, and one vice presi-
dent from each county in the state, and
in meetings of these officials a quorum
shall be twenty-live members. The re-
port was finally adopted, despite the
spirited opposition of Mr. litis, of Car-
ver county. He argued that no real
good can come from a Good Bonds as-
sociation.

"There is no reason why this organ-
ization should exist. 1 know what it
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will drift into," he urged. "It will
sooner or later become a political affair,
and we don't want it. What is the use
of the officers coming iiere with their
heads under a blanket. If the time
comes when we want to meet we can
meet just as we are meeting today."
