Jimmy came along Nicollet avenue
shortly after 10 o'clock. He was on his
way to a restaurant, and when lie came
to the corner of Third street he met In-
spectors Lawrence and Howard. They
informed him they would have to arrest
him again, but Jimmy only laughed.
Lawrence placed his hand on his shoul-
der, when suddenly Jimmy broke away
and ran actoss the street at breakneck
speed. Officer Butler, who was stand-
inip2 at the corner, made a reach for
Jimmy, but the red-haired attorney was
too agile. Lawrence ihen put after

Ihim. and alas for Jimmy.

Iwas slippery and the soles of his shoes

were like glass. He slipped and fell,
his feet going into the air and his head
bumping the ice.

Then Jimmy yelled like a Comanche.
He called upon the Deity first, and then
shrieked: "Lane!

But there was no help for him. He
was marched back to the central sta-
tion, and Freeman Lane was obliged to
go through another form of securing
bondsmen.

;* ON JUDICIARY.

Tho Reformatory Scheme and
Other Matters Considered.

„ The council committee on judiciary
held an interesting meeting yesterday
afternoon and listened to petitions from
various parties desirous of securing
better legislation. A. G. Mosher pre-
sented a lengthy communication asking
the committee to endeavor to secure
new laws governing his department,
that of the sealer of weights and meas-
ures. What he asked, however, could
be secured by amending the ordinances
of the city, so the committee took no
action. Mr. Mosher asKed that the coal
ordinance be amended so that all hard
wood sold should undergo an official in-
spection before being sold, and thai
each load should be accompanied by a
certificate of correct measurement.
Tiie coal ordinance did not go far
enough, according to Mr. Moshev's
way of thinking, lt provided only for
the weighing of the coal sold by the
city weighers, while.) as a matter of
fact, it was just as important that the
hard wood should be measured, for there
was every chance for short measure be-
ing given', lt was a matter that would
act as a protection for the consumer.
Inthe yards where both coal and wood
were sold the same deputy weighmaster
could attend to the measuring ot the
wood and the weighing of the coal. In
the yards where only wood was sold a
special deputy should be appointed..
Mr.Mosher also asked that the ordi-
nance governing the market gardeners
and the sale of their wares be
amended so < that all gardeners
would be compelled to sell their wares
in measures, officially inspected.

Mrs. T. B. Walker and several other
ladies presented themselves before the
committee and asked that the matter of
the female reformatory be considered
and placed before the legislature insuch
way that its establishment would*be
assured. The plan has already been
discussed in the papers so that a repeti-
tion of the details is unnecessary. The
committee as a whole was in favor of
the reformatory, but it was feared that
nothing could be done for the reason
that an enactment of the legislature
which would permit of the establish-
ment of a board of women directors who
would act as the reformatory managers

would be special legislation and there-
fore prohibited. Aid.liaynes advanced
the idea that perhaps the special legis-
lation pari of it could tie circumvented
by incorporating the reformatory
plan in the proposed new charter.
It was decided that this was
the best plan, and the commit-
tee agreed toconsider the matter with
that plan in view. The only way that
the reformatory could be operated now
would be under the direction of the
board of. corrections and charities, for
all reformatory work comes withinits
province. Mrs. Walker, in speaking
ot the desired institution, said they did
not recognize the difference beiween
reformable and incorrigible women.
They had hones of reforming all women
sent" to the institution, and would not
look upon any of them as being incor-
rigible.

The board of corrections and charities
was expected to present a report on the
matter of legislation for the appropria-
tions needed to build the new hospital
and the workhouse annex, but itwas
nut forthcoming.

BOWKEK Hi-:.._ LIGHT.

Witnesses Against Him Cannot Be
Found— Court News.

Once again, above the mighty wave,
of public opinion which has recently
threatened to engulf him, the calm,

peaceful visage of Rev. J. 11. Bowker
rises almost victorious, and "the work
of his enemies and the public press"
appears to have amounted to almost,
nothing. The divorce suit to be begun
against Bowker by his wife has been
stayed, pending the outcome of the
criminal action, and now itappears that
the criminal action willamount to noth-
ing, as the principal witnesses who
were willingto testify before the grand
jury have taken unto themselves "a
sneak," ami cannot be found by the
depaty sheriffs.

Agent Tatro. of the Humane society,
who is the main prosecutor of Bowker
and his "homo." says that he can find
plenty of witnesses to testify against
Bowker, but not on the particular
charge for which he was indicted, so it
appears that unless these witnesses can
be found Bowker willget off.Mr. Tatro
thinks there has been some "monkey
work"among the witnesses in the case,
and intends to keep the matter moving
ifit takes ten years to get on a trial.

Inone of the personal tax cases be-
fore Jtidae Canty yesterday the point
was raised that the defendant had been
assessed twice on the same property— in
Sherburne county, where he lives, and
in Hennepin, where the property is.
The stale law compels a man to list all
of his properly in the county where he
lives. Tlie court held that while a man
must list his property, under the law,

in the county where he lives, the prop-
erty must be assessed in the county
where it is located.
jCharles Doran was found guilty yes-
terday of stealing a rut:, a watch and
some clothing from a room on Henne-
pin avenue, and, in view of its being his
second offense, was given live years in
the penitentiary.

NECESSITY OF THE HOUR

Repeal ol the Sherman Silver Bill
One of the Most Im-

portant.

President-Elect Cleveland Thinks" '
ItWill Be Repealed by the

Present Congress.

