He Is Brought Hack to the City by
Inspector Hoy.

Inspector John Hoy arrived home
yesterday from New York. He was ac-
companied by young W. H. P. Windus.

13.200 from the
Minnesota Packing and Provision com-
pany. He was apprehended in New
York and held a prisoner in the Tombs
until Inspector Hoy reached there with
requisition papers. When Windns was
arrested h lawyer secured f6O from him,
all the money he had, under the pre-
tense that he could prevent ths Minne-
apolis authorities from taking him back
again and allow him to go scot free.
When the court turned the prisoner
over to Hoy the lawyer ran to the court
of sessions to secure habeas corpus pa-
pers, but with the aid of the New York
detectives Hoy landed his man on the
train safely.

Mrs. Windus and her child are in >iew
York, and itis said they are destitute of
money. The wife desired to accompany
her husband back to the city, but she
had no money with which to purchase a
ticket. Itis a very sad case, and con-
siderable sympathy is telt for Windus.
He is the occupant of a cell at the ceu-
tral station. _

CLARIiSON'S ASININITY.

Senator Cullom Is Inclined to In-
dorse It.

Washington, Feb. s.—The Post to-
morrow willsay: Senator Cullom was
shown the dispatch sent by Hon. J. S.
Clarkson to Representative Ilouck, of
Tennessee, characterizing the nom-
ination of Judge Jackson to the
supreme bench as a betrayal of
Republican prinipies and an aban-
donment of the helpless Republicans
of the South, and stating that
a protest had been sent to the senator.
The Post then quotes Senator Cullom
as follows: "The protest sent me by

Mr. Clarkson consists of a telegram
some fifty words in length. It is upon
the same general lines as the mes-
sage to Representative Ilouck, but
Is

hardly so strong: in lan-

guage. He makes no personal
charges against Mr. Jackson, and does
not charge him with Incapacity or dis-
honesty, or anything of the kind. His
objection is that the nominee is a Dem-
ocrat, and was clearly identified with
the late Confederacy. 1 have not seen
Mr. Ilouck, nor do iknow what action
willbe taken.

"President Harrison is a man who
runs his own business, and has a habit
ofstanding by what he says and does,

lie may have named Mr. Jackson in the
belief that he could not secure the con-
firmation ot a Republican, and was
anxious that some one should
be confirmed, or he may have
been very strongly influenced, or
he may have had motives for
which no one outside of himself knows
anything about. Icannot say. Ihave
not been to see him. For myself, lam
frank to say that Iconsider the Jackson
appointment very unwise and in a cer-
tain sense unjust. The vacancy should
have been given to a clean and
able Republican lawyer, of whom there
are plenty. Judge Leon A. Pardee is
a sample of the class. Itthe Democrats
of the senate had refused to permit con-
firmation, the responsibility would have
rested on them. I do not see why a
number of Southern Republicans
should have been passed over in favor
of a Democrat identified with the
rebellion.

" They have been dis-
criminated against, and 1 do not
think that 1 will ever feel any
doubt about it. As to what
action the senate will take, Icannot
say. Idonot know whether there will
lie"a fight against Mr.Jackson's con-
firmation. 1 willsee the judiciary com-
mittee in ths morning, and possibly
some conclusion will be reached. Ido
not think, however, that Mr. Harrison
is a man who could be induced to with-
draw the nomination by any amount of
party pressure.

He replied that if she did not give all
her money he would shoot her.

"1 haven't any money," said Mrs.

I'llfind out if you have
or not," said the footpad, at the same
time pushing a revolver close to her
lace and threatening to killher if she
uttered a word. He then subjected her
to the indignity of being searched. Not
finding anything of value in her pockets
he forced her to stand quietly while he
delved into the recesses of her small
garments. He had nothing but dis-
appointment for his pains for, as
luck would have it,Mrs. Brad had given

her money to her mother only a few
moments before. She carried a package
in her arms, and thin, too, was subjected
to a rigidexamination. Then the mis-
creant turned up the collar of his dilap-
idated coat, and, calmly placing the re-
volver back in his pocket, informed
Mrs. Brad, with an oath, that she was
at liberty to pursue the even tenor of
her way.

