SOME MORE “OVERAGES.”

The Grosr has it on an authority
wiiich no man would doubt were he told
it, that one etevator at Duluth had an
‘‘overage’ of 75,000 bushels of wheat
when it cleaned up the crop of '01 last
summer. This, following on the heels
of an investigation which showed,
through all the whitewash, overages
aggregating several hundred thousand
bushels, shows that the system has not
been mended since then.

How do these overages come about?
The state has a lot of men appointed by
it, but paid by the farmers, who se busi-
ness it is to weigh into thess elevators
the grain received. Itis their duty to
weigh out the grain sent away. If they
do their duty there could be no gain;
there might be a loss from the natural
shrinkage. 1t they do not do their duty;
if they let grain go in at less than its
actual weight, there will be gains.

It was urged during the investigation
that the overazes were but a trifle per
bushel handied, as if that could excuse
a steal which aggregated hundreds of
thousands of dollars. The difference is
only one of degree between the track
thief who takes a bushel and the ele-
vator agent who sets his scales to take
an ounce out of each of a million or
more bushels, or the weighmaster who
ccnnives at it; they are thieves all,
taking that which is not theirs.

It isinevitable in. such large transac-
tions, it is urged in explanation. If so,
then it is because of uncontrollable inci-
dents of the methods, and these are as
apt to produce a shortage asa gain.
Why is it that always there are overages
and uever shortages? Why are the
quantities always plus and never minus?

The present system does only what it
was 1ntended to do when built; it but-
tresses the elevator men. it enables
them to say to the shipper whose grain
is short, *We can’t help it: it isn’t our
fault. There is the state weighmaster’s
certificate.” If the weighmaster were
strictly houest, and his scales rightly
adjusted, it would settle it. Dut if he
weren’t, or his scales weren’t, if he was
interested in making overages, it would
not settle it. The fact is that all weigh-
masters are not honest, and this puts
under suspicion all their certifi-
cates. The inecident is recalled of
the suspicious dealer who ordered
some forty ears of his wheat weighed
out of a Minneapolis elevator for al-
leged shipment East, getting a weizh-
master’s certificate of weizht. Iie then
ordered them taken to another elevator
in the same city and unloaded the same
day, getting again a weighmaster’s cer-
tificate of weight. There was a large
difference between the two weights.
The case was too glaring, and the ele-
vator company settled it. There is great
opportunity for collusion there is strong
inducement for collusion, and it is too
much to expect that there will be no

collusion.

TAX HUNTING.

Were MAcAULAY's New Zealander to
visit the halls of legislation of our state
and examine the bills introduced relat-
g to taxation he would conelude that
the question was a new and important
one with which the Solons were unfa-
miliar. He would not infer from it that
there had been centuries of legisiation
on this subject; that nation after nation
and state after state had spent eifort,
time and money in trying to devise
some system which would compel men
to bear their equal and proportlonate
share of the general burden.

Bills to tax incomes; bills to tax in-
heritances; bills totax mwortgagees; bills
to tax railroad lauds: bills to tax ex-
presss, telephone and other ecompanies,
and one bill, worthy of Draco, pur-
poses to put the owners of hideable per-
sonal property on the rack, and set the
inquisitorial powers of the courts at
work to compel them to divulge their
hiddeu wealth to the tax_gatherer.

All efforts in this direction have al-
ways failed, and always will fail, be-
cause there is no man so cunning as to
be able to devise a method of taxation
which other men would not be cunning
enough to avoid. The makers of safes
have given up trying to make a safe
which a burglar cannot get into, and
have fallen despairingly back on mak-
ing one which he cannot get into in the
ordinary working hours of those cheva-
liers d’ industrie.

If experience teaches anything it is
that the true direction is in mwaking
fewer instead of more articles carry the
load. Natural monopolies like mines
should be held to be the state’s prop-
erty, and made to ‘yield as larze reve-
nues as possible. Artificial monopolies
like railway street car companies, tele-
phones and telegraphs should be made
to share their earnings with the public
which gives them existence. Some day
when this mad hunt for taxable things
and drastic methods shall have run its
course and broken down with its own
weight there will be a quick and sharp
return to a very few sources of reve-
nues. But that time evidently is not
now, and the legislature is supplying
ample evidence that it Is not.

