Friends of the White Metal
Gain a Victory in the

House.

This KillsAny Silver Legisla-
tion inthe Prsssnt Con-

gress.

Mr.Bland Denounced the Pro-
posed Bill as a Mon-

strosity.

The Bill Sent to the Commit-
tee on Rules Without In-

structions.

Washington. Feb. 9.— lt was silver
day in the house, and the friends of sil- i
ver were victorious in the fightby a ma- |
jority of nine. They sustained the de- j
maud lor the previous question on the
resolution setting apart today aud to-
morrow for the consideration of the bill
repealing the Sherman act. Had not j
the previous question been ordered, a
cloture amendment would have bean
sprung npon the house, and the strug-
gle would then have been continued.
But when itwas ordered the advocates
ot the repeal bill gratefully passed un-
der the yoke and allowed the resolu-
tion to be committed without making
strong objection. This action, in the ]
opinion of members, sounds the death. J
knell of the silver legislation in the
present congress. Mr.Catchings called
up the resolution of the committee on
rules, suiting apart this legislative day,

and if necessary the next legislative
day, for the consideration of the bill re-
pealing the Sherman act:

Mr. Bland. tLe general of the silver
forces, said that it would be a curious
thing for the country to observe the
vote upon the cloture resolution in

that high horse and would vote in the
interest of Wall street to demonetize
silver. The people would watch to see

The
proposed biil was a monstrosity, yield-
ing to the national banks further privi-
leges and defeating the monelization of j
silver in behalf of gold gamblers and j
speculators.

THE WHISKY TRUST.

Dewar Concludes His Testimony
Before the Investigating

Committee.

Important Witnesses From Peoria
to Appear Before the

Committee.

Washington, Feb. 9.—The inquiry
into the whisky trust was continued to-
day, Mr. Dewar testifying further rela-
tive to his dealings with Mr. Gibson,
secretary of the Distilling and Cattle
Feeding company. He had caniea the
"box"given him by Gibson two weeks.
He remained in St.Paul two days and on

-his return wrote tjGibson, statine that
everything was all right. He did this
to show that lie had not lost inter-
est in the matter. Gibson replfed that
he was glad "all was o. k. in
the North," and urged him to hasten
matters inChicago, and "let no oppor-
tunity slip." On his return to Chicago
he was away from his hotel thirty-six
hours, and, on returning to it, found a
letter, telegram and card from Gibson.
Witness started for Milwaukee that
eveninir. Gibson's letter said he would
meet him at Bloomineton. This was n
accordance with an agreement. In re-
plying to a communication from Gib-
son witness had, at the suggestion
of Mr. Somerville, stated that he
was short of funds. This was a
feeler. On starting for Milwaukee, he
had not notified Gibson. He did not see
Gibson, and the day after he leturned
he surrendered the "box"given him by
Gibson to the internal revenue authori-
ties. Witness was instructed to write
Gibson, stating that ifhe thought that
the explosive and liquid were all right,
he would so ahead, and if not would
wait for a fresh supply of liquid. Gib-
son replied that he would be at the
Grand Pacific the next morning. Gib-
son came and was .arrested before he
entered the hotel, and taken to the mar-
shal's office.

Witness did not know what passed
between Gibson and the authorities.
Gibson was released on bail that even-
ing. Witness had not seen him since.
A bottle of the compound was found in
Gibson's grig. Witness was not present
at the test, but was informed that it
was not explosive, but a combination of
bi-sulphide of carbon and phosphorus
that would give a flame. Its flame
would explode the machine, shoot a
hole through the cistern, release the
alcohol or hitch proof spirits, ignite
them and cause an explosion. Mr.
