Local Democrats Generally
Indorse His Choice for
Premier.

A Hinority Feels That an
Ultra Demcerat Is Good
Enough.

Universal Belief That Gresh-
am Would Make a Fine
Officer.

Some of the Expressions
Picked Up by Alert Couri-
ers of the Globe.

The possible selection of Judge Gresh-
am to be the premier of the Cleveland
administration has been the sole polit-
ical topic of the past few days, and has
occasioned a great deal of discussion,
among Democrats, principally.
voteworthy fact that, while all Repub-
licans at once concede that Gresham
would be a great-acquisition to the cab-
inet, the bitter partisans of that versua-
sion are not at all pleased with the pos-
sibility of his selection. Their reasons
are very apparent. They feel that their
party cause is greatly weakened by loss
of Gresham, and that there is a cor-
respouding gain in the camp of the
Deinoeracy. It is also a noteworthy
fact that while there was ceveloped a
considerable opposition ameng IDemo-
crats, it was an opposition that melted
away before serious consideration. To
express it differently—Democrats who
at first resented the appointment of
Gresham conceded, vefore leaving the
subject, that it would be a wise move.
There was no opposition to the man;
every objection was summed up in this
expression: *Oh, yes: Gresham is a
good man, but couldn’t Cleveland find
as good a Democrat?”’ Most of those
who found objection to the appointment
preferred saying nothing about it, and
requestad that their views be not made
public. Some of the expressions picked
up vesterday by GLOBE reporters are
appended:

Judge Charles E. Otis—The experi-
ence of Jadge Gresham in the cabinet,
his peculiar familiarity with interna-
tional law, his knowledge of foreign re-
lations and his general experience in
office.as wellas his eminentability, mark
him as a man fit for a responsible posi-
tion. When the elose relation sustained
with the president in such a position is
considered, 1 think him the best man
that could be named in any party for
the position of secretary of state.

Judge James J. Egan—The appoint-
ment of Judge Gresham viewed from
the standpoint of American citizenship
isa good one, 1rrespective of political
considerations.

County Treasurer Andrew H. Nel-
son—In point of ability Judge Gresham
1s an able man. Politically the appoint-
ment would mark Mr. Cleveland as a
hiberal-minded Democrat.

Robert T. O’Connor, Cierk of Courts—
My personal preference is a Democrat.

Eben C. lves, Abstract Clerk—He is
an able man for any position, and since
his decision in the Wabash receiver
case he is regarded by the country at
large as a feariess and honest man.

H. E. Boen, Congressman from the
Seventh District—Judge Gresham is the
best man that could be selected from
any party. Mr. Cleveland wouid dem-
onstrate by such appointment that he
is a broad-minded statesman and that
his heart is with the people.

W. W. Cooley—1 think that it wasa
mistake to choose a man whose fealty to
the Demoecratic party can be in doubt,
especially when there are so many oth-
ers who could be selected, and in con-
nection with whom there could be ne
doubt as to their party loyalty. Mr.
Gresham 1saman who will never do
anything in his ofiicial character to
cause a blaze. He is of a conservative
character, and will doubtiess be one of
those ponderous, heavy officials. I
think that there are mauy others who
could have been selected with the ex—
‘pectation of creating satisfaction with
more success. It is doubtiess a wise
move on the partof Mr. Cleveland to
bring some of the doubttul ones into the
ranks, but I am of the opinion that the
remedy is worse than the disease. He
will doubtless make a good and efficient
official.

J. J. Ahern—Gresham in the cabinet
would, in my estimation, be the right
man in the right place.

County Attorney DButler — The ap-
pointment or selection of Gresham to
the post of secretary of state would in
my opinion be a good one from every
standpoint. .

Assistant City Adltorney Michaels—
The appointment of Gresham would be
of great benefit to the party.

To Discuss Legislation.

A special meeting of the Trades and
Labor Assembly will be held this after-
noon at 2:30 at  Labor hall, 70 East Sev-
enth street, to consider and pass upon
several bills now before the legislature
affecting the interests of workingmen.
Owing to the press of business at the
last regular meeting, much of interest
was deferred until today. Itis expected
several of the Jegislators will be present,
and a large and profitable meeting is
anticipated.

