WinniPEG, Feb., 16.—The St. Paul
rinks tonight won the Royal Caledonian
tankard, valued at $250, presented by
Sir Donald A. Smith, K. C. M. G., with
four gold medals, also by the donor, val-
ued at £100, for members of the winning
rink. The contest occurred tonignt be-
tween McCulloch against] J. Shaw, of
Winnipeg, and Nettleton against
Thompson, of Portage la Prairie. The
game was a magnificent battle through-
out, and was watched by an immense
crowd with breathless interest. Me-
Cul}och and Shaw had an exceedingly
hot contest, the score never being more
than one or two *‘up” or “down.” Now
McCulloch had one to the good, only to
drop one ‘“down” on the succeeding
head. The next head he would lead
again; and so the game vacillated from
start to finish, McCulloeh’s final score
being one **down,” the narrow margin
of Shaw’s score over McCulloch being
due almost entirely to Alex

FiceCulloeh’s Brilliant Work.,

With very few exceptions, every head
was against McCulloch when he put his
foot in the **hack,” and by his masterfal
play changed the aspect of the head,
driving the opposing stones or drawing
to the tee to **‘cut out the shot.”

O’DONNELL’S DEFENSE.

Witnesses Testify That He Did
His Best to Stop Hos-
tilities.

Q’Donnell Will Be Placed on the
Stand in His Own Behalf
Today.

PiTTsBURG, Feb. 16.—The defense in
the O’Donnell case was opened this
morning by Attorney Cox. A number
of witnesses were examined, and their
testimmony, in brief, was - that the de-
fendant had advised the people to keep
away from tie river bank and ordered
them to stop firing.

Dr. Purman, of Homestead, testified
that O’Donnell came to his house about
5 o’clock on the morning of the riot with
three wounded men. A big crowd
gathered, and O’Donnell wont out and
asked them to go home and not go to
the mill again. Later he saw the de-
fendant urging some strikers to go
home. One of them said: *You lead-
ers are all d—d cowards. You have
sneaked away from the mill as soon as
the trouble began.” O’Donnell: turned
to the man and said: *There are no
leaders in this business. You men are
all acting for yourselves.” The men
were quarreling with O’Donnell be-
cause he wanted the fight stopped.
A number of withesses corroborated
Dr. Purman. President Garland, of the
Amalgamated association, said he asked
O’Donnell that afternoon if the fizht
could not be stopped, and the defend-
ant said: “God knows I have been
domg my best to stop it all day and
can’t,”” Just then a man passed them
carrying a gun. O’Donnell stopped him
and urged him not to go to the shore, as
the fight should stop, The man re-
plied: “Many of our friends have been
killed by those men, and they are still
shooting at us. How are we going to
stop it?” Mrs. O’Donnell testified that
her husband left home at about 4
o’clock that morning, and after several
character witnesses had been called,
court adjourned.

O’Donnell will be placed on the stand
himself tomorrow, and will be fhe last
witness for the defense. Itis expected
that his examination will be a lemgthy
one, but the case will undoubtedly go
to the jury in the afternoon. The court
room was crowded all day, many of the
spectators being ladies. Mrs. O’Don-
nell and her niece occupied tneir usual
places beside the defendant. The gen-
eral impression in court circles is that
the defense has much the best of the
case. O’Donnell’s face has lighted up
wonderfully since the commonwealth
closed, and the lines of anxiety which
were so plainly visible on the face of
his wife were disappearing rapidly to-
day. Fred Dailey, one of the witnesses
who testified against O’Donnell yester-
day, was Killed in the Homestead mill
last night.

JOHNSON - TAKES TWO.

Minneapolis' Fleet Ska\ter Comes
in Fir t in a Couple of the
lted Bank Races.

Joe Donaghue, Defeated in One, !

Withdraws on Account of
Illness.

RED BANK, N. J., Feb. 16.—The first
annaoal championship meeting of the
National Amateur association was held
here today under the auspues of the

North Shrewsbury Ice club. The
ice was in poor condition, owing
to the thaw which set in early

yesterday morning. 1t was thought that
the race would have to be postponed
again today, and many of the
visitors left for home last evening.
Joe Donoghue, the amateur champion,
was defeated in the five-mile race by
John 8. Johnsorn, of the Normanna
Skating club, of Minneapolis. Dono-
ghue appeared to be in fine form in the
beginning of the race, but when it was
finished he said he was very sick. The
opinions of the spectators were divided
as to whether the sickness was feigned
or not. Donoghue’s friends declared
that he had been darugged. They said
that they would produce proof of a sen-
sational nature in due time. ‘To those
who saw Donoghue led to his hotel he
appeared to be under the influence of
some stimulant or drug. His friends
say that he never drank strong liquor
in his life, and that he is the victim of
foul play.

‘Those who engaged in the first race, a
quarter-mile dash, were Joe Donoghue,
Olat Rudd and Clarence Clark. Don-
ozhue won easily in 39 1-5 seconds. He
was greeted with loud cheers as he
passed the referee’s stand. In the see-
ond heat Johnson, Boward Mosher and
J. S. Mason entered. 1t was won by
Howard Mosher in 382-5. The next
event was the mile race, in which Rudd,
Wood, Mosher, Johuson, Clark and Don-
oghue started. Rudd won in 4:10 2-5.
Donoghue was a close second. Then
came the five-mile race between John-
son, Donoghue and Rudd. Johnson
won in 18:04 3-5. Donoghue came in
second, eight yards behind Johnson.
Johnson was received with greaten-
thusiasm as he ade his final spurt.
Donoghue appeared very much cast
down about his defeat. He left the ice
immediately, although he was entered
for the next race.

The last event was a ten-mile race be-
tween Johnson, Rudd and Hemmen.
Johnson won. He was more than a
quarter of a mile in advance of Rudd,
who was second, with Hemmen a mile
and a half behind. Johnsen's time in
the ten-mile race was 40:25 2-5. In the
final lap Johnson made a spurt which
carried him a third of the way around
the course past the referee’s stand be-
fore he could stop himselt. Ie was re-
ceived with deafening cheers. The big
crowd pushed its way in front of the
referee and timekeepers despite of
efforts to keep them back, until the ice
bent beneath their weight, and it looked
for a minute or two as if there might be
an accident. The speotators became
frightened at the cracking of the ice,
however, and scattered in all directions,
thus avoiding the danger.
