POPULAR WANTS.

THE SENATE LIKES IT,
And the Dean Anti-Pool Room

BillFas-ijs by a Large

Vote.

The Objectors Were Actuated
Only by High Moral

Motives.

Proposition to Return to An-

nual and Sixty-Day
Sessions.

The Oratorical Flood Gates
Opened on a Variety of

Measures.

Tho first measure of especial public

interest taken up by the senate yester-

day morning was the famous Doan pool
act. Senator Canestorn moved a call
of the house as the bill came up for

#
final reading and passage, despite tiie
absence of the author.

The roll call began without delay, and
Senator Mellale was the first to explain

his vote, lie bitterly opDosed the princi-
ple of legalizing gambling under the
pretext of aidingfairs. He held that this
is the worst and most dangerous form
ofthe evil—conducted under the eyes

ofthe people where the public gathers
in large numbers.
"Ivote no, most emphatically," said

he in .stentorian tones."
Senator Mayo also explained his vote,

and an interesting dialogue between
these two gentlemen was only prevent-
ed by an objection on a point of order,
jlr.Mayo scored the gentleman from
Scott unmercifully for voting for the
wheat option resolution. He stigma-
tized it as an iniquitous system of
licensing rich men to gamble, while the
pool bill prohibits the poor man from
the privileges enjoyed by the rich.
However, despite Senator Sanboru's ob-
jections. Senator Mcllale explained tiiat
lie had been charged with voting for
the option measure upon high moral
grounds, and upon this hypothesis those
who opposed him must have done so on
low moral grounds. Senator J. D. Smith
voted for the measure with regrets. He
was sorry the amendment setting aside
the law thirty days eacii year had been
tacked on, for he would scarcely haz-
ard that if the bill were tested in the
courts itwould stand the test. The bill
passed on a vote of '35 to 5, as follows:

SIXTY-DAYSESSION'S.

The Eaton BillOpened the Flood
Gates of Oratory.

At11:80 Senator Tawney was called
to the chair, and the senate took up gen-

eral orders in committee of the whole.
Senator Eaton's measure fixing tho
lenirtii of sessions of tiio legislature
headed the list of seventy-four bills.
This is an act providing for the return
to the primitive sixty days' ses-
sion of the legislature. Tho bien-
nial system, however, is preserved,

'i'ne author took occasion to point to the
change of conditions since the enact-
ment of the ninety days' law. The con-
stitutional amendment abrogating the
special law provision of the statutes, he
insisted, had greatly reduced the neces-
sary- labors of the sessions. Senator
Eaton produced an array of statistics in
support of his hypothesis. At the last
session, he stated, there were yi}s senate
files introduced, and of these 559 were
general laws and :3<j<; special. The house
introduced 1,267 bills. Of these 577 were
special measures and 690 general. Thus
far in the present session 3:>4 senate files
have been introduced and 579 house bills.
Ha even charged the two past sessions
of the legislature with making on ex-
travagant interpretation of the biennial
sessions law. He averred that there
was no doubt in his mind that the spirit
and intention ofthe law was to sit ninety
days only, and to draw per diem for
that lime. Still the law had been so
construed that the sessions have been
prolonged tn 105 days, and pay has been
stretched accordingly. He characterized
this as taking advantage of a mere
technicality in the wording of the law.

Senator Lienau pronounced in favor
of a short session, but he deprecated any
ironclad rule that would prevent neces-
sary legislation. The senator from Ram-
sey suggested the adoption of a law
similar to that in vogue inmany of the
Eastern states, as well as in congress —
of paying members of the legislature a
fixed"salary, and then let them sit as
long as they wish, or until the needs of
the state have been subserved. In the
event of a prolonged senatorial election
contest, business would be ob-
structed, and under Senator Eaton's
bill the legislature would be
forced to adjourn without accomplish-
ing anything. Senator John Day Smith
found an opportunity to vent his views
on the amendment prohibiting special
legislation. He said the cities of the
state find themselves in a serious di-
lemma, from which a coterie of lawyers,
with patriotic impulses, are endeavor-
ing to extricate them. They are labor-
ing night and day with the recondite
problem of drafting a general law to
provide relief for all municipalities.
But if they succeed it willonly be In a
partial way. He considered the amend-
ment a great misfortune to the com-
monwealth, lie advised his coadjutors
to go slow with the billunder consider-
ation.

