ASSESSMENT FOR PARKS.
The assessment for Indian Mounds

park, now under consideration by the
board of pubiic works, reveals the
grossly unjust make-up of the park as-
sessment law. The owners of the prop-
erty to be taken for the park may ap-
peal from the award of damages, while
the people who are to be assessed have
no appeal from their assessments. The
great wrong which may be perpetrated
under such a law was forcibly illus-
trated in the hearing before the board
yesterday afternoon. The valuation
committes of the St. Paul real estate
exchange had valued the Indian Mound
property at £52,000, and a committee
of Dayton’s blufl people fixed the val u-
ation at £126,000. ‘The board, to test the
feeling, proposed to add the two valu-
ations together, divide them by two and
call the valuation 3%9,000. The attorney of
those likely to be assessed urged foreibly
that if the amount is fixed at $52,000 the
property owners can appeal from the de-
cision, while if the amountis fixed at
$59,000 the people who are assessed have
no redress and mus$ pay. The board of
public works has no say as to what
parks shall be ehosen, nor as {o whether
or not it will assess for such parks as
are ordered by the park board it is co m-
pelled by the law to assess.

The public was generally well pleased
with the action of the park Dboard in
ordering a larze number of new parks;
but it is very doubtful if the board
w uld have ventured such a wholesale
work if it had not been urged to do it by
the owners of the property to be con-
demned. The publie will denounce any
effort to extort from the asszssed parties
unreasonable prices as vigorously as it
approved the action of the park board
in ordering the work. Under such an
unfair law the board of public works
should place the valuations of the prop-
erties to be taken at the lowest fizure
consistent with reason, aud then, if the
owners of the property see fit to appeal,
the chances are great that in many
cases the juries will cut down the
awards. We want every park the park
board has ordered, but we do not want
those who are to bear the expense to pay
boom prices for property the owners
were only too glad to unload at almost
any figure.

“A NATURAL CONDITION.”

When Senator WASHBURN, of Minne-
sota, and also of the Pillsbury-Wash-
burn Milling company, limited, was
meeting the objections raised to his
auti-option bill in the senate, he sweep-
ingly declared that its sole purpose was
to return the grain markets to the

natural condition, where the price
would be contrelled by the law of de-
mand and supply. .

‘I'here has been a suspicion prevalent
ever since he fathered the Harcm bill
in the senate that the pretense of wish-
ing to remove the speculators from the
market was a mere cover to hide the
real purpose of the millers and eleva-
tors to get a competitor out of the way
who preveuted them from having the
sole control of the market. This was
mainly a suspicion predicated on the
fact that men usually act from motives
of self-interest,and that a manufacturer
who proclaimed that he wished to ad-
vance the cost of his raw material was
acting so opposite to the rule of interest
as to warrant a belief in his duplieity.

The development of the fact that a
movement ison foot and partly con-
summated to unite all the milis in the
Northwest in a great syndicate,or trust,
or combine, which has come to light
within a day or two, turns what was
suspicion as to the real motive behind
the anti-option bill into verity. Ccn-
trolling the elevator system and the
mills, supperted by the raiiway com-
panies, there is nothing lacking to make
the monopoly of the grain matkets of
the West a close monopoly but the
passage of the anti-option bill, shutting
out competition, and the combination of
all the millers. Then will the farmers
be *hewers of wood and fetchers of
water” and growers of grain for the all-
pervading, all-controlling trust.

T'here are indications that show that
the publication of the detaiis of the tor-
mation of the milling trust was prema-
ture, and that it was intended not to be
divulzed until after the anti-option bill
had passed congress and become law.
Some one has indiscreetly given the
snap away, and the result is that the
passage of the bill through the house is
endangered. Members are receiving
telegrams from their constitueants call-
ing their attention to the proposed com-
bination and urging them not to play
into its hands by voting for the bill,
But whatever its effect in congress. it
wmust be an eye opener to the farmers
of the country who have been cats-
pawed into signing petitions for the pass-
age of the biil on the ground that it
would benefit them. When a lot of
men ask for legislation on the selfish
eground that it will help them,no one will
do anything but laugh at them wien it

for a lot of suckers by sharpers who
rake in the gains.

At the other end of the island wasa
boom which stretched across the river.
It was feared that some of the men
would attempt to cross the river at
night on this boowr, and for the purpose
of intercepting them a guard was also
placed there.

