W heat
sold offlc, but regained :i,'c of the de-
cline. Tons of snow in sight and a
cliinook temperature were mainly re-
sponsible for the tumble in prices.

Corn closed at a decline of }','ifrom last'
night's figures, and oats Kc. Pro-
visions, after many fluctuations, closed
Ht a small advance— l2-...i; for pork, 10c
for lard and 7,!;>e for ribs.

Wheat started about '/c lower than
the closing of yesterday, and after some
Bight fluctuations prices declined %c
more, then rallied slightly, again eased
off, and the closing was about %a
lower for May and va c lower for July
than the closing figures of yesterday.
Operators had been buying wheat of
late expecting that a hard freeze would
follow the recent thaw, in which event
lusher juices might result from crop
scares. But the failof snow, if it ex-
tended through the winter wheat belt,
would afford a protection against cold
Weather and make the prospect of dam-
nge to the young plant less liable, and
tills belief brought out a little more
wheat, and under larger offerings, the
market was weak.' There was no special
demand ahd no support to the market
until the lower prices were reached,
when there, was some denian to cover
Iron) shorts ana other sources, and the
market held steadier. A bad break in
stocks inNew -York created some little
uneasiness among dealers. The North-
west is offering lair quantities of wheat,
Chicago No. 2 grading guaranteed at
o'4Vf?4c under May prices to arrive
here.

Corn was shown only indifferent sup-
port and the sentiment leaned toward
weakness, prices selling down V" ,\u25a0•,

followed by a partial recovery. ,Trad-
ers talked 01 the accumulating stocks,

.both here and in the visible supply, and
under a lack of "bull"news it was not
difficult to sell the market off. The cash
situation was reported unfavorable for
holders, and shippers of corn to the sea-
board and buyers here of the contract
grades entered the. speculative market
us sellers of deferred futures. One or
two well known houses with Eastern
connections were also liberal sellers.

Inoats there was fair selling by com-
mission houses and elevator men, and
the decline in corn assisted in nuking
the market weak.

Not much life was manifested in the
market for hog products. The bulk of
the trading was between local brokers
inid for small quantities.

The stock

market today was a remarkable one,
not only for the volume of business
transacted, but for the width of the
fluctuations and the rather neutral re-
sult of the day's operations. The bears
were out in lull force and made one of
the most vigorous drives of the season
against Heading and the leading indus-
trial shares, but at the close of the day
onlyReading, New England and Cordage

showed any marked loss, while there
were few important gains, and among
the general railroad list the changes were
about equally divided between gains
and losses of small fractions. No clearer
demonstration of the inherent strength
of the market could be given, and the
general confidence of the holders- of
stocks was plain. The advices over
night that the president had left to the
discretion of Secretary Foster the mat-
ter of an issuance of bonds reassured
the street. The opening of the market
was therefore generally strong, but this
did not deter the bears from"carrying
out their prearranged programme of a
vigorous drive at the few weak spots in
the list.

There could be no doubt that liquida-
tion was general in both Reading and
New England today, though whether
the material declines effected in those
stocks would have been brought about
without the vigorous bearish operations
of the day is hardly; to be maintained.
The movement was much of a mystery,
but heavy selling orders were executed,
especially during the first hour, when
one broker was credited with having
sold a line of some 20,000 shares. The
bears endeavored to create the belief
that a large inside interest was liqui-
dated, and and the amount to be sold
was placed as high, as 100,000, to
say nothing of income bonds. At the
same time the belief was general that
.Messrs. Kenne St. Kammack were the
source of most of the selling orders,
while another interest, which has been
known to be bearish upon Heading for
some time, was credited with the in-
auguration of the movement. The
liquidation was attributed to insiders,
who opposed the policy of President
McLeod in New England. New En-
gland showed more rallying power in
the late tradings. Reading opened at
Va% and steadily declined to 40^j and
rallied to 42, failed to hold the Improve-
ment by closing at 38, a. loss of S;'I,'
points, while the transactions readied
the enormous total of 400.000 shares.
New England opened at 40. and at one
time sold up to 46%, but from that point
retired rapidly to 41%. rallying to 43>^
at the close, a net loss of :'.\u25a0..

The early efforts of the bears were
directed largely against Sugar and Cor-
dage, and the former was driven down
3 per cent to 121, while the latter, after
opening at 07, retired to 01%, the de-
clines in these stocks being accompa-
nied by rumors of a disagreement in
the. Cordage pool, as to the amount of
stock to be accumulated and of pool liq-
uidations in Sugar, while certainly both
were without support of any kind. The
manipulators of these stocks, however,
tooK hold of them later in the day. and
Sugar was brought to 123 and Cordage
from •'d1 to 64%. Sugar finallyclosed
at 124.i." with a gain of % percent,
but Cordage was 21£ lower. The rest
of the industrials sympathized on
a scale with these leaders, but
their'linal changes are In all ea^es insig-
nificant, with the exception of Tobacco,
which closed witha gain of2,^' percent.,
which was entirely in the nature of a
rally from its late depression. Rail-
road shares were fairly well held, but
were compelled to yield to the influence
of these sharp declines, and, despite the
support given by London.buying of St.
Paul, Louisville and others of its favor-
ites, the whole list was brought down
from yito)jper cent. With the appear-
ance of support in Sugar and Cordage,
the traders quickly got over to the long-
side, and from Unit they worked dili-
gently for a rally. In stocks this was
fully accomplished,
