RUNSE GOMES DOWN.
He Is Understood to Be Will-

Chief Runse stated yesterday to a
member of the investigating committee
that he would answer the questions put
to him at the next session, lie has come
to the conclusion that he took the wrong
course at the Tuesday night meeting,

and now he avers that he is willingto
teil why he discharged the men. Itis
said he will be allowed to tell his rea-
sons before the committee in executive
session. This is not likely,however,,
for it would not be fair to the men dis-
charged. Aid.Lackey spoke his mind
freely on the matter yesterday. He
said that he would be in favor of recom-
mending the resignation of Aid. Wood-
ward from the chairmanship of the fire
committee. He could resign with good
grace and stop all this disagreeable
trouble.

The investigating committee, it is
understood, is unanimous in the opinion
that, unless the chief answer the-ques-

tions put to him in a proper manner, the
council be asked tosummarily discharge
him. The council willbe asked to vest
the committee withmore power, so that
the investigation may be carried into all
the branches of the lire department.

The heaviest property owners and the
insurance men are almost unanimous
in the opinion that the committee should
be given more scope and empowered to
inquire into the general condition of the
fire department. Those who, in the
beginning, deplored so much fuss
about what appeared, on their
face, to be trivial matters, now, almost
without exception, say, "Well,ihope
this committee willgo to the bottom of
all the alienations, übw that it has be-
gun." For the committee to stop where
itis, or to go no further than to inquire
into the reasons for the discharge of
ten or a dozen men willbe, itis argued,

to make of the investigation a farce. In
the discussion through the newspapers
and by individuals, the fire department
question has already assumed propor-
tions not bounded by the why
or wherefore a few members
have been discharged. Serious
allegations have been made against

the' efficiency of the department
and statements have been made which,

if true, demonstrate that discipline in
the department is not what itshould be.
The insurance underwriters who have
interested themselves in this investiga-

tion claim that they have unearthed as-
tounding facts. They are willingto
furnish this information to the investi-
gating committee. They take the
ground that a whitewashing report will
do the city serious damage, inasmuch
as the committee has not yet probed
into active conditions in the lire depart-

ment. If the investigatiug committee
go to the bottom of all tiro department
affairs and then report on exoneration
of the lire department management, no
one willhave aught to complain of. for
such a report will be based on investi-
gation. Jiut such investigation must be
made, it is trenerally conceded, or the
squabble of the last two months willbe
prolonged indefinitely.

M'CONNELLTS SCALP.

ItWill Probably lie Taken by the

Water Committee Today.

The council committees on water
worKS and ordinances met in joint ses-
sion yesterday afternoon and considered
the Kiichli ordinance, which stipulates
that tlic supervisor of the water works
snail be a hydraulic as welllas a mechan-
ical eneineer. It is understood that
this ordinance is aimed at the present
supervisor, Jack McConnell, who is not
a hydraulic engineer. The two com-
mittees met in executive session and
discussed the matter withmuch earnest-
ness, if the noises heard coming from
under tiie door indicated anything.
it was finally decided to amend the

ordinance by striking out the word hy-
draulic and leavintc it to lead "mechan-
ical engineer." Kiichli agreed to this

and the ordinance thus amended willbe
reported to the council this evening. It
is understood that the ordinance will
have practically the same effect as the
original, for McConnell is not a profes-
sional mechanical engineer. He is a
machinist by trade, and it is generally

conceded that he understands all about
mechanical engineering, having been
connected with the water department
for over eight years. There will be a
hard fight against him. however, when
the committee on wuier works meets

this morning to make the nominations.
Itis claimed that a thorough mechan-

ical engineer, understanding enough of
hydraulics to enable him to attend to
the duties of the, supervisor can be se-
cured for the same salary that is being
paid McCounell. During the meeting
yesterday it was suggested that the po-
sition of supervisor might be abolished
and the duties added to those of the
register, who could act as both super-
visor and register without a raise in his
pay. This was shown to be impracti-
cable, and the suggestion was relegated

to the rear. The ordinance was so
amended, however, that the supervisor
Is made to act as chief engineer of the
pumping station and superintendent of
everything pertaining to the mechanical
part of the water department, lie is
given more authority than he has en-
joyed heretofore.and willnot be obliged
to'be so much of a figurehead.

While the waterworks committee will
probably decide to drop McConnell to-
day, the election of a register willprob-
ably be unanimous, for Frank Moody is
well liked.

IN THK COURTS.

