THE COAli COMBINE.
The investigations now inprogress of

the legislative committee of the work-
ings of the Minnesota coal trust, so far
as the few open sessions have disclosed,
present the situation in this way:

Every retail and wholesale coal dealer
in the*tate is in the combine, procures
his coal through the Northwestern Fuel
company, sells itat such prices as are
dictated by one Joiix J. RHODES, who
lives in St. Paul, and I* he is a re-
tailer pays ?35, and if a wholesaler
8300, a year to Rhodes for his
services and the privilege of being a
member ofthe trust. The duties of Mr.
Rhodes are to decide for each locality
in the state at what price coal shall be
sold there and send out monthly circu-
lars to each dealer, apprising him of the
price he must sell the fuel at during the
month; and his only remaining duty is
to excommunicate any member who is
proven to have cut prices. An excom-
municated dealer can get no more coal
to sell except at open rates.

This is a decidedly unique arrange-
ment. The Northwestern Fuel com-
pany, John J. Rhodes, and their coal
combine are more powerful than the
czar of Russia. Not an ounce ot hard
coal can come into the state except
through the Northwestern Fuel com-
pany; not an ounce can b:isold at a cent
less than the price dictated by John J.
Ivllouks, and the power of these
two autocrats is barricaded by every
coal dealer in the state. The offi-
cers of the Northwestern Fuel com-
pany and John J. Rhodes give to
the committee only such information as
they see fitto, and adopt "the public be
d d" policy concerning sujh infor-
mation as they choose to withhold. Mr.
Rhodes was asked where he gets his
figures on which to establish the prices
for the different points, and he re-
plied, "From the Eastern papers." The
coal dealer could get his. prices in the

same way, and dispense with the ex-
pensive services of Rhodes.

New York and some other states have
mopped the earth with their coal com-
bines, and that's just what Minnesota
should do with this one. The coal con-
sumers of Minnesota would erladly dis-
pense with paying the salary of Mr.
Rhodes, which must foot up to some-
thing like £20,000 or $30,000 a year. Tiie
Northwestern Fuel company and its
Rhodes have a freeze-out cinch on the
people which the legislature should
throttle at once.

THK MONKEYS AND THE CATS.
The old fable about the shrewd mon-

key which persuaded the cat to permit
the use of its paw to rake the chestnuts
out of the hot ashes for tne monkey's
repast has its hold on the human mind
simply because of the frequency with
which it typifies a similar action among
men. Old ./Esop used the animals to
play upon and satirize the lollies and
foibles of mankind, and used them so
well that his quaint fables have with-
stood the denuding force of centuries.

The fanners of the country have been
playing the cat to tiie miller's monkey
In this matter of the anti-option bill
with all that gullibilitywhich has made
them so frequently the catspaws of de-
signing men, aud, in the dear schools of
experience, where even the foolish are
proverbially taught, they seem to learn
nothing, but are ever ready for fresh
exploitation. As a class, they have been
the sharers with the wage-earners of tlie
burdens of class legislation; but they
have not yet reached the point where
they can realize the truth that this fact
should make them the earnest, stren-
uous oppouents of any and all class leg-
islation. We see this when some dema-
gogue wishing their votes proposes
some measure like the oleomargarine
bill, which was intended to deprive the
poor of a cheap substitute for butter, or
this anti-option bill, which the schemers
tell them willincrease die price of their
wheat, or any other scheme which pre-
tends to direct legislation in their inter-
ests. Tiie farmers cease for a time their
protests against class legislation, and
rush to the aid of the measure which
they are led to imagine willdrop nickels
in their slot. We see the sam? thing in

the legislation of this state. Bills ga-

lore are before it prouosing to use the
taxing power of the state in aid of
schemes solely in the Interests of the
farmers. Immense elevators are to be
built for them to store their grain in.
A vast sample warehouse is to be built
at Duluth, where they can send then-
produce for storage and exhibition, and
where the buyers of the worldcan come
aud sample and buy. Allthe private
elevators of the state are to be made
"public" elevators, so that they can
have their grain stored and shipped at
their leisure. The railroads are to be
compelled to let them build elevators
along their side tracks or sidings or
right of way,and to build sidings for
them and put inand operate switches.

Some real farmers are behwtd these
m&asures, but in the main they are
fathered by mere demagogues wiio wish
to make themselves solid with their
farmer constituents, so that they may
come again to the legislature to gather

spoils and plague the state. Ingiving
to all these class laws their support the
farmers are in the position of one wlio
virtuously denounces the bribery of
others, but yields weakly when the

bribe goes into his own pockets. Their
willingness to take and demand legisla-

tion for their own benefit only makes
absurd and grotesque their protests
against similar legislation for other
classes.

