THE DEATH PENALTY.
Not Execution, but Where a

Corporation Lies at
Fault.

The House Vehemently Dis-
cusses the Question of

Liability.

Proposed to Make No Dis-
tinction Between Death

and Injury.

Many Measures Which Yes-
terday Busied the Dele-

gates.

Atthe morning session of the house
Mr. Noyes called up his concurrent
resolution, offered Thursday, directing
that the speech of Senator Stevens, de-
livered on Washington's birthday, be
printed in the journals of both houses.

matters in the journal were quoted by
Mr.Bleecker and Mr.Comstock, of Blue
Earth.

Ashad been anticipated, there was
another exciting controversy when Sen-
ator John Day Smith's prevention of
cruelty to animals bill came up in the
senate for final reading and passage
yesterday morning. The author re-
newed his arguments for the measure,
denouncing the custom of "docking" as
cruel and inhuman in the extreme.
He asserted that there are only
a few horses in Minneapolis
that have suffeied the operation, and
these are owned by alleged fashionable
people who fancy that the short tails
give the equipage a distinguished air.
Senator La Due read an effective speech
to combat the position assumed by Sen-
ator Smith. He challenged the author
or any one else to show that the speaker
had ever been cruel to a horse in his

Ilife. He opposed the bill as a horseman
and a practical breeder. He explained
that he had gone even so far as to forbid
barbed wire fences on his tarm. and he
had known of more cruelty inflicted by
these torturous fences in his locality
alone than has been inflicted through-
out the country by the processor "dock-
ing."

Dr.Mayo, as a practicing surgeon, de-
nied that "docking" was a painful op-
eration, and he insisted that itis abso-

I lutely necessary to some horses— those
that have the vicious habit of switching

: their tails over the lines. He had nar-
Irowly escaped runaways many times

because ot such animals, and such j
horses are not marketable until j
"docked," and then they became valu- ;

EDUCATIONAL MATTERS.

The Senate Committee Postpones
Action on Free Text Books.

Senator Smith's free text books meas-
ure was taken up by the senate commit-
tee on education yesterday afternoon.
Aftera brief discussion of this bill,
together with the act introduced by Sen-
ator Nelson, itwas postponed for further
deliberation. The Smith bill provides
for local option upon adopting the free
text book's for the use of tne public
schools, and Senator Nelson's billpro-
vides for a uniform system, in counties,
of free text books.

! Senate File 197 was also considered.
!Itrelates to the examination of teach-
[ ers, ana provides for an appeal from the
Iaction of the county superintendent to
the state superintendent in cases of dis-
satisfaction on the part of the teacher
examined. The committee decided to
report the bill back witliout recom-
mendation, and it was decided to recom-
mend the passage of Senate File 297, re-
lating to higher education.

HOUSK NOTKS.

The committee on state prison and
reformatory met yesterday afternoon
and decided to recommend for passage
Mr. Craig's bill, H. F. No. 141, as
amended. The amendments fix the
salary of the principal keeper of the re
formatorv at $1,500, and that of the chic*
clerk of the same institution at 11,200.

The bill sent up Thursday by Got.
Nelson, which provides for establishing
the parole system at the Stiilwater
prison in order to relieve ffiepresent
crowded condition of the St. Cloud re-
formatory, was recommended to pass
and to have its second reading.

The committee on municipal legisla-
tion met yesterday afternoon and de-
cided to favorahly recommend the fol-
owing bills: 11. F. No. 590, Furlong,
autnorizing municipal corporations to
issue bonds for the purpose of funding
indebtedness, and S. F. No. 54, Stevens,
to limit the time within which vacation
of streets and aileys may be called into
question. H. F. No. 517, Leonard, cov-
ering the same points as IJ. F. No. 590,
was recommended to be indefinitely
postponed: also H. F. No. 394, Mr.
Nilsson's bill to prohibit incorporated
cities making concessions, in the' matter
of transfers, to 6treet railway com-
panies.

Ameritorious measure and one that
is certainly in the interest of humanity,
was introduced yesterday by Mr.Geiss-
ler. This billmakes it a misdemeanor
to exhibit freaks or monstrosities. The
bill will,in allprobability, be amended
to prohibit the use of pictures of such
malformations before itis passed.

P. H. Kellydoes not intend toaban-
don the p»)!iil)ition of the use of the
Cigarette. He introduced yesterday an-
other billprohibiting the manufacture
or sale of cigarettes containing adul-
terated tobacco; also prohibiting the
gift or sale of such pests toany person
under sixteen years of age. The senate
judiciary committee having decided that
his former billon the same subject was
unconstitutional, care was taken in
drawing this one that no such objection
could be raised against it At Mr. Kel-
ly's request the bill was referred to the
judiciary committee.

Mr. Wacek's bill to require railroads
to build elevators and track scales at all
stations where any considerable amount
ofgrain is shipped is similar to one now
under consideration in the senate. Itis
an effort to compel the railroads to pro-
vide the same facilities for handling
grain that they do for handling any
other commodity.
