CHICAGO, Feb. 24.—A break of nearly
v dollar a barrel took place today 1n the
rice of pork.

.ive branch of the trade has been in the
1ands of scalpers for several days, no
yutside orders having been received.
'he big plungers took advantage of this
condition of things and organized a
vicious raid. They found the market
poorly supported and pressed their ad-
vantage with viger, bringing out 2 lot of
property on stop-loss orders and pre-
cipitating a violent flurry. The closing
price marks a decline of §2 a barrel in
pork from the outside prices made on
the recent advance. The slump was a
board of trade aliair entirely, the hog
market at the stockyards feeling the
effects of the raid only shghtly. 1t was
looked upon by many as the long-looked-
for boeginning of the end of the bull
campaign in provisions. Compared with
vesterday’s closing prices, the May de-
liveries are 20¢ ofi for lard and ribs to-
night, and wheat Corn was
supporied by some covering by the
storts and left off ¢ higher.
Vheat trading was of restrieted char-
acter. Prices early in the day declined

New Yorx, Feb. 24.—A decidedly

bearish sentiment existed in Wall street
this morning, but the day developed a
material ebange in this respect, and,
while resistance was given to the de-
clines in the leading weak stocks, the
market as 2 whole again showed a dis-
position to break away from thein-
fluence of these stocks, as their move-
ments were the result of special causes
and not justified by the general situa-
tion. ‘I'he outzo of goid for tomorrow
was reduced to a mere nominal sum and
money was decidedly easier than for
some time before the holidays. While
little attention was paid to these in-
fluences they evidently had their full
effect, and a weak feverish and
unsettled speculation  was  changed
into a strong one. Reading and its af-
fairs occupied still the most prominent
position in view of the street, but there
was a decidedly better feeling, and, al-
though the transactions in Reading
were still large, the price was depressed
only a fraction,and a full aund sub-
stantial rallv was in progress during
the entire day. ‘I'he stock moved stead-
ily upward, finally clesing at 30, with a
net gain of 1%{ perecent. It was some-
what handicapped, however, by the
course of its ally, New England. The
bears found this stock an easy prey, and
undoubtedly beavy liguidation was per-

| formed, while the bears uncovered stop

orders. continuously, and ffom 37 last
eveningz it deelined to 28% with bhardly
a rally - worthy of the naiae, and finally
closed at 29 with a net loss of 8 per eent.
