The day before Clemenceau’s recent
duel with Paul Deroulede, the fiery
poet of Le Revanche, the maker and
breaker of ministries, scored twenty
bull’s-eyes in succession, and his hand
was as steady as the Vendome column.
The same afternoon, in shooting at the
mannequin, or stuffed human ficure, M.
Clemenceau landed his bullets at will in
heart or head, right arm or left arwm, at
n distance of thirty metres, and yet the
next day when they came to fight he
missed his man entively three times in
succession, so great is the difference in
firing for fun or in earnest.

T'o look at M. Clemenceau when prac-
ticing before the targets, or rather, be-
fore he begins to practice, one would
take him for an inoffensive counter-
jumper rather than a fire-eating poli-
tician. He is short in stature, very
bald, with shifting brown eyes, and a
nervous way of pulling at his gray
mustache. When he begins to run up
his score of bull’s-eyes, however, one’s
feeling of respect grows apace.

On the occasion of the duel between
Camille Dreyfus, a prominent deputy,
and the Marquis de Mores, who con-
sidered himself mortally insulted, Drey-
fus was jJustly regarded as one of the
best pistol shots in France, and had
been practicing for weeks at Renette’s
gallery., Ilis cartons were the admira-
tion of every one and rarely showed a
hole outside the inner circle. The day
before the duel Gastinne-Renette, who
nad asortof intuitive judgment in these
things, watched M. Dreytus shoot.

Both men left the field angry, and I
remember hearing De Mores complain
bitterly on the journey back to Paris
that the rezulation charge of po“_rder
was too small to kill at the prescribed
distance, that is, twenty metres. He
emphasized the fact that this ball had
not even broken the bone of his ad-
versary’s arm. There is no guestion
but that. certain precautions of this
kind have been approved by general
usage in Paris with the idea of making
a duel with pistols less murderous.
But for these, and the fact already
noticed, that experts in the gallery
often cease to be such on the field,
there would be a terrible percentage of
deaths in these encounters.

One of the favorite exercises at Re-
nette’s gallery 1s the shooting at small
plaster images made to move past at
different rates of speed. The younger
Dumas,who has had many dueling expe-
riences. is a great adept at this, though
of recent years he has not practiced as
much as tormerly. He has never for-
rotten the tragie duel in which his
father was concerned when M. Dujarier,
of La Presse, was killed. _

Anotber feat, something of a trick,
however, consists of throwing a coin
into the air and hitting it with a pistol
ball. Dozens of Renette’s pupils can d
this three times out of four. :

Boulanger Was a Good Shot.

At the time of his great popularity,
Gen. Boulanger used to visit this gallery
frequently, and a number of his ear-
tons are still on exhibition there, or
were a few years ago. The ‘‘brave
general” was a better shot than he was
a swordsman. He used to practice ina
buff-colored suit with short jacket and
very tight-fitting trousers.

Boulanger’s old adversary, the present
president of the chamber of deputies,
M. Charles Floquet, whois in a fair way
to have a new series of dueis on his
haunds, is too near-sighted to become a
very accurate shot, although he has
made some fair records. President Car-
not nimself used topractice at Renette’s
before he was elected to the Elysee, and
his cartons are shown to visitors with
pride.

Perhaps the most formidable pistol
shot who visits Gastinne-Renette’s gal-
lery is the tempestuous orator, Paul de

Cassagnae, editor of the imperialist
organ, I Autorite. M. de Cassagnac

stands over six feet, and is broad and
heavy in proportion. He looks like an
Indian, talks like a flood tide and fights
like a eyclone. He has probably taken
part in more dueis than any man in
France, and is absolutely fearless. One
peculiarity about M. de Cassagnac’s
method of firing is that he never takes
aim, or at least not as other experts do.
He gauges the line between his weapon
and the mark in some such way as
a base ball player aims the ball he
is throwing—seeing only the mark. The
consequence is that while not capable of
such wonderful show feats as many
other patrons of the gallery, such as
hitting a bird on the wing, or shooting
five-franc piece off his toe, M. de Cas-
sagnac, when it come to the pinch, al-
ways lands his bullet near enough to
mark to make it exceedingly unpleas-
ant for the other fellow, and what is of
greater noment still, he seems to shoot
better ih a duel thap at any other time.

Rochefort Made De Cassagnac
Weaken.

“I don’t pretend to split hairs with a
pistol ball,” he told a vain-glorious
marksman one day, “but 1 can split
hearts all right when it is necessary.”
A cyniecal man is M. de Cassagnac.