****c - --
biNew Youk, Feb. I.—"To repeal the
Sherman silver law is the great neces-
sity of the hour." So said President-
elect Cleveland lo a United Press re-
porter this evening. "While I
am , naturally adverse to being

.interviewed," Mr. Cleveland con-
tinued, "my conviction on this sub-
ject is so deep and my feelings concern-
ingitare so strong that lam 1willing
'you should quote what Isay. Possibly
this direct and authorized expression
from me will encourage our Ke-
pubiican friends in congress to
stand out against repeal, but 1hope not.
This is not a party question, and
should be considered from the stand-
point of the commercial interest, and
hot from that of , party vantage. A
continuance of the silver purchasing
operations made mandatory by the
Sherman law is a menace to the busi-
ness and financial interests ofthe coun-
try. lam not without hone that this
law willbe repealed by the present con-
gress. Whatever influence 1 have is
being exerted to that end."

A Washington special to a local paper
says: "Mr. Cleveland has sent
his ultimatum to congress on the
silver question. Don M. Dick-
inson * brought it here. It is
that the silver purchasing act
must be repealed, or "there will be an
extra session. Mr. Dicksnson called on
Speaker Crisp, and made known to him
that he had a message of importance to

communicate to him. As soon as the
house got down to routine Mr. Crisp
left the chair and went to his private
office, where Mr. Dickinson was await-
ing. They were together for half an
hour, during which Mr. Crisp was told
that the 'wiping out ot" the pres-
ent silver purchase law was the first
business to which Mr. Cleveland
desired to give his attention.
As Mr. Dickinson left the speaker's
room, he said toa press reporter: "You
may say that either one or two things
will happen: The present congress
will repeal the silver purchase act
or an extra session will be
called within thirtydays from March 4.
Itis of more consequecce just now that
all other questions combined and until
it is settled other questions willhave to
wait."

"How about Hawaii's request for an-
nexation?" .

"Itshould be granted. The next war
—if there is to be one— will be on the
ocean, and we have need of these isl-
ands."

COMMISSIONERS AT OMAHA

A Cold Trip for the Hawaiians—
Thurston Interviewed.

Omaha, Feb. I.—The Hawaiian com-
missioners on their way to Washington
passed through this city tonight. Lorin
A.Thurston, in charge of the party, said

he. is absolutely certain that Claus
Spreckels knew nothing whatever of
the revolution prior to the landing in
San Francisco.

"ln fact,"said he, "we ourselves were j
in the dark as to the true nature of af-
fairs until a day or twobefore thequeen
abrogated. True, we knew that that was
her aspiration, but we never supposed
that her ambition would carry her to
Such an extent."

When questioned as to the general
feeling of the muives toward thu pro-
visional government, he said:

"1have no means of knowing how
the masses feel toward the new order
of things, but to illustrate the attitude
which the better classes show to us I
will say that just before our de-
parture live petitions were handed
to us advocating, annexation to
the United n States and signed by
the leading natives of Honolulu.
The population of the islands is about
95,000, divided as follows: Europeans,
20,000; natives, 34.000; mixed blood,
0,000; Chinese, 15.000, > and Japanese,
20,000. American interests are by far
the most important on the islands, rep-
resenting $24,000,000 out of a total of
$33,000,000 invested. Americans control
all the shipping interests between the
islands, as .well as three-fourths of
the islands themselves. England

has no right whatever to oppose
annexation. Her interests are merely
nominal, and many of her subjects are
at. present in favor of-the move that is
being made. Germany is certainly on a
par withGreat Britain in commercial
value. Germany has shown her-
self through her consul in the
matter of annexation. The British
consul is in favor of placing the
Princess Kaiuliuhe on the throne, a
niece of the ex-queen, and at present
being edunated in a private school near
the legation, for the reason that she
would be influenced by Englishmen,
who are relatives by inter-marriage.
We are on our way to Washing-
ton to ask for annexation, and
we have no alternative. If successful,
we shall advocate a territorial form of
government until the natives, who are
at present in dense ignorance, can be
educated. The effect which annexa-
tion would have from a social stand-
point would be the same as experienced
in the annexation or New Mexico.
It would bring to our shores
trade which has been fright-
ened away during the past live
years and seven months by live sepa-
rate and distinct, revolutions. 1 am
emphatically in support or such action
as was taken by the commander of the
Boston; the emergency demanded it,
notwithstanding opinions to the con-
trary."

The commissioners have had a rather
cold trip of it since leaving the Pacific
slope, but are anxious to reach Wash-
ington as soon as possible, and scan
each paper carefully to see whether the
sentiment of annexation is growing in
their tavor. They willarrive at Chicago
at 9:30 a. m. Thursday.

Heaviest in Years.
Tacoma, Wash., Feb. I.—Up to 5

o'clock this afternoon eighteen inches
of snow had fallen since the storm com
menced yesterday. This is the greatest
snow fall known since the winter of
1870. The thermometer this evening
stood at 5deg above zero. Alleleclrlc
street car lines are stopped. Northern
Pacific trains today were from two to
ten hours behind time.

A I.reak ior Liberty.
Indianapolis, Intl., Feb. I.—At the

dinner hour today the male convicts in
the workhouse, led by John Carter, a
negro, attempted to overpower their
guards and escape. The guards used
their clubs freely, and, after about
fifteen minutes' hard righting, brought
the prisoners under subjection. Sev-
eral of the prisoners and two of the
guards were badly beaten.