A MERRY WAR.

There Will Be Oiks at Tonight's

Council Meeting.

Unless all signs tail, there willbe
merry war at the council incetliisr to-
night. Aresolution willbe offered by
a well-known Democratic alderman ask-
ing for an investigation of the methods
of the chief of the lire department and
the chairman of the committee on that
institution. Itis desired that botli these
gentlemen shall inform the council and
Hie public why so many of the ablest
firemen in the department have been
dropped from the lists and
why so many inexperienced men
have been appointed m their
stead. The list of new appointments is
expected to come up before the meeting

for confirmation, itremains to be seen
whether the new appointments are con-
firmed or not. However, the records of
the old city council show that all "in-
vestigations" were lust in the shuffle.
They were quashed in some way, per
haps becsuse the aldermen felt that the
hoiior and integrity of the municipal
body must be maintained at any cost.
Itis feared that even should the council
vote for an investigation of the fire de-
partment.the matter willbe side-tracked
after the fashion ofyore.

A well-known alderman, in speaking
about the matter yesterday, said:
"There is no reason why the council
should not grant the request for au in-
vestigation. Public clamor is for the in-
vestigation and itshould be stilled. If
there is nothing wrong about the man-
ner in which firemen have been dis-
charged, an investigation will bring
forth such a fact, nnd it seems to me
that both Chief Kunge and Aid. Wood-
ward would be the first to asu for it in
orderthat their skirts might be shown up
clean. If there is something wrong
about the appointments and the dis-
charge?, then we certainly ousht to

now it."
The alderman's sentiments are the

sentiments of the public.
There will be another squabble to-

n'urht over the ordinance to be intro-
duced by Aid.Kiichli relative to the
water works department. The or-
dinance will make it necessary for the
supervisor of the water works to be a
mechanical and hydraulic engineer.
The object of the -ordinance is to oust
Supervisor McConnell, who is a me-
eiiiinieal engineer only. There are but
two hydraulic engineers in the city, and
their services are worth about $5,000 a
year. This fact alone ought to be suffi-
cient to knock out the ordinance.

Aid. Flanders' central pound ordi-
nancewill also come up for discussion.
Itwillnot pass without a hard light,
nnd the chances are it will not pass at
all. Itis said Flanders does not want it
inpass.

WILKINSON ON GAMBLING.

What the Rector of St. Andrew's•
Thinks of Speculation.

Yesterday the subject of discourse at
St. Andrew's church was gambling*
Rev. William Wilkinson, the rector, said:

"Itis most undoubtedly true that now
sermons of a soothing nature aro in de-
mand in the churches; but sennous
which instruct, rebuke vice, warn from
sin. are the kind needed if the world is
to be made better by the preaching the
people hear. The watchman, as well as
the comforter, is to be desired in the
office of pastor, lie must stand on the
look-out, and when evil is at hand he
must declare itin words which awaken
conscience and bring new nerve to
moral rectitude. So it shall be made
vigorous and strong.

••This mighty people stand face to
face withgiant and insidious evils, evils
which willnot be pulled up and cast
out by mild words and halting deeds,
evils 'which threaten the very lifeof
honest commerce, and which endanger
honest money invested for the good of
those who lend and those to whom it is
lent. Gambling is not confined to the
card table. Itis there, and bad enough,
truly, for it has no mercy and appears
to know no remorse. It will,and often
itdoes, take the last dollar the man who
loses has, and the money he lias not,

but which beloims to his employers or
friends. A man had better have a
plague inbis house than, a card-playing,