NEBRASKA’'S NEW SENATOR.
The first time in the history of the
state, Nebraska has elected a senator
who is not a Republican. The election
of a Populist does not speak well for
the sagacity of the Republican party of
the commonwealth, ‘The Democrats
held tlhie balance of power, and the Re-
publicans knew that it was simply out
of the question to elect a Republican.
The Democrats gave them distinctly to
understand that it was either a Demo-
crat or a Populist. The Democrats dis-
liked the Populist quite as mach as
the Republicans did. There was the
opportunity of the Republican party to
break the power of the Populist party in
Nebraska by voting for the best man of
the Democratic candidates. MonTox and
BoyDp were men against whom their
only objection could be that they were
Democrats. They were infinitely better
than the candidate of the DPopulists.

Senator Craig’s Swamp Land
Grant Bill Passes the
Upper House.

Senator Brown Would End
the Rule of the Wheat |

Committees of the Upper
House Meet and Do Con-
siderable Work,

The senate yesterday afternoon passed
a bill that will be of great benefit to the
state of Minnesota in case it goes
through the lower house and becomes a
law. This measure is Dr. Craig’s well
kuown swamp
land bill, and
requires all rail-
roads with
grants of state
swamp lands to
make their se-
lections within
the next two
years.

For nearly a
third of a cent-
ury many of
these unsettled
grants have
been hanging
like a black pall
over the state,
preventing the

sale and taxa- 2 he
tion of these R.0. CRaie, :
lands, and the 5

consequent realization of* any benefit to
the state. The railroads have re-
frained from making their selec-
tions for a two-fold object. By
waiting further surveys some, indeed
all, expected better and more valuable
lands. Again, an unselected land grant
is not subject totaxation. The state
has now swamp lands enough to

KFill All of the Grants,

and the defeat of this measure would
damage the state to the extent of sev-
eral millions atleast. Wheu the bill
was reached on the calendar the oppo-
sition offered no objection, the result
in committee of the whole demonstrat-
ing the fatility of any further fighting.
Now. however, the contest is to be
transferred to the lower house, where,
1t is claimed, the swamp land grant rail-
roads propose to kill the bili.

But it cannot bedone. Many of the
strongest and ablest men in the house
are prepared to fight to the finish if nec-
essary, and they will push the measure
through.

The new scheme of working in com-
mittee during the forenoon and holding
but one session worked well yesterday’
as far as committee work was con-
cerned, and a vast amount of business
was transacted, enough, in fact, to fur-
nish work for the committee of the
whole for several days at least, with the
Sanborn silver resolutions out of the
way. As a result the usual morning
session will be held today.

There were few senators absent at
the commencement of the session yes-
terday afternoon, and there was a busi-
ness-like air about the body that has
heretotore been entirely wanting dur-
ing the session. Under the head of
petitions, Senators Day, March, Probst-
field, Peterson, J. W., and LaDue sent
in a bunch of stereotyped requests ask-
ing for the passage of the anti-scalpers
bill, whiie Senators Probstfield, Sevat-
son, Borchert and Hompe turned in
protests against the building of a new
capitol. *
One More Clerk.

‘This was followed by the calling up
of a resolution providing for the em-
ployment of a clerkk for the committee
on municipal corporations. By this res-
olution the salary of the clerk was fixed
at $10 per day.

Senator MceMillam wanted to amend
the resolution fixing the pay at £5. This
was opposed Dby Senators Tawney,
Morse and Sanborn, who argued that a
first-class atiorney is needed for the
place and that such a man could not be
had for less than €10 per day.

This amendment was lost and Senator
Leavitt offered an amendment making
the pay commence from date of ap-
pointment, This was adopted and the
resolution was passed by a vote of 31
to 5. Senator Donnelly tackled the
grain question, offering resolutions
which, after citing the fact that a state
elevator will probably be built at Du-
luth or Superior, went on as follows:

To Issue County Bonds.