Judge Willis Reviews the
Commitment of the Boy
Burglar,

And Declares His Punishment
Contrary to Public
Policy.

The Seeger Contract DNMay
Hiteh If Mac Proves
Restive.

Distressing Tragedy in the
Burning of J. E. Stryker’s
Chiid.

Judge Willis has disapproved the com-
mitment of John Johnson, an eight-
yvear-old boy, by the municipal court to
the reform school. In Lis opinion Judge
Willis reviews the case and gives his
reasons for not sending the lad to the
penal institution. The experience ot
his honor on the board of charities for
several years gives weight to his opin-
ion, which is given below:

**The warrant of commitment evi-
dently attempts to set forth a statement
of conviction of the crime of burglary,
and the certificate of the judge of the
municipal court attached to the minutes
of testimony transmitted to this court
deseribes tle crime with which the
defendant is charged as burglary. T'ne
intent with which the defendant *‘did
burglariously break into and eunter the
school house building known as the
Cleveland school,” ete..is not stated.
The warrant of commitment also di-
rects that tbe chiet of police, police
officer, sheriff or constable, to whom
the warrant is directed, shall convey
the said defendant, John Johnson, to
the Minnesota State Reform school, in
the county of Ramsey. This court will
take judicial notice of the fact that the
only reform school in Minunesota is lo-
cated in the county of Goodhue. Again,
the testimony is not sufficient to war-
rant a comvietion upon the charge
of a breaking and entering with in-
tent to steal the goods and chattels of
the city of St. Paul. 'Ihe evidence tends

property belonging to S. A. Farnsworth,
a private person. The evidence also
tends to show the commission of acts of
malicious mischief on the part of the
defendant. It is a serious question
whether the defendant is of an aze suf-
ficient to render him capable in law of
committing the very serious ofliense

of which the documents under
consideration  attempt to  declare
him guilty. 'The most  serious

bjection to  the  conviction in-
question, however. 1s _that the munici-
pal court of the city of St. Paul has no
jurisdietion to try any person and con-
viet him of a felony. The only juris-
diction of that court in cases of felony
is to hold a preliminary examination of
the alleged offender, and either dis-
charge him or commit him for trial after
the investigation of the grand jury. It
makes no difference whether the per-
son apprehended as a culprit be
a child of teuder age. or a per-
son of mature aze. Children have con-
stitutional rights which are just
as precious to them and to the com-
munity as the grights of older persous,
and the courts must protect all classes
of persons in the preservation of their
constitutional rights. Therefore, as the
judgment under review was not sus-
tamnable as a conviction of felony, and
was improper under the eireumstances,
the defeudant must be discharged. It
may be proper to observe in this con-
nection that the practice of taking chil -
dren of a tender age from the domestic
cirele and committing them to penal in-
situtions is opposed to the most enlight-
ened thought of the present age. Pa-
rental correction 1s far better than the_
penal or reformatory methods of jails,
ot reforin schools.””

There May Be Trouble With the
seeger Contract.

Acting Mayor Ingersoll yesterday
signed the Seeger lighting contract.
The paper was tben turued over to the
city clerk, who will add his signature
and then turn the document over to the
comptroller. When seen yesterday aft-
ernoon, Comptroller McCardy said the
contract had not reached him. He re-
tused to talk on the subject, but ad-
mitted that his opinion, as set forth in a
f communication to the council, had not

asen changed up to date.

On the decision of the comptroller
that hie will not sizn the contract there
are numerous legal opinions given.
Assistant  City  Attorney  Phillips,
while not giving it out in an official
way, is of the opinion that under the
charter all contracts must be signed by
the comptrollér. ‘L'lie law says all con-
tracts shall be signed by the mayor and
city clerk, and countersigned by the
comptrolier. Other legal lights say the
matter of the contract being counter-
signed Dby the comptroller is not neces-
sary. To back up their opinion they
refer to a recent decision of the Wiscon-
sin supreine court 1n a case sent to the
court from West Superior. The de-
cision states thata contract duly ap-
proved by a city councii and signed by
the city clerk and mayor is valid with-
out the signature of the comptroller.

A number of the city fathers say