TOpimelly Opposes.

Senator Donnelly sent an amendment
to the secretary's desk. It struck out
the word biennial and inserted annual,
and he then proceeded to argue the ob-
ject at length, and recalled the days of
1861, when lie was lieutenant governor,
when the territory was a small com-
munity. For economic, reasons, Gov.
Ramsey conceived the idea of sixty-day
sessions, and itwas adopted. Since then
the state has grown wondrously, and
the legislative means have increased
proportionately. He had known ses-
sions adjourning withhundreds of bills
that could not be acted upon because of
the limitation of the session. The rail-
way companies find the sessions ex-
pensive. They come in and obstruct
and delay work, and the Sage then
branded the bill us wrong in spirit and
effect.

"The difference," he urged, "be-
tween the poor wretches of Kussia and
this country is that they are not allosved
to make laws; we are. The great cities
of the state are here asking for laws we
are powerless to irrant. They are strua:-
gline to drart a general law that may be
a makeshift to relieve the great com-
monwealths. This measure is conceived
in a spirit of false economy. Ibelieve
this great and growing state needs an-
nual sessions. Itis a very easy matter to
the raise fallacious cry of economy."

farmers of the western section of the
state, but it would be useless to the
fanners iv the older counties, settled by
farmers who make a good liviiw,and
who pay their bills punctilllously. The
farmers in the older counties, ho con-
tended, have no Interest in the Duluth
elevator scheme. The farmers iv the
western part^or the state may be able to
ship in carload lots, or by train lots,
but in other parts of the state the
farmers are content with the ho me
market. By placing the money token
from the pockets of the farmer as tolls
for wheat inspection into the internal
improvement fund, where it can be
used for good roads and bridges, the
farmers will derive a direct benefit.
Senator J. D. Smith thousrht that sena-
torial ethics should give the author the
privilege ho asked. He would, as a
rule, always favor allowing a bill to go
upon the general orders when the au-
thor sei'iously desires such course, and
let it be discussed in a calm and dispas-
sionate manner. The motion was put
and carried, 28 to 12, so the billgoes to
the committee of the whole.

LKSStili MEASURES.

Committee oi the Whole Con-
tributes to the Calendar.

Senate file IGS, a measure of con-
siderable scope and importance, came
before the committee of the whole, in
the senate. It is one of J. D. Smith's
anti-cruelty-animals bills. It provides
that no animal shall be overworked or
cruelly driven, etc., but the more im-
portant feature is the portion forbid-
ding the transportation of animals
save iir racks or cars so constructed
that the animals may stand orlie down
at pleasure. Itis well known, as was ex-
plained by the author, that cattle are
transported to slaughter houses in cars
so closely packed as to render lying
down a physical impossibility. But
itwas recommended to pass."

The committee went on from meas-
ure to measure with unusual facility.
Senator O'Brien's three measures, Sen-

-1 ate Files 143, 144 and 145. were recom-
mended to pass. They all relate to
corporations, and aro curative acts.
Senator J. D. Smith's Senate File 108,
punishing for cruelty 10 animals, was
also recommended to pass, while Sena-
tor Glader's bill,reducing the number
of petitioners to two-thirds of the abut-
ting property owners to secure the low-
ering of lakes to the low water mark,
was referred to the committee on ju-
diciary for ameudment to prevent ex-
cessive drainage. Senator Tawney's
bill relating to summons in justice
court was indefinitely postponed, and
Senator Daugherty's bill, regulating
the period of existence of corporations,
was recommended to pass.

The committee rose, and the report
was adopted without a dissenting voice.
Then ensued quite a squabble over the
question of adjournment. There was a
division of sentiment. Some wanted to
adjourn until10 this morning; others
until Saturday at the same hour, to give
the members an opportunity to visit the
slate prison, and there were others who
wanted to go home to consult their con-
stituents. The latter element contended
that it is impossible to keep in touch
with the people otherwise. A motion
to adjourn untilMonday at 10 was lost,
as was a motion fixing the hour at 11.
Then a motion to adjourn tillSaturday
at 10 was carried.