“Nothing was done that night, how-
ever, and on the following day the strik-
ers met with a severe defeat and were
dispersed. They went to one of the
large milis, about 400 of them, and tried
to force an entrance, but there were a
halt-dozen fearvless men there who
were waiting for them. As soon as they
tried to break in the front door the men
on the inside opened a side door and
made arush for them. They fired a
tew shots in the air from their revolvers
and the whole crowd then made a run.
They scattered like sheep, and some of
them ran into the woods. T'he next day
the greater number of them returned to
their work, and that was the last of the
strike.”

«T have huntedall kindsof game 1n
various parts of the country,” said
Charles G. Williams yesterday as he sat
with a party of friends in the lobby of
the Ryan. *“‘But the most exciting ex-
perience I had was o1 my first bear
hunt. I was spending the winterina
lozging camp in Northern Minnesota
for the purpose of recoveting my heaith,
which had been failinz for some time. I
had begzun to gat as fat as a pigand was
feeling as tough as an Indian when 1
ot a scare which came very near un-
doing the good which the air of the
pines had done. One night one of the
men in the eamp came in  and said that
he had found a bear in a hollow tree on
a little island about a haif a mile out of
camp. After supper it was deeided
that we would go after the bear. 1 was
given permission to accompany the
party, which was to consist of three
of the men and myself. We carried a
lantern, au ax and an old rifle. 1 was
given the custody of the lantern and
walged ahead to light the way, The
night was very dark, and even if there
had been a moon we coald not have
seen it on account of the heavy tops of
the trees. When we arrived at tbe
island we found that it was really noth-
ing but a big rock in the middle of the
river. A pine tree had fallen from the
mainland aeross the stream, and we
crossed over on this, single file, The
ouly tree on the island was an immense
pine which grew out of the rocks and
whici constituted the eutire vegetation
of the island.

“H—1, I don’t believe there is any
bear there,”’ said one of the men as he
gave the tree a whack with the ax.,

“There was a muffled growl, a grum-
bling roar, and a black mass tumbled
out of the tree and started for us. I was
trightened almost to death. The man
with the ax made a strike at the bear,
the man with the rifle discharged it,
and we then ran for the tree. I was the
one nearest to the bear, and as Iran I
swung the lantern in the face of the
pear. 1he only man who did not run
was a half-breed. Isuppose the reason
that he did not run was because there
was not room for him on the log. He
picked up the ax just as Istruck the
pear with the lantern, and as 1 hit him
the light went out. He madea swipe at
the bear and the animal fell to the
ground. Ie had struck him plump on
the nose.

“The men who were frying to cross
the tree were jammed into such a mess
that 1 could not get on the bridge at all,
so 1 ran back and feil over the body of
the bear. Then 1 told them tbat it was
dead. We carried the bear back to the
camp, and the men all insisted that [
had killed it with the lantern. But I
knew better.” :

Mavor Ball, of Fargo, registered at
the Merchants’ yesterday, and in the
lobby he met 2 number of acquaintances
and friends.

*I'ne weather has not been very cold
in North Dakota during the winter, but
we have had a great quantity of snow.
The excessive fall of snow brought out
some queer things, among which was
the getting lost of a passenger train on
the Great Northern line. 1t was on the
night of a very heavy snow storm. The
snow fell so thick that the men on the
train could not see ten feet ahead, or to
one side of the track, and as they ran
through a mail station they did not see
it. They kept running on and on, until
they became anxious to discover where
they were. They finally stopped the
train, and the members of the crew held
a cousultation as to the best thing to do.
It was finally decided to detach the en-
gine from the coaches and run ahead
with it until a station was reached. They
did so, and the engineer was surprised
to discover that they were within a mile
of Grand Forks Junetion. Wkhen they
tried to return to the coaches they found
that the snow had drifted over the
tracks and it was necessary to get a
snow plow to go to the rescue of the
snowed-in passengers. They arrived at
Grand Forks about tive hours late. This
is the first time [ have ever heard of a
train being lost in a snow storm.”

weather of Minnesota, warm enough to
melt the snow from the sidewalks.

“We people down in New Orleans
have been fanuing vurselves and wear-
ing linen dusters,”” he said as he picked
a chunk of snow out of his coat collar,
and blew his nese furiously. *I was
out hunting alligators in a bayou last
Friday, and I bagged two. Did you
ever see them hunt alhgzators? They
do it differentiy in various places.

‘gator next day. 1 cut him open and
found the chain and collar which my
dog had worn, but you can understand
that the dog was not there.”