Educational Endowment, Hurt
Assignment and a Suit Against
Heirs.
Yesterday at the district court, al-

thousrh supposed quite generally to be a
vacation for the judges, proved a busy
day for Judges Lochren and Hooker,

who were engaged in hearing argu-
ments from a score or more of attorneys

in the niattei of certain claims against
the Educational Endowment associa-
tion. The attorney for the association's
receiver stated that the interested par-
ties had agreed to sign certain stipula-
tions which would much simplify mat-
ters, and after some little by-word
arguing the stipulation was passed
about and signed. The entire aft-
ernoon was consumed with areu-
ments, and then not all claims were
presented. The report of the receiver
shows that he has now some ?(>O,OOO in
his hands and the whole amount of the
claims from those who ciaim the entire
amount of their certilicates will aggre-
gate 8100,000. The schedules of assets
and liabilities have not been footed up,
but the receiver thinks the shareholders
willrealize about 30 cents on the dollar.
The receiver willalso make an effort to
have the court allow the amount shown
on the books of the company for share-
holders who have not filed proofs of
their claims, as he says there are many
people who have lost their proofs and
should have their share just the same.

The disclosure proceedings in the
matter of the assignment of George E.
Burt, the insolvent commission mer-
chant, came up in the district court yes-
terday before Judge Hooker, and drew
an excited crowd of creditors who were
ready toattempt to prove that the firm
had been guilty of fraud in purchasing
some £14,000 worth of merchandise a
few days prior to assignment last
month, "and had sold them at less
than cost. The books of the firm,
however, which were brought into
court, failed to show any such deal.
Mr. Burt, himself, was put upon the
stand, and admitted that he owned the
business, but said that he was on the
road most of the time, and that his son,
John L.Burt. managed the business.
He denied any knowledge of the trans-
actions referred to. John L.Burt was
subpoenaed to appear, but failed to re-
spond. Itis thought he has left town,
at least a bench warrant was issued and
given to the sheriff to serve. Up to the
hour of adjournment Burt had not been
found.

Winthrop Young began an action in
the district court yesterday against
George N.Hunt aud others, as heirs of
Ovid Penney, who died Nov. 4, 1878.
leaving a $2,000,000 estate, of which
Young was appointed administrator.
He sues the heirs to recover 14,502.08.
He alleges that, upon the distribution
of the property. Samuel Hillsued him
(Young) to recover possession of certain
property and secured a judgment in the
sum of?G,145.72, which was afterwards
assigned to E. C. Whitney. Of this
amount 82,702 was Daid by other de-
fendants. Whitney brought suit for
this amount, and was defeated, but the
supreme court reversed the decision.
Young claims that he turned the prop-
erty over to the heirs, hence seeks to
recover from them the original amount
with interest, also the costs of the suit.

Paul Brown has begun an action in

the district court against Miner Ball
and the Minnesota Title Insurance and
Trust company to set aside a mortgage.

Robert H. Craft has petitioned the
probate court for letters of administra-
tion upon the ?47,200 estate ofM.

DESPERATK BURGLARS.

They Institute a Reign of Terror

in the Flour City.

Aburglar broke into the residence of
John Anderson, at the corner of Twenty-
fifth avenue south and Twenty-sixth
street, early yesterday morning. Mrs.
Anderson was awakened by hearing

some one move about the bed room, and
called out to ascertain who itwas. The
only reply she received was a shot from
a revolver, the bullet crashing into the
board of the bed directly over her
head. Her husband hastily dressed
himself and instituted a search,

but the burglar had escaued. Anderson
found Officer Hovelsrud on his beat and
the two tracked the burglar to Minne-
haha. Here he was overhauled and ar-
rested byHovelsrud, who locked him up
at the south station. When arrested he
had on a new overcoat which, it was
discovered, belonged to Theodore Han-
son. The burglar gave his name as Ed
Smith, and yesterday morning he was
arraigned in the police court on the
triple charge of assault in the second
degree, burglary and grand larceny.

He was bound over to the grand jury in

With the assertion that it would be use-
less to try to interview him, he dis-
missed the subject, likewise the re-
porter.

Other Minneapolis millers are not
quite so uncommunicative as Mr.Pills-
bury. They admit that such an associ-
ation as the Spring Wheat Millers' asso-
ciation has been formed. They persist
in the same assertion made a couple of
weeks ago that the organization will
have nothing to do with faxingprices.
It will establish minimum prices

—
nothing more.