. ONE FRANK MONKEY.
The Dubuque Times has found one

miller with more frankness than discre-
tion. The millers' trust should at oneo
muzzle Jonx B. Wat/kiss, of Ham-
burg, Fremont county, lowa, and tell
him to attend strictly to his grinding
and leave the talking for publication to
the more astute and discreet heads of
the combine, if he does not wish to
throw all their fat into the fire.

Mr. Walkins was enthusiastic over
his location, his business and its profit-
ableness. The latter, he told the re-
porter, was not "so much as it will be
ifthe Hatch(Washbubh) bill becomes
a law. Millers all hope to see tlie
bill passed. It willcut off speculation,
and millers will control the price of
grain." "Inone sense," he admitted,
"this would be in the interest of the
millers, and against that of the farmers ;
but with the same sense of the impor-
tance of his class which the farmers
themselves evince of theirs, he thought
that this was but right, and that the
millers should control prices, because
"we are the great consumers of the
country,"

Asked ifthe Pillsbury-Washbvrx

syndicate could not combine withothers
and control prices, this refreshingly
frank miller admitted that they could.
'•The millers at Superior, Minneapolis
and Winona could combine and control
prices, and the other big mills would
join them. But that would keep grain
at a level price. If the Hatch bill
should pass the millers could control
the market." Speaking of its effect on
his own business, he said that '"it would
greatly help us in our corn product
trade. We could contract for the
product and then buy the stock from the
farmers, fixing the price according to
what we got for it,anil not be afraid of
higher prices." That is, he would sell
futures and make the price the basis of
his price for corn. The Globe is in-
debted to Mr. Wai.kixs for this open
acknowledgment of the truth of what
it has asserted, and it commends his
statements to those farmers who have
been so eager to rake the chestnuts out
of the fire for this coining feast of the
millers.

CHICAGO'S KIiKCTIOX.
The contest among Chicago Demo-

crats for the nomination tor mayor seems,
to have practically narrowed down to

W-ASHIXOTOX lIESIXG a'ld CABTEB
Babbison. The Herald, representing
a large followingof Democrats, is mak-
ing a hard fight to defeat Habeisok
and is championing the cause of lles-
ixg,believing him to be the best candi-
date with whom to accomplish the end
A large majority of thfl Democrats are
naturally opposed to Harbison, and
two things have given rise to the feel-
ing. A great many of the Democrats
of the higher classes were not in accord
with Harbison's wide-open and almost
lawless policy during his terms as
mayor, and are not willingto give him
another trial. But the greatest opposi-
tion arises from his having bolted two
years ago to run independently and
bring about the election of a Repub-
lican mayor. However, at this dis-
tance it looks as though the Herald
were unfortunate in selecting Hesiitg

as its candidate. Hesixg is the
editor of the •Illinois Staats-Zei-
tung, one of the most prominent
German dailies in America. He and
his paper are the backbone of the power
which keeps German at the front in the
public schools. Several years there has
been fermenting a public feeling against

the great latitude given the teaching of
tiiis language, and now the sentiment
seems to be almost unanimous among
the families not oE the German per-
suasion. This fact is likely to cause a
great many Democrats to either vote at
the primaries for the nomination of
Harrison as the least of two evils, or
scatter their votes so that Harbison
willpull through. Another thing which
may tend to help Harbison's cause is
the fact that there is a general feeling
that ifhe fails tosecure the nomination
he willrun independently and thus let

in another Republican mayor, for they
would certainly prefer Harrison to a
Republican. Harrison's worst admin-
istration was not a marker to the ad-

ministration under which the city now
suffers. Itwillbe a close right at the
primaries, and the country generally
will watch' the outcome with consider-
able interest. _

DECIDED HJfH WAYS.

The Queetiou or Admitting Ap-
pointed Senators Discussed.

To the Editor of trie Glo'oe.
Intoday's issue of tiie Globe under

the heading of "The Wyoming Va-
cancy" you make a distinction between
the case of Mr.Read, appointed senator

from Delaware by the governor of that
state in 1793, and the present situation
in Wyoming, and conclude that the
cases are not "on all fours."