One of the most celebrated pistol shots
in France, and a man who was often
seen at Renette’s before his exile to
London, was Henri Rochefort, the bit-
ter pamphleteer who alone is able to
dispute with M. de Cassagnac for the
palin among hiving duelists. When [
called M. Rochefort a celebrated pistol
shot, I mean that he is celebrated rather
for his daring than for his skill, which,
ns:ln matter of fact, is not of the highest
order.

That consideration, however, has
never held him back from ieeting any
one who gave or found cause upon
the champs d’honneur. He and M.
have Dbeen bitier
enemies for years, and more than
one challenge lias passed between
them, Twenty years ago they fought for
the lirst titne,the weapons being pistols.
Roecherort missed entirely. whereupon
de Cassagnac coolly planted a bullet in
his adversary’s left side, where it
struck an image of the virgin, giving
Rochefort a lease of life and a chance
to crack one of his inimitable jokes. A
few years later Rochefort, maddened by
the attacks of his rival, ehallenged him
toa duel ala mort, in which he pro-
posed to stand at ten paces with pistols,
only one of whieh should be loaded, M.
de Cassagnac, for the only time in his
life, refased to fight under such con-
ditions, by
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LOVE MAKING OF “CHIHUA-
HUA” BROWN.

Chihuahua Brown came to Pyrites
when the camp was first started. That
was six months before the time of which
I write.

Pyrites was a typical mining town or
tcamp’’ far up 1 the Rocky mountains.

It had grown in six months from one
log cabin toa town of a 1,000 inhabi-
ants. It was a rough, unpretentious
town, both as regards its buildings and
a large number of its citizens; but under
the duck suit of the miner there are
more honest hearts, more noble and
geqnerous natures than will be found in
almost any other calling in life.

\With the rush of ininers came a rush
of gawmblers. Four saloons sprang into
existence in a night. Then began the
erection of the most commodious and
pretentious building in the ecamp—the
Palace dance hall--whiech was hurried
to completion. It looked more like a
barn than a palace, but it proved as
great an attraction for the feverish
wealth and pleasure-seeking popula-
tion of Pyrites as though its wajls were
of linerusta and its flours of variegated
marble.

It is a noticeable fact about a new
minmg camp that the most high-sound-
ine titles are applied to the most com-
mon-looking structures: the cheapest
place always has the grandest name.
For instance, the Delmonico restaurant
vas the worst of all the eating estab-
I®hments in Pyrites, and the Windsor
hotel offered the poorest accommoda-
tions of any hostelry in the place. 'The
St. James livery stable had nothing bet-
ter in the shape of equines than,some
vroken-down stage-horses,and the Crys-
tal Grotto saloon was only a board
shanty, where five-cent whisky was sold
for two bits a drink.

The eleanest, most home-like eating
house in the place was Mrs. MeGuire’s
restaurant. Bridget McGuire was a
lively. bustling Irish woman, with a red
face and hair a shade lighter. She was
popuiar with *‘the boys,” as she called
the miners who patronized her place.
“\We can always get plenty on our forks
at Mrs. McGuire’s,” was the usual sen-
tence of praise bestowed upon her es-
tablishment.

*Chihuahua” Brown boarded with
Mrs. McGuire. He was a quiet, retiring
sort of a man. No one knew much
about him, except that he once had
some mining property near Chihuahua,
Mex. There was another Brown in Py-
rites, so he was given the sobriquet of
*Chihuahua,” to distinguish him from
the other Brown., He paid his
board promptly, and was highly
esteemed by Mrs. McGuire, who some-
times spoke of him as ‘*‘the widow
woman’s friend,”” on account of his once
having loaned Mrs. McGuire $200 with-
out security, when the good-naturea
Irish woman first started in business.
Now she was bevond the need of finan-
cial assistance, and was doing a flour-
ishing business—such a large business,
in fact, that she had been obliged to
send to Denver for additional help to
wait upon the table. The “heip” duly
arrived upon the stage aud created a
sensation in Pyrites. The first general
deseription was given out by thé stage-
driver, “Fairplay Bill,” tc a deecply in-

terested throng of listeners au the Silver
Bear saloon.

*‘She cum up on the stage alongside
of me,” said *“Bill.”” *“There was three
girls for the dance hall, besides. When

we got to the first station, at Turkey-

Creek canyon, she asked if she could
ride on the seat with me; she did so ad-
mire the scenery. I took her up beside
me on the box, and you never heard a
girl go on 80 about the color of the sky,
aud the trees and rocks, and the wild
flowers bloomin’ on the mountain side.
She pointed out things to me about the
scenery I never see before. [ never see
a girl so gone on scenery. She really
did enjoy it. 1 got so durned interested,
hearin’ her talk, I cum party near slid-
in’ the whole outfit down the mountain
as1 cum ’round Dead Man’s curve.
She’s different from any biscuit shooter
ever I see.”