gambline spirit there. How many
wrecked hopes are the result of this
dire evil no man knows, but its
track is printed tears and
blood, and pain and death, and
unspeakable disgrace. The public
gambling houses ought to be, inevery
city, closed promptly, effectually and
forever. Itis easy to say, 'Oh, but ineu
ought not togo tothem.' True this is,
but not less true that facility for the
doing of wrong makes wrong deeds
done. This is the proved experience of
all time and of most men. There is a
law that says any man may recover
money paid as the result of bets on
games, but it is practically a dead let-
ter. If a man should take legal meas-
ures to get back his cash, he would, in
the most instances, be laughed at; and,
in other cases, men who play and lose
money dare not take such action. Often
the play is done in a clandestine, way.
and the man who loses, if honestly or
by being swindled, to save the disgrace
sutlers the loss, and it is never known
by the public, except by some accident,

"Itis not clerks and men on salaries
alone who keep up the gambling spirit,
who help the growth of this deadly upas
tree. The Monte Carlos of this land are
the Chicago Board of Trade, the New
York Stock Exchange and Produce Ex-
change—institutions which began in a
noble idea, which serve important pur-
poses in many ways. But alas! useful
things can be prostituted to ignoble
service. Goinic down to business, itis
often called, when what is intended is
going to bnck a man's judgment on the
rise or fall in the price of stocks or
grain or other food, and going down
withcool, deliberate plan to make these
things rise or fall in price in the quota-
tions, uo matter who suffers. Can this
be right? Is it honest? Ought not this
to meet the swift reprobation of any
just man? We may glaze itover with
line names, call it by the rustic word
'corner.' or 'combination,' or 'manipu-
lating the market,' or 'shrewd policy,'
bul it is dishonest, audjiunce disrepu-
table and vile.

"Deep at the roots of this vice are
many other vices— greed, love of some-
thing for nothing. Men want to grow
rich at a bound. They willnot take the
just methods of trade; they waui to
shine and to be thought eminently suc-
cessful, or very wealthy, to live in
greater or grander style than their
neighbors. And to do this they just
take a flyer in wheat, and the money
they speculate withhas down. Then to
get even they try their luck again, with
results similar. And so on, with now
and then a bright spot, to the bitter
end. When money, credit, honor, char-
acter and prospects are all gone, when
home is, instead of being a joy,
a black desolation and relatives
are distracted with grief, the victim,
sinner and foolish as he is and has
been, exclaims inanguish, 'How have I
hated instruction and despised reproof.'
Never has itbfeen more needful for the
pulpit to declaim against gamblingin
each and all forms because it is against
the law of God and against the good,
the peace and prosperity alike of the
individual and the public, because no
permanent uood and much piesent and
future evilreside in its practice. J for
one speak in the clearest, strongest and
most trenchant words at my command
against this frightfulsin, anil say pass
by it,though itcharm never so seduct-
ively, for in its path is the way of death
audits doors lead from the wayof life."

SHELLS OF THE VESUVIUS.

Description ofthe Ammunition of

\u25a0\u25a0W^-'l'/v the Big Vessel^
Pout Roval.S. C.,Feb.;5.-The fuses

for the loadod shells to be fired by' the
Vesuvius this week .arrived from the
American Gun company toduy, and are
now in the Port Royal express office. \u25a0.

As Capt. Rapieff, inveDtor of the fuses,

has not yet secured a patent onrthem, it
is difficult to secure an intelligible de-
scription of their mechanism. The fuse
is contained in a movable case, which
may be kept free from the shell until
the latter is ready for firing. The case
contains fulminate of mercury with ap-
pliaces for detonating it, and next to it
Is placed a layer of dry gun cotton to
act as a primer to fire a charge of wet
gun co}ton. The fuse has a duplex ac-
tion, and may be exploded either
by impact v-or by a pow-
der traih. Eight percussion caps,'
each withits own plunger, are arranged
around the fuse. The plungers are
withheld by springs, and while quiet
are separated from the caps by metal
plates. Immediately after tiring the
metal plates become free and slide from
between the plunger and the caps.
Upon impact the pluneers are driven
against the caps and an explosion is
produced. In the second case, a ball
held in place by a strong spring is set
in motion when the shell strikes the
water, and its forward fight ignites a
time train which explodes the shell
after it has passed fifty yards under
water. The firingof dummy shells, six
of which remain, will be resumed to-
morrow, and later in the day the Vesu-
vius willdrop down the river and pre-
pare herself for moving trials.