Resolved, T'hat the committee on
grain and warehouse is hereby directed
to inquire into the expediency of legis-
lation to authorize the several counties
of this state, if in their judgment (as-
certained by a vote of the people there-
of) they see fit to do so, to issue bonds
for the construction of one or more
public warehouses in said county for
the handling and storage of grain, and
to charge such moderate fee for the
same as will pay the expenses of con-
dueting said warehouse, and also pay
the interest on said bonds, and establish
a sinking fund for the extinguishment
of the principal sum of the same. And
the said committee shall report by bill,
or otherwise, in their discretion.

Notice of debate was given by Sena-
ator John Day Smith, and the introduc-
tion of bills began. The first measure
to be read came from Senator Leavitt,
prohibiting the taking of ecasvs upon a
contract providing for a division of the
amount recovered between attorneys
and plaintitfs.Senator Leavitt said he was
not opposed to the bill zoing to the judi-
ciary committee,even if it islargely com-
posed of lawyors. This thrust brought
Senator Stevens to his feet with a pro-
posal that the rules be suspended and
the bill passed at once. Senator Don-
nelly opposed the bill, and the motion
to suspend the rules was lost.

Thne introduction of bills took up the
next half-hour, a large number being
read and reterred. Of these the most
important are Senator Craig’s bill to
settle the claims of railroads to swamp
lands, Senator Tawney’s measure for
the protection of street car emploves,
Senator Davis’ two grain bills and Sen-
ator Brown’s bill to compel railroads to
erect houses to receive wheat as they do
to receive all other commodities.

Went Through Easily.

Committee reports took up a half-
hour. When Senator Nelson’s bill re-
lating to the service of summons in jus—
tice court was reached the rules were
suspended and the bill passed. The
same treatment was given Senator Bell’s
bill to prevent blindness in infants.
This measure compels all midwives to
report any inflammation of the eyes of
voung children to practiemng physicians
or a member of the board of health.

The calendar was next taken up and
was speedily disposed of, as only two*
bills were on hand.

Senator Davis’ bill, S. F. No. 87, re-
lating to limisations of actions, was
amended so that 1t will take effect Jan.
1, 1894, and then losr on roll eall by one
vote. ‘I'he bill sought to reduce the
time within which actions for the re-
covery of real property mayv be begun
from twenty-one to fifteen years. It
was fought by Donvelly and supported
by Stevens and Davis,

Craig’s swamp land bill, S. F. No. 47,
went to the final vote without argu-
ment and was passed with 41 ayes.

Senator Donnelly asked unanimous
consent to introduce a bill providing
for memorial medals for ths defendérs
of Fort Ridgley. Minn., but Senator
Craig again made good his threat to ob-
ject to the transaction "of any business
out of *he regular order, and the Lill
went o er. .

Waoen vie time for adjournment was

reached the question of  whebitor moru-
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ing or afternoon sessions should be held
was again diseussed. The di ion
was broken in upon by Davis with a
motion to take Dbis insurance bill from
the table and refgr it to general orders.
Senator Dean took occasion to remark
that the biil should have gone io the in-
surance commitiee and suggested that
bills that really belong elsewhere and
are sent to the juddciary committee to
pass upon constitutional questions
should -be rereferred to their proper
committees to be acted upon. Senator
Morse insinuated that if the bill went to
the insurance committee it would die
there. ‘I'he chairman of the committee,

enator Dean,replied someswiat warmly,

ut all was serene again after Morse’s
declaration that he had no intention of
impugning the gentleman’s motives. A
motion to refer the bill to the insurance
committee was lost and the bill was sent
to general orders.

The senate adjourned to 10a. m. to-
morrow.

BROWN’'S REMEDY,

The McLeod Senator Introduces
a New Grain Bill.

Senator Brown, of Mcl.eod, is a farm-
er, and has had practical experience in
both growing and marketing wheat. He
has a theory that the wiping out of the
present expeusive and useless raiircad
and warehouse commission will cure
the evils of the combine, provided that
the railroads are compelled to receive
wheat as they do other freight, and ne
therefore yesterday introduced a bill to
compel the railroads to erect buildings
in which to receive wheat and other

grain.