. LEGAL. PHASES.

The unction of the Lawyers fn
„. the Senate. .

The senate committee on judiciary is
still laboring with the two taxation
bills. At yesterday's session it was
voted to make the bill relating to min-
eral lands, etc., the special order for 3
o'clock Tuesday, and the much mooted
billTaxing railway properties the spe-
cial order for an hour later. The con-
sensus of opinion favors abbreviating
the arguments in the future.

The bill relating to societies taking
charge of abandoned children under the
age of two years was recommended to
pass as amended by Senator Leavilt.
The amendment forbids the contract
with the people adopting the children
fromspecifying any particular sectarian

-
or political education. Senator Taw-
ney's bill to relieve property from
double taxation was also recommended
topass.

Slnjrle TaxArgument.

The judiciary committee now took.up
Senator Phillips'. single tax bill. Itis a
measure providing for a constitutional
amendment to permit cities and coun-
ties to decide by majority vote whether
or not personal property shall be taxed.
The bill embodies the well-known eco-
nomic theories of the famous Henry
Georse, and C. J. Buell, ofIlamline, ad-
dressed the committee at length upon
the subject. He explained that the pur-
pose is to provide a local option as to
whether personal property shall be taxed
for local purposes. State taxes are to be
collected in the same manner as at pres-
ent, but the object is to relieve all
products of man from the burden. Mr.
Buell presented multitudinous petitions
for the passage of the measure, and
he represented that the leading
merchants and business men favor
the scheme: Itwill relieve all indus-
tries and all products, and the taxes
must be paid by land owners. Each
parcel of land is to bo taxed alike,
whether ithas a mammoth buildingon
itor a hovel, or nothing at all, and the
speaker argued that one effect would be
to stop speculating in real estate. Own-
ers of unimproved or idle property will
either be forced to improve or to sell to
those who willimprove. So, he schemes,
great cities willbe solidly built up. He
acknowledged that Hennepin county
propertyg now assessed at nearly §57,-
--000,000 in buildings and personal prop-
erty would be exempt from taxation.

CHOLERA EXPEDIENT.

Senator Tawney's Precautionary
Billto Protect the State.

The bill introduced by . Senator
Tawney is designed to protect the state
against a cholera epidemic upon the re-
turn of warm weather. It is an act, in
other words, to protect the people
against the importation of acute or con-
tagious diseases by the regulation of
interstate emigration and immigration.
Itprovides that the state board of health
may establish a system of quarantine
against the various railroads entering
the state and against navigation compa-
nies bringing emigrants and immigrants
to the states. Itprovides for a rurid iu-
spection by the state board of health of
all trains and steamboats bringing pass-
engers across the borders of the state to
ascertain the presence, if any, of conta-
eious diseases, etc. Powers are con-
ferred to act even upon suspicion, and
transportation companies are required
to afford every facility for
sanitary inspection and to submit to
fumigation, and disinfection at the op-
tion of the board of nealth- The gov-
ernor is given authority to proclaim by
proclamation when any railroad com-
pany or common carrier isnot exercising
sufficient diligence, and then all costs of
quarantining ain't fumigating, etc., must
be borne by the company. A penalty
of51,000 is fixed for breaking the quar-
antine without consent of the board of
health.

Itis also understood that arrange-
ments have been completed to take the
legislators to Chicago one week froai
today. A special train will leave Fri-
day evening, 24th inst., arriving in Chi-
cago Saturday morning. The world's
fair grounds willbe visited, the Minne-
sota building examined, and the Solons
will leave for home Sunday evening,

arriving in time for prayer at10 a. m.
at the capitol.

Inthe morning the usual grist of pe-
titions was read and referred. That the
wildlymiserable and exceedingly dan-
gerous condition of St.Paul's thorough-
fares has. attracted the attention of the
legislature was evinced yesterday morn-
ing, when Mr. Ewen offered a resolu-
tion instructing the janitor of the cayi-

toi to clean the sidewalks around the
building, in order that the citizens of

St. Paul might follow the good ex-
ample, and thus .cease from endanger-
ing the lives ot pedestrians. The reso-
lution was adopted unanimously.