Columuns have been written in the
papers on the subjeet of the abduction
of .Charlie Ross from Philadelphia in
t:e year 1874, and the public is still
wondering whether the boy is now alive
or not. . H. Ives, traveling manager
for Thiel’s detective service, who was
slopping at the Ryan yesterday, is the
man who handled the case from the
start, and he is sure that the missing
boy is dead, and has been dead since a
few weeks after his abduction.

‘I was engaged by the ‘Charlie Ross
searching committee’ of Philadelphia to
find the boy if possible,” he said to a
reporter forthe GLoBE. **1 have worked
on alil the clues wiich have ever been
discovered, and it has been my iinpres-
sion from the startthat the boy died
shortly after he was taken away from
home. Mosher and Douglass, who stole
him. wrote to Mr. Ross on the follow-
ing day instructing him to send his
answers to them through the personal
columns of the New York Herald. In
order to prove that they had thg child
in their possession they sent home por-
tions of the boy’s dress. 1 think they
sent home one of his stockings onone
occasion. ‘The father did not have the
£40,000 which they demanded as a ran-
som, but he tried his Dbest to raise it.
They made all kinds of dates with him,
agreeing to produce the boy as soon as
the money should be paid over. On one
occasion they were to meet him in the
Fifth Avenue hotel, where he was to
register under an assumed name, and
they were to meet him there. They did
not come, however. 'Then they ar-
ranged to meet him on various walks
which he was instructed to take, but
they did not meet him. Then they
wrote him to standon the back platform
of a car on the New York Central road
and throw off a package containing the
money to a man who would be standing
in a cornfield with a white flag., We
had some sharpshooters in the baggage
car armed with Winchesters, and they
were to pick off the men who would be
at the flag pole. But we saw nothing
of them.

*One day he got a letter from them
stating that the boy was sick. It was not
generally known that he was suffering
from a kidney trouble, which, if not at-
tended to properly, would cause his
death, The description which they gave
of the boy’s 1liness Ieft no doubt that the
boy was suffering trom this trouble. In
a few more days they wrote again, stat-
ing thatif the boy died his blooa would
be on the head of his father. It was but
afew days afterward that Mosherand
Douglass were killed on Staten island
while they were trying to rob the house
of Judge Van Brunt. They tried to ef-
fectan entrance to the house, which
alarmed the son of the judege. He se-
cured a shotgun and shot both of the
men. One of them died instantly, and
the other was too tar gone to give any in-
rormation. Their boat was found a short
distance away, and in the boat was the
clothing of the boy. He had undoubtedly
died and his body cast into the water.””

NO FLOUR TRUST.

Miller Freeman, of West Superior,
Says There Is None.
Editor St. Paul Globe.

Your correspondent here, or wherever
it may e, that sent the telegram which
appears in today’s GLong, has got
things badly mixed. I have not ex-
pressed myself as in favor of a flour
mill trust for the very good reason,
amoug others, that it is utterly imprac-
ticable. 1 might as well take this vcca-
sion to correct the absurd reports going
the rounds of not only the papers, but
beimng industriously worked over the
private wires (rehashed) by Chicago
speeulators. No attempt has been made,
or even thought ef, by millers iu the
Northwest to form a trust, or any sort
of combination or counsolidation. Sey-
eral individual Minneapolis miilers have
honestly explained that unothing but a
minimum price was fixed on, the mini-
num being necessarily so low as to sat-
isfy the less favored class of millers,
which means that the minimum price is
below cost of produeing the flour. The
only benefit to millers is to draw the
line at a little below cost, and to know
when tlour buyers and rival mill sales-
et are extremely economieal of faets
in reporting that competing mills have
sold far below cost. Another object
of the present association of millers,
and of far more benefit than the mini-
mum price, is to correct abuses in the
trade, sueh as limiting long time sales
to shorter periods. Yy heat being strietiy
cash, this is necessary, as well as to
better regulate a large and growing evil
of dealers who buyv in a speculative way.
If the market advanees, they will order
the flour out promptly. If 1t declines,
they will hang the miller up week after
week, meantime buying of others at
lower prices.

There is no such millers’ association
as the Mississippi Valley. 1f there were,
what would 1 be doing in it at the head
of the lakes? That part of the tele-
grafm in your paper is pure imagination.
1t is more than four years since 1 took
any active part in a millers’ combine to
regulate production. Nearly all the
more important elass of merchant miil-
ers at that time, both spring and winter
wheat sections, joined in a shut-down of
six weeks, and it proved of great bens-
fit to both the millers and flour dealers,

asat that time stocks of flour were
enormous and Chicago was bulling

GAIN IN THE BALANGE

Heavy Receipts Make an Im-
provement in the Traas-
ury Situation.