So far as indications in Minneapolis
go, the association is an assured fact.
The association has opened an office in
Minneapolis, and Harry P. Kennedy is
incharge of itas secretary. The asso-
ciation evidently intends to do some
business that will benefit the
milling trade, although all millers
who have been seen insist
that the association will have nothing
of the characteristics of a trust, con-
trolling production and governing
prices. Itwould not pay Mr. Kennedy
a salarj sufficient to tempt him from a
promising business ifit were to reap no
pecuniary reward for. the individual
members.

A REFORMED BURGLAR.

He Returns Stolen Property and
Writes a Penitent Letter.

Last summer the residence of A. T.
Ankeny and W. It.Guile, at 1809 Laurel
avenue, was entered by burglars and a
number of valuable articles stolen. Ed
wards and Riley, burglars, were sent to
Stillwater for committing the burglary.
Last Wednesday Mr. Ankeny received
the following letter, accompanied by a
package containing a pair of opera
glasses:

"DSir:

IN THE TOILS AGaiN.
Stephen C. Broadwell, a Noto-

rious Ex-Convict, Arrest-

ed in New York.

Cincinnati and Detroit Banks
the Sufferers by His

Operations.

He Is Sick, However, With
Doubtful Chances of Re-

covery.

The Banks Were Taken in
With SkillfullyRaised

Drafts.

New York, Feb. 23.^-Inspector Mc-
Laughliu has arrested Stephen C.
Broadwell. an ex-convict, famous coun-
terfeiter and notorious bank swindler.
Broad well's latest swindliug operations
were in Cincinnati and Detroit, where
the leading banks were heavy losers.
The prisoner had been livingquietly in
this city, atNo. 304 West Twenty-third
street,' with his daughter. The police
of this city have been looking for him
some time, having been asked to do so
by the Cincinnati and Detroit authori-
ties, warrants having been issued in
these places for his arrest. Last week
Broadwell was located, and onMonday he
was arrested by deteclives. Broadwell,
who is sixty years old, ,was found to be
very sick. He said he had not left his
bed for three mouths. The detectives
went to Jefferson Market police court
yesterday and obtained a commitment
from Justice White, under whichBroad-
well was taken to Bellevue hospital.
They said that his chances of recovery
are doubtful. The specific

Charges Asafnst Broadwell

are that on Feb. 13, 1892, he swindled
the Third National Bank of Cincinnati
out of $1,782, the First National Bank
of Cincinnati out of 11,683, and the Ger-
man National Bank of Cincinnati out of
$1,084: tiiat on May 14, 1002. lie de-
frauded the Tnird National Bank of
Detroit out of $1,782. and the City Sav-
ings Bank of Detroit out of §1,485.

Broadwell's method in all these cases
was the same. He bought a draft pay-
able to himself under the name of
Thomas Hunt in some bank in another
city for a small amount, and then skill-
fully raised the punches to make the
draft read for a large amount. A draft
of 818 we would raise to §1,800; §17 to
$1,700 and so on. So skillful was his
work that the money was paid over
without question and" the fraud only
discovered when the payment of the
draft to the issuing bank was
made. Broaciwell disappeared im-
mediately after these latest op-
erations. The Detroit and Cincinnati
banks offered a reward of $2,000 for his
capture. When Inspector McLnushUn
located Broadwell he sent word to Cin-
cinnati, and yesterday three paying
tellers came to this city and fully iden-
tified the swindler. Tho tellers were
Louis E. Van Austol, of the Third
National bank; George Koehler, of the
First National bank, and Gustav L.
Steiler, of the German National bank.

WILL LEAD A BKTTER LIFE.

Romantic History of a Self-Con-
fessed Train Robber.

San Antonio, Feb. 23.— Bud Powell,

alias Charles Thompson, who pleaded
guilty before Judae Maxey, of the fed-
eral court at Austin, on Tuesday last, to
the charge of train robbery, has been
confined in jail here during the past