You are mistaken iv thinking the case
of Mr. Read the only precedent. The
question has been before the federal
senate a number of thne.s, and has been
decided botii ways. Perhaps the best
considered case was that of Mr.
Lamnon, appointed by the gov-
ernor of Connecticut in 16:25,
and which was "on all fours"
with the Wyoming case. Mr. Lanmon
had served a regular term as senator.
His term expired on March 3, 18:25, and,
the legislature, having failed to elect liis
successor, he was appointed by the
governor. On presenting himself to
take the oath of office,his appointment
was objected to as not having been made
in a case in which the governor could
filla vacancy by making a temporary
appointment.

The anrumeut against his admission
was that the word '"happen" in the
constitution implied an unexpected con-
tingency. "Itcould not apply to a fore-
seen event, bound to oconr atatixed
period." And this was the judgment or
the senate, which by a vote of 23 to 18
rejected a motion to admit him to a seat.
Itis perhaps worthy of remark that on
this vote Andrew Jackson and Thomas
H. Benton voted in favor of the rejec-
tiou, while Gen. Harrison, grandfather
of President Harrison, voted against it.
There are anumber of other precedents,
an examination of which tends to hold to
the belief that the decisions of the sen-
ate in such cases have not always been
free from political considerations.

order are averse to permitting their
plans to become public. The leaders of
the organization state, however, that the
resolution was passed, and say that it
willprobably result in the bringing to
justice of the men who performed the
outrages. They look at the matter in
the iisdit ot a reflection on the order
and all old soldiers, in case they permit
the insult to go unavenged, and they
are determined to show tlie enemies of
the men who fought for their country
that they are not" so old and decrepit
that they cannot

Aveiijjean Insult
which is national in it's intentions.
"Althoughthere has as yet i>een no ap-
propriation made for the prosecuting of
the vengeance of the order, one will
probably be made in the near future,"
said ex-Commander Lange last evening
to a reporter for the GLOBE. "The
resolution which was passed is a very
strong one, and there is a great amount
of feeling among tlie members of the
order in regard to the matter. Itis an
assured fact that there vvi!l be no pains
spared in the search for the men who
desecrated thft monuments and graves
of the old soldiers. They willbe sought
out and punished to the fullest extent
of she law."

>ir. Lange was reticent in the giving
of particulars as to the plans of the
members of the (J. A.K. in their prose-
cution of vengeance, but he is of the
opinion that the olher camps of the or-
der willadopt similar measures. It is
considered a disgrace by the members
of the order that the men who commit-
ted tlie outrages have been permitted
to go so long without being punished
for their misdeeds. They will do all in
their power to prosecute the men, an:l
will contribute whatever expenses are
necessary for the carrying out of the
plans which will be formulated by the
officers of the order.

As far as could be learned, the plan is
to engage the services of detectives,
probably those in the employ of Tliiel's
detective service, to go to the' place

where tiie outrages were committed and
to find out the names of the men who
did the deeds. The arrests will occur
as soon as the guilty ones are located,
and their trials will"quickly follow. Ths
arrangements for the work will be
placed in the hands of the council of
administration, and full liberty will be
granted in the matter of expenses. All
that willbe required is that the investi-
gation shall be complete and searching.

Ite'sterday's Routine.
There was a full attendance of dele-

gates at the time of the calling to order
of the meeting of the G. A.K. yester-
day morning. At 10 o'clock
the reading of the reports of
various officials was commenced, but
the arrival of Conmiander-in-Chief
Weissert interrupted the reports. He
was at once escorted to the stand, where
he made a short address.

A THRILIiING ACCIDENT.

A Broken Trolley Furnishes Ex-
citing Fireworks.

The half-dozen passengers on a Rice
street car were treated to an impromptu
electrical display last night, which
would have been greatly appreciated
had they not been frightened nearly to
death.

Car No. 588 leftConcord street at 11:30
o'clock, and between the starting point
and Chicago avenue six passengers, in-
cluding two women, boarded the
car.

The passengers first
became aware of the accident by
a blaze of dazzling light which en-
veloped the car. The mofoneer jumped
into the car and shut the door after
him. Tiie conductor, Isaac Hynes, was
not finite quick enough, and the wire
fullingover the rear end of the car
twisted about his body. Very fortun-
ately for him he had on a heavy fu
coat and a pair of buckskin mittens
and with cousiderablo effort he man-
aged to extricate himself from the wire
without injury. The passengers in the
meantime were panic-stricken. The
two women fainted and the four male
passengers hidtheir faces to shut out the
blinding glare. The trrade having been
passed, the car stopped after passing
Indiana avenue, and the frighteneu
passengers left the car. The company
were notified of the accident and sent
another car to the scene on the other
track, to which the passengers were
transferred. A crew was also sent to
repair the wire in a wrecking wagon.
While the wagon was crossing the
Robert street bridge itcollided with the
car, which had been sent to transfer
the passengers, and another scare fol-
lowed. The damage by the collision,
however, was not serious, onlythe head-
light and front platform being broken,

LAW STUDENT OBJECTS

To the Law "Which Discriminates
inFavor of the University.