“Purty? She’s purtier than that nigh
leader o’ mine, but she don’t put on as
much stvle as Kitty does, ’specially
when she’s just been hitched up anw’
anxious to go. Purty? Ever see’em
picturs ’bout a woman raisin’ up out of
the sea? Ever see that picture of ‘Rum-
yo and Julia? She’s a durned sight pur-
tier than either one of ’em. I’ve carried
many a hash slinger in my time, but I
never see one like her. Most of ’em’s
got their hair cut short and curly, an’
act fresh. She’s different; long hair.
blacker’n a dark night in the canyon;
big eyes: roses in her cheeks; she’s a
lady, that’s what she is. 1 could tell
that first time I see her. Guess she was
glad to get up on the box with me, ’way
from them dance hall girls. They tried
toget tresh with her while she was on
the inside; asked her if she thought she
could do Dbetter in Pyrites than she
could in Danver. She said she thought
she could, ’cause the wages was better.”

* *Wages!” says one girl. with a little
cackley laugh, like a graveyard. *That’s
good: you don’t mean to tell me you're
zoin’ to works for wages? says she.
*‘What are you going to do?

“Imogoin’ to work in Mrs. MceGuire’s
restaurong—just iike that; restaurong
—waitin’ on the table.”

“*You’ll soon git over that,” says the
danee-house giri, laughing.

‘“*I hope so,” says the little l1ady, ‘but
I ain’t ashiamed of any work that’s hon-
est,” savs she. ‘No true woman is above
earnin’ her own livin’, by manuwell la-
bor, if necessary,” says the littie lady.
And then them three dance-house girls
had a chill, and the little lady got up on
the box with me at the next station,
and durin’ the drive up the canyon she
wanted to know if them three ladies
were goin’ to work arn Mrs. McGuire’s
restaurong, too, an’ I durn near fell off
the box. 1 had to throw the silk into
the leaders an’ kind o’ git my attention
’tracted to the hosses before 1 could git
my face straight enuff to tell her ‘I
guess not.” I'm durned if she ever got
on to the fact that them girls inside was
dance-hall girls: she’s a lady, she is.”

This was how Doris Ware came to
Pyrites to be the **help” at Mrs. Me-
Guire’s restaurant. 1t was not strange
that the business of the restaurant in-
creased. Mrs. McGuire’s new waiter
girl was very. very pretty, and a pretty
face is an attraction anywhere, but
especially so in a new mining camp,
where women coustitute a very small
minority of the population.

It is not strange, either, that many of
Mrs. McGire’s boarders fell in love with
Mrs. McGuire’s waitress. There was
quite a noticeable sprucing up in the
way of general aypearance among the
boarders. Two or three of ‘‘the boys”
affected bright-colored ties, and when
they came to their meals they were
particular about washing their faces
very clean. They seemed to put more
than the usual amount of water on their
hair and combed it back slicker thaun
they had been in the habitof doing.
All this seemed to have no effect upon
Mrs. McGire’s help. She was as demure,
retiring and wmodest as when she first
arrived. There was one boarder who
loved the pretty waiier girl with the’
consuming passion of a secret af-
fection. He scarcely dare raise his
eyes to her, he was so diffident.
The flutter of her dress was suflicient to
cause every nerve in the body to trem-
ble. If she spoke to him he was sure to
put a lump of butter in his coffee or
sprinkle sugar all over his plate during
the ensuing momenaof confusion. This
boarder was a **Chihiuahua” Brown. He
was reserved in his manner, so quiet
and gentlemanly that Doris was natur-
ally attracted to him. They became
friends, and gradvally *Chibuahua®
Brownun learned of the past life of Doris
Ware. Her fatber had been a man of
wealth: he was speculator. A bad invest-
ment had left him almost penniless. He
lacked the moral courage to face adver-
sity, and in a moment of desperaticn
and despondency he blew out his brains.

The shock almost Kkilled bhis wife,
a woman of a delicate, nerv-
ous temperament, His dangh-

There
was no other occupation in which she
could engage and remain in Pyrites, and
he could not bear the thought of send-
ing her away. If she remained in Py-
rites without working it- would subject
her to foul suspicion aud make ner a
general subject for scandal.