TIME BY THE FORELOCK.

Illinois Physicians Looking Into
Asiatic Cholera.

Chicago, 111,, Feb. 5.
—

Inview of the
possible invasion of Asiatic cholera dur-
ing the present year, iftlie quarantine
laws be not amended and immigration
checked, the leading physicians of Illi-
nois have been in consultation to deter-
mine what action should be taken to
bring about a needed reform. Resolu-
tions calling upon congress to take such
steps as will secure protection to the
country were unanimously passed and a
committee appointed to go to Washing-
ton to have them presented to the proper
body. The meeting was called at the
request of the New York Academy of
Medicine, whose members ask that a
committee be appointed to act in con-
unction witn committees from New
York and Philadelphia for the purpose
indicated. The resolutions passed were
to the effect that the physicians of the
state of Illinois believe it Imperative
for the welfare of the country that con-
gress should enact such laws as would
ecure the nation against the threat-

ened invasion of Asiatic cholera, and
giving the opinion that the passage of
national quarantine laws is" the only
way in which to obtain the desired ob-
ject.

SPEED AND COMFORT.
Inventions to Overcome At-

mospheric Pressure on
Trains.

Railway Trains to Be Oper-
ated at 125 Miles an

Hour.

The Plan Is the Subject of
a Well Written

Book.

The Inventor Recently an
Attache of the Chica-

go Press.

Nothine can bitter illustrate the ver-
satility of the newspaper reporter than
the announcement which is made today
of a series of railroad inventions upon
which patents have been obtained by F.
U. Adams, until recently an attache of
the Chicago press, says the Chicago

Herald. As a rule people look with
suspicion upon railroad patents and
associate them in a vague way
with car appliances, improved
brakes and other devices which
have caused the financial wreck of
thousands of alleged geniuses. STF7
Adams' inventions, however, are broad
in their scope, sta'tling in their
originality, and in the opinion of the
best laihoad engineers and experts in
the country destined to revolutionize
in the near future the construction of
railway trains. The inventions are
made the subject of a well-written book,
just issued from the press, entitled "At-
mospheric Resistance: Its Relation to
the speed of Railway Trains." Mr.
Adams maintains that the existing con-
struction of passenger trains is un-
scientific and ridiculous. He atserts
that air is a fluid as well as water, and
that railway trains should be designed
so as to offer the least resistance to the
atmosphere, the same as boats are de-
signed to offer the least possible re-
sistance to water. He declares that the
modern passenger train is, of all things
animate or inanimate^ natural or arti-
ficial, the one exception that attempts,
while defyine a self-evident law of
nature, to attain a high velocity.

Unscientific Principles).

Inventor Adams is bitter inhis denun-
ciations of the existing construction of
passenger cars, and declares that as a
result of the failure of railway engi-
neers to take cognizance of the exist-
ence of the atmosphere, there has been
comparatively little increase in average
speeds in passenger trains for half a
century. He quotes figures to show
that fast steamships are making
nearly the time reached by express
trains, and lauds marine architects
for their skill in overcoming the resist-
ance of the medium through which their
crafts must pass. As a substitute for
the present railway coach Mr.Adams
proposes to construct a train of cars
which, when vestibuled, willpresent an
external appearance of one immensely
long coach, with a surface perfectly
smooth from end to end and free from
roof to track of any projection which in
the slightest degree will offer any ob-
struction to the swift passage of
tlie train through the air. The front
of the locomotive will be pointed, like
tlie bows of a ship, and the rear end of
the tender is vestibuled to the first car
of the train. The pointed front of the
locomotive will therefore sustain the
entire atmospheric resistance of the
train. By careful measurements Mr.
Adams has ascertained that a modern
vestibuled train presents' to the air a
front surface exceeding GOO square
feet. He calls attention to the fact—