*“Make it possible for a farmer to go
to a railroad station and ship his wheat
to market, and the local buyers will
bid up the price in order to get the
grain into the elevators,” is his theory.
“Keep the state out of the grain busi-
ness.” - .

The bill is important, and Attorney
General Child has declared it constitu-
tional beyond a doubt. It follows:

Section 1. Each and every corpora-
tion owning or operating a railroad
within the state of Minnesota shall, on
or before the first day of September, A.
D. 1893, have constructed or shall have
under its exclusive and absolute control
and management, and shall thereafter,
continually operate, at each station
along its line of road, or of any branch
thereof operated by it, at which grain is
is marketed, a building for the receiv-
ing, handling and shipping of grain:
which shall be provided with seales and
all other appiiances commouly used in
handling grains, and said building shall
be of capacity sufficient to accommodate
shipment of various kinds. quaiities and
quantities of grain produaced in the lo-
cality tributary to said station, and
marketed thereat.

Sec. 2. 1t shall be the duty of every
such corporation to receive, receipt for
and ship all grain delivered to them by
any person or persons whomsoever,
without preference, diserimination or
distinction of persons, gnd to ship all
grain so reeeived, on the order of the
owner thereof. to such point as he may
designate on its said line, or any other
with whieh it may have connections;
shipping and delivering the same qual-
ity of grain so received by itand the
quantity thereof ordered shipped by the
said owner.

sec. 3. The said corporations may
charge and colleet from the shipper or
owner of grain so delivered to it such
sum of money for the haundling of the
grain as the parties may agree upon;
provided, that the charge shall not ex-
ceed the foliowing: =~

For wheat not exceeding — cents a bushel.

Far varley not exceeding — cents a bushel,
. For oats not exceeding — cents a bushel.

. For vorn not exceeding — cents a bushel.

¥or iflax seed notl exceeding — cents a
bushel.

Provided, that nothing in tkis act
shall be construed or taken to prevent
the right of appeal to the proper court
by any corporation or person affected by
any provision herein contained.

Sec. 4. No officer or employe of any
such corporation shall at any time or
place witiun this state engage in the
buying ecrselling of grain, either di-
rectly or indirectly.

See. 5. Any such corporation which
shall fad to orovide the building de-
seribed herein, or which shall fail
thereafter to continuously operate the
same, shall forfeit the sum of one hun-
dred dollars ($100) for each and every
day of such failure or nezlect, to be re-
covered by suitzbrought by the attorney
general of the state, in the name of the
state, on the complaint of any person.

Sec. 6. Any ofiicer or employe of any
sueh corporation who shall engage in
the purchase of grain either direeuy or
indivectiy, by himself or auy other per-
sob, 13 gulilty of a wisdemeanor, aud

upon conviction thereof shall be subjeet
to a fine of not more than one hundred
dollars (#100) and, in addition, shall be
imprisoned not more than ninety days,
for each and every violation of this law.

Be it enacted by the legislature of the State
of Minnesota:

Section 1. From and after the 1st day of
November, 15§93, it shall be unlawful for any
person, partnership or corporation owning or
operating a street railway in this state, or for
any officer or agent thereof superintending or
having charge or control of the management
of the said line of railway or of the cars
thercof, operating electrie, cable or other
cars propelled either by steam, cable or elee-
trieity which require the constant serviees,
care or atteantion of any person or persons on
any part of such car except on the rear pint-
form thereof. to require or permit such serv-
ices, attention or care of any of its employes
or any other person or persons beiween
the 1st day of November and the Ist
day of Aprilof each year. uniess such per-
son, partnership or corporation, its said of-
ficers, or superintending and managing
agents have first provided the said car or
cars with a proper and sufficient inclosure
constructed of wood, iron and glass, or sim-
ilar materials, sutlicient to proteet such em-
ployes from exposure to the inclemency of
the weather.