Mr. Sails ottered v resolution provid-
ing that hereafter no biil shall be eli-
gible for action by the houso unless it
has been considered in a committee
meeting regularly called.

Mr. Fleming gave notice of debate,
and the resolution went over under tho
rules.

Belyea's Request Denied.
Quite a debate ensued over a motion

made by Mr.McDonougu to reconsider
the vote by which a resolution was lost
which directed the employment 'of
Bronson Strain as assistant enrolling
clerk at a salary of J5 per day. The ap-
pointment was requested by Enrolling
Clerk Beiyea.

Several members were decidedly op-
posed to reconsideration, in blunt lan-
guage intimating that the Intention was
to make a place for an unemployed lie-
publican by ousting a deserving wom-
an. This insinuation was hotly denied,

and on a standing vote Mr. McDon-
ou&lfs motion to lvconsidpr was
adopted. The question tlien being on
the adoption of the original resolution,
it was lost, lacking nearly twenty votes
of the necessary fifty-eight.

Fred C. lalboys, a defeated candidate
for representative, whose alleged con-
test for the seat of J. V. 1. Do-Jd petered

out in hollow fashion, thinks the state
should pay him 1295 for his trouble. A
resolution* to that effect was sent tothe
committee on legislative expenses for
consideration.

Mr. Lockwood reported back from tho
committee on temperance 11. F. 121,
providing for what may be called coun-
ty local option, without consideration.

Mr. Anderson, from tiie committee
on dairy and food products, reported

back H.F. 275, amended by striking
out section 10, arid recommended its
passage.

Mr. Christie, from the committee on
claims, reported bacK the bill for the
relief of Margaret Voirle with a recom-
mendation rhat it be passed. Mrs.Vogle
had an arm permanently disabled in a
mangling machine while an inmate of
the St. Peter insane asylum. The bill
carries an appropriation of $2,000.

Mr. Vansant, from the committee on
normal schools, reported in favor of in-
definite postponement of H.F. 239, to
make good a deficiency in the funds of
the Moorhead school. The report was
adopted. From the same came House
Files 74, 124, 140 and 171). all relating to
appropriations for normal schools, witii
the recommendation that they be re-
ifcired to the committee on appropria-
tions, whicn was done.

Mr.Fletcher, from the committee on
judiciary, reported back H.F. 544 with
favorable recommendation.

Mr. Cotton objected. He said H. F.
113, introduced two weeks ago, was
practically the same as 544, yet it had
been passed over for the later bill. As
both directly affected the village of
West Duiuth. he desired that the peo-
ple of that village should have a hear-
ing. He moved to recommit to the com-
mittee on judiciary, and the motion
prevailed.

There were only three bills on the
calendar, and they were passed as rap-
idlyas they could be read and the roil
called. They were: 11. F. 04, to pro-
vide for famishing Minnesota Reports
to judges, Greer; 11.

Intocommittee of the: whole on general
orders, on which were two-score house
files and a dozen senate files.

When 11. F. 195 was read P. 11. Kelly
raised the point that tho house should
know iust what tiie $5,000 was intended
for.

Mr. Kelly's objection started a gen-
eral discussion in which Messrs. Flem-

Staples, a member ofthe committee, ex-

orbitant charges. The final decision
was to simply report progress. Then
Mr.Fleming moved that an itemized ac-
count of the items covered be printed
and laid on the members' desks by next
Tuesday. The motion prevailed, and
later on there willDe some fun.

Mr. Umies offered an amendment to
briny flouring mills under the operation
of the bill, but was jjoled down.

Mr. O'Neill objected to section 1 as
lodging too much power in the hands of
the grain and warehouse commission,
allowing them to say who shall not
operate elevators.

Mr.Maguire was opuosed to the whole
bill, as unnecessary and uncalled for.
Mr. U.jorge opposed it on the same
ground.

Mr. Abbott thought the bill was
needed to, shut out sbatks who ar«
preying on the people.

Mr. (ireer asserted that ifthe bill was
passed the occupation of the political
demagogue would be gone.

Suspicion* of Farmers.
Mr. Lfnnemann said his constituents

110 thought a license
system was unnecessary, and he was
opposed to tli« bill. Later on lie dubbed
it"a lawyers' scheme," aucl hoped it
would be indefinitely postponed.