Foster Announces That the
Gold Reserve Will Bs
Kept Intact.

Senator Stewart Says the
Treasury Has $700,000,-
000 in Coin.
President Harrison Leaves
the Issue of Bonds to Fos-
ter's Judgment.

WasHINGTON, Feb. 17.—The treasury
situation shows an improvement. Heavy
receipts and smaller expenditures have
had the effect of showving a gain in the
net balance which, for the past few
days, had dropped down to a danger-
ously low margin. ‘Todav it is about
£25,000.000, of which $10,000.000 is in
subsidiary coin and a like amount in
paiional bank depositories. The margin
a few days ago was only about $23,000,-
000, whieh, taking out of the two items
named, left the treasury with a very
narrow margin to work on. Treasury
officials are still interested in the ques-
tion of keeping intact the $1€0,000,000
gold reserve.

Secretary Foster authorized the state-
ment today that the gold will be Kept
intact at all hazards. Ilow, he could
not say, but he stated with emphasis
that if it was necessary to issue bonds to
do it, he would even go to that extreme.
At present the free gold is more than
§3,000,000. He said he felt almost eer-
tain that the free gold is more than
$3.000,000. e said he felt almost cer-
tain that he could reach

without having to issue bonds. ‘*‘Even
to issue bonds—say £50,000,000,” said
the secretary, **would not necessarily
mean an increase in gold to that extent.
‘i'he law provides that bonds must be
paid for in coin. Silver is coin. What
is there to prevent silver or its equiva-
lent being offered for bonds? Nothing.
Could I refuse it? No. So, if even
bonds were sold, would thatrelieve the
situation? Not unless an arrangement,
based on honor, between the secretary
of the treasury and the purchaser was
made, and then I would be subject to
all sorts of criticisms. The whole sub-
jeet is surrounded by vexations. You
may say, however, that the gold reserve
will be kept intact, come what may.”

Treasurer Nebecker is quite emphatie
in his opinion that the United States
government shouid not issue bonds at
present. and said today that if either
political party issued bonds it wouldand
deserved to be visited with popular con-
demnation. He received a dispateh
from New York this evening stating
that only $780,000 in gold was taken to-
day for shipment abroad. It was
thought from previous advices that
$2,500,000 would be required.

Says Silver Is {oin.

In the course of the discussion in the
senate today on Mr. Sherman’s amend-
ment, providing for the issue of 3 per
cent bonds, Mr. Stewart said there was
no necessity to sell bonds to buy coin.
There was plenty of coin in the treas-
ury. There were over $600,000.000 of
silver coin and silver bullion in the
treasury and $108,000,000 of gold, thus
making over $700,000,000 of coin or of
what might be converted into coin. If
silver was geood money for the people it
was good money Jfor everybody, and
there was plenty of it. Mr. Mills moved
to strike out of the amendment the
words *‘five years after this date,” so
as to leave the bonds redeemable at the
pleasure of the government, and he
argued in support of the motion.

ar. Sherman said that, if the proposi-
ion was not one to provide for an emer-
g ncy, he should feel disposed to ac-
cept Mr. Mills’ amendment: but he
thought that it would not be wise to
venture on it now. He did not believe
that any considerabie amount of the 3
per cent bonds would ever be issued,
at the same time the contingency should
ve provided for. 'The power to issuas the
bonds would, he thought, enable the
secretary of the treasury to waintain
the gold reserve without his issuing
them.

Opposed by Teller.

Mr. Teller opposed the Sherman
amendment. He said it would not do
to come to the senate with a pretense
that the amendment was in the interest
of economy. It was not. It came to
the senate because the bankers and
brokers of New York desired that the
government should issue securities on
which they might bank. IHad the sec-
retary of the treasury (Mr. Tellev in-
quired) asked for the proposed reliet?
Had he not, on the contrary, asserted
again and again that there was no oc-

casion for the sale of bonds, and
that he did not propose to sell,
and he (Mr. Telier) asserted
that mno bonds would be sold

by the treasury between now and the
4th of Mareir unext, because it was ad-
mitted at the treasury that there was no
such emergency as would require it
There was a feeling that the Republican
party had become oblivious to the inter-
ests of the great masses of the people
and been paying court and attention
only to capitalists and monopolists.
“That is,”” said he, *‘what sent us to the
tomb?”’