six months. He, with five others,
held up a Southern Pacific train
near Flatonia, east of here, in
1887, robbing the Wells-Fargo ex-
press of $35,000, beside securing a
largo amount of money and valuables.
from the passengers. Four of the rob-
bers have since been killed while re-
sisting arrest. The only one of them
yet sentenced for the crime is "Bill"
Jleeves, who is serving a life term in
the Detroit penitentiary. Powell pro-
ceeded immediately to Montana after
the robbery, gambling all of his ill-got-
ten wealth away on the journey. Arriv-
ing at Helena,- Mont., he determined to
better his ways. He attended a
college there, where he was grad-
uated with honors. He then entered
the church and became a zealous
worker. Three years ago he became
superintendent of an extensive ranch
near Border City, Mopt. He went un-
der the name of Thompson, and became
tiie accepted suitor of the daughter of
one of the ranch owners. A few weeks
before the date of his proposed mar-
riage United States Marshal Fnck
arrested him. This was six
months ago. Powell has been a
model prisoner during his confine-
ment here and says he Is determined to
live a Christian life. The wealthy
ranchman's daughter, to whom he is be-
trothed, has remained true to the pris-
oner and the two correspond. They will
be married as soon as Powell's term in
the penitentiary is completed. Sentence
is to be passed upon the prisoner tomor-
row. Itis expected that he willget off
easily.

EMBEZZLED $55,900.

Confession of the Paying Teller
of a Delaware Bank.

Wilmington-, Feb. 23.—Peter T. E.
Smith, paying teller of the First Na-
tional bank of this city, is a self-con-
fessed embezzler to the amount of $55,-

--900. and he is now in charge of the
United States marshal and will be
given a hearing tomorrow morning. J.
1\ Winchester, who became president
of the bank in November last, had been
trying for a long time to have Smith
make a balance sheet, but the teller
kept postponing the work. Last Satur-
day two other clerks were directed
to make the sheet, which they
did on Sunday, reporting the
shortage on Monday. Today Smith
sent for Mrs. Winchester and confessed
his crime. He then went and delivered
himself to the United States marshal.
Smith pleads that the money was spent
on his family. His method was to
take canceled checks from the safe,
put them on a spindle through the
old cancellation holes and pocket
the amount of the check, the last pay-
ment not being charged against the de-
positors. Bank Examiner Stone says
the bank is solid and fully able to pay
depositors every cant, over half of the

"surplus of $127*,000 remaining intact.
Smith's confession agrees with the re-
sult obtained in making the balance
sheet. He had been taking money for
fifteen years.

USED A DULL RAZOR.

Deliberate Suicide o? a Wealthy
St. Louisan.

St. Louis. Mo., Feb. 23.— A most de-
liberate suicide was committed here
this morning by a q uarter-millionaire,
Jephth 11.

WAITING A DECISION.

Argnments Concluded in the Case
Involvingthe Legality ofthe

Kansas Houses.

Resolution Passes the Populist

House Removing the Capital
to Kanopolis.

Topkka, Kan., Feb. 23.— Arguments
In the Gunn habeas corpus case were
concluded tonight, ana the case has
gone to the court. Both sides are ex-
pecting a decision tomorrow. The Pop-
ulists are workingday and night, rush-
ing bills through, and if the decision of
the court is adverse to them they will
adjourn withinan hour after it.is.made.
There is a general belief that Lewelling
has made up his mind to recognize the
Republican house if the coutt decides
inits favor, and that he willat once call
an extra session. Last night the sen-
ate adopted a resolution declar-
ing that the supreme court has
no. jurisdiction in the house mud-
dle; that the state constitution provides
that "each house shall be the judge of
its election returns and qualifications of
its own members," and that the court's
action in assuming authority to take up
the case is unwarranted. The Repub-
licans of the senate did all in their
power to prevent the passage of .the
resolution, but the Populists prevailed
by reason of numbers.

The Dunsmore house yesterday after-
noon "removed" the state capital to
Kanopolis inexactly two minutes. The
resolution was offered by Mr. Hare, the
"contestant member" from Kiowa, at
4:29 p. m.. and at 4:31 it had received
the sanction of the house, although
some members who wore opposed
to It afterward protested, say-
ing the resolution was railroad-
ed through with indecent haste.
The resolution recites that the
capital is now located near the eastern
border; that western counties have buen
disfranchised by Republican rule for
the purpose of holding the capital at
Topeka; that the conduct of the citizens
of Topeka during the late "war" was In
defiance of the wishes of the people of
the state, and that the Kanopolis people
have offered to duplicate the recent
state house without expense to the state;
declares that as soon as practicable,
lawful steps shall be taken to remove
the capital to that city.

J. W. Ady, who was elected, or
rather declared elected, United States
senator by the Republicans last month,
was in town last night in consultation
with the Republicans who are manipu-
lating the senatorial boom of B. P.
Waggener (Dem). He gave it out that
he did not like the plan to swap horses