To the Editor of the Globe.
Inoticed In yesterday's Globe a

very valuable and timeiy suggestion to
the members of the legislature on our
present laws regulating admission to
the bar. 1 do not object to the most
stringent rules admitting persons to the
noble profession of the law, as Ithink
the high standard of the bar must be
kept up; but itseems that the twoyears'
course of study in the office of a practic-
ing attorney has produced in the past as
learned men in the lavr as the pres-
ent three years' course is apt to do in
the future. And it seems a gross in-
justice that the young man who. from
choice or necessity, studies law in the
manner in which the greatest legal
lightsof America have dove should bo
compelled to pass through three years
of unremitting toil and study, studying
as much law per day as his brother stu-
dent at the state university, and daily
putting in practice what he has learned
in a manner which itnprin'/s itindelibly
upon 'iis mind, while the 'favored ones
who attend the pet university go through
a course of eighteen months, and then
are turned loose upon the community to
place man's life, liberty and property in
jeopardy on account of their inexperi-
ence with the practice of the theories
which they have learned, besides plac-
ing them.in a position in which they are
liable tomarve while awaiting a subject
that is willingto be sacrificed upon the
altar of experience. Ofcourse, old and
well established attorneys do not object
to the supreme court making three
years' study inan office necessary, as
they get the benefit of the extra year in
the student's ability to perform profes-

sional services for them, which he is
handicapped from doing on his own ac-
count by the absence 6f his sheepskin
and shingle.
Ifthe "standard is to be three years'

study, crowned with the mest rigidex-
amination that a commission of quiz-
masters, picked out on account of their
especial talents in that department of
law, cau devise, why not make the
course at the "U"three years also? A
l'igid examination should be had, but if
a person is able to pass the required ex-
amination after two years' study in an
office, why not eive him the benefit of
his industry and predilection to the law?
The people, that is the mass of the peo-

pie, decreed last November against
class legislation. This law referred to
belongs to that class. Ifthe present
legislature desire a chance.to show tha
they are in touch with the voice of the
people, they may change this law, and
in doing so will be doing justice
to'-ia laree number of law stu-
dents who work and study early
and late, most of whom receive
on compensation during their appren-
ticeship to a profession in which years
of hard and indefatigable work is neces-
sary to succeed, but which is all the re-
quirement the man who is made of that
sterner stuff which the poets speak of

1asks inorder to give him a chance to
succeed in life. On behalf of the
would-be legal gladiators, the appel-
lants in the case, it. is respectfully sub-
mitted that the law should bo the same
for the youth of the people and the sub-
ject for which the anti-cigarette bill is
framed. ALaw STUDENT.

The
two prominent candidates for the posi-

tion were John Charles Thompson,
whose election was defeated by the de
fection of one Democratic vote, A.
L.' New, who lacked six votes of an
election. Mr. Beckwith is about sixty
years ofage. lie is commissioner from
Wyoming" to the world's fair and was a
delegate to the last Democratic national
convention.'

The new senator is a genuine West-
erner, lie has never held but two
offices. One was membership of the na-
tional world's fair commission, arid the
other membership in the first town coun-
cil of Cheyenne. He came to this place
thirty years ago, working his passage
across the plains with a buil team, lie
identified himself with the, community
by building its first house and opening a
grocery. Then the railway came and
on he went with it. and was a rich man
before* he settled in Evanston, a thrifty
town near the Utah line. In that sec-
tion ho is a big man. He owns the local
bank, herds of cattle and tracts of
rang?, coal mines and coal and timber
lands. His hobby is horses, and he
breeds trotters on the finest farm in the
mountains. He brings Wilkes stock
from Kentucky and makes mon-
ey. . His religious denomination
is the Methodist. Beckwith was

f born in New York sixty years ago, but
was in Missouri with a party of trap-
pers at fifteen. lie is a self-made man,
education and all, and is a man of con-
siderable education. He is gray, but
tall and straight and vigorous. Person-
ally he is a very pleasant gentleman,
but with a directness that sometimes
embarrasses those approaching him. He
has always been a Democrat. Beckwith
at one time owned all the stores at the
Union Pacific coal mines, but has lately
sold them back to the company. lie will
go on to Washington at once.