which, simple as it is, seems to
have been overlooked— that a train
moving at a 'rate of sixty miles an
hour, on a comparatively still daymen-
counters the same atmospheric resist-
ance as is resultant from a sixty-miles
an-hour-gale. At sixty miles an hour
the atmosphere exerts a pressure of not
less than eighteen pounds a square foot,

and the pressure increases with speed
in a proportion with the square of the
velocity ofthe wind. At low speed, such
as ten and twenty miles an hour, this
atmospheric resistance is a small factor.
At ten miles an hour it is only half
a» pound to a square foot, and at
twenty miles an hour It is only two
pounds to a square foot. Atsixty miles
an hour, however, a train of six cars has
to withstand an atmospheric pressure,
according to Mr. Adam's figures, of 10,-

--800 pounds. The average passenger lo-
comotive has a traction power not ex-
ceeding 12,000 pounds, and" it therefore
follows that the locomotive exhausts
a high percentage of its pow-
er in overcoming the tremend-
ous pressure of the atmosphere.
With such a train as the inventor is
about to build, an engine and six cars
willpresent a resisting surface not ex-
ceeding 1(50 square feet, and at sixty
miles an hour will therefore encounter
an atmopheric resistance of 2,880
pounds, as against the 10,800 of the
modern train. Mr. Adams claims and
seems to prove that with the factor of
atmospheric pressure thus re-
duced, it will be an easy mat-
ter to reach a speed exceed-
ing 100 miles an hour without exhaust-
ing the capacity of the average passen-
senger locomotive. Tables are given
showing that speeds of forty, fifty and
sixty miles an hour can be maintained
under the new construction at less than
half the present expense of power, and
consequently of fuel. When it is un-
derstood that the coal billof the rail-
rouds of the United States alone ex-
ceeds §ir,0,000,000 a year the Importance
of this saving willbe appreciated.

The inventor quotes from extensive
series of experiments made recently on
leading railroads, and shows that such
train resistances as wheel and axle fric-
tion, track friction and internal friction
of the working parts of the locomotive
do not materially increase with speed.
In fact, it has been demonstrated that
wheel and axel friction is greater at
low speed than at high. He then asks
what iti3 that increases with speed,
and boldly declares tiiatatmospheric re-
sistance is the only factor that increases
withspeed, and that it becomes greater

witli the square of the velocity of the
train. At sixty or seventy miles an hour
a train is held as in a vise, and the most
powerful locomotives yet constructed
have been unable to accomplish any
material increase in speed beyond these
points, even with two or three cars.

Improved Ventilation.

Not less novel and interesting, and
seemingly practicnl, is the system of

rentilation proposed by the inventor.
On this subject Mr.Adams says:

"The existing system of ventilation is
a constant menace to the health and life
of the passenger. The sleeping car is a
reproduction of tlie "Black Hole of Cal-
cutta." The passengers are alter-
nately poisoned by gases and choked
by the fumes and smoke admitted
through the skylights of the cars. If
the figures were obtainable it would be
found that the modern system of
car ventilation numbers more victims
than the car coupler, the misplaced
switch and the careless engineer com-
bined. No system of ventilation which
takes its supply of air back of the first
car of the train can be called, or be
made, perfect. The attempt reminds
one of the water supply system of cities
all over the country by which water for
drinking purposes is drawn from
sources polluted with sewage."