Sec. 2. From and after said Nov. 1, A. D.
1843, it shall be unlawful fer any such per-
son, partuership or corporation so owning or
operating street railways using steam, elee-
tric or cable cars, or any superintending or
managing oflicer or agent thereof, to cause
or permit to be used upon such line of said
railway, between said Nov. 1 and April 1of
each and every year, any car or Cars upon
which the services of any employe such as
specified in section 1 of this act is required,
unless said car or ears shall be provided with
the inclosure provided for in said section 1 of
this act.

Sec. 3. Any person, partnership or cor-
poration owing, operating. superintending
or managing any such line of street railway
or managing or superintending officer or
agent thereof who shall be found guilty of a
violation ¢f the provirionsof sections 1 and 2
of this act sha!l be deemed guilty of a misde-
meanor, and, npon conviction thereof, shall
be punished by a fine of not less than five
hundred (509) dollars nor more than one
thousand (1,009) dollars. Each day that any
of said persons eause or permit any of their
said employes to operate such cars in viola-
tion of the provisions of section 1 of this act,
or cause or permit cars to be used or op-
erated in violation of sectien 2. of this act
shall be deemed a separate offense,

Sec. 4. It is hereby muade the duty of the
county attorney of any county in which any
such street railway lIs situated and opeiated,
upon information given to him by any per-
som that any person, partnership or corpora-
tion has violated any of the provisions of
this act, to promptly prosecute such person,
]ianuersuip or corporation for such viola-
tion.

THIS FROM DAVIS.

The Nicollet Senator Goes After
the Wheat Combine.

Senator Davis, of Nicollet, introduced
two grain and elevator bills yesterday
that he believes will remedy the present
evils and help the wheat growers to es-
cape from the clutches of the combine.
The first of these regulates the re-
ceipt, storage
and shipment of
grain, while the
other provides
for-the erection
of public grain
warehouses and
grain elevators
on or near the
right of way of
railways and for
condemnation
proceedings in
connection
therewith.

After provid-
ing for the li-
censing of eleva-
tors and declar-
mg all outside
the cities of St.
Paul, Minneap-
olis, Duluth and St. Cloud publie eleva-
tors, the first bill reaches a valuable
point and provides for the settlement of
disputes, as follows:

In case there is a disagreement be-
tween the persons in the immediate
charge of and receiving the grain at
such eountry elevator or warehouse and
the person delivering the grain to such
elevator or warehouse for storage or
shipment, at the time of such delivery,
as to the proper grade or the proper
dockage for dirt or otherwise, on any
lot of grain delivered, an average sam-
ple of at least three quarts of the grain
in dispute may be taken by one or both
parties and forwarded in a suitable
sack, properly tied and sealed, express
charges prepaid, to the chief inspeector
of grain at St. Paul, which shall be ac-
companied by the request in writing, of
either or both of the parties aforesaid,
that the said chief mspector shall ex-
amine the same and report what grade
or dockage or both the said grainis
in his opinion entitled to and would re-
ceive 1f shipped to the terminal points
and subjected to official inspection.

It shall be the duty of said chief in-
spector, as soon as practicable, to ex-
ainine and inspeet such sample of grain
and adjudge the proper grade or dock-
age or both, to which .said sample isin
his judgment entitled, and which grain
of like quality and character would re-
ceive if shipped to the terminal points
and subjected to official inspection.

In the second biil, after providing for
the condemnation of land for elevator
purposes, it is also provided that the
railroads shall be compelled to construect
side tracks, and make the proper con-
nections with sueh elevators.

TALKED ABOUT WHEAT,

The Senate Grain and Warehouse
Committee Pass Resolutions.

The meeting of the senate committee
on grain and warehouses was largely
attended vesterday morning. Senator
Brown appeared and made a strong
argument for his bills abolishing the
offices of railroad and warehouse com-
missioners, but no decision was reached,
and the following resolution, offered by
Senator Donneily, was adopied:

Resolved, That, without delaying the
action of this committee, the chairman
of this committee is hereby directed to
correspond with the governors of the
states of North and South Dakota with
a view to secure such legislation from
the legisiatures of those states as will
result in the construction of state grain
houses or elevators at Duluth, contigu-
ous to each other, for each of the three
states, and they create a system of grain
houses for the Northwest that will place
the farmers of their region beyona the
control of the eievator ring, which now
monopolizes our markets and breaks
down the value of our great staple.