Mr.Moore was struck by the fact that
the farmers on the Boot were opposed
to the bill, while the men who were not
farmers supported it. He considered
the bill unnecessary, and held it could
serve no good purpose, llu objected to
iton KeiiL'iiilprinciples.

Mr. French said that, while lie was
not particularly interested in the meas-
ure, in glancing over tne report of the
state grain inspector he found that there
were no public warehouses in Duluth
and bt.

NEW TEXT BOOK WILL.

Synopsis of Its Provisions as Re-
ported.

The house committee on education
held an extended session yesterday
morning, considering the substitute free
text book billprepared by a subcommit-
tee. It was read and discussed very
thoroughly, and, after being amended
in some particulars, the committee de-
cided to recommend it lor passage.

By the terms of the bill the board of
trustees or board of education in every
school district is authorized and em-
powered to collect, adopt or contract for
the text books needful tor the use of the
school or schools under its charge; and
provide for the loan, free oi charge, or
sale at cost, to pupils in attendance, but
no contract shall be for a period or less
than three years nor more than
five years, (Turing which time
the text books adopted or con-
tracted for shall not be changed.
Itis made the duty of the state super-

intendent of public instructions to fur-
nish a certiiiect copy of lists of book.-:
and prices tiled in accordance with pro-
visions of section 2 of the act to the dis-
trict clerk of each common school dis-
trict in the state.
',Whenever Bye or more legal voters of

any common school district of the state
petition the board of trustees to submit
to the legal voters thereof the question
of providing free text books to the pu-
pils attending the school or schools un-
der its charge, it is made the duty of
the board ot trustees to call a meetme
of legal voters of the district,
Hiving ten days uotice, which no-
tice shall state that the question
ot free text books shall be yubmitted
at such meeting. Such question may
be submitted at any annual meeting,
providing that notice shall have pre-
viously been given, incase of a ma-
jority of the legal voters present and
yothi2 vote in favor of free text books
itshall be the duty of the board of trus-
tees to provide for the same, providing
all special and independent districts
may avail themselves of this by apply-
ing the provisions of the same. In no
event shall a written request of more
than I.OOU qualified voters be requested.

Allbooks purchased in accordance
with the provisions of this act are to be
paid for our of the school initds of the
respective districts and it is made the
duty of the board of trustees to see that
sufficient funds are raised and set aside
or the purpose.
There was a slight difference of opin-

Iion among the members as to whethet
i adoption of the principle should be

compulsory or optional. Mr. Gorman .
voiced his sentiments in favor of the
free text book principle, but lie desired
to leave the matter in such form that
country districts might vote on the
proposition an !adopt or reject it. In
hi*estimation this would be the prefer-
able proceeding in a majority of tha
rural communities.

This bioiuht Senator Keller to his
feet 111 a stirring and characteristic
speech. lie said in emphatic terms
that the senate had been derelict in its
duties. For three weeks all that was
done was to meet and adjourn. More-
over, he asserted that there is no public
demand for the number of measures
that are introduced. He adjured the
senators to be honest and only present
meritorious bills. lie declared that
one-half the bills are mere "leg-pull-
ers.-' Allthis was asserted to prove
that sixty-day sessions are ample. He
didn't want to sit so long for $5 a clay
and spend $15. Members arc- open to
all sorts of temptations to part with
their money, and lie enjoined his col-
leagues to act like business men and
work for the state as they would woik
for themselves.

Senator Stevens at this juncture
moved that the committee rise, lie for-
tifiedhis position with the declaration
that the senate is getting itself in a
bad way. He would like to adjourn
until 2 o'clock and then hold an after-
noon session. The proposition struck a
responsive chord, and his suggestion
was acted upon after a short debate.
The committee reported and the same
was adopted, and a recess was had until
2 o'clock.

CURT AND CUTTING.