Mzr. Voorhees supported the amend-
ment. As to the fali of the Republican
party, all he had to say was that he was
thankful to God for manifest blessing.
[Laughter].

Left to Foster’s Discretion,

NEW YORK, Feb. 17.—A special from
Washington says it has been learned on
high authority that Fresideat Harrison
has reconsidered his determination not
to allow the sale of bonds to make good
the gold deficiency. Before leaving the
city Wednesday, the prasident author-
ized Secretary Foster to offer bonds for
sale whenever in his judgment such ac-
tion is absolutely necessary to maintain
the government’s gold reserve. Another
dispatch on the same subject says: This
sudden chauge of mind on the part of
the president was wholly unexpected,
and it is not to be attributed to any out-
side influence brought to bear upon him.
On the contrary, such men as J. Pier-
pont Morgan, who came to Washington
Wednesday to talk over the situation
with the authorities, left Secretary Fos-
ter decidedly disappointed. They re-
ceived no encourazement  what-
ever. They left Washington as
they  had come, uncertain - as

_to the attitude ot the government with

‘recard to this important question. The
change of front determined upon by the
president leaves Secretary Foster free
to act as he sees fit, should an emergency
arise in the president’s absence. "That

uch an emergency has yet arisen he
does not belisve. The treasury yester-
day had still on hand about £8,000,000.
Next Saturday’s shipments of gold to
Europe will probably not be so large as
it was feared they would be, 1f, as now
seems likely, instead of being $6,000,000,,
they are only about one-third of that
sum, at the end of the week the treasury
will still have in its vaultsa little over
£6,000,000. One thing Secretary Foster
is full determined upon—he will not per-
mit the $100,000,000 .reserve to be at-
tacked. On this point he is of the same
opinion which he expressed at the an-
nual dinner of the chamber of commerce
at New York in November last.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 17.—There were

no personal conflicts ou the floor of the

house today,although there was a strong
undercurrent of bad feeling.

DULUTH-SUPERIOR BRIDGE,
Condition of the Row at the Capi«
tal City.

Speeial to the Globe.

WasHINGTON, Feb. 17.—A new move
has been made in the Duluth-Superior
bridge contest. Congressman Haugen,
of the Superior distriet, has introduced
a bill for a nice bridge to be built by the
cities of Superior and Duluth jointly,
the bridge to be free for all except rail-
way purpeses. The bridze is to con-
nect Connor’s and Riee’s points. Inas-
much as the charter of West Superior
expressly forbids the voting of bonds
for the building of a bLridge or Lridges
across the St. Louis river or St. Louis
bay, this move of Mr. Haugzen is re-
garded as a scheme to head of and dis-
pose of the whole matter. The Wiscon-
sin member claims that the Superior
charter will be amended at the present
session of the legislature, but this is re-
garded as problematical, to say
the least.

With this bill in there is absolutely no
chance for either of the other bills,
Alderman Long and Banker Menden-
hall, who represent the rival bridge
companies are still here and working as
hard as ever. Mendenhall mal no
claims, but Long is confident that the
commercial improvement bill will yet
be passed. Congressman Haugen stated
his position in the matter this evening.

*1f the charter of West Superior is
not amended to allow the building of a
bridge, there is nothing t prevent
Dougiass county joining Duluth in
building, as contempiated by my bill.
There has been considerable difference
of opinion on this matter, but under it
all there is a desire tor a bridge. 'Uhis
is to be built in the midst of a great city,
and the charter ouzht not to be given to
a corporation in my opinion. With
small tolls, in a few years such a
bridge will pay interest on several
Limes its cost.

to Re-enact the

Lnw of 1878,

WasHiNGToy, Feb. 17.-Mr. Cox, of
‘Tennessee, a member of the banking
and currency comumitiee, and an advo-
cate of frec coinage, has prepared a bill
as a compromise for the defeated propo-
sition to repeal the Sherwan silver law,
The Dbill repeals the Sherman law;
re-enacts the Bland ilaw of 1878, with
the proviso that the legal tender char-
acter of the notes issued under the Siier-
man law shall not be impaired. The
secretary of the treasury is directed to
have coined the bullion purchased un-
der the Sherman law into standard sil-
ver dollars, aud cover them iunto the
revenues of the treasury, but the silver
dollars provided for under the Bland
act, which is re-enacied, are (o have
priority in coinage so tar as practicable.
The treasury notes issued in payment
for bullion are to continue redeemable
as now provided for by law, and when
redeemed arve to be destroyed. The tax
of 10 per cent on the circulation of state
banks is repealed.