The change suggested by the inventor
is declared by experts .to be feasible.
Mr. Adams proposes to admit all the air
for the ventilation of the train at the
front end of the tender, from which
point it is conveyed back through con-
nected ventilated ducts located under
the roofs of the cars. From these
central overhead ducts branches lead
down, and fresh air in any quantity
required is admitted through reg-
isters placed at convenient points.
The train is vestibuled from end to end;
all windows are hermetically sealed,
and no air is admitted except at the
point designated— the front end ef the
tender. The inventor claims that this
point i6perfectly free from atmos-
pheric contamination of any kind, being
above the dust Hue and below the smoke
line. The inventor claims that when
the train is under motion the air will
rush in at this point witha pressure suf-
ficient to force it through the
train. When the train is at rest
fans located in the rear of the
tender cau be set in motten by the en-
gineer or other train employe and an
artificial circulation of air is secured.
Mr. Adams also proposes to throw a
shell around the highly heated portion
of the engine boiler and fire-box and
convey the heat, which now escapes
and is wasted, into the central ventilat-
ing duct of the train and utilize it for
heating purposes. Ifitshall be found
that there is not enough of such heat to
secure the required temperature in the
cars, coils of steam pipe willbe located
in the ventilating ducts and the air
brought to the required temperature be-
fore it is admitted into the body of the
car.

An Experimental Train.
Under the direction of the inventor,

work willbe immediately begun on an
experimental train of ten cars. It is
proposed to take ten ordinary passenger
coaches and remodel them so as to
embody the leading features of these
inventions. Before Ihe cars are thus
remodeled a number of runs will
be made under various conditions
of wind and weather, and care-
ful tests made to determine the amounts
of resistance, the consumption of fuel
and other points which enter into the
expense of operating passenger trains.
The cars willthen be rebuilt and runs
made under similar conditions. By
making comparisons of the test it will
be possible to determine with compara-
tive accuracy the value of the invention.

Mr. Adams is about thirty-two years
of age. He comes from a family of in-
ventors and is himself the originator of
an electric lamp post now Deing intro-
duced in Chicago. He is an expert
yachtsman, a pedestrian with a record
and a crack shot with the rifle and bill-
iard cue. As an entertainer he has few
equals.

MRS. WHITNEY'S DEATH.

ItCame at 3 O'clock Yesterday
Morning.

New York, Feb. s.—The death of
Mrs. Whituey was not unexpected.
Her attending physicians pronounced
her condition critical in the extreme
last night, but they said there was a
chance for her recovery. Her illness
was due \o heart trouble, and a fatal
change might come at any moment.
About midnightthe family retired, but
towards 2 o'clock the suffering woman
began to show alarming symptoms, and
the family was called. In the
house were her husband, her sis-
ter, Mrs. Bingham, of Cleveland;
her brother, Oliver 11. Payne, wiio
has made his home with Mrs. Whitney,
her daughter, Pauline, her elder son,
Henry Payne, and her younger son,
William C. The physicians were hast-
ilysummoned, but tlie patient was ba-
yond medical aid, and at 3 o'clock tiie
end came. Mis. Whitney was born and
reared inCleveland, 0., where she lived
tor many years with her aged father,
ex-Senator Henry B. Payne, a brother
and sister, Mrs. William Bingham, who
lives next door to the home of the ex-
senator, In famous Euclid \u25a0 avenue.
Oliver H. Payne, her brother, has of re-
cent years made his home with the
Whitneys. He it was who gave Mrs.
Whitney the house in which they lived,
and he lias always been her favorite in
the family.

The death of Mrs. Whitney awakened
wide-spread sympathy throughout the
country, and allday telegrams and mes-
sages of condolence were received by
the family. Dr. Mcßurnie said tonight
that Mrs. Whitney's death was dvexto
an affection of the heart of long
standing and which became pro-
nounced about a month ago. For the
past ten days sha has been confined to
her bed, but itwas only during the last
ftve days of that time that her condition
was alarming. The funeral will take
place at 10 o'clock Tuesday forenoon
from St. Bartholomew's church, Madi-
son avenue.

Mrs.Whitney fully deserved the name
of a social leader. She was not sur-
passed by any of the charmed circle
outside of which such an expeit as
Ward McAllister holds there is no
society. Upon these occasions her
characteristics have beeu unex-
celled for dignity and grace,
charming self-possession and the
rarer qualities of kindliness of spirit
and genuine hospitality. While her life
and name were to a remarkable degree
linked withpolitical, official and finan-

SWITCH WAGES.