Senator Geissel moved to test the
sense of the committee that the amount
to be expended in the construction of
the grain house at Duluth shall not be
less than £300,000, provided that the bill
shall be so drawn that all the said sum
shall be made up out "of the inspection
fees levied upon cars of wheat, so that
eventually nothing should be taken out
of the tax funds of the state, and that
the inspection fee on wheat shall be
raised so that it shall not exceed 50 cents”
per carload, that rate being sufficient to
build and equip such state grain house.
Ths was adopted.

Senator Erickson moved that a sub-
cominittee, consisting of Sunators
Hompe and Canestorp, be appointed to
prepare and report to this comumitiee a

bill to earry out the views of the com-
mittee as to such warenouse, This was
also carried.

Mr. Donnelly moved the following,
which was carried:

Tnat the chairman of this committee
is hereby instructed to correspona with
the president of the chamber of com-
merce of Duluth and the president of
the chamber of commerce of West Su-
perior, and ascertain whether a suitable
site can be obtained in either city for
such warehouse, free of charge to the
state.

S. F. No. 217-S. D,
read at length,

Senator Tawney moved that the bill
be referred to the committee on judici-
ary to investigate the legal questions in-
volved in it. Adopted.

THE

AFTER RAILROADS,
Senator Peterson Gets a Meeting
of His Committee.

Senator J. W. Peterson succeeded in
getting the senate railroad committee
together yesterday, with the result that
a number of important bills were rec-
ommended. One of these is Senator
Lommen’s long and short haul biil, and
another Senator Peterson’s measure to
compel railroads to plank the whole
width of a highway over a railroad
crossing, Senator Wood’s bill to reduce
passenger rates to 2Ly cents per mile
was referred to the attorney general.
Senator Kelly’s bill, providing that
land condemned for railroad purposes
and unused for five years shall revert
to the original owner, was sent to the
judiciary committee, and Senator Gilad-
er’s bill to reduce freight rates 25 per
cent went to the attorney general.

ROBBING THE SHIPPERS,

A Quarter of a Million Bushels of
Wheat Stolen Every Year.

Senator Sevatson’s grain investigat-
ing committee held a session yesterday
morning and listened to Chief Inspector
Clausen’s version of the manner in
which the farmers’}grain is stolen. He
estimated that losses by theft reached
the enormous amount of 250,000 bushels
per year.

“We have Leen greatly -annoyed by
piltering os wheat in Minneapolis,” he
said. ‘“T'here have been about 200 peo-
ple living in this ¢ity who made a living
pilfering wheat. ‘The scaling system
that has now been in operation about
two months has resulted in reducing
small losses about 60 per eent, and when
the system is in complete operation we
expect to see a further reduction. The
shortages that most annoy us is“the
large ones, running from 100 to 300
bushels. These are in sowe cases due
to dishenesty on the part of the elevator
agents, who sometimes overbill cars
when they find they are coming out
short. Asa case in point he told of
a car that was billed ont at 900 bushels
and was found to contain only 600 bush-
els when it reached Minneapolis. The
matter was investigated, and it was
found that in the condition of the car it
was impossible to put 900 bushels in the
car. The people interested were satis-
fied that the agent had made misrepre-
sentations, and the last 1 heard of the
case they were about to have him in-
dicted. We are on the right track at
Minneapolis. If we seal the cars and
keep them sealed, and compel all grain
men to do likewise, with proper police
protection the pilfering can be stopped.
The railroads should be compelled to
patrol the yards. The law should pro-
vide that no unauthorized persons shall
loiter around railroad yards or sweep
cars. Pilfering in Minneapolis has been
a growing evii for ten years.

Mr. Seeger
claims to have legal advice that the city
has the right to enter iuto a contract
for five years, if the eouncil so decides.
The comptroller, Mr. Seeger thinks, is
straining a point in the matter, and is
pot at all consistent. As proof of this
official’s inconsistency, Mr. Seeger re-
ferred to the garbage contract signed
by the comptroiler in October, which
was let for two years without any ob-
jection,