The Debates Among Senators Yes-
. terday Afternoon. ,

At2 o'clock the senate convened and
immediately went into committee of the
whole, with Senator O'Brien in the
chair. John Day Smith's billproviding
for the repairs

'
and maintenance of

bridges across streams was taken up
again, all the ground that was gone over
the previous day was again gone over.
The author offered an amendment pro-
viding that the bill shall not
be operative in the case of toll
bridges or bridges between cities.
Senator Mcllale made a strenuous ob-
jection, in a strong speech, as it refers
particularly to the bridge dyer the Min-
nesota river connecting llennepin and
Scott counties, and Senator Craven in-
troduced a.further amendment provid-
ing that the act shall not apply to bridges
across navigable streams. Senator Smith
opposed this turn of affairs. Mr.Smith's
amendment was adopted, but Mr. Cra-
ven's was lost on a tie vote. Senator
Smith moved to recommend the bill to
pass, and Mr. Craven amended to in-
definitely postpone, and this prevailed,
18 to 8.

"Docking"Horses.
John Day Smith's bill making "dock-

inghorses a misdemeanor provoked
not a little merriment. That is to say,
it afforded Senator Mayo's inherent wit
a wide scope, and he sent up an amend-
ment thafset the senate almost into
convulsions. The senate followed up
the humorous thought with a rhapsod-
ical ell'oit seldom attempted the present
session. Soberly and dispassionately he
then debated the question of moral phil-
osophy involved, and he recited in feel-
ing language the notorious Parkhursf
case in New York,drawing a realistic
and effective picture of the lecherous
career of the man he criticised. He took
issue with the so-called moral legisla-
tion because of its inefficiency and
the tendency toonly aggravate tho evils
it pretended to reform. Senator
Smith couldn't appreciate the applica-
tion to the measure being considered by
the committee, but the speaker per-
sisted he would show. the connection.

'•Burlesque," said he, "Is the only
form of language that can be effectively
employed in discussing such foolish
measures. Itis a morbid Idea of life's
problems." And the eloquent senator
proceeded to describe the various treat-
ments, surgical and otherwise, to
which animals are subjected, and, he
said as a professional man that they are
all cruel, but they are alluseful. The
animals, said he, are all subservient to
the domestic uses of man, and he
thought itright. He recited experiences
with vicious animals who switch their
tails over the lines with such force as to
strike the reins from his hands, and
then he described other overt acts of
the horse under «uch circumstances.
The horse's tail is docked, and ho be-
comes valuable ami marketable.
Senator Day urged the passage of the
billand Senator Smith confessed feel-
ings of deepest humiliation. He said
the senator from Olmsted had at-
tached an amendment that islridiculous,
and in support of the same he had at-
tacked the principles of men and other
things throughout the entire country.
Senator Donnelly felt constrained .to
apologize for the senator from Olm-
sted. lie said that his friend's re-
marks were instriking contrast to his
life work. %The Sage explained that lie
had visited Rochester and he there be-
came familiar with the charitable work
of Senator Mayo. Mr. Donnelly passed
to the recent lynching of a negro for a
most atrocious crime, and while there
lives no man, he said, that will extenu-
ate the crime, he believed tht a shud-
der of.horror passed over the nation at
the recital of the punishment adminis-
tered the negro brute. He would
vote for the bill, us he would do for
every bill that tends to improve the
condition of man or of the animal king-
dom. The tail is given the horse as a
defense.

The amendment was withdrawn, and
the motion to recommend to pass was
adopted.

THAT DULUTU ELEVATOR.

Senator Donnelly Thinks the Proj-
ect Is Menaced.

When the senate committee on finance
reported back Senate File 287, an act to
transfer money from the grain inspec-
tion fund to the internal improvement
fund, with the recommendation that it
be indefinitely postponed, the first in-
cident of interest in the day's doings
occurred. Senator Craven, the author
of the measure, moved to place the bill
on ceneral orders and then refer to the
committee of the whole.

Senator Donnelly hoped the recom-
mendation would be adopted. He char-
acterized the measure as an overt at-
tempt to head off the laudable project
of erecting an elevator at Duluth for the
relief of the farmer. lie proceeded to
explain that the farmers of the state
sought to escape the rule of a gigantic
ring. Senator Craven then came
to the support of his measure
in an earnest speech. He had
introduced the bill at the instance of
farmers and the interest of farmers.
He conceded that a big elevator at. Du-
luth may be of certain benefit to the
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
